Vacant board positions

There are some positions that will become available on the board.  All recommendations should be turned in to Greg Pease who will forward them to the Mayor’s office.  Leon suggested the recommendations need to be submitted by July 16.  There is an application for a new pastor, who will be invited to the next meeting.
Nelson suggested that contact needs to be made with Pastor Suro to determine if he is still willing to be part of the Board.  Leon will be contacting Pastor Suro on the following week to determine his commitment.
Scholarship Luncheon
There is an outstanding invoice from last year’s invoice.  The Board had previously approved the payment of this invoice.  Nelson Cuba asked how much money is still in the account.  Greg advised the board that there is approximately $700.00 left in the general fund, out of a budget of $2700.00.  There is close to $11,000.00 in the special fund.  The outstanding invoice is for $3,093.00, the money will come out of the special fund.
Action: Greg is going to research the transfer of money from the special fund to the general fund.  Greg will provide the Board with a specific break down of all the expenses through out the year.

The budget for the luncheon was distributed to all the members. The budget shows what was spent on the luncheon on 2009, and the projected for 2010 with a 4% increase. In the review of the proposed budget, it was determined that the speaker has not requested hotel accommodations, Rose will contact some vendors to try and obtain better prices, Paola suggested donations could be requested for some of the items.
Action: Rose will provide quotes on some of the items on the budget.

The luncheon will take place on September 17th at 11:00 a.m. at the Hyatt Hotel.

The board wants to raise funds for 16 scholarships, which comes out to about $32,000.00.

A list of the potential sponsors will be distributed to the members to search for donations for the scholarships, and the luncheon.  The money that is coming in form the tables is not going to the Board, but it is going to the Chamber.  

The application for scholarship needs to be updated on the Board’s website.
Action: Ana will update the scholarship application and publish it on the Board’s website.

The speaker for the event will be Betty Martinez from the minority business development at Walt Disney World.
Action: Ed will send all the members a copy of the sponsorship package.

Another suggestion was to contact the local colleges and universities to seek a match on the scholarships.

The chamber’s deadline for the application is July 16th. 

Last year it was suggested that some changes needed to be made to the application, due to some of the instructions being confusing.

Several files and items were delivered to Greg’s office from a former board liaison.  He will go through it to search for the sponsor list.
