· 4/20/10 – Motion: Gwen Yates motioned to accept the meeting minutes and was seconded by Arnold Tritt. Mr. Mallett asked that the minutes include the discussion regarding the eligibility of Fresh Ministries grant application. Ms. Hipps asked that the motion be deferred to the next Public Service Grant Council meeting. 
Fresh Ministries
Lawsikia Hodges said that she had reviewed the application submitted by Fresh Ministries for their “Core City Economic Development” program. She went on to say that the priority population they identified to serve was “Low income persons and families and with sub-category of workforce development.” Included in their application was a request for funding to operate an office facility designed to incubate small businesses. She stated that an applicant can’t jump to the sub-category without first serving the priority population. She said that it appeared to her that their application did not serve “low income persons and families”. The Jacksonville Hospitality Institute may serve this priority population. However, she said that the entire application needed to serve it and not just a piece of it. She went on to say that a business entity can not be homeless and that 100% of the people served by the funded program needed to serve the priority population they identified in their application and said that the “Core City Economic Development” program was not an appropriate fit under Public Service Grants. Roslyn Mixon Phillips stated that the City of Jacksonville has supported Fresh Ministries with their business incubator program for several years. She went on to say that they have received funds from Community Development Block Grants to expand their building space and that they recently submitted another grant application through the Northwest Economic Development Trust Fund to continue with their capital expansion. Ms. Hodges suggested that the Public Service Grant Council consider “workforce development” as a priority population for FY 2012.
Motion: Ronald Mallet motioned that Fresh Ministries’ application be disqualified from FY 2011 Public Service Grant funding consideration based on the recommendation of Lawsikia Hodges, Assistant General Counsel and the motion was seconded by Juan Diaz.  The motion passed.
Funding Matrix Workshop

Nancy Kirts suggested scheduling a workshop to go over the funding matrix prior to the May 18, 2010 Public Service Grant Council meeting. This suggestion was approved and Ms. Kirts was asked to schedule the meeting as quickly as possible.
Application Review By General Counsel’s Office

Alberta Hipps asked Lawsikia Hodges to review all FY 2011 Public Service Grant applications to ensure that Duval County residents and approved Priority Populations were proposed to be served through each application for funding.
