Public Service Grant Council Meeting Minutes

Welcome:  Alberta Hipps convened the meeting by welcoming everyone and facilitated introductions.

Public Service Grant Council 1/19/10 Meeting Minutes – Alberta Hipps if there were any comments about the meeting minutes. Mr. Mallet motioned to approve the minutes which was seconded by Mr. Donahoo. The motion passed.

Chapter 118 Proposed Changes

Alberta Hipps asked Lawsikia Hodges to provide an update regarding the proposed changes to Chapter 118 proposed in Ordinance 2009-868. Ms. Hodges indicated that there was a meeting scheduled on 2/19/10 with Council Member Hyde to finalize the ordinance and any additional changes needed. Ms. Hipps asked Nancy Kirts to post this meeting in the event that Public Service Grant Council members wanted to attend this meeting and that she work with Council Member Hyde’s office in doing so.

FY 2011 Public Service Grant Council’s Funding Matrix

Alberta Hipps asked Nancy Kirts to speak to grading the applications. She stated that in the 1/19/10 Public Service Grant Council meeting it was decided for testing purposes of the Funding Matrix that a weight be assigned for the application score of 25% of the Final Weighted Score of the application. She asked who would have the responsibility of grading the applications. Last year, the staff scored the applications. That grade was not used for funding purposes, but it was used as a baseline for the Public Service Grant Council to consider when rendering their own score for each application. Lawsikia Hodges said that Chapter 118 states that the Public Service Grant Council is to review and evaluate all applications. There was a lengthy debate about who should grade the applications and it was later decided that this point would be taken up at the 3/16/10 Public Service Grant Council meeting.

Alberta Hipps asked Mr. Donahoo to discuss the proposed FY 2011 Public Service Grant Funding Matrix. He went through the Funding Matrix handout provided in the meeting packet to discuss what had already been accomplished by the Public Service Grant Council and what was yet to be accomplished. Through the discussions, a new column was added to indicate “2009 Revenue” and the “PSG Impact” column was eliminated. Ms. Hipps asked that the finalized Funding Methodology be distributed to all Public Service Grant applicants to ensure transparency and that staff would provide technical support in these last few weeks to assist agencies with completing their application. Mr. Donahoo spoke to (5) questions that needed to be decided by the Public Service Grant Council in order to finalize the Funding Matrix. They were:

1. What is the scoring threshold for applications to be considered? Decision - 70 

2. Should the Final Weighted Score also have the same threshold? Decision - 70
3. Should the Public Service Grant Council predetermine the funding allocation percentage or have it determined from the requests received. Decision – Funding allocation based on requests received

4. Should Public Service Grant applications receive a higher level of funding based on their final weighted score? If yes, should it be a percentage split or tiered levels of funding? Decision – The higher level funding will be based on tiered levels
5. Should the Public Service Grant Council have the ability to make funding adjustments after the final funding allocations have been made? Decision – Yes
Lawsikia Hodges suggested that the Funding Matrix be voted on to document the discussions and decisions made by the Public Service Grant Council. Mr. Donahoo stated that the Funding Matrix would be updated based on the decisions of this meeting and would be ready for a final vote at the next Public Service Grant Council meeting. Ms. Hipps asked that the meeting minutes be distributed to the Public Service Grant Council by 3/1/10 to receive comments and then be posted on the Public Service Grant Council’s web site for access to everyone. John Donahoo spoke about the time that it will take to grade the applications. Ms. Hipps stated there was an opportunity to change Chapter 118 at the 2/19/10 meeting with Council Member Hyde. Edgar Mathis asked that a completed grading criteria document be provided at the next Public Service Grant Council meeting. 

FY 2010 Public Service Grant Council’s Timeline Review

Ms. Hipps briefly mentioned the timeline and the importance of keeping up with upcoming milestones needing to be accomplished. She spoke specifically about setting aside time for the upcoming Public Service Grant applicant Oral Presentations.

2009 Pubic Service Grants Annual Report

Ms. Hipps thanked staff for preparing the document and asked if there were any comments from the Public Service Grant Council. All Public Service Grant Council members were in favor of approving the document.

Council Auditor’s Non-Compliance List

There was nothing new to report from the 1/19/10 meeting.
