Public Service Grant Council Meeting Minutes

Welcome:  Alberta Hipps convened the meeting by welcoming everyone and facilitated introductions.

Public Service Grant Council 12/15/09 Meeting Minutes – Alberta Hipps asked that Gwen Yates facilitate any comments about the meeting minutes since she conducted the 12/15/09 Public Service Grant Council meeting. Mr. Mallet motioned to approve the minutes which was seconded by Mr. Mathis. The motion passed.

Chapter 118 Proposed Changes Update – Ordinance 2009-868

Ms. Hipps spoke about the Floor Amendment provided with the 1/19/10 meeting packet and the fact that Ordinance 2009-868 was scheduled for a final reading in City Council at their 1/12/10 meeting, but was requested to be deferred by Council Member Hyde. Ms. Hodges provided a copy of an E-Mail message dated 1/19/10 that had an attachment detailing a suggested new Floor Amendment which would replace the initial Floor Amendment. It spoke to concerns with Section 118.104 (h) as it related to “Non-cash expenses”. Roslyn Mixon Phillips said that neither she nor the staff were aware of the last minute initial Floor Amendment to be discussed in the 1/12/10 City Council meeting. She went on the say that the ordinance had been through the entire committee process and no concerns were noted by any City Council Member. 

FY 2011 Public Service Grant Council’s Funding Matrix

Nancy Kirts spoke about the 11”X17” form that Mr. Donahoo had proposed for consideration with new data points. Ms. Kirts suggested picking up where the discussion left off at the 12/15/09 Public Service Grant Council meeting. Mr. Donahoo facilitated the discussion regarding the FY 2011 Public Service Grant Council funding matrix template with regard to both subjective and objective data points. He stated that the Public Service Grant Council voted at their 12/15/09 meeting to establish a $225,000 maximum grant application funding request amount. He went on to suggest that the subjective data points be color-coded on the spreadsheet. 

Motion: Mr. Mallett motioned to set up the funding matrix scoring as 75% subjective (Public Service Grant Council) individual scoring and 25% objective score to weight the total of each grant application’s score for testing purposes only. John Donahoo seconded the motion. After discussion from Juan Diaz and Edgar Mathis the motion passed.

FY 2011 Public Service Grant Application Training

Ronald Mallett spoke briefly about the training that he attended. He said that he thought the training was good and that the main complaint from the attendees was that the screen was too small to see from the back of the training room. He said the attendees were glad that they did not have to pay for parking to attend the training. Roslyn Mixon Phillips suggested that the PowerPoint slides be duplicated as a handout for future training. She went on to say that were some agencies that did not attend the mandatory training.

FY 2010 Public Service Grant Council’s Site Visit Assignments

Alberta Hipps said that the site visit assignments were in the 1/19/10 meeting packet and suggested that if any Public Service Grant Council member needed to change an assignment to get with staff.

2009 Public Service Grant Annual Report

Alberta Hipps asked that discussion of the 2009 Public Service Grant Annual Report be deferred to the next Public Service Grant Council meeting on 2/16/10.

Nancy Kirts gave a brief report on each affected organization. Roslyn Mixon Phillips provided an update on Learn to Read and the space allocation they are working to secure through the Jacksonville Public Library.
