The Funding Matrix was developed to award 100% of funding requests to programs with the highest scores and cascading affect with the remaining funds based on the final weighted application score in each priority population and sub-category. The funding matrix was set up using $2,330,000 as the budget allocation amount which includes a 5% reduction from the FY 2010 budget allocation amount.
