Edgar Mathis asked that at the next meeting when the non-profit community will be heard regarding FY 2012 priority populations, that they answer specific questions such as what are the deficit areas and their impact on Duval County referring to evidence-based data. Lawsikia Hodges, Office of General Counsel suggested that verbiage be added each priority population must be exclusively served with Public Service Grant funds. Juan Diaz suggested being proactive with establishing funding percentages for each priority population.
