Welcome:  Gwen Yates called the meeting to order and facilitated introductions.

Public Service Grant Council Meeting Minutes – 6/15/10

Motion: Edgar Mathis motioned to accept the minutes and John Donahoo seconded the motion. The motion passed.
Public Records

Lawsikia Hodges, Office of General Counsel stated that for Retention of Records, Public Service Grant Council member records did not need to be kept in perpetuity. She also stated that Personal Notes of the Public Service Grant Council members are not considered a public record. She went on to say that there was no need to gather information at the end of meetings to create a file in perpetuity. 
Priority Populations

Nancy Kirts stated that for FY 2011, there were several organizations that submitted applications in the “Other” sub-category for a given priority population. For FY 2012, she suggested making the “Other” subcategories more specific. She also stated in researching definitions for subcategories, many would end up with a dictionary definition. Edgar Mathis stated that for the definition for the “Homeless and Low Income persons and families” priority population, it should be “Services that help move individuals and families toward economic independence.” He said that if a sub-category does not provide this type of service, then it would not be applicable for this priority population. Juan Diaz stated that he felt the priority populations should be defined and not the sub-categories. Gwen Yates said that the organizations had a tough time choosing the sub-category that best suited their proposed program. John Donahoo stated that considering sub-categories together created competition. Nancy Kirts stated that Chapter 118.806 (g) stated that applications would include the “Cost effectiveness of the program by providing a unit cost for services rendered by the program.  For the purpose of determining the most accurate and reliable unit cost, the requesting agency shall be grouped with other requesting agencies that provide similar services and are capable of measuring the cost of these services with a common unit of measurement (such as per hour, day, client, etc). The unit of measurement utilized shall be determined by the Public Service Grant Council on a group-by-group basis. In determining cost effectiveness, a requesting agency’s unit cost shall only be evaluated against other agencies within the same group.” John Donahoo suggested that a “Request for Proposal” (RFP) may be an option to proactively solicit services deemed necessary to Duval County. Nancy Kirts added that the standards of the Public Service Grant Council could be included in that RFP and used feeding the homeless as an example. She said that a standard may be to provide 100,000 nutritious meals and the RFP would then be tailored around that specification. Juan Diaz stated that he did not feel that was the role of the Public Service Grant Council. Edgar Mathis asked that an annual calendar be developed to lay out the expectations of the Public Service Grant Council. Nancy Kirts will have this available for the next meeting. 
Council Auditor’s Office Non-Compliance List

Nancy Kirts stated that there has been no change to the list. She stated that the Duval County Public Schools audit should be approved and off the Non-Compliance list by the next Public Service Grants Council meeting.
