Welcome:  Alberta Hipps called the meeting to order and facilitated introductions.

Public Service Grant Council Meeting Minutes – 9/21/10

Motion: Ronald Mallett motioned to accept the minutes and Edgar Mathis seconded the motion. The motion passed.
FY 2012 Priority Populations

Alberta Hipps asked Nancy Kirts to discuss the packet materials provided. Ms. Kirts stated that the packet materials included a funding history of Priority Populations to date; a spreadsheet detailing the FY 2011 Priority Populations selected by Public Service Grant recipients to include an explanation of the “Other” subcategories; CDBG Guidelines for low income. These were provided for reference purposes. 
Edgar Mathis stated that he did not want to make changes to the Funding Matrix, but he did think the focus should be narrowed with regard to approved Priority Populations. John Donahoo spoke about the suggested “Other” sub-categories and whether or not they need to be funded under their respective categories. He provided an example of not having “food” as a sub-category under Priority Population number 1 in FY 2011, even though there were programs that received funding for providing this service. He suggested that the Public Service Grant Council review the list to determine where the gaps were and make the corrections so that like programs would compete within the same sub-category for funding. Edgar Mathis suggested adding food to Priority Population number 1. Ronald Mallett suggested not duplicating the sub-categories within each priority population. John Donahoo asked that each Priority Population be discussed to determine if all sub-categories are still needed. Alberta Hipps asked that he lead in that discussion. Mr. Donahoo began with Priority Population 1. Juan Diaz said there would always be an “other” category as long as the language “include, but not be limited to”. Through consensus, the Public Service Grant Council decided to make the following changes to Priority Populations:

Homeless and low income persons and families. The population needs include foods, served meals, case management, health care, information and referral, legal assistance, work force development, education and emergency financial assistance.
Victims of abuse and neglect.  The population needs include shelter, case management and legal assistance for adults and seniors.
Adults with physical, mental and behavioral disabilities. The population needs include, but are not limited to, shelter, case management, addiction treatment, and workforce development.

Ronald Mallett asked to break-out homeless from low income persons and families priority population as follows:

Homeless persons and families.  The population needs include food, served meals, shelter, case management, health care, information and referral, legal assistance, work force development, community organizing, education and emergency financial assistance.

Low-income persons and families. The population needs include food, served meals, shelter, case management, health care, information and referral, legal assistance, work force development, community organizing, education and emergency financial assistance. The low-income definition to be used will be the Community Development Block Grant program requirements for Duval County, Florida.
Victims of abuse and neglect.  The population needs include shelter, case management and legal assistance for adults and seniors.
Adults with physical, mental and behavioral disabilities. The population needs include shelter, case management, addiction treatment and workforce development.
John Donahoo asked that the revised priority populations be sent to the Public Service Grant Council as soon as finalized.
Throughout the discussion on priority populations recommendations to be forward for the 2011-2012 budget cycle, attendees of the non-profit community provided input for consideration and clarification of categories and their inclusion during the application process.

Alberta Hipps spoke about statements of Councilman Hyde when he visited a recent Public Service Grant Council meeting on 9/21/10. She noted that he commented on the Public Service Grant Council’s good work and suggested that it continue to provide focus for meeting the many needs in the community. Ms. Hipps stated that Councilman Hyde’s comments also included a suggestion that the request for proposal process could be looked at in the future and that she was asking staff to put this topic on a future agenda for discussion and to include the Procurement Division as a part of that discussion. To be clear, this is not for consideration for the 2011-2012 budget but for possible future budget cycles.
