I. Welcome and Introductions – Edgar Mathis
The Public Service Grant Council (hereinafter “PSG”) Meeting was called to order by Chair, Mr. Edgar Mathis at 11:10 a.m.  The members present introduced themselves.  Ms. Wells was officially welcomed as the newest PSG Member as a result of her confirmation by City Council on September 10, 2013.  Legislation relative to her appointment is awaiting the Mayor’s signature.
Mr. Mathis further documented the City Council appointment of Kevin Monahan (2nd Reading/Rules Committee), and he announced the remaining Mayoral (2) and City Council (2) PSG vacancies.  Mr. Mathis pointed out that his term ends December 31, 2013.  Ms. Jackson and Mr. Chowdhury terms also end December 31, however, their seats may be extended to December 31 2016.
II.
PSG Council Members Impact Letter to City Council-Edgar Mathis

Mr. Mathis thanked the PSG members for their assistance on gathering information for the impact letter, and he thanked Ms. Tomas for identifying a last-minute correction.  A copy of the final letter was placed in each member’s packet and a handout was provided to the nonprofit agencies.  Mr. Mathis mentioned that he personally communicated with three Council Members advocating for the restoration of the 14% PSG funds.
Ms. Jackson stated that C/M Boyer submitted an amendment requesting the restoration of the 14% PSG funds, however, C/M Boyer did not get full support.    The budget ordinance goes before the full City Council on September 24, 2013 and should provide another opportunity to try and reverse the Finance Committee’s PSG recommendation.  Mr. Mathis urged the nonprofits to make contacts with the City Council members.  He further thanked the nonprofits who attended the Special PSG Meeting (August 20, 2013) with capturing the effects of service to the community.
C/M Boyer arrived to reveal the outcome relating to PSG’s request to restore the 14%.  It is as follows:
At the budget Finance Committee Meetings, it allows non-committee Council Members to make amendments.  There was very little support from the committee members because consideration to restore the funds had already been done. The City Council members were overwhelmingly not in favor (maybe one or two votes).   In fact, they declined several amendments, such as JCC, and various Journey projects.  She added that it appeared that more momentum was placed on restoring the ex-offender programs.
Mr. Mathis thanked C/M Boyer for her effort on this matter. He further commented that in the future, PSG’s aspiration is to have more contact with other City Council members, so they could really get the feel and touch of what is done through PSG.
III.
Approval-PSG Council Meeting Minutes-DRAFT– Aug 14 & 20, 2013-Edgar Mathis

A motion was made by Mr. Chowdhury to accept the August 14, 2013 and August 20, 2013 PSG Meeting Minutes, as written.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Adams and unanimously passed.  
IV.
Discussion from August 14, 2013 Meeting: Elderly Priority Population-Edgar Mathis
After a thorough discussion was held between the PSG members and nonprofits on whether or not the “Elderly” should be established as a separate priority population:

· It was suggested by C/M Boyer that as an alternative, to change the questions on the grant application rather than create another priority population.

· Ms. Rowland recommended that a separate meeting is scheduled for the purpose of modifying the grant application.  Mr. Mathis responded, seeing as there will be minimum business to discuss at the October 9, 2013 PSG Meeting; modifying the grant application could be addressed at that time. The PSG members agreed.

· Any changes on the grant application would also have to be submitted to City Council as an amendment to the ordinance.  Ms. Rowland will follow up on this statement and report at the next meeting.
· The nonprofits were instructed to submit their grant changes to John Snyder (by email) prior to the October 9, 2013 PSG Meeting.  Subsequently, he will forward those changes to the PSG members.
· Mr. Mathis requested staff to provide the scoring sheet as well to discuss point allocation.
· A motion was made by Mr. Chowdhury to maintain the existing priority populations and to modify the application to submit to City Council via OGC.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Jackson and unanimously approved.
Mr. Snyder clarified that any changes in the grant application should comply with Chapter 118, wherein, the changes won’t conflict with what is required in the ordinance.
