I. Welcome and Introductions of PSG Members – Roshanda Jackson 
The Public Service Grant Council (hereinafter “PSGC”) meeting was called to order Roshanda Jackson, Chair at 11:08 a.m. The PSG Council members introduced themselves. 
II. Approval of Minutes From February 12, 2014 – Roshanda Jackson
Ms. Andrews raised a question regarding the PSGC Mission Statement saying that it should say … being a voice for the local nonprofit organization instead of … being a voice to the local nonprofit organizations.  Ms. Stockwell with General Counsel’s Office stated that the PSGC must first either approve the minutes if they feel that is what was stated then motion to amend the PSGC Mission Statement to change the wording.  Ms. Salaun motioned for approval of the minutes, seconded by Ms. Young.  Motion passed
Ms. Andrews then motioned to change the wording as mentioned above, seconded by Mr. Chowdhury.  Motion passed
Ms. Jackson then asked Mr. Snyder to please post the PSGC Mission Statement and Goals on the PSGC web-site.  

III. PSG Council Member’s Legislation – Roshanda Jackson
Ms. Jackson informed the PSGC that Mr. Rose (2014-155) & Mr. Russell (2014-156) are currently going through committee and should be confirmed by April’s meeting.  Ms. Jackson then asked Mr. Snyder regarding the availability of open seats on the council.  Mr. Snyder indicated that there are two open seats; one to be appointed by the Mayor and one by City Council.  
IV. COJ Fiscal Year 2013 Annual Report Status- John Snyder 
Mr. Snyder reported that the Budget Office would not be able to report on the status as they are working on preparing the budget for FY 2015.  However, they did indicate that they will be asking Departments to remain at level funding.  Mr. Snyder also reported that if the PSGC wanted to ask for more funding than what was awarded this year, they need to submit that request to the Mayor’s Office.  Furthermore, Mr. Snyder reported that if there are additional resources this year and the Mayor want those funds appropriated by the PSGC that would have to be approved by City Council.  Mr. Snyder added that according to Chapter 118 if the Mayor wanted to make available more funding outside the normal budget process then that would require a 2/3 vote from City Council.  
V. PSG Open House Schedule- John Snyder
Mr. Snyder went over the PSG Open House schedule and available time for PSGC members to attend.  Mr. Snyder spoke about the web-site (www.signupgenius.com) and how council members can click on the link provided and just select the time or agency they prefer to visit.  Several members indicated during the meeting which time and agency they prefer.  Mr. Snyder indicated that he will go add those members to their particular time slots.  Other members indicated that they would sign up at their leisure.  
VI. FY 15 PSG Application Deadlines – John Snyder 

Mr. Snyder went over the application time frame

PSG Applications due: March 15, 2014 
PSG Applications to PSG C/M: Friday, March 21, 2014-All members indicated that they would like both a flash drive and hard copy of applications.   
PSG Council scores due: Friday, May 9, 2014
PSG Council makes funding recommendations: Wednesday, May 14, 2014
Funding recommendations due to Mayor’s Office and City Council (via letter):
Friday, May 30, 2014 (this is only deadline that is actually required)
VII. PSG FY scoring and funding criteria- John Snyder
Mr. Snyder went over the Scoring Sheet stating the point value in each section and the need for comments on why they gave a particular application that score.  He also requested each council member to fill in the top portion of each score sheet. 
Mr. Snyder went over chapter 118.805 (funding criteria) pointing out that the Ordinance requires 100% funding from the top down.  He stated that if a PSGC member does not like how or what an applicant is requesting funding for then they can notate that in the score and in the comment section.  However, the PSGC cannot reduce an award after all the scores have been made just because they don’t like how/ what an agency is requesting funding.  
Ms. Jackson asked what would happen if two or more agencies scored the same.  Mr. Snyder talked about how funds can be distributed if there is a tie among two or more agencies, which is what, happened last year.  Ms. Jackson asked about what if funds run out in one priority population, can we redistribute it to another priority population.  Mr. Snyder reiterated 2013-699 that authorized the spending percentages. 

VIII. PSG Application PSG Council Assignments- Roshanda Jackson
Ms. Jackson confirmed with Mr. Snyder the requirements of Chapter 118.807 indicating that the chair can create subcommittees for purpose of dividing responsibilities as long as no application is scored by fewer than 4 members.  Ms. Jackson then created two subcommittees for scoring all applications; Adults / Homeless Applicants, & Low-Income / Low-Income Elderly Homebound Applicants. The breakdown is as follows;
