
Public Service Grant Council Meeting Minutes

Welcome:  John Donahoo called the meeting to order and facilitated introductions.

Public Service Grant Council Meeting Minutes – 3/15/11
Motion:  Edgar Mathis motioned to accept the minutes and Geoffrey Youngblood seconded the motion. The motion passed.
Comments from Lawsikia Hodges, Office of the General Counsel

· Ms. Hodges stated that Lutheran Social Services legislation will be filed on 4/6/11. The funds will need to directly serve the priority population of homeless and low income persons and families. She said the bill and amended contract should be finalized in mid-May 2011 at the latest.
· Ms. Hodges stated that multiple site visits of the Public Service Grant Council are discouraged due to the fact that it would be difficult to make the meeting accessible to the public. Geoffrey Youngblood suggested video-graphing all site visits so that it would be beneficial to all members of the Public Service Grant Council. Ms. Hodges asked where the funding for this project would come from. John Donahoo suggested having a separate meeting to discuss each Public Service Grant Council member’s score to encourage more discussion among the members. Edgar Mathis suggested that Mr. Youngblood experience the process for the first year so that he would have a better understanding of ways he could improve it for future years. Roslyn Mixon Phillips stated Chapter 118 does not require the Public Service Grant Council to visit all sites.  

· Ms. Hodges stated that “Case Management” is not defined in Chapter 118. However, she said there should be a plan, tracking of the plan and monitoring progress of the plan included with case management services. Edgar Mathis suggested that when the affected organization provides their oral presentation to ask them how they will perform case management services as part of their program. 
FY 2012 Public Service Grant Council’s Funding Matrix

John Donahoo discussed the hand-out that detailed the funding matrix column headers. He also stated that there were still a few questions that needed to be answered to finalize the matrix as follows: 
1. Should the scoring threshold for applications to be considered remain at 70? 

2. Should the final weighted score remain at the same threshold of 70 to be considered?

3. Should the funding request cap amount for the organization remain at $225,000?

4. Should the Public Service Grant Council continue to reserve the right to make discretionary adjustments after the funding matrix amounts are calculated?

5. Should the funding matrix be modified to address sub-categories with only (1) funding request?

6. Should the percentile ranking remain as follows:

Mr. Donahoo asked if there were any FY 2012 organizations that did not meet the 24% of their revenue requirement. Nancy Kirts stated that there were (2) organizations that requested more than 24% of their revenue and that they had been notified that their requested amount had been reduced accordingly. John Donahoo suggested setting up a separate meeting either (1) week before or (1) week after the May 17, 2011 Public Service Grant Council meeting. Nancy Kirts will set up the meeting. Geoffrey Youngblood asked if there was an applicant screening process to ensure Chapter 118 requirements were fulfilled. Nancy Kirts stated that there is an eligibility quiz that each applicant must successfully pass in order to get into the on-line application. This quiz ties to some of the Chapter 118 applicant requirements.  

John Donahoo asked John Snyder to go through the funding matrix headers and discuss briefly the reason for each data point. John Snyder provided an explanation of the funding matrix headers.
