I. Welcome & Introduction of PSG Council Members 
The Public Service Grant Council (hereinafter “PSGC”) meeting was called to order by Roshanda Jackson, Chair at 11:06 a.m. The PSG Council members introduced themselves.
II. Public Service Grant Council Meeting minutes

Mr. Monahan moved that the minutes from the 8/13/2014 meeting be approved, Mr. Chowdhury seconded the motion and the minutes were approved.  Mr. Snyder pointed out these minutes are detailed to allowed members to review comments from the requested agencies for the Priority Population discussion at the next meeting.  
III. Budget Update – John Snyder
Mr. Snyder went over the proposed budget recommendations from the Finance Committee.  This included 2% across the board cuts as well as reduced hours for Part-Time Temporary Employees, 3 Fire stations, and 80 JSO personnel.  Mr. Snyder reiterated this is just the recommendation and final approved budget will not be made until September 23rd and that several members already spoke at the City Council meeting on Monday 22nd.    
Ms. Jackson asked for comments from PSG Council and since there were none, she asked if anyone had comments from the audience.  

Mr. Stassi with The Salvation Army asked for clarification and if there is any risk that City Council can choose not to fund PSG or any agency.  Mr. Snyder indicated that it will more than likely be just an across the board cut to funding.  
As a note: City Council did not cut 2% across the board and recommended funding the agencies according to PSG Council scoring for FY 2015.  
IV. 3rd Quarter Report – John Snyder
Mr. Snyder presented the 3rd quarter PSG report to City Council. There was some discussion regarding the wording on the last sentence to read. “PSG dollars are used to leverage other services and funds; however, these numbers represent the actual services provided with PSG funds only.”  There were no other changes and Ms. Adams moved to accept and Mr. Monahan seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
