I. Welcome & Introduction of PSG Council Members – Ms. Jackson
The Public Service Grant Council (hereinafter “PSGC”) meeting was called to order by Ms. Roshanda Jackson, Chair at 11:40 a.m. The PSG Council members and staff introduced themselves.   
II. Public Service Grant Council Meeting Minutes Approval- Ms. Jackson 
The minutes from PSGC meeting on November 12, 2014, PSGC Sub-committee on November 19, & PSGC meeting on December 10, 2014 were motioned by Ms. Tomas seconded by Ms. Wells and passed unanimously.    

III. Old Business

a. Ordinance Subcommittee– Mr. Rose 
Mr. Rose discussed the subcommittee’s work from November 19th as well as his email and his meeting with C/M(s) Crescimbeni, Love, & Boyer.  Ms. Salaun motioned that the subcommittee begin work on the creation of an Action Plan for the presentation to City Council by end of February.  Ms. Tomas seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.    
IV. Priority Population Legislation – Ms. Stockwell
Ms. Stockwell stated that the draft ordinance is pending and the letter from Chair will be added to the ordinance.  Ms. Stockwell stated that if they want to modify the letter to add language regarding approval of the FY 2016 application she would just substitute the letter.  It should be introduced in committees the week of February 2 and action by City Council by February 10th.  All PSGC members are encouraged to be present.   

Ms. Jackson read her draft letter.  There were several changes to the letter and Mr. Russell asked if there was data to support the recommended changes to the Priority Population.  Mr. Rose and Ms. Jackson also voiced concern regarding the need to have the data available for City Council review.  Ms. Jackson asked Mr. Snyder to gather the information.  
Ms. Jackson also asked if the PSGC could have a calendar of PSG Events available for the next meeting.    

Ms. Baker with Community Connections commented on issue regarding an agency being only allowed to apply for one PSG in a Priority Population.  

Mr. Higginbotham stated that PSGC is getting more and more applications from agencies to serve Low-Income because serving the homeless is more difficult and this also sways the data.  Mr. Higginbotham with the I.M. Sulzbacher commented on the need to get City Council approval to reallocate any additional money to other Priority Populations in case there is any available funding after the first allocation.  

Ms. Stockwell added that anything else that needs to go into the letter will need to be voted on by the PSGC.  The PSGC voted on added in the letter to Council President the ability to move any overage in a category to the other priority populations based on the percentage of underfunding until all funds have been exhausted (i.e. if on category is underfunded by 15% and other category is underfunded by 85% then the category that is 15% will get 15% of the remaining funding).  Mr. Rose made the motion and Ms. Tomas seconded the motion and passed unanimously.   
Mr. Briscoe made a motion to ask for increase funding and Ms. Salaun seconded the motion for discussion purposes.  After discussion, the motion was withdrawn because the PSGC felt it best to ask for more funding during the budget process and just focus on the percentage change and funding allocation.  

V. PSG Application & Scoring Sheet – Ms. Jackson
Ms. Jackson went over the email from the Nonprofit Center of Jacksonville who had a meeting on July 22 regarding changing the application.  Ms. Salaun motioned to accept the 2015 PSG Application with the minor changes noted as the 2016 PSG Application.  Mr. Rose seconded the motion and motion passed unanimously.  

Ms. Jackson stated she would like to bring to review this again and discuss in January.  Ms. Stockwell stated she would submit the ordinance with the current approved application by the PSGC and she can always substitute at a later date.    

Mr. Snyder stated that he placed his comments in red on the email from the Non-Profit Center where changes to the application would require changes to Chapter 118.806.  He also stated that he placed Chapter 118.806 in each member’s packet of information.  Additionally, Mr. Snyder stated that in 2009 the PSG Application was changed to only address the questions from the ordinance.  
VI. Council Auditor’s Hold List – Mr. Snyder

Mr. Snyder went over list pointing out the We Care, and Jacksonville Speech and Hearing were on the Council Auditor’s list.  We Care came off in two weeks; however, according to OGC if We Care or Jacksonville Speech and Hearing end up on the list again they will not be allowed to submit a PSG application for 5 years.  Additionally, if Jacksonville Speech and Hearing does not submit an audit by March 15, 2015 they cannot submit an application for this year.
