I. Welcome & Introduction of PSG Council Members – Ms. Jackson
The Public Service Grant Council (hereinafter “PSGC”) meeting was called to order by Ms. Roshanda Jackson, Chair at 11:10 a.m. The PSG Council members and staff introduced themselves.  
II. Public Service Grant Council Meeting Minutes Approval- Ms. Jackson 

Mr. Monahan motioned to approve the minutes from 02/11/2015.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Adams and passed unanimously.    
III. Old Business- Ordinance Subcommittee– Ms. Jackson 
a. Development of the Action Plan- Ms. Jackson stated that she is still working on the draft of the Action Plan.  
b. Executive Summary/ White Paper- Mr. Snyder stated that a 1 or 2 pages summarizing the Action Plan is requested by City Council, so they can have an idea what you would like to present.  Mr. Snyder stated that presentations are usually 3 – 5 minutes. 
IV. PSG Application & Scoring Sheet – Ms. Jackson
Ms. Jackson asked for input from those in attendances and from the member regarding dividing up the scoring of the applications.  She indicated that there are three options.  First, have all 8 members grade all the applications.  Second, break into two groups and have 4 members grade each of the two groups.  Third, break into two groups and have Chair and one other member grade all the applications and the other 6 member divide into two groups.  
Ms. Salaun liked how we did last year dividing the groups into two groups.  
Mr. Snyder also passed out the disclosure forms.  Ms. Stockwell went over the form and stated that they will need to be fill-out before the vote.    

Ms. Maddox with Vision Is Priceless stated that it would be better if members switched their grading groups from list year, so to have a better understanding of PSG Applications as a whole.  Ms. Jackson stated that she had no problem with that Mr. Monahan indicated that his office works closely with agencies from the homeless population and would like to remain in that group.  Ms. Jackson asked if there were any other conflicts.  Ms. Adams stated that she is on the United Way Board and does not feel comfortable grading their applications.  Ms. Jackson asked if there were any other comments from agencies in attendance, seeing none Ms. Adams moved to approve the breaking up into two groups as outlined below.  Mr. Monahan seconded the motion-passed unanimously.
