I. Welcome & Introduction of PSG Council Members – Chair, Roshanda Jackson 

The Public Service Grant Council (hereinafter “PSGC”) Application Oral Presentation meeting was called to order by Ms. Roshanda Jackson, Chair at 11:09 a.m. The PSG Council members and staff introduced themselves.  
II. Approval of Meeting Minutes from March 11, May 11th, & May 12th  – Chair, Roshanda Jackson 
Mr. Rose motioned to approve all minutes with the corrections.  Motion passed unanimously.  
III. FY 2015-16 PSG Funding Distribution Explanation - John Snyder/ Sandra Stockwell

Mr. Snyder passed out the scoring matrix and turned on the Power Point showing the scores. He then went into how the funds were distributed according to Chapter 118.  Ms. Jackson asked about the minimum score and after discussion since PSG did not vote to have a minimum score for this FY it was determined there is not any minimum score; therefore all grant applicant’s scores are accepted for funding recommendation.
IV. Public Comment on Funding Recommendations  - Chair, Roshanda Jackson

Ms. Gropper with Catholic Charities asked about the weighted average score.  Mr. Snyder discussed that according to Chapter 118 a score is eliminated if it is more than 5 points away from the next highest or lowest score and then the remaining scores are averaged.  
Mr. Snyder stated these scores will be posted by end of the week.  

Ms. Jenkins with BEAM asked for clarification regarding some scores having the average of two reviewers and some scores have 4 reviewers.  Ms. Jackson stated that is how the Ordinance reads.  Ms. Jenkins also asked how the PSG Council will recommend funding.  Ms. Jackson stated that it will be on a top down weighted average score per Ordinance.  

V. PSG Council – Discuss on Funding Recommendations – Chair, Roshanda Jackson
Mr. Monahan clarified that the three scores he did not score was because; YCC- his wife works there, and Ronald McDonald and Clara White are both clients of his.  
Ms. Stockwell confirmed that Mr. Monahan will need to fill out disclosure form.  
VI. PSG Council Vote of FY 2016 Funding Recommendation Order – Chair, Roshanda Jackson

Ms. Jackson also asked members if they agree with their scores and verify these are their score.  Members present agreed.  

Ms. Jackson also asked if the PSGC was okay with asking for the full amount of funding request.  Ms. Jackson stated that the PSG Council recommendation will be for the total amount of $3,781,058 and the amount received last year was $2,015,501.  
Mr. Monahan motion that the funding matrix be accepted and that the total amount of requested funds be recommended to the Mayor.  Mr. Rose seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Ms. Stockwell suggested that members vote on a motion approving the fact that since Ms. Adams was not able to score her assigned application that the body accepts the scores of those other members.  Mr. Monahan motioned that the changes that were made previously in the reviewers and those people who had to recuse themselves on the council be accepted in its current form.  Motion passed unanimously.  
VII. PSG 2nd Quarter Report to Finance Committee – John Snyder

Mr. Snyder passed out the 2nd quarter report and asked for review.  Mr. Rose stated that the strategic planning efforts will address these measures which are more output than outcome based.  
Ms. Jackson stated she will review this and have it signed by end of week.

Ms. Salaun stated that she wanted to let everyone know that she will have to tender her resignation in the near future as she will be moving out of the area.
