I. Welcome & Introduction of PSG Council Members – Chair, Roshanda Jackson 

The Public Service Grant Council (hereinafter “PSGC”) Application Oral Presentation meeting was called to order by Ms. Roshanda Jackson, Chair at 11:05 a.m. The PSG Council members and staff introduced themselves.  
II. Approval of Meeting Minutes from May 27, 2015  – Chair, Roshanda Jackson 
Ms. Jackson noted that the excused absence for Ms. Adams should be changed to unexcused.  Mr. Monahan motioned for approval of the minutes with the noted change. Ms. Salaun seconded the motion.  The minutes were unanimously approved.  

Ms. Jackson asked OGC if Ms. Adams seat has been vacated.  OGC indicated that it is in Chapter 50 as two or three meetings.  She did not have here Ordinance book.  Mr. Snyder stated that right now there are only two unexcused absences and that Ms. Adams was at the March 11th meeting and there were no meetings in April.  The May 13th meeting was rescheduled for May 27th.  The other meetings in May were the PSG Oral Presentations for FY 2016 funding and there was no quorum.
There was discussion regarding members calling and letting staff know of their inability to make a meeting.  

Mr. Snyder indicated that he will again try to reach out to Ms. Adams letting her know that she is vacating her position on this council.             
Update: After several e-mail communications with OGC and the Ethics Office it was decided that if Ms. Adams does not attend the next meeting then she has vacated her seat on the PSG Council and staff will let the appropriate new Administration person know.

III. FY 2015-16 PSG Scoring – Chair, Roshanda Jackson
Ms. Jackson spoke about an issue regarding the scoring of several applications, in which several applications included an item that the scorer thought was left out.  
Ms. Stockwell went over one of the charges of this council is to recommend funding to the Mayor and that any applicant who disagrees with a score or the scoring has the right to appeal before the Mayor and City Council. 

There was discussion amongst several members regarding exactly what happened and what they should or should not do regarding these scores.  Ms. Salaun spoke about her review and the issue stating that she deducted two points from an application if it did not have any information in the body of the grant and only submitted the required attachment.  Since, the agency in question is four points away from the next score and that she feels it is not necessary to go back and rescore the application in question or any of the other potential applications and therefore stands by her score.  
IV. Grant Review & Evaluation Training – Chair, Roshanda Jackson

Ms. Jackson stated that she reviewed all the score cards and noted several issues regarding inconsistencies in the scoring of applications, specifically the variance in the grading of several applications.  Ms. Jackson stated that she believed that it would be beneficial for this council to have some sort of training on scoring understanding that there is subjectivity in these scores.  
Mr. Snyder stated that he called several organizations to get a feel for their involvement but has not done anything formal and was waiting on direction from the entire council.  

Ms. Tomas stated that she reviews Federal grants and they have a training every year.  Ms. Salaun asked if the PSG Council should attend the PSG Application training.  Mr. Snyder stated that this application orientation/ training is noticed and that the training was reviewed during the February 11th meeting to the council.  

Ms. Anderson, Mission House stated that she would appreciate the council receiving some sort of training in scoring.  Ms. Lainer, The ARC Jacksonville, would appreciate it if they received training as well as provide input in the application development.  
Ms. Young spoke about some inconsistencies in the application and if a section is just an upload then it should be noted, highlighted, and stood out.  Additionally, the applicate should just say “please see the attached worksheet or budget”    

Ms. Tomas also spoke about having a Review Panel discussion for each of the Priority Populations/ Need in the Community.  Ms. Stockwell stated that this could be done, but must be in the public. 
Ms. Jackson stated that it appears we will need a couple of motions.  

· Agree to have training on scoring an application, and allow Mr. Snyder to arrange a trainer sometime between end of November and January. 

Mr. Monahan added that we get with City Council and Mayor-Elects Office to add more members.  In addition, Mr. Monahan asked that once everyone took this training then only new members take this training.  
After discussion by members regarding training required attendance, Mr. Monahan moved that to allow Mr. Snyder to set up training sometime between December and early February.  Ms. Tomas seconded the motion.  The motioned passed unanimously.  

Update: Dr. Sherry McGill with the Jessie Ball DuPont Foundation has agreed to conduct or have someone from her staff conduct the training and will get with me/ staff as the time draws near.  

· To establish a “Peer Review Panel” of application so members can go over an application. 

Mr. Monahan moved that we establish a “Peer Panel” to go over the applications before submission of scores.  Ms. Tomas seconded the motion.  The motioned passed unanimously.  
V. Grant Review Sub Team – Chair, Roshanda Jackson
Ms. Jackson stated this item was covered from the last motion.    
VI. FY 2015-16 PSG Application Debrief – Chair, Roshanda Jackson

Ms. Jackson spoke about ways to make this process fair and more accurate and that they just made two quality improvements.  However, she was curious if staff could speak about the potential for any new software.  
Mr. Snyder stated that the Office of Grants & Compliance is working with the Children’s Commission for an on-line applications and uploads, review by evaluators, scoring, and reporting of objectives.  Hopefully, this will roll out with the FY 2017 application cycle.  Mr. Monahan asked that the application contain the information as opposed to up load.    

Ms. Jackson asked for input from those in attendance.  

Mr. Higginbotham with the Sulzbacher Center asked about the word limits and if there would be a counter.  
Ms. Salaun added that the program should highlight or tell the application what they have not submitted.  

Ms. Tomas spoke about the bugs in software developed and need to get away from the Excel Spreadsheet grading.  

Mr. Monahan motioned that the PSG Application be moved to a software package.  Ms. Tomas seconded the motion.  The motioned passed unanimously.  

VII. Finance Committee Presentation date – Chair, Roshanda Jackson
Ms. Jackson stated that in the past this date has been the 1st Thursday of August, but will make sure everyone is e-mailed the exact date and time.     
VIII. FY 2013-14 PSG Monitoring Schedule – Staff, John Snyder

Mr. Snyder went over his monitoring schedule and that the PSGC C/M are more than welcome to attend.  Mr. Monahan and Ms. Tomas chose several agencies.  Other members need to get with their schedule.  
IX. Recommendations for presenters from Community for August 12th meeting – Chair, Roshanda Jackson

Ms. Jackson went over the agencies that presented for last year’s meeting and asked if members had any other organizations they want to hear.  
Jessie Ball DuPont, JCCI, Community Foundation, Northeast Florida Health Planning Council, Non-Profit Center of Jacksonville, Department of Children & Families, Elder Source or the Council on Elder Affairs, Behavior & Human Services Division, Mayor’s Council on Disabilities, Duval County Food Policy Council, Jax Chamber of Commerce-Downtown Invest Authority, Children’s Commission.
Ms. Salaun asked if there is a needs assessment.  Mr. Snyder stated that is what these organizations will be presenting.  Ms. Salaun stated that presentations are one thing, but actual data or studies are needed when they make their presentations.    
X. Public Comments  (Please fill out a card if you wish to speak on a topic that isn’t on the agenda)                    

Michelle Belle from L’Arche filled out a Public Comment Card and spoke about his agency’s score by Ms. Salaun.  Mr. Belle stated that according to the score sheet their organization lost 18 points not 2 points in this section.  Mr. Belle asked that the Chair write a letter to the Mayor and City Council detailing the error and that the scoring be adjusted.    
Ms. Jackson asked for a motion regarding Mr. Belle’s request.  Mr. Monahan stated that since the member stands by her score and stated that her score was not a mistake than there is no need to write a letter.
