I. Welcome & Introduction of PSG Council Members – Ms. Jackson

The Public Service Grant Council (hereinafter “PSGC”) meeting was called to order by Ms. Roshanda Jackson, Chair, at 11:04 a.m. The PSG Council members and staff introduced themselves. Ms. Jackson stated that Ms. Autumn Tomas resigned from the PSG Council effective February 9th.  Ms. Jackson also mentioned the need for additional members, since we now have 7 vacancies (4 Mayoral and 3 City Council).         

II. Public Service Grant Council Meeting Minutes Approval– Ms. Jackson

Mr. Monahan moved approval of the minutes from January 13, 2015.  Dr. Dumont seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.   

III. Status of Ordinance 2016-56 – Damian Cook/ John Snyder

Mr. Cook talked about how this ordinance was in Finance Committee on Monday February 1st at which time there were several amendments.  Then it went to Rules and RCDPHS (Recreation, Community Development, Public Health & Safety) on Tuesday, February 2nd and passed with the Finance Committees amendments. Mr. Cook also spoke to Council Member Crescimbeni’s Floor amendments and that the details of this ordinance will be discussed at the training session during the next PSGC meeting.  
IV. PSG Application & Scoring Sheet – Damian Cook/ John Snyder 

Ms. Jackson stated that the March meeting will be training for the PSG Council Members on the revised ordinance to include the revised application template and scoring sheet.  Ms. Jackson asked the audience if they had any questions.  
Ms. Lustig with We Care had a question regarding their training.  Ms. Stockwell also stated that first the PSGC must vote on rather it wants to change the already voted on Priority Population and rather it will utilize the application or RFP process.  Mr. Snyder stated that the training in March will be for PSGC in room 825.  The application training is set by Ordinance and that training will be in May (within 30 days of the passing of the Priority Population Ordinance).  

Mr. Higginbotham with I M Sulzbacher Center stated that he has issue with the Certificate of Compliance with the State Division of Corporation needing to be within 60 days of the application.  This means they will have to purchase 3 separate certifications from the State at $8.75.  In addition, he has an issue with Council Auditor’s Non-Compliance List and list of agencies.  

Mr. Cook stated that the certificate is in ordinance and the only way to change it now is to change the ordinance.  Mr. Cook stated that Mr. Snyder has a list of agencies who typically receive PSG funds and their listing on the Non-Compliance list, which available during courteous review or phone call.  Mr. Cook also went over the appeal process concerning the Non-Compliance.        
V. Priority Population Legislation– Sandra Stockwell
Ms. Jackson asked for discussion on rather we should use the RFP or grant application process.  Ms. Young ask for the difference between the two.  There was discussion regarding RFP process from all members.  

Mr. Cook added that the biggest difference is the scope of service.  He stated that this body along with staff would have to define what kind of service you feel needs to be funded to serve a Priority Population; instead of accepting a number of applications from agencies on the services they wish to provide to serve a Priority Population.  He additionally added that the 3 year renewal is an option and not a definite.  He further added that it is this office recommendation that we stick with application for this year and that there may be a use for RFP in the future.  

Mr. Snyder added that the RFP process is used by other grantors within the City including this office.  It would just require more a little more work on the front end by this body, but is definitely an option for the future.  
Ms. Stockwell went over what is exactly needed to be added to their recommendation to meet the new ordinance requirements; 1) the reason why this body choose these Priority Populations, 2) the percentage of funding for each population 3) rather this body wants to utilize the application or RFP process, 4) any adjustments to the scoring point assignment recommended by City Council.  She state that she would advise against changing the Priority Populations & percentage, since they are not ready nor have time to hear any other information from the community.  She added that she would advise against changing Council’s scoring recommendations since those were passed last night and that the only discussion is rather the PSGC wants to utilize an application or RFP process.  Ms. Stockwell also added that the letter submitted in November asked for the Council President to add the application form.  This needs to be removed from the new letter.  

