I. Welcome & Introduction of PSG Council Members – Ms. Jackson
The Public Service Grant Council (hereinafter “PSGC”) meeting was called to order by Ms. Jackson - Chair, at 11:06 a.m. The PSGC members and staff introduced themselves. 
II. Public Service Grant Council Meeting Minutes Approval– Ms. Jackson
Dr. Turner moved approval of the minutes from March 9, 2016.  Ms. Johnson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.   

III. Introduction of Proposed Member and current vacancies – Ms. Jackson
Ms. Jackson introduced a new Mayoral Appointee to the PSGC, Mr. Christopher Warren.  Mr. Warren talked about his history in the community and with local government.  He also spoke about his desire to serve on this council and talked about what impact he hopes to make.   
IV. PSG Request submitted to the Budget Office – Mr. Snyder
Mr. Snyder went over the form that was submitted to the Budget Office as well as the supporting documentation, explaining that the PSGC request is combined with the request from the Cultural Council of Greater Jacksonville because they are both Chapter 118 funding request.  Mr. Snyder spoke about how the process will work under the new ordinance changes, and that there will not be a list of agencies receiving funding in the budget but just an amount. He also explained that it is still up to PSGC to meet with the Mayor’s Office and members of City Council concerning their request.    
Ms. Jackson reiterated that point adding that she will meet with members and asked that other members and applicants advocate for PSG spending.  
V. PSG Council Training – Mr. Snyder

Ms. Jackson spoke about the training provided and how helpful the handouts were in explaining the new requirement of Chapter 118.  Mr. Snyder added that there will be refresher training and will be at the July meeting, since the application will be due July 1. 
VI. Discussion of Priority Population Ordinance 2016-183 – Ms. Stockwell

Ms. Stockwell spoke about the ordinance and how it went through Finance and Recreation, Community Development, Public Health, and Safety.  Mr. Snyder added that it was on the consent agenda at City Council last night and passed without any issues.  He also added that according to the Ordinance once the Mayor signs it the Office of Grants and Compliance has 30 days to conduct the application training.  
VII. PSG Application Template and On-line submission – Mr. Snyder

Mr. Snyder went over the PSG Application Template and how this application process will be on-line.  Explaining that this will alleviate the issue that several agencies had with forgetting to submit certain required documentation.  Mr. Snyder went over each section speaking about how applicants can work in Word or whatever format and then uploads their document.  He also added that before each upload is the requirements of the ordinance on the form and page limit. 

Mr. Snyder also went over how the PSGC will be able to score these applications on-line and not have to carry around two or three notebooks.  Mr. Snyder walked through the process.  Dr. Dumont spoke about how the process of scoring needs to be revised to make it simpler so there are not as many steps.  Mr. Snyder stated that this is still in the draft stage, but will try to accommodate.  
Ms. Jackson asked if the notebooks would still be made available.  Mr. Cook responded that he will make every effort; however, this new system will have all the documents.  Mr. Snyder added that he will also provide a thumb drive so all members can store any notes for backup or for public records.  

Ms. Stockwell went over the public records requirements stating that all their hand written notes as well as their notes on the on-line system will be public record.
