I. Welcome & Introduction of PSG Council Members – Dr. Fliger
The Public Service Grant Council (hereinafter “PSGC”) meeting was called to order by Dr. Fliger – Vice-Chair, at 11:07 a.m. The PSGC members and staff introduced themselves. 
II. Public Service Grant Council Meeting Minutes Approval– Dr. Fliger 
Ms. Johnson moved approval of the minutes from April 13, 2016.  Dr. Turner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.   

III. Announcement of Mr. Warren’s appointment – Mr. Snyder

Mr. Snyder went over the current PSG Council roster noting that Mr. Warren’s appointment by City Council last night and confirmation from the Mayor’s Office that Mr. Warren’s appointment was signed by the Mayor before this morning’s meeting.  Mr. Snyder also spoke about the Mayor’s Office new legislation 2016-344 introducing Mr. Baldwin as a new PSG C/M.
IV. PSG Application and On-line submission – Mr. Snyder

Mr. Snyder initially introduced the on-line application process to all in attendance walking through the initial on-line registration and setup.  Mr. Snyder pointed out that this on-line application process would answer two of City Council requirements that PSG Applicant know they submitted a completed application as well as notify them if they are missing any required documentation.  Mr. Snyder went into the application as well as the download availabilities. He also discussed the PSG web site and all the information that he plans to post on the web-site.  
V. Potential Sub-Committee – Dr. Fliger

Dr. Fliger talked about wanting to form two sub-committees; Priority Populations, and Budget Recommendations.  He spoke about how the PSGC had to make these recommendations fairly quickly due to time constraints and how this body needs to do more research.  
Ms. Stockwell pointed out that these sub-committees would still be governed under the Sunshine Law and that any action would only be recommendations to the PSG Council as a whole.  Dr. Fliger indicated that he would like it if three members could serve on each of the sub-committees.  Mr. Warren asked about agencies presentations and if other agencies can present on priority populations.   Ms. Stockwell pointed out that section 118.804 prohibits any agency that provides recommendations regarding priority populations from applying for a public service grant; however, an agency could present information about its programs and its programs’ impacts on priority populations, but not make any recommendations.  
Dr. Fliger made a motion for the creation of two sub-committees on Priority Populations and Budget Recommendations.  Ms. Young seconded the motion.    The motion passed unanimously.

Dr. Fliger asked Mr. Snyder if he could send out an e-mail asking members which sub-committee they could serve.
