I. Welcome & Introduction of PSG Council Members – Ms. Jackson
The Public Service Grant Council (hereinafter “PSGC”) meeting was called to order by Ms. Jackson, Chair, at 11:07 a.m. The PSGC members and staff introduced themselves.   
II. Public Service Grant Council Meeting Minutes Approval– Ms. Jackson 
Dr. Dumont moved approval of the minutes from August 10, 2016.  Ms. Young seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

III. Streamlink/Amplifund Reviewer Scoring Training- Mr. Snyder 

Mr. Snyder asked if any of the PSG Council members had any issues with accessing the applications.  He indicated that he sent out the invites; however, he does not have access to see scores until after October.  Dr. Fliger indicated that he has not had the opportunity log in, but will shortly.  Several members indicated that they have logged in and begin reviewing applicants.  Mr. Snyder reiterated that if there are any issues to please contact him and that if it was a technically issue that he could not handle he would refer it to the provider.  
IV. PSG Appeals Committee – Mr. Cook

Mr. Cook indicated that the PSG Appeals Committee met and discussed Learn To Read who submitted their audits instead of their 990’s.  He indicated that this error was found by staff after the Chair requested a download and hard copy of the applications. V. COJ Budget Hearing -Mr. Cook
Mr. Cook indicated that Finance Committee approved the Mayor’s recommendation of $2,624,196 without any issues or concerns from City Council and will be included in the 2017 Budget which is expected for final vote on September 20th.
