I. Welcome & Introduction of PSG Council Members – Ms. Jackson
The Public Service Grant Council (hereinafter “PSGC”) meeting was called to order by Ms. Jackson, Chair, at 9:03 a.m. The PSGC members and staff introduced themselves.   
II. Public Service Grant Council Meeting Minutes Approval– Ms. Jackson 
Ms. Young moved approval of the minutes from October 14, 2016.  Dr. Fliger seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

III. Final Ranking & Funding Allocation – Ms. Jackson

Mr. Snyder read the revised average score, final ranking and allocation of those agencies awarded funding according to their Priority Population (See Attached).  Mr. Snyder also explained the funding in the Low-Income Priority Population since the error to Jacksonville Area Legal Aid (JALA) and the declining of the award by Community Connections.  

IV. Adopt/vote on Final Ranking & Allocation– Ms. Jackson

Adults with Physical, Mental, & Behavioral Disabilities Priority Population vote moved by Dr. Turner and seconded by Mr. Baldwin- The motion passed unanimously.
Homeless Persons & Families Priority Population vote moved by Dr. Fliger and seconded by Ms. Johnson.  The motion passed with Dr. Dumont abstaining.   Her form 8B is on file and was signed July 13, 2016.  Dr. Fliger also stated for the record that Dr. Dumont did not score any of the applications in this Priority Population.  

Low-Income Homebound Seniors Priority Population vote moved by Dr. Dumont and seconded by Dr. Fliger- The motion passed unanimously.
Low-Income Persons & Families Priority Population vote moved by Ms. Johnson and seconded by Dr. Dumont- The motion passed unanimously.
V. Awardee training – Mr. Snyder

Mr. Snyder stated that PSG Awardee training will be 11/08/16 at 2:00 PM in room 851 to allow for web casting by the grant management provider.  Mr. Snyder stated that his goal is to have the contracts out and templates develop before the training.  He also added that awardee will be entering their budgets and goals and reporting on-line and not submitted hard copies of invoices.   

VI. Chapter 118 “Glitch Bill” & Appeals Meeting– Mr. Cook
Mr. Cook went over the PSG Appeals Board Meeting stating that there were three appeals.   JALA’s appealed due to staff error and this appeal was upheld; however, the appeals from We Care, & Gateway based on PSG process of dealing with a tie were denied.  
Mr. Cook stated that administration would be submitting a “Glitch Bill” legislation to correct some administrative items.  

1. Revise 118.805(b)3 to allow for other proof of agency revenue besides IRS Tax Returns- Churches and religious organizations don’t file tax returns or 990s.  
2. Revise 118.805(b)5ivadding in the agencies affidavit the stated request amount and that if stated request and amount submitted in agencies budget-118.806(b)7 are different the award shall be the lessor of the two amounts.  

3. Allow for proof of agency revenue to be part of 118.806(d)- Program Management & General Overhead 
4. Revise 118.807(b) adding, “The PSG Council shall adopt a procedure on how to deal with a tie score.”   
5. Revise 118.807(d) to … at a meeting “by the second full week of October”…
VII. Open Discussion  
Dr. Fliger asked for the creation of a new subcommittee which he would like to chair to deal with PSG Council Rules to address item such as; establishing a procedure to deal with a tie, possible changes to application and process, and what to do with end of the year unused PSG Funds.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Diettrich.  The motion passed unanimously.  The subcommittee members are; Dr. Fliger (chair), Ms. Holly, Ms. Diettrich, Mr. Warren, Ms. Jackson (ex-officio).   
Dr. Dumont added that for next year if the software could make so they could pull up several parts of an agency’s application at the same time.  Mr. Snyder stated he would ask if this could be an enhancement for next year.  
VIII. Public Comments  
Mr. Howland with Jacksonville Speech and Hearing  spoke about the need for agencies and PSG Council to advocate for additional revenue for PSG Funding.
