I. Welcome & Introduction of PSG Council Members – Dr. Jerry Fliger
The Public Service Grant Council Rules Sub-Committee meeting was called to order by Dr. Jerry Fliger, Vice-Chair, at 10:03 a.m. The members and staff introduced themselves.   
II. Review of Ordinance Establishing PSGC – Dr. Fliger
Major changes to the ordinance include various parts of Chapter 80 and 118, to include but not limited to, certain due dates and the appeals process. It has been chartered in the city’s regulations. Funding now follows the “lump sum” approach. However, the city counsel wants to know where funds are going before they appropriate the money. Critical dates established March 1st (Priority Populations), April 1st (Budget Recommendation), May 1st (Public Score Sheets Assigned), July 1st (Application Deadline), October 1st (Scores received), and November 1st (PSG to Make Recommendation).   
III. Discussion of purpose of subcommittee and timeline for recommendations–Dr. Fliger

The purpose of the sub-committee is to assist with providing reflection on how the rules and processes of the PSG are working; whether they are effective and what changes can/should be made.  
IV. Discussion of recent activity in scoring season and reflection on processes-Dr. Fliger

A suggestion was made that the organizations’ budgets should be integrated into scoring which prompted a discussion of whether PSG could mandate financial documents from the organizations if they are not required to submit such documents to the IRS. 
V. Discussion 
Religious organizations-financial supporting documents; those types of organizations should be required to provide some form of financial documentation and the documentation should be uniform throughout. The OGC will be consulted as to if and/or how to have religious organizations provide financial information with their application. 
Metrics of an organization should be weighed more than they currently are in the evaluation process. Metrics are important to ensure the funding is being used effectively and that the PSG is achieving its goals. 

How can the committee reconcile the organizations that are on the Counsel Auditor’s Non-Compliance list with organizations applying for PSG funds? Is there a process for cross-referencing? Should there be one?
How should a “tie” in agency scoring be processed? Pre-determined processes should be enacted to determine the winner. Categories within the application could be calculated. The current process could be left in place; “the numbers are the numbers.” In-person interviews with the organizations are not ideal. Members are to state which categories they suggest should be included in a tie-breaker during the next meeting. 
Special pilot program proposed to remake the application process similar to the form of an RFP. The current process would remain in place while the pilot is being tested.
