Polson was then appointed to become the Director of Strategic Partnerships.



- Dr. Trayce Polson was inspired by her drive to make a difference within
families by addressing violence. Now, she uses her mental health and
systems training to work on fixing big problems within the city by bringing
people together and getting them on the right track to success.
