I. Welcome & Introduction of PSG Council Members – Dr. Fliger
The Public Service Grant Council (hereinafter “PSGC”) meeting was called to order by Dr. Fliger–Vice-Chair at 11:12 a.m. The PSGC members and staff introduced themselves.  Dr. Fliger indicated that Ms. Jackson is on here and will be here momentarily and asked that we go around and introduce ourselves.  
II. Public Service Grant Council Meeting Minutes Approval– Dr. Fliger 
There was some issues regarding what was actually voted on regarding agenda item #VI and “Public Announcements” of other Non-Profit activities.  Dr. Fliger asked everyone to please make sure everyone is okay with section VI of minutes.  Everyone agreed this is what was said and voted on during the last meeting.  Ms. Young motioned to accept the minutes and Ms. Brock seconded the motion.  Motioned passed unanimously.  
III. 2017 PSG Applicant Breakdown by Priority Population- Mr. Snyder
Mr. Snyder passed around the breakdown of the application according to the priority population and noted that those agencies in red were initially denied and have until Tuesday, July 19th to formally appeal this decision.  Ms. Jackson joined the meeting and council moved directly to agenda item IV.    
IV. Streamlink/Amplifund Reviewer Scoring Training- Ms. Snyder & Streamlink Personnel

Mr. Snyder introduced the on-line application vendor who went over how PSG C/M would log-in and do the scoring of the applications.  Mr. Snyder included the PowerPoint presentation in the handouts.

V. Notice of Agency “Conflicts” and “Public Announcements”- Ms. Jackson
Dr. Dumont indicated that she could not score the Homeless Priority Population because she is a paid consultant for one of the applicants.  
VI. Assignment of PSG C/M into Scoring Committees-Ms. Jackson
There was discussion regarding the scoring of Aging True in the Low-Income Elderly Homebound Priority Population.  Ms. Stockwell indicated that since they were the only applicant and City Council did not set a minimum score that it did not matter what score applicant received, they would ranked number 1 of 1, and receive the entirety of funding available to that Priority Population, subject to the $150,000 and 24% limitations.  Member felt that since the applicant went through the effort of submitting an application they felt the obligation to score the application and provide feedback.  The members of the four scoring committees are as follows;  
· Homeless Persons & Families-Ms. Jackson, Ms. Brock, Ms. Diettrich, Dr. Turner, Ms. Holly, Dr. Fliger (6)
· Adults with Physical, Mental, or Behavioral Disabilities- Ms. Jackson, Ms. Brock, Ms. Diettrich, Dr. Turner, Ms. Holly, Dr. Fliger (6)
· Low-Income Persons & Families-Ms. Jackson, Ms. Young, Ms. Johnson, Mr. Baldwin, Dr. Dumont, Mr. Warren (6)
· Low-Income Elderly Homebound-Ms. Jackson, Dr. Turner, Ms. Diettrich, Mr. Baldwin, Ms. Holly (5)
VII. Rejected Applications/ Appeals-Mr. Snyder

Mr. Snyder indicated that in order keep the scoring fair and not taint the appeals process the reason why an applicant was denied has not disclosed in this spreadsheet.  Mr. Cook went over the purpose of the Appeals Board, the members of the board, and the process.  Ms. Stockwell stated those applicants who were initially declined were vetted through her office.  She stated that there was no judgment it was strictly according to the ordinance and that judgment will be up to the Appeals Board on determining minor irregularities.  
Mr. Brock indicated that if their appeal is upheld she would like to see the red come off their name.  Mr. Snyder indicated he will do just that.  Mr. Cook indicated for the record that he and Mr. Snyder have not had any discussions regarding those agencies.  
VIII. PSG Sub-Committees – Dr. Fliger

Dr. Fliger deferred to the sub-committee chairs as to whether there would be any meetings during the scoring process.  Ms. Jackson asked Dr. Fliger to go over the two sub-committees.  Dr. Fliger spoke about the two committees (Budget & Priority Populations).  Ms. Johnson indicated via phone that she would like to wait until after the scoring processes.  Dr. Dumont agreed with Ms. Johnson to wait until after the scoring process.  Ms. Diettrich indicated that she would like to be on the Budget Sub-Committee.  Mr. Baldwin indicated that he would like to serve on the Priority Population.  Ms. Stockwell indicated that there is no need to vote on sub-committees membership, members can attend any noticed meeting.  
Ms. Jackson asked that at the September meeting we get into more details of these sub-committees such as purpose/ charge, meetings, and end date.  

IX. Open Discussion  
Mr. Baldwin wanted to know when the applications would be available so he could begin scoring.  Mr. Snyder indicated that his plan is to have it done in a week.  Ms. Jackson stated that the scores are due October 1, so instead of a couple of weeks we have a couple of months.  
Mr. Warren stated for the record that his former employer was Operation New Hope and his wife works for the United Way.  Ms. Stockwell verified that his wife’s wife’ salary would not be affected by the grant or not of any PSG Application.  Mr. Warren stated that he stated all this during his confirmation and General Counsel stated there is no conflict and Council is aware.
