DESCRIPTION / JUSTIFICATION: During the planned creek excavation and construction in the STA 137+00 area, soil and groundwater contamination indicators 
were observed.  The COJ had soil and groundwater sampling and testing conducted and it was determined that the existing soils and groundwater contained 
petroleum impacts that exceeded the FDEP allowable limits in the STA 136+00 to STA 148+00 area.  The Contractor provided a price proposal for the 
contaminated soil and groundwater removal and remediation work.  The COJ and Contractor performed negotiations and reached a conditional agreement on the 
Contractor's revised price proposal dated 4/16/2024 for this additional work that's part of an overall negotiated settlement of potential project delay claim issues.  
This negotiated settlement agreement is established upon the conditions as described in the emails between Kiewit & VIA-CS on this subject that are dated 
4/26/24 & 5/3/24, and as summarized below. 


TOTAL TIME EXTENSION


The Contractor is to be compensated for the petroleum impacted soil removal, remediation, and disposal at Trail Ridge Landfill (TRLF) through the following new 
pay items.  The "Soil Removal & Remediation - Soil Stockpiling Method" pay item is to be used to compensate when the excavated soils have to be temporarily 
stockpiled prior to being hauled for disposal at TRLF.  The "Soil Removal & Remediation - No Soil Stockpiling Method" pay item is to be used to compensate when 
the excavated soils can be hauled directly to TRLF and no temporary stockpiling is required.  Its estimated that 75% of the excavated soils will be directly hauled to 
TRLF without temporary stockpiling, and 25% of the excavated soils will require temporary stockpiling prior to hauling to TRLF.  The "Soil Removal & 
Remediation" pay item quantities have been allocated based on this stockpiling and no stockpiling method work estimate.  The "2' Thick Soil Cap Backfill" pay 
items are to be used to compensate for the placement of clean backfill in the excavation to create a 2' thick soil cap.  The "Contamination Impacted Groundwater 
Dewatering - Allowance" is to be used to compensate for the JEA dewatering discharge fees.  Contamination Impacted Soil Transportation to the landfill will be 
paid for at the existing contract unit price based on the actual tonnage delivered to TRLF.  The Contractor is to be provided a noncompensable time extension of 
60 days due to this unforeseen condition and the associated work impacting critical path activities. 


AGREEMENT CONDITIONS:  (1)  This agreement will be considered a settlement of all existing Kiewit delay claim issues.  This will include delay claim issues 
related to the subject contamination remediation issue, and all other delays claim issues alleged to date, including but not limited to: utility conflicts, concrete 
debris, unforeseen ash materials, etc.  Under this agreement, Kiewit will waive and nullify all existing project delay claims. (2)  No other overhead or general 
conditions related costs will be considered or compensated by the COJ. (3)  The COJ will provide a noncompensable time extension for the estimated duration of 
this contamination issue’s work.  (4) The COJ will still compensate for the other existing change order issues on the project. (5)  A swell factor of 25% will be 
applied to the truck measured volumes to establish the pay quantity under the "SOIL REMOVAL & REMEDITION" pay items.  


The pay item quantities are estimates based on Contractor provided survey and earthwork volume computations/reports.  The Contractor is to be compensated 
based on the quantities of the actual work performed under each pay item's scope of work.  The actual work quantities will be paid based on the following methods 
of payment for the respective pay items:  "SOIL REMOVAL & REMEDITION" pay items will be paid based on truck measured volumes delivered to TRLF with a 
swell factor applied; "CONTAMINATION IMPACTED SOIL TRANSPORTATION" pay item will be paid based on tonnage ticket weights delivered to TRLF; and "2" 
THICK SOIL CAP BACKFILL" pay items will be paid based on documented truck load counts.  These pay items will be paid only through these methods as 
described, or through similar physical quantity documentation methods as approved by the COJ. 


The change order's pay item work quantities and overall amount have been reduced to approximately 59.5% of the estimated total amounts to coincide with 
current COJ funding availability.  A second change order will be issued for the remainder of the estimated work once COJ funding is available.

