NOISE VARIANCE APPLICTION ADDENDUM

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS FOR NOISE VARIANCE APPLICATIONS
INVOLVING NIGHTTIME CONCRETE POURS
The following are required for noise variance applications that involve nighttime (10 pm to 7 am) concrete pours where construction equipment will be operated within 150 meters of any Class A or B land that contains a building that is or can be occupied during nighttime hours:
· A list of construction equipment (and number of each type) to be onsite during nighttime concrete pours, along with the anticipated noise levels generated by each. Provide the source of noise level information.
· A site logistics map that clearly shows the location of the concrete pours, location of the pump truck for each pour, concrete mixer truck staging and wash out areas, site entrance and exit, and anticipated location of other significant noise generating equipment.
· Anticipated concrete pour schedule.
· Noise modeling results showing the anticipated noise levels at all nearby buildings that are or can be occupied (sensitive receptors) during nighttime concrete pours. Noise modeling must show noise levels at several elevations if there are nearby multistory sensitive receptors. If modeling results in noise levels at sensitive receptors of more than 60 dBA, noise mitigation measures (e.g. sound barriers at different heights) must be modeled. The goal being to mitigate the noise to as close to 60 dBA at sensitive receptors as practical, considering site specific considerations including number of nighttime pours, logistics, and costs.
· For projects where noise modeling resulted in expected noise levels exceeding 60 dBA at sensitive receptors, either present the noise mitigation method chosen for the project or a justification as to why further noise mitigation is impractical for this project. If the justification is based on cost, an analysis must be provided that includes the cost of mitigation (include quotes or correspondence from vendors) and a comparison of the cost of mitigation to the cost of being restricted to daytime only concrete pours.
