Call to Order/Verify Quorum:
Chair D'Onofrio called the February 2020 SE CPAC meeting to order at 6:30 pm. Rosemary
Wesolowski verified that a quorum was present.

Presentation(s):
Daniel Henry, TRUE (Taxation, Revenue, and Utilization of Expenditures) Commission Chair,
infroduced himself to the CPAC and informed the CPAC of function of the TRUE Commission.

The TRUE Commission officially started in 1994 and was created to act as an advisory body to the
City concerning fiscal policy. In 2003, the powers of the TRUE Commission were expanded to
allow it examine issues not directly mentioned in the ordinance code, but aligned with the
commission mission. That mission is to improve the City's long-range financial soundness, planning
budgeting, and management and to keep the public better informed about important issues
related to city financing and budgeting. The TRUE Commission may choose to review any
aspect of fiscal policy, including:

¢ The City's long-range financial soundness, planning budgeting, and management;

o The City's budgetary process, including taxation, revenue generation, expenditures, use
of permit fees and user fees, bonding capacity, franchise fees, state and federal
mandates, privatization, 'zero based' financing and other similar topics;

e The appropriateness of each revenue source the city receives to make up its annual
general revenue budget;

e Potential new revenue sources, such as impact fees, and the use of any such funds;



e The pre- and post-retirement benefit structure for city employees and the potential
impact on the financial status of the city;

e Recommendations that will help make Jacksonville the most fairly-taxed and financially-
sound city in the nation;

The TRUE Commission consists of 18 members and the members are appointed as follows:
¢ Six of these members are appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by City Council
¢ An additional six members are appointed by each of the Citizens Planning Advisory
Committees in the six Planning Districts.
e The remaining six are appointed by the President of City Council and confirmed by City
Council.

The TRUE Commission can issue opinions/recommendations on pending City Council legislation.
With the aid of the Council Auditor, the TRUE Commission has board powers to request to
conduct a financial investigation and request documents from city departments, independent
agencies, and constitutional officers. It was mentioned that multiple members of the TRUE
Commission in the past have gone on to become City Council Members.

Mr. Henry answered a number of questions and provided his contact information if the CPAC
had any additional questions.

A motion was made to nominate Ramon Day as the SE CPAC representative on the TRUE
Commission; there was a second for the motion. The CPAC members voted unanimously to
nominate Mr. Ramon Day as the SE CPAC TRUE Commission representative.

Elected Officials Report:

Danny Becton, City Council District 11 — provided an update on a proposed park along AC
Skinner Parkway currently known as Parcel C. Approximately one year ago, Council Member
Becton infroduced a proposal for the City of Jacksonville to acquire Parcel C and develop it as
active park space. The SE CPAC supported Council Member Becton on this proposal and sent a
letter to support this effort. Parcel C has a $12 million sales price, thus pricing the land out of
reach to be developed as a city park. Council Member Becton has been working with the lead
bidder on the property for the past six months and it appears if all goes as planned, the new
land owners will donate 16.5 acres of Parcel C to the City to be developed as an active park. In
addition, Council Member Becton has worked with JTA (current owner of Parcel C) and they
have agreed to donate $1 million of the money from the sale of Parcel C to be used for site
development for the future park. Council Member Becton shared some early drafts of how the
park can be developed.

Staff Reports:

JSO (Jacksonville Sheriff's Office) — Lieutenant Knecht announced overall crime in Zone 3 is
down 10% year to date and down 37% in the past 30 days. Unfortunately there has been an
increase in auto thefts. It appears most of the cars that were stolen were left unlocked with the
keys inside the vehicle. Lieutenant Knecht stressed the 9:00 pm Routfine; everyone was
encouraged to not leave money, valuables, car keys, wallets/purses and guns in their vehicles
unattended. There were a number of questions in regard to homeless camps and Lieutenant
Knecht confirmed that JSO has a unit that specifically addresses homeless camps; please call
the substation at 904-828-5463 or the non-emergency number 904-630-0500 to report a homeless
camp. Lieutenant Knecht infroduced Zone 3 Assistant Chief Paul Restivo to the SE CPAC.
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Assistant Chief Restivo informed the CPAC that JSO has a new crime and safety initiative that will
focus on the hotels in Jacksonville. The new initiative is called Tourism Industry and Public Safety
Alliance, or TIPSA. The program is designed to get those in the hotel community to share
information with each other in the spirit of “see something, say something.” If an individual
comes on to the property of a hotel and starts checking door locks, checking car doors and
pulling on the handles, the hotel management will contact JSO and inform them of the activity.

Subcommittee/Liaison Reports (3 minute time limit):

LUZ (Land Use and Zoning)/Governmental Affairs — Joanne Parker Griffin led her first meeting as
LUZ Subcommittee chair. The LUZ Subcommittee reviewed nine LUZ applications and made a
motion on two of the applications. The motions were:

Ordinance 2020-0135, located at 4349 Barkoskie Road to rezone 3.30 acres from CO to PUD. The
membership voted to recommend limiting the height of the building structure to the maximum
35 feet which is conformance with the current land use parameters. The motion passed
unanimously.

Ordinance 2020-0098 Conventional Rezoning of 24.22 acres of land north of Julington Creek and
south of Tar Kiln Road. The membership voted to request additional information in the areas of
drainage and elevations of this project to evaluate the impact of adjoining neighborhoods of
Oldfield Creek, and areas north to Tar Kiln and south to Shiloh Creek. A deferral was not
requested, but the membership felt strongly that this additional information is vital as part of the
consideration. After some discussion, the CPAC voted 18 to 1 in favor of sending the letter.

North Florida TPO - Jim Hill stated that four new members were approved to serve on the NFTPO.
One of the new members is former FDOT SE CPAC Licison, Jim Green.

TRUE (Taxation, Revenue, and Utilization of Expenditures) Commission - Vacant- The CPAC
nominated and voted to approve Ramon Day as the SE CPAC TRUE Commission Liaison earlier in
the meeting.

Neighborhood Coordinator Report - Rosemary Wesolowski announced the Neighborhood
Department and the Neighborhood Services Office have completed CommuUniverCity 2020 and
recognized the CommuUniverCity participants that were in attendance at the CPAC meeting.
There was a reminder that the deadline for Neighborhood Awards is March 6, 2020; copies of the
nomination form are available by the sign in sheets. Rosemary Wesolowski and Chris Buckley,
Keep Jacksonville Beautiful Chair announced the St. Johns River Celebration will be held on
Saturday, March 21, 2020 at multiple sites citywide. Most of the events will begin at 8:00 am and
end by noon.

Chair D’Onofrio presented a certification of appreciation to Kathleen Perera for her work on the
2019 Nomination Subcommittee.
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Unfinished Business — Member Abby Howard Murphy requested that Chair D’Onofrio speak to
the Mayor’s Office about the requirement of the CPAC Alternate attending three consecutive
meeting before they can be nominated to serve on the CPAC. Member Howard Murphy stated
she feels this requirement is excessive. Chair D'Onofrio clarified that she has spoken fo the
Mayor's staff about this concern and at this fime they do not have any plans to change the
requirement.

Member Gary Weise wanted to clarify if the SE CPAC was going to make a motion about LUZ
application AD-20-13 to reduce the required landscaping and parking, and modify driveway
access at the Lakewood Promenade Shopping Center located at 1526 University Boulevard
West. 32207. After a brief discussion it was determined that a motion will not be made.