Dr. Dumont motioned to accept the establish Priority Populations, percentage of funding, and to keep the scoring point assignment.  Mr. Monahan seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  

Dr. Fliger motioned to utilize the grant application process.  Dr. Dumont seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  

VI. PSG Agency’s 1st QTR report – John Snyder 
Mr. Snyder talked about the new legislation requiring the submission of an annual report, so this report is now just for this body’s review unless you would like to continue to notify Council.  
Mr. Snyder talked about how last month PSG Council spoke to the need of seeing more qualitative measures showing the justification of expenditures.  Mr. Cook talked about how the scorers will rate an application on its ability to measure the effectiveness of the program.  He also added that through the contract process this body can also add measures that are quality.  

Dr. Dumont stated that her purpose in adding this language is to get a feel from the agencies on the impact of tax dollars to Council and not just the number of persons served, but what good did this serve provide.  This will enable us and the non-profit community to lobby council for more money saying this is why we need more money.  
Mr. Higginbotham mentioned that on the application we could ask for case studies.  Mr. Cook stated the application is set; however, if they would like to include case studies in the application it is their option but the maximum page limit is set in ordinance.  He added that we could include case studies in the annual report.  
Ms. Bradshaw asked about oral presentations.  Mr. Cook stated the oral presentation is now an interview with no handouts, or PowerPoint.  Nothing outside the application can be provided or discussed during this time.  PSG C/M will ask an applicate about their application and any clarifications.  The interview will not be scored but will be reflective of the scoring in a particular section.  An applicant cannot submit additional material.  
VII. PSG Council Training – Damian Cook/ John Snyder

Mr. Snyder stated that based on the doodle poll which was finalized just this week that the PSG Council Training will be 11:00 AM March 9th (next PSG Council meeting) in room 852.  We will go over Chapter 80 & Chapter 118.  
Mr. Monahan asked Ms. Stockwell if we would need to conduct any other business at the March meeting.  Ms. Stockwell stated that this body has to approve a budget request to the Mayor to be included in his Fiscal Year 2017 Budget request to City Council by April 1st to include a rationale for such a request.    
Ms. Jackson asked Mr. Snyder to send out the PowerPoint package that was done last year and any other information that anyone from the audience wishes to provide to members before the March meeting then we could just vote on it.

Dr. Dumont asked for the minutes from the October 2015 minutes, which included the rationale for the Priority Populations, and the needs in the community; as well as last two year’s recommendations.  This was sent on February 10th.  
Ms. Young motioned for meeting at 10:00 AM in this room, and then move to room 852 for the training.  Mr. Monahan seconded the motion.  Motioned passed unanimously.   
VIII. Open Discussion  
Mr. Snyder stated that Ronald McDonald House Charities has formally declined their PSG Award for FY 2016 ($29,319).  Dr. Turner asked who the next agency in that Priority Population scoring.  Mr. Snyder indicated that it is Clare White Mission.  Dr. Dumont asked if we did not award this money what would happen.  Mr. Snyder stated that it would stay in the PSG line item until the end of the Fiscal Year and then roll back into the General Fund Balance.  Dr. Dumont then asked if we knew if Clara White wanted or could use the funds.      

Ms. Gates with Clara White Mission spoke and behalf of Meg Fisher, Vice-President, indicating that she just received a text from Ms. Fisher stating they would accept the funds and will submit a formal response letter tomorrow.  

Mr. Monahan motion that the funds not utilized by Ronald McDonald House Charities in the amount of $29,319 be granted to the next applicant in that Priority Population who indicates they could utilized these funds.  Dr. Dumont seconded the motion.  Motioned passed unanimously.  

IX. Public Comments  
Ms. Mattox with Vision is Priceless talked about issues she was having with Risk Management and wanted to make this body aware of this.    

Mr. Snyder stated that it is his understanding with Risk Management that they would let me him know if they have a significant issue with a grantee and at that time funding would be withheld with notification from the agency.  Therefore, since this is a minor matter, funding is not being held up due to any insurance issue with any agency.