Treatment for contaminated ground 
water is excluded. Based on the technical data provided by the City of Jacksonville and the 
collective experience thus far treatment of ground water for heavy metals or contamination is not 
needed. Kiewit understands the COJ has performed additional groundwater sampling and is 
awaiting results. Should dewatering treatment be required, Kiewit will price the work separately.

3.  The excavation/backfill volumes are based on Kiewit survey data and a takeoff estimate, as provided in a earthwork volume report.  The exact limits and depth of 


the contaminated material is unknown at this time and has been found to vary.  This ROM estimate is our best estimate based on the limited information that's 


available at this time.  The actual work quantities may vary during the course of the work.  


4.  Kiewit based their backfill material pricing on a 10 CY/LD estimate.  This load volume seems low and conservative, should be higher, and possibly up to 15 


CY/LD depending on the truck size.  A higher load quantity will reduce the overall cost of the fill material. We have provided a unit price equivalent to 13 CY/LD for 


comparison. 


5.  The plan takeoff estimate volumes have been adjusted based on EOR coordinated RFI #98 plan revision grade changes in the work area.  The STA 138+00 area 


lagoon was reduced in depth, whereas the stream in the STA 133+00 to STA 135+00 area was increased in depth.  These plan revision volume changes have been 


estimated in the tables below and added to or subtracted from the overall plan takeoff estimated volume for the work. 


6.  The overall plan takeoff estimate quantities have been reduced to approx. 59.5% of the overall total amount to coincide with current COJ funding availability.  


The actual total overall cost of the work is estimated to be approx. $6.53M.

Regarding item #5, as discussed previously we are waiIng on confirmaIon that the waste manifests have been created 


and then plan to do a mock up trial run which consists of loading 2 trucks from the stockpile and 2 trucks from the in-situ 


area to the landfill in order to measure the quanIty placed in the truck to establish an agreeable conversion factor from 


TN to CY. 


 


Regarding item #6, we have assessed the cost of JEA pre-treatment based off the JEA permit example we received from 


you recently. Provided the permit we receive has the same requirements, KISC is willing to cover the cost of providing 


and maintaining the dewatering system noted below for the duraIon of this work. This includes 2 EA weir tanks, 2 EA 


filter sediment filters, chemical pre-treatment and addiIonal filtraIon items for the duraIon of this work. If the permit 


is different in nature than the one previously provided or JEA imposes addiIonal discharge limitaIons and/ or addiIonal 


pre-treatment is required for surface water discharge, we will have to re-assess the costs. Please send the JEA permit as 


soon as you receive it.  


 


As discussed previously, please also see aEached revised cut/ fill reports and map that includes the addiIonal area 


between the north bulkhead and creek channel from approx. STA. 141 to 144. We appreciate the collaboraIon on this 


issue.

As a follow up to our meeting today, we have reviewed and discussed Kiewit’s attached latest price proposal 


revision with the COJ.  As discussed, the COJ is open to reaching an agreement on Kiewit’s price proposal for this 


work under certain conditions.  Here is a summary of our discussion with the COJ’s agreement o@er and 


associated conditions for this matter.    


 


1. The COJ is prepared to move forward with the 2’ over excavation and clean backfill approach across the 


creek basin in the identified contamination area of concern.  The over excavation work would be performed 


consistently and without determination based on soil screening.  As discussed, this will help stream line 


the work for Kiewit, but come at a significant cost increase to the COJ.  The clean backfill will be provided 


by Trail Ridge Landfill, with the exception of fill material currently being used for VRSS Wall #5.   


2. The overall projected total cost of this work will be a significant cost increase to the project.  The COJ is 


prepared to compensate for those costs, but needs to limit any additional costs to complete this project.  


3. Although Kiewit has worked with the COJ to provide cost reductions on the price proposal for this work, the 


pricing is still high compared to almost all other pricing metrics. 


4. The COJ o@ers to establish an agreement accepting Kiewit’s respective revised price proposal based on 


the following conditions: 


a. This agreement will be considered a settlement of all existing Kiewit delay claim issues.  This will 


include delay claim issues related to the subject contamination remediation issue, and all other 


delays claim issues alleged to date, including but not limited to: utility conflicts, concrete debris, 


unforeseen ash materials, etc.  Under this agreement, Kiewit will waive and nullify all existing 


project delay claims.  


b. No other overhead or general conditions related costs will be considered or compensated by the 


COJ.  


c. The COJ will provide a noncompensable time extension for the duration of this contamination 


issue’s work.    


d. The COJ will still compensate for the other existing change order issues on the project.    


5. An agreeable CY to TN conversation factor still needs to be established for the method of payment for this 


work.  We also reminded that moisture content will have to be tested in the field prior to hauling and 


deducted from the TN amounts.  We discussed several di@erent field and laboratory test method 


approaches and will have a separate meeting with Kiewit’s material testing firm (UES) to establish the best 


approach.   


6. We have received a preliminary response from JEA that the IP Permit will be approved for dewatering 


discharge to the sewer system.  They did indicate that there will be water flow restrictions, but we do not 


have those details at this time.  We are expecting to receive the permit approval today and it will typically 


provide all the JEA imposed requirements, which we will share with Kiewit upon receipt.  


7. Kiewit has proposed installing new wells for additional ground water sampling and testing.  We understand 


Kiewit is working on pricing and availability for this work and that Kiewit’s current subcontractor cannot

mobilize until 5/17.  We provided a couple other well drill vendor suggestions.  The COJ is open to having 


the additional wells and testing performed in parallel with the JEA IP Permit.  Once Kiewit provides the 


pricing and availability for this work, we will complete discussions with the COJ on adding this work.      


 


Based on our discussion, we understand that Kiewit is open to reaching an agreement based on these conditions, 


including nullifying all existing delay claims.  Before finalizing the agreement, Kiewit wanted to internally discuss 


the overhead related costs and gain a better understanding of the dewatering requirements.  We will provide 


additional dewatering information and any clarification on the requirements as they’re received.  Please keep us 


informed on the status of Kiewit’s review of this agreement proposal.

As a follow up to yesterday’s price proposal review meeting, thanks for providing the price proposal revisions, 


earthwork volume information, and the cost savings proposal for the access fingers.  Here are our meeting notes 


and updates on items discussed: 


 


1. Kiewit to review and clarify whether the RFI #76 & 84 north slope exception area was captured in the 


earthwork volume estimates.  Kiewit o@ered to provide the earthwork volume overlay map to clarify the 


limits.  


2. Kiewit confirmed that the recently constructed creek access fingers volume was captured in the earthwork 


volume estimate.  


3. Kiewit confirmed that the earthwork volume estimate for over excavation and soil cap includes the entire 


creek basin area, which is believed to be the worst case.  As discussed, the intent will be to only over 


excavate where soil contamination is detected by field screening during the work, so these quantities may 


be reduced during the work.  


4. Kiewit asked if the soil stockpile sizes could be increased beyond the 500 CY limit in the ash remediation 


plan.  We discussed this with the COJ, and they advised that they can be increased to 1,500 CY.  Please 


provide revised pricing based on the cost reductions that we discussed this change could provide.   


5. We have attached the recently received soil sample test results for Kiewit’s information.  The COJ is 


currently reviewing the results and we will provide any updated guidance after that’s completed.  


6. Concerning the as-built information that will be needed, the COJ has provided the following information:   


We would need standard as-built design information showing the quantity and plan location of 


contaminated soils removed and taken o�-site, depths of excavation, locations of sample or screening 


points, depths and results, location and depth of clean fill, etc.

I tried calling to discuss earlier this afternoon.  As a follow up to last Friday’s price proposal review meeting, here 


are our notes and updates on items discussed: 


 


Kiewit Action:  


1. Kiewit will be providing the excavation plan takeo@ quantity for the remaining earthwork in the Phase 2 


area.  As discussed, this information is needed to provide the COJ with a Rough Order Magnitude (ROM) 


cost for the cumulative work.  Please provide an update on its ETA.   


- Provided 4/08 


2. Kiewit was asked to review and explore opportunities to reduce the cost of the soil remediation line items 


(stockpile and no stockpiling).  This is being requested to help the COJ with budgeting impacts due to the 


cumulative cost magnitude of this work.  As mentioned, the cost di@erence between the stockpiling and no 


stockpiling methods seemed representative for the scope of work di@erence between those methods.    


- See note #3 COJ acIons below 


3. Discussed that the Clean Backfill line item price appears high in comparison with current FDOT SWA and 


project bid unit price with import costs added.   


a. Kiewit advised that fill material prices have increased significantly over the last couple 


months.  Kiewit was asked to provide updated import fill material quote to support the price 


proposal.   


- Provided quote from Capps Land Management on 4/08 
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b. Discussed that truck loads could be used to quantity this material for payment due to possible 


challenges with survey access in the creek bottom.  Method of payment to be finalized once pricing 


is agreeable.  


- Agreed- see aEached pricing per truck load. 


4. Kiewit confirmed that the intent is to use TRLF tonnage tickets for the method of payment.  Kiewit is to 


remove proposal note referring to CY measure by pre/post survey.  It was discussed that the contaminated 


material’s specific gravity would be used to generate a CY to TN conversion factor and the moisture 


content will be tested and deducted for payment quantity purposes.     


- Agreed- we are waiIng to get these results from Universal and will provide them for discussion once 


received. Price proposal updated to note this. 


5. Kiewit confirmed that the contract’s existing Local Fill (Embankment) pay item will not be billed in addition 


to the price proposal’s Clean Backfill line item for the soil cap.  Kiewit to remove note on the proposal 


referring to that pay item.  


- Agreed 


6. Kiewit confirmed that the contract’s existing Cut & Haul (Excavation) pay item will not be billed in addition 


to the price proposal’s Soil Removal/Remediation line items.      


- Agreed 


7. Discussed that the recently extended and constructed creek access fingers will serve mutual benefit to 


Kiewit and COJ and a cost sharing option should be considered.  Kiewit to discuss and propose cost 


sharing amount. 


- Kiewit has removed all labor and equipment for building the creek access fingers. Revised EWS will be 


provided showing the $32k cost savings.  


 


COJ Action:  


1. COJ is clarifying the material handling safety requirements.  COJ has advised that this material would 


not generally be considered hazardous material.    


- Kiewit needs addiIonal informaIon to assess any potenIal cost savings 


2. COJ has confirmed that the soil cap backfill material does not need to be “Certified Clean Fill” for this 


application.  It just needs to be normal clean A-3 fill material.  Please adjust the proposed Clean 


Backfill unit pricing as applicable to eliminate the certified fill and associated testing costs.   


- Removing the tesIng requirements reduces costs by $5/ CY, price reflected in the aEached proposal. 


3. COJ has advised that a full scope remediation closure report will not be needed for this work.  More 


specifically, the COJ will need a thorough set of as-built plans documenting the excavation elevations 


and backfill elevations (soil cap, etc.) along the creek bottom and side slopes.     


- KISC acknowledges that no closure reports will be required. We esImate this to cost approximately $10,000. 


KISC has removed $1/ CY from stockpile/ no stockpile unit prices to reflect the cost savings. 


4. The COJ has o@ered to provide clean backfill material from TRLF.  There is currently approx. 150k CY of 


material available at TRLF.  Please provide an alternative unit price to back haul fill material from TRLF 


during the soil removal/disposal work.  Please note, the trucks will need to dry decontaminate between 


dumping the contaminated material at TRLF and loading the backfill material.  


- See aEached revised pricing. This pricing is based off measuring by the truckload as the material arrives on 


site and includes receiving all backfill material from Trail Ridge Landfill. 


5. COJ has confirmed that the orange fence material will need to be installed to provide a visual barrier for 


the excavation depth when over excavation is performed and a soil cap is constructed.     


- KISC acknowledges and this is included in backfill pricing
