The FP requires each of the three sequential phases to be addressed separatef§@o for five categories of
construction, a five by three matrix is generated which constitutes the inspection, trol part of the CQCP. The
preliminary phase includes evaluation of equipment, materials and other resources prior to work being started.
It also involves comparing contract requirements with training and other needs. Startup includes the additional
management, training and inspection resources usually needed when a new operation is started. Production
addresses the routine QC resources necessary after the process is established.

5. Subcontractors and Suppliers
When subcontractors and suppliers [other than suppliers of commercial items] provide part of the work, then

Please find our proposed Bid Tabulation for Amendment 2F attached. Amendment 2f includes the
demolition and reconstruction of 86 curb ramps; 81 designated as D Ramps, 3 designated as A Ramps,
and 2 designated as B Ramps in the following tasks:

1. Removal and Replacement of existing curb ramps in Southside Phase II:
This scope of work includes the demolition and replacement of existing curb ramps, sidewalk,
landings, curb and gutter, and/or retaining walls. To provide ADA compliance the scope also
includes the following: asphalt pavement repair, restriping, valve box adjustment, manhole
adjustment, pull box adjustment, irrigation system component(s) adjustment/repair, relocation
of sign/signpost, and the removal and arborist evaluation of several trees. Work areas will be
regraded, and vegetation restored. These ramps are classified as D Ramps, which require
additional design efforts to achieve compliance.

This scope of work includes 88 curb ramps and can be completed in 240 calendar days. The scope of
work was determined from the plans provided by the City of Jacksonville, identified as ADA Curb Ramp
Improvements, Southside Phase I, produced by Hanson Professional Services, Inc. Additionally, the
scope was further determined by validation of the curb ramps, as well as a detailed design for each curb
ramp by BDB, identified as ADA Curb Ramp Improvements Southside Phase Il “D” Ramps. The attached
Bid Tabulation includes quantities derived from the plans set.

19. Use of Subcontractors; Flow-Down Provisions. Except to the extent the use of subcontractorsis disclosed
in the Response or consented to in writing by City, Contractor shall not be allowed to subcontract or assign any
of its duties and obligations hereunder. In al cases, Contractor will be responsible for the acts or omissions of
its subcontractors. Contractor will ensure that al relevant contractual obligations will flow down to the
subcontractors and will be incorporated into the subcontracts (including the obligations relating to insurance,
indemnification, delays, intellectua property rights, public records, non-discrimination, audits, security, location
of services, termination, transition assistance, warranties, and the manner in which the Services are to be
performed).

25. Loss of Data. If any City data or record is lost or corrupted due to the negligence of Contractor or any of its
subcontractors or agents, Contractor shall be responsible for correcting and recreating all production, test, acceptance and
training files or databases affected which are used in the provision of services, at no additional cost to the City in the
manner and on the schedule set by City.

of the Contract ("Better Pricing"), then the price under the Contract shall be immediately reduced to the better
price.

28. Invoicing and Payment.

@ Unless otherwise specified in the RFQ, payment to Contractor for Services shall be made on a monthly
basis for the Services provided by Contractor for the preceding month. Invoices shall contain the Contract
number, purchase order number if applicable, and the appropriate vendor identification number. City may
require any other information from Contractor that City deems necessary to verify its obligation to pay under
the Contract. Payments will be made to Contractor approximately thirty (30) days after receipt and acceptance
of aproper invoice. City does not pay service charges, interest or late fees unless required by law.

31. Retention of Records/ Audits.

32. City's Right to Suspend Work. City may in its sole discretion suspend any or all activities under the
Contract by providing a written notice to Contractor at least five (5) days in advance that outlines the particulars
of suspension. Within ninety (90) days of providing such notice, or within any longer period agreed to by
Contractor, City shall either (1) authorize the resumption of work, at which time activity shall resume, or (2)
terminate the Contract in accordance with the applicable termination provisions. Suspension of work shall not
entitle Contractor to any additional compensation.The parties will reasonably amend any schedules relating to
performance of the Services to reflect the suspension of work hereunder. Contractor shall not be entitled to
receive compensation for any work it performs after being excused from providing it hereunder.

33. City's Right to Terminate for Convenience. City reserves the right to terminate the Contract at any time and
for any reason by giving written notice to Contractor. If the Contract is terminated for convenience as provided
herein, City will be relieved of al further obligations other than payment for that amount of Services actually
performed to the date of termination. Access to any and all work papers will be provided to the District after the
termination of the Contract. The parties understand and agree that Contractor shall not have a reciprocal right to
terminate the Contract for convenience; it being understood that City's payment for Services forms the
consideration for Contractor not having this right. In the event of City's termination of the Contract, City (in its
sole discretion) may a so require Contractor to provide the Transition Services as set forth in Section 3.26 below.

34. City's Remedies Upon Contractor Default. Any one or more of the following events, if not cured within
ten (10) calendar days after Contractor's receipt of written notice thereof, shall constitute an "Event of Default”
on the part of Contractor: (1) Contractor fails to perform the Services within the time specified in the Contract
or any extension, (2) Contractor fails to maintain adequate progress, thus endangering performance of the
Contract, (3) Contractor fails to honor any other material term of the Contract, or (4) Contractor fails to abide by
any statutory, regulatory, or licensing requirement.

In addition, the following shall constitute an immediate Event of Default with no right cure: (i) Contractor is found to have
made a false representation or certification in its Response, or (ii) Contractor has been placed on the list maintained under
Section 287.135, Florida Statutes, of companies with activitiesin Sudan or in Iran Petroleum Energy Sector.

Upon an "Event of Default" on the part of Contractor, City will be entitled to terminate the Contract and pursue such other
remedies available at law or equity, including the recovery of any procurement costs and delay damages. The rights and
remedies available to City under the Contract are distinct, separate and cumulative remedies, and no one of them, whether
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or not exercised by a party, shall be deemed to be in exclusion of any other.

If, after termination, it is determined that Contractor was not in default, or that the default was excusable, the
rights and obligations of the parties shall be the same as if the termination had been issued for the convenience.

35. Contractor Remedies Upon City Default. City shall be in default if City fails to honor any material term
of the Contract, and such failure is not cured within forty-five (45) calendar days after receipt of written notice
thereof from Contractor. In the event of City's default, Contractor will be entitled to terminate the Contract and
pursue such other remedies available at law or equity as it deems appropriate. Except as expressy provided

elsawhere in the Contract, Contractor will not be entitled to recover any lost profits or consequential

damages. The rights and remedies available to Contractor under the Contract are distinct, separate and
cumulative remedies, and no one of them shall be deemed to be in exclusion of any other.

36. Transition Services. At any time prior to the date the Contract expires or terminates for any reason (the
"Termination Date'), City may request Contractor to provide reasonable transition assistance services
("Transition Assistance"). Contractor shall provide such Transition Assistance until such time as City notifies
Contractor that City no longer requires such Transition Assistance, but in no event for more than 180 days
following the Termination Date.

Transition Assistance shall mean any services, functions or responsibilities that are ordinarily or customarily
provided to a purchaser to ensure that the services provided to that purchaser by a contractor are fully
transitioned in a smooth and efficient manner to a new service provider (either City itself or a third party
contractor). Transition Assistance includes the development and implementation of a detailed transition plan.
To the extent that Transition Assistance will involve third parties hired by City, those third parties shall
cooperate with Contractor in its provision of Transition Assistance and sign any reasonable non-disclosure
agreements required by Contractor.

Transition Assistance rendered before the Termination Date shall be provided at no additional cost to
City. Transition Assistance rendered after the Termination Date shall be provided at the rates negotiated by the
parties prior to the rendering of such service, which rates shall not exceed the standard market rates that
Contractor charges to government entities for comparable services; provided however, that if City terminates
the Contract because of a breach by Contractor, then (i) the Transition Assistance shall be provided at no cost
to City, and (ii) City will be entitled to any other remedies available to it under law. Contractor may withhold
Transition Assistance after the Termination Date if City does not provide reasonable assurance that the charges
for such Transition Assistance will be paid to Contractor in accordance with the invoicing and payment
provisions of the Contract.

37. Force Majeure, Notice of Delay, and No Damages for Delay. Neither party shall be responsible for delays
in performance if the delay was beyond that party's control (or the control of its employees, subcontractors or
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agents). Contractor shall notify City in writing of any such delay or potential delay and describe the cause of
the delay either (1) within ten (10) calendar days after the cause that creates or will create the delay first arose, if
Contractor could reasonably foresee that a delay could occur as a result, or (2) if delay is not reasonably
foreseeable, within five (5) calendar days after the date Contractor first had reason to believe that a delay could
result. Based upon such notice, City will give Contractor a reasonable extension of time to perform; provided,
however, that City may elect to terminate the Contract in whole or in part if City determines, in its sole
judgment, that such adelay will significantly impair the value of the Contract to City. Providing notice in strict
accordance with this paragraph is a condition precedent to such remedy. THE FOREGOING SHALL
CONSTITUTE CONTRACTOR'S SOLE REMEDY OR EXCUSE WITH RESPECT TO DELAY. No
claim for damages, other than for an extension of time, shall be asserted against City. Contractor shall not be
entitled to an increase in the Contract price or payment of any kind from City for direct, indirect, consequential,
impact or other costs, expenses or damages, including but not limited to costs of acceleration or inefficiency
arising because of delay, disruption, interference, or hindrance from any cause whatsoever.

38. No Waiver. The delay or failure by a party to exercise or enforce any of its rights under the Contract shall
not constitute or be deemed a waiver of that party's right thereafter to enforce those rights, nor shall any single
or partial exercise of any such right preclude any other or further exercise thereof or the exercise of any other
right. Unless otherwise agreed in writing, City's payment for the Services shall not release Contractor of its
obligations under the Contract and shall not be deemed awaiver of City'sright to insist upon strict performance
hereof.

39. Quadlification of Contractor Employees, Subcontractors, and Agents. All Contractor employees,
subcontractors and agents performing work under the Contract shall be properly trained and qualified. Upon
reguest, Contractor shall furnish a copy of technical certification or other proof of qualification. All employees,
subcontractors and agents performing work under the Contract must comply with all reasonable administrative
requirements of City and with all controlling laws and regulations relevant to the services they are providing
under the Contract. City may conduct, and Contractor shall cooperate in, a security background check or other
assessment of any employee, subcontractor or agent furnished by Contractor. City may refuse access to, or
require replacement of, any personnel for reasonable cause.

Contractor shall take all actions necessary to ensure that Contractor's employees, subcontractors and
agents are not considered employees of City. Such actions include, but are not limited to, ensuring that
Contractor's employees, subcontractors and agents receive payment and any legally mandated insurance (e.g.,
workers' compensation and unemployment compensation) from an employer other than City.

As a condition to providing services to City, Contractor (and any subcontractor) will enroll and participate in
the federal E-Verify Program within thirty days of the effective date of the Contract. Proof of enrollment and
participation will be made available to City upon request.
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40. Security Procedures. Contractor and its employees, subcontractors and agents shall comply fully with all

generally applicable security procedures of the United States, the State of Florida and City in performance of the
Contract. City agrees that any security procedures imposed by City specifically for the Contract will be
reasonable and will not impose any unreasonabl e costs or hardships.

41. Redtrictions on the Use or Disclosure of Buyer's Information. Contractor shall not use, copy or disclose
to third parties, except in connection with performing the Services, any information obtained by Contractor or
its agents, subcontractors or employees in the course of performing the Services, including, but not limited to,
security procedures, business operations information, or commercial proprietary information in the possession
of Buyer. At Buyer'srequest, al information furnished by Buyer will be returned to Buyer upon completion of
the Services. Contractor shall not be required to keep confidential any information that has already been made
publicly available through no fault of Contractor or that Contractor devel oped independently without relying on
Buyer's information. To ensure confidentiality, Contractor shall take appropriate steps as to its employees,
agents, and subcontractors, including the insertion of these restrictions in any subcontract agreement. The
warranties of this paragraph shall survive the Contract.

42. Protection of Contractor's Trade Secrets and Other Confidential Information. All documents received
by City in connection with this Agreement are subject to Chapter 119, Florida Statutes (the "Florida Public
Records Law"). Any specific information that Contractor claims to be a trade secret or otherwise exempt from
the Florida Public Records Law must be clearly identified as such by Contractor on all copies furnished to City.
City agrees to notify Contractor of any third-party request to view such information, but it is Contractor's
obligation to obtain a court order enjoining disclosure. If Contractor fails to obtain a court order enjoining
disclosure within five (5) business days of Contractor's receiving notice of the request, City may release the
reguested information. Such release shall be deemed for purposes of the Contract to be made with Contractor's
consent and will not be deemed to be a violation of law, including but not limited to laws concerning trade
secrets, copy right or other intellectual property.

43. Assignment. Each party binds itself and its respective successors and assigns in all respects to al of the
terms, conditions, covenants and provisions of the Contract. Contractor shall not sell, assign or transfer any of
its rights (including rights to payment), duties or obligations under the Contract without the prior written
consent of City. In the event of any assignment, Contractor shall remain liable for performance of the Contract
unless City expressly waives such liability. City may assign the Contract with prior written notice to Contractor
of its intent to do so. Nothing herein shall be construed as creating any personal liability on the part of any
officer, employee or agent of City.

44. Notice and Approval of Changes in Ownership. Because the award of the Contract may have been
predicated upon Contractor's ownership structure, Contractor agrees that any transfer of a substantial interest in
Contractor by any of its owners shall require City's prior written approval, which approval shal not be
unreasonably withheld or unreasonably delayed. By execution of the Contract, Contractor represents that it has
no knowledge of any intent to transfer a substantial interest in Contractor. A substantial interest shall mean at
least 25% of the voting shares in Contractor. This section shall not apply to (i) transfers occurring upon the
incapacitation or death of an owner; (ii) transfers associated with an initial public offering on the NY SE or
NASDAQ markets; or (iii) transfers to a company whaose stock is publicly traded on the NY SE or NASDAQ
markets.
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45. Assignment of Antitrust Claims. Contractor and City recognize that in actual economic practice,
overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are in fact usually borne by City. Therefore, Contractor hereby
assigns to City any and all claims under the antitrust laws of Florida or the United States for overcharges of
goods, materials or services purchased in connection with the Contract.

46. Equal Employment Opportunity. The Equal Opportunity clause in Title 41, Part 60-1.4 of the Code of
Federal Regulations (Paragraphs 1 through 7 of President's Executive Order 11246), the provisions of the Equal
Opportunity for Individuals with Disabilities Act in 42 U.S.C. Section 12112, the Listing of Employment
Openings for Veterans Clause in Title 41, Part 50-260.2 of the Code of Federal Regulations and the Disabled
Veterans and Veterans of the Vietnam era Clause in Title 41, Part 60-250.5 of the Code of Federal Regulations,
are incorporated herein by reference if and to the extent applicable. If Contractor is exempt from any of the
above cited terms, written evidence of such exempt status must be provided to City.

47. Other Non-Discrimination Provisions. As required by Section 126.404, Jacksonville Ordinance Code,
Contractor represents that it has adopted and will maintain a policy of non-discrimination against employees or
applicants for employment on account of race, religion, sex, color, national origin, age or handicap, in al areas
of employment relations, throughout the term of the Contract. Contractor agrees that, on written request, it will
permit reasonable access to its records of employment, employment advertisement, application forms and other
pertinent data and records, by the Executive Director of the Community Relations Commission, or successor
agency or commission, for the purpose of investigation to ascertain compliance with the non-discrimination
provisions of the Contract; provided however, that Contractor shall not be required to produce, for inspection,
records covering periods of time more than one (1) year prior to the effective date of the Contract. Contractor
agrees that, if any of the products or Services to be provided pursuant to the Contract are to be provided by a
subcontractor, the provisions of this Section shall be incorporated into and become a part of the subcontract.

48. Prompt Payment to Subcontractors and Suppliers. The following is required by Chapter 126, Part 6,
Jacksonville Ordinance Code; provided however, if Contractor does not use JSEB subcontractors, as identified

below, this Section 3.38 shall not apply:

€)] Generally. When Contractor receives payment from City for labor, services or materials furnished by
subcontractors and suppliers hired by Contractor, Contractor shall remit payment due (less proper retainage) to
those subcontractors and suppliers within fifteen (15) calendar days after Contractor's receipt of payment from
City. Nothing herein shall prohibit Contractor from disputing, pursuant to the terms hereof, all or any portion
of a payment alleged to be due to its subcontractors and suppliers. In the event of such dispute, Contractor may
dispute the disputed portion of any such payment only after Contractor has provided notice to the City and to
the subcontractor or supplier whose payment is in dispute, which notice shall: (i) be in writing; (ii) state the
amount in dispute; (iii) specifically describe the actions required to cure the dispute; and (iv) be delivered to
City and said subcontractor or supplier within ten (10) calendar days after Contractor's receipt of payment from
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City. Contractor shall pay all undisputed amounts due within the time limits imposed by this Section.

(b) Jacksonville Small and Emerging Business Enterprise and Minority Business Enterprise Participation.

Notwithstanding Chapter 126, Part 6 of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code, Contractor shall pay all contracts
awarded with certified Jacksonville Small and Emerging Business Enterprises ("JSEB"), as defined therein,
their pro rata share of their earned portion of the progress payments made by City under the Contract within
seven (7) business days after Contractor's receipt of payment from City (less proper retainage). The pro-rata
share shall be based on all work completed, materials and equipment furnished, or services performed by the
certified JSEB at the time of payment. As a condition precedent to progress and final payments to Contractor,
Contractor shall provide to City, with its requisition for payment, documentation that sufficiently demonstrates
that Contractor has made proper payments to its certified JSEB's from all prior payments Contractor has
received from City. Contractor shall not unreasonably withhold payments to certified JSEB's if such payments
have been made to Contractor. If Contractor withholds payment to its certified JSEB's, which payment has
been made by City to Contractor, Contractor shall return said payment to City. Contractor shall provide notice
to City and to the certified JSEB's whose payment is in dispute, which notice shall: (i) be in writing; (ii) state
the amount in dispute; (iii) specifically describe the actions required to cure the dispute; and (iv) be delivered to
City and said JSEB's within five (5) calendar days after Contractor's receipt of payment from City. Contractor
shall pay all undisputed amounts due within the time limits imposed in this Section. The failure to pay
undisputed amounts to the JSEB's within seven (7) business days shall be a breach of the Contract,
compensable by one per-cent (1%) of the outstanding invoice being withheld by City, not as a penalty, but as
liquidated damages to compensate for the additional contract administration by City.

(© Third Party Liability. The Prompt Payment requirements hereunder shall in no way create any
contractual relationship or obligation between City and any subcontractor, supplier, JSEB or any third party or
create any City liability for Contractor's failure to make timely payments hereunder. However, Contractor's
failure to comply with the Prompt Payment requirements shall constitute a material breach of Contractor's
contractual obligations to City. Asaresult of said breach, City, without waiving any other available remedy it
may have against Contractor, may: (i) issue joint checks; and (ii) charge Contractor a 0.2% daily late payment
charge or the charges specified in said Chapter 126 of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code for JSEB's and in
Chapter 218, Florida Statutes, for non-JSEB's, whichever is greater.

49. Conflicts of Interest. Contractor acknowledges that Section 126.112 of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code
requires that a public official who has afinancial interest in a bid or contract make a disclosure at the time that
the bid or contract is submitted or at the time that the public official acquires a financial interest in the bid or
contract, including but not limited to the public official's name, public office or position held, bid or proposal
number, and the position or relationship of the public official with the bidder or contractor.
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50. Contingent Fees Prohibited. Contractor warrants that it has not employed or retained any company or
person, other than a bona fide employee working solely for Contractor, to solicit or secure the Contract and that
it has not paid or agreed to pay any person, company, corporation, individual or firm, other than a bona- fide
employee working solely for Contractor, any fee, commission, percentage, gift or any other consideration,
contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of the Contract. For the breach or violation of these
provisions, City shall have the right to terminate the Contract without liability and, at its discretion, to deduct
from the contract price, or otherwise recover, the full amount of such fee, commission, percentage, gift or
consideration.

51. Truth in Negotiation Certificate. The execution of the Contract by Contractor shall be deemed to be a
simultaneous execution of a Truth-In-Negotiation Certificate, whereby Contractor states that the wage rates and
other factual unit costs supporting the compensation hereunder are accurate, complete and current at the time of
contracting. Further Contractor agrees that the compensation hereunder shall be adjusted to exclude any
significant sums where City determines the contract price was increased due to inaccurate, incomplete or non-
current wage rates and other factual unit costs, provided that any and all such adjustments shall be made within
one (1) year following the completion date of the Contract.

52. Compliance with Applicable Laws. Contractor (and any subcontractors) must comply with all applicable
federal, state and local laws, rules and regulations as the same exist and as may be amended from time to time,
including, but not limited to:

«  Section 287.055, Florida Statutes (the Consultants Competitive Negotiation Act);

«  Chapter 119, Florida Statutes (the Florida Public Records Law);

«  Section 286.011, Florida Statutes (the Florida Sunshine Law);

+  Chapter 602, Jacksonville Ordinance Code (the Jacksonville Ethics Code);

«  Chapter 126, Jacksonville Ordinance Code (the Jacksonville Purchasing Code); and
« All licensing and certification requirements applicable to performing the Services.

53. Cooperative Purchasing.Pursuant to their own governing laws, and subject to the agreement of Contractor,
other entities may be permitted to make purchases at the terms and conditions contained herein. These
purchases are independent of the agreement between City and Contractor, and City shall not be a party to such
transactions.

54. Warranty of Ability to Perform. Contractor warrants that (i) it is ready, willing and able to perform its
obligations under the Contract, and (ii) to the best of Contractor's knowledge, there are no pending or threatened
actions, proceedings, investigations or any other legal or financial conditions that would in any way prohibit,
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restrain, or diminish Contractor's ability to satisfy its Contract obligations. Contractor shall immediately notify
City inwriting if its ability to perform is compromised in any manner during the term of the Contract.

55. Warranty of Authority to Sign Contract. Each person signing the Contract warrants that he or she is duly
authorized to do so and to bind the respective party to the Contract.

56. Governing State L aw/Sever ability/Venue/Waiver of Jury Trial. The rights, obligations and remedies of
the parties as specified under the Contract shall be interpreted and governed in all aspects by the laws of the

State of Florida. Should any provision of the Contract be determined by the courts to be illegal, unenforceable
or in conflict with any applicable law, the validity of the remaining provisions shall not be impaired. Venue for
litigation of the Contract shall be exclusively in courts of competent jurisdiction located in Jacksonville, Duval
County, Florida. The parties waive any and all rights to a jury trial with respect to disputes arising under the
Contract.

57. Construction. Both parties acknowledge that they have had the opportunity to provide meaningful input
into the terms and conditions contained in the Contract. Therefore, any doubtful or ambiguous provisions
contained herein shall not be construed against the party who physically prepared the Contract. Article headings
appearing herein are inserted for convenience or reference only and shall in no way be construed to be
interpretations oftext.

58. Office of Inspector General. The City of Jacksonville has established an Office of Inspector General,
Section 602.301, Part 3, Chapter 602, Ordinance Code, as may be amended. The Inspector General's authority
includes but is not limited to the power to: review past, present, and proposed City contracts, transactions,
accounts, and records; require the production of records; and, audit, investigate, monitor, and inspect the
activities of the City, its officials, employees, contractors, their subcontractors and lower tier subcontractors, and
other parties doing business with the City and/or receiving City funds in order to ensure compliance with
contract requirements and detect corruption and fraud. Failure to cooperate with the Inspector General or
interfering with or impeding any investigation shall be aviolation of Section 602.309, Ordinance Code.

59. Ethics Provisions for Vendors/Suppliers. The bidder, by affixing its signature to the proposal form, and/or
the acceptance of a purchase order, represents that it has reviewed the provisions of the Jacksonville Ethics
Code contained in chapter 602, Jacksonville Ordinance Code and the provisions of the Purchasing code
contained in chapter 126, Jacksonville Ordinance Code and has read and will comply with the Mandatory Ethics
Training for Suppliers located on the Procurement Website..

68. Employment Eligibility. Pursuant to the provisions of section 448.095, Florida Statutes, the parties
agree to the following. For purpose of this section, the term "contract" includes this Agreement and any
contract between the Contractor and any of its subcontractors:
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(@ The Contractor and any of its subcontractors shall register with and use the E-Verify
system to verify the work authorization status of al newly hired employees. The Contractor
and any of its subcontractors may not enter into a contract unless each party to the contract
registers with and uses the E-Verify system.

(b) 1. If the Contractor enters into a contract with a subcontractor, the subcontractor
must provide the Contractor with an affidavit stating that the subcontractor does not
employ, contract with, or subcontract with an unauthorized alien.

2. If the City has a good faith belief that a subcontractor knowingly violated this
subsection, but the contractor otherwise complied with this subsection, then the City shall
promptly notify the Contractor and order the Contractor to immediately terminate the
contract with the subcontractor.

3. A contract terminated under subparagraph 1. or subparagraph 2. shall not a breach of
contract and may not be considered as such.

(c) 1. The City, the Contractor, or any of the Contractor's subcontractors who has a good
faith belief that a person or entity with which it is contracting has knowingly violated s.
448.09 (1), Florida Statues, shall terminate the contract with the person or entity.

2. If the City has a good faith belief that a subcontractor knowingly violated this
subsection, but the Contractor otherwise complied with this subsection, the City shall
promptly notify the Contractor and order the Contractor to immediately terminate the
contract with the sub-contractor.

3. A contract terminated under subparagraph 1. or subparagraph 2. shall not be a breach
of Contract and may not be considered as such.

(d) The City, Contractor, or any of Contractor's subcontractors may file an action with a
circuit county court to challenge a termination under paragraph (c) no later than 20 calendar
days after the date on which the contract was terminated.

(e) If the City terminates the Agreement with Contractor under paragraph (c), the Contractor
may not be awarded a public contract for at least 1 year after the date on which the Agreement
was terminated.

(f) The Contractor is liable for any additional costs incurred by the City as a result of the
termination of a contract.

Applicant and its subcontractors (the "Indemmnifying Party™) shall hold harmless, indemmnify. and
defend the City of Jacksonville and their respective members, officers, officials, employees and
agents (collectively the "Indemmnified Parties”) from and against, without limitation, any and all
claims, swits, actions, losses, damages, injunies, liabilities, fines, penalties, costs and expenses of
whatsoever kind or nature, which may be mewrred by, charged to or recovered from any of the
foregoing Indemnified Parties for:

a. General Tort Liabality, for any negligent act, error or omission, recklessness, or
intentionally wrongful conduct on the part of the Indemmfying Party that canses
injury (whether mental or corporeal) to persens (including death) or damage to
property, whether arising out of or imcidental to the Indemnifying Party's
performance of the Agreement, operations, services or work performed hereunder;
and

b. Environmental Liability, to the extent this Agreement contemplates environmental
exposures, arising from or in connection with any environmental, health and safety
liabilities, claims, citations, clean-up. or damages whether ansing out of or relating
to the operation or other activities performed in connection with the Apreement;
and

c. Intellectual Property Liability, to the extent this Agreement contemplates intellectual
property exposures, ansing directly or indirectly out of any allegation that the Services
provided under this Agreement (the "Service(s)"). any product generated by the
Services, or any part of the Services as contemplated in this Agreement, constitutes an
infringement of any copyright, patent. trade secret or any other intellectual property right.
If in any swit or proceeding, the Services, or any product generated by the Services, i3
held to constitute an infringement and its use is permanently enjoined, the Indemm fying
Party shall. immediately. make every reasonable effort to secure within sixty (60) days.
for the Indemmnified Parties, a license, aunthorizing the continued use of the Service or
product. If the Indenmifying Party fails to secure such a hicense for the Indemmified
Parties, then the Indemmnifying Party shall replace the Service or product with a non-
infringing Service or product or modify such Service or product in a way satisfactory to
the City, so that the Service or product is non-infringing

If an Indemmnified Party exercises its right under this Agreement. the Indemmified Party will
(1) provide reasonable notice to the Indemmifying Party of the applicable claim or liability, and
(2} allow Indemnifying Party, at its own expense, to participate mn the litigation of such claim
or hiability to protect its interests. The scope and terms of the indemmity obligations herein
described are separate and apart from, and shall net be limited by, any insurance provided
pursuant to the Agreement or otherwise. Such terms of indemmnity shall survive the expiration
of termunation of the Agreement.

In the event that any portion of the scope or terms of this indemnity is in derogation of Section
725.06 or 725.08 of the Florida Statutes, all other terms of this indemmnity shall remain in full
force and effect. Further, any term which offends Section 725.06 or 725.08 of the Florida
Statutes will be modified to comply with said statutes.

Compliance with the insurance requirements
of this Agreement shall not limit the liability of the Applicant or its Subcontractors,
employees or agents to the City of Jacksonville and their respective members, officers,
officials, employees and agents shall be in addition to and not in lieu of any other remedy
available under this Agreement or otherwise.
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h. Waiver / Estoppel. Neither approval by City of Jacksonville nor failure to disapprove the
insurance furnished by Applicant shall relieve Applicant of Applicant's full responsibility
to provide insurance as required under this Contract / Agreement / Lease.

i. Notice. The relieve Applicant shall provide an endorsement issued by the insurer to
provide the City thirty (30) days prior written notice of any change in the above insurance
coverage limits or cancellation, including expiration or non-renewal. If such endorsement
is not provided, the Contractor, as applicable, shall provide said a thirty (30) days written
notice of any change in the above coverages or limits, coverage being suspended, voided,
cancelled, including expiration or non-renewal.

j. Survival. Anything to the contrary notwithstanding, the liabilities of the Applicant under
this Agreement shall survive and not be terminated, reduced, or otherwise limited by any
expiration or termination of insurance coverage.

k. Additional Insurance. Depending upon the nature of any aspect of any project and its
accompanying exposures and liabilities, the City of Jacksonville may reasonably require
additional insurance coverages in amounts responsive to those liabilities, which may or
may not require that the City of Jacksonville and their respective members, officers,
officials, employees and agents al so be named as an additional insured.

I. Specia Provision: Prior to executing this Agreement, Applicant shall present this
Agreement and insurance requirements to its Insurance Agent Affirming: (1) That the
Agent has personally reviewed the insurance reguirements of the Contract Documents,
and (2) That the Agent is capable (has proper market access) to provide the coverages
and limits of liability required on behalf of Agreement.

Bonds and Other Performance Security

Design-Builder shall not perform or commence any construction services for a Project until the
following performance bond and labor and material payment bond or other performance security
have been delivered to Owner: Bonds - In accordance with the provisions of Section 255.05,
Florida Statutes, Design-Builder shall provide to Owner, on forms furnished by Owner, a 100%
Performance Bond and a 100% L abor and Material Payment Bond for each Project performed
under this Agreement, each in an amount not less than the GMP as defined in Article 6 and
inclusive of Design- Builder's fees. No qualification or modifications to the Bond forms are
permitted.

To be acceptable to Owner as Surety for Performance Bonds and Labor and Material Payment
Bonds, a Surety Company shall comply with the following provisions:

1. The Surety Company shall have a currently valid Certificate of Authority, issued by the
State of Florida, Department of Insurance, authorizing it to write surety bonds in the State
of Florida.

2. The Surety Company shall have a currently valid Certificate of Authority issued by the
United States Department of Treasury under Sections 9304 to 9308 of Title 31 of the
United States Code.

3. The Surety Company shall be in full compliance with the provisions of the Florida
Insurance Code.

4. The Surety Company shall have at least twice the minimum surplus and capital required
by the Florida Insurance Code during the life of this agreement.

a. If the Contract Award Amount exceeds $500,000, the Surety Company shall also
comply with the following provisions:

5. The Surety Company shall not expose itself to any loss on any one risk in an amount
exceeding ten (10) percent of its surplusto policyholders, provided:

These minimum
requirements shall apply to the reinsuring carrier providing authorization or
approval by the State of Florida, Department of Financial Services to conduct
businessin this state.

D.1. Assignment

The Bidder shall not assign, transfer, convey, sublet, novation, or otherwise dispose of this
Agreement, or of any or all of itsrights, title, or interests therein, or its power to execute such
agreement to any person, firm, or corporation without prior written authorization by the City.

D.2. Audit Provision

A person or entity providing capital improvements, contractual services, supplies, professional
design services, or professional services purchased by the City pursuant to a method of purchase,
unless otherwise provided herein, shall agree and be deemed to have agreed by virtue of doing
business under contract with the City to all access and examination at all reasonable times by the
Council Auditor or any duly authorized representative of the Council Auditor to business records
directly pertinent to the transaction until the expiration of three years after final payment pursuant
to the transaction. No examination shall be conducted until the Council Auditor has made a
recommendation to the Council President that the examination should be conducted and until the
Council President has approved the conducting of the examination.

D.3. Bid / Surety Requirements

All bids that may require a bid security or surety in the form of a certified check, cashier's check
or bid bond in the amount as prescribed in the bid documents must accompany the bid submission
prior to the scheduled bid opening. Certified and cashier's checks will be deposited by the City
and reimbursement checks will be issued once an award is made.

ISINALL RESPECTSFAIR, WITHOUT OUTSIDE CONTROL, COLLUSION, FRAUD
OR OTHERWISE ILLEGAL ACTION."

D.8. Compliance with Specifications
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The bidder, by affixing its signature to the bid form submitted, agrees to provide item(s)/service
(9) in accordance with the bid documents provided. Bidder must bid only a single offering for
each bid item. Multiple offerings, alternates (unless stated) and or stipulations may be cause for
bid rejection. Bidder should bid only on forms provided herein unless otherwise stated. Bid
submissions shall beinink or typewritten. All corrections must be initialed.

D.9. Data Required to be Submitted

Whenever the specifications indicate a product or a particular manufacturer, model, or brand in
the absence of any statement to the contrary by the bidder, the bid will be interpreted as for the
exact brand, model, or manufacturer specified, together with all accessories, qualities, tolerances,
compositions, etc. enumerated in the detailed specifications.

If no particular brand, model or make is specified, and if no datais required to be submitted with
this bid, the successful contractor, after award and before manufacturer or shipment, may be
required to submit working drawings or detailed descriptive data sufficient to enable the City to
judge contractor isin compliance with if each requirement of the specifications.

D.10. Delivery

A packing list shall accompany al shipments, which shall indicate, at a minimum, the following:
purchase order number, item number and description, date of shipment, quantity ordered and
shipped, unit price, and unit of measure.

D.11. Deviations to Specifications

In addition to the requirements of paragraph five, all deviations from the specifications must be
noted in detail by the bidder in writing at the time of the submittal of the formal bid. The absence
of awritten list of specification deviations at the time of submittal of the bid will hold the bidder
strictly accountable to the City to the specifications as written.

D.13. Electronic Payments

D.14. Errors in Bids

Bidders or their authorized representatives are expected to fully inform themselves asto the
conditions, requirements, and specifications before submitting bids; failure to do so will be at the
bidder's own risk and bidder cannot secure relief on the plea of error. Neither law nor regulations
make allowance for errors either of omission or commission on the part of bidders. In case of
error in extension of pricesin the bid, the unit price will govern.

D.15. Escalation / De-escalation
All pricing submitted shall remain firm for the first year of the initial contract period. After the
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first year of the contract term, a supplier may submit in writing arequest for price escal ation/de-
escalation for the percentage of change as listed in the Consumer Price Index (CPI) and/or
documentation notifying of an industry-wide increase. The City reserves the right to decline any
price increase request.

D.16. Ethics Provision for Vendors / Suppliers

The Bidder, by affixing its signature to the proposal form, and/or the acceptance of a purchase
order, represents that it has reviewed the provisions of the Jacksonville Ethics Code contained in
the Ordinance Code and the provisions of the Purchasing code contained in the Ordinance Code
and has read and will comply with the Mandatory Ethics Training for Suppliers located on the
Procurement Website.

D.17. Extension

In addition to any renewal options contained herein, the City has the right to extend any award
resulting from this Bid for the period of time necessary for the City to release, award, and
implement a replacement agreement for the commaodities and/or contractual services provided in
this Bid. Such extension shall be based upon the same prices, terms, and conditions set forth in
this Bid.

D.18. Favored Nation Clause

Based on similar size and quantity, it is understood that the Bidder is providing the City the same
or better pricing than other governmental agencies. If during the term of this Agreement, the
Bidder offers other governmental agencies better pricing for the same item, the Bidder agreesto
offer the City the reduced price.

D.19. Force Majeure, Notice of Delay, and No Damages for Delay

Neither party shall be responsible for delays in performance if the delay was beyond that party's
control (or the control of its employees, subcontractors, or agents). Supplier shall notify Buyer in
writing of any such delay or potential delay and describe the cause of the delay either (1) within
ten (10) calendar days after the cause that creates or will create the delay first arose if Supplier
could reasonably foresee that adelay could occur as aresult, or (2) if delay is not reasonably
foreseeable, within five (5) calendar days after the date Supplier first had reason to believe that a
delay could result. Based upon such notice, Buyer will give Supplier areasonable extension of
time to perform; provided, however, that Buyer may elect to terminate the Contract in whole or in
part if Buyer determines, in its sole judgment, that such a delay will significantly impair the value
of the Contract to Buyer. Providing notice in strict accordance with this paragraph is a condition
precedent to such remedy. THE FOREGOING SHALL CONSTITUTE SUPPLIER'SSOLE
REMEDY OR EXCUSE WITH RESPECT TO DELAY. No claim for damages, other than
for an extension of time, shall be asserted against Buyer. Supplier shall not be entitled to an
increase in the Contract price or payment of any kind from Buyer for direct, indirect,
consequential, impact, or other costs, expenses, or damages, including but not limited to costs of
acceleration or inefficiency arising because of delay, disruption, interference, or hindrance from
any cause whatsoever.

D.20. Guarantee

Contractor will unconditionally guarantee the materials and workmanship on all equipment
furnished by it for a period of one year from date of acceptance of the items delivered and
installed, unless otherwise specified herein. If, within the guarantee period, any defects or signs of
deterioration are noted, which, in the opinion of the City are due to faulty design, installation,
workmanship, or materials, upon ratification, the Contractor, at its expense, will repair or adjust
the equipment or partsto correct the condition or replace the part or entire unit to the complete
satisfaction of the City. Repairs, replacements or adjustments will be made only at such times as
will be designated by the City as|east detrimental to the operation of City business.
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D.21. Invoicing

Invoices will be issued once supplies/services are delivered and/or rendered to the City of
Jacksonville or its agencies. At a minimum, invoices must include: purchase order number or
contract number; item number and description; date of shipment; quantity ordered and shipped;
unit prices; unit of measure; and, extended totals. Payment terms are net thirty (30) days. All
original invoices shall be submitted to: City of Jacksonville, General Accounting Division,
COJ1CloudInvoices@coj.net.

D.22. Laws and Regulations

Applicable provisions of all federal, state, county, and local laws, and all ordinances, rules, and
regulations shall govern the devel opment, submittal, and evaluation of al Bids received in
proposal hereto and shall govern any and all claims and disputes which may arise between the
Bidders submitting a proposal hereto and the City by and through its officers, employees, and
authorized representatives, or any other persons, natural or otherwise; lack of knowledge by any
Bidder shall not constitute a cognizable defense against the legal effect thereof.

D.23. Legal Workforce

Owner shall consider the employment, by Supplier/Contractor, of unauthorized aliens aviolation
of section 274A (e) of the Immigration and Nationalization Act. Such violation shall be cause for
unilateral cancellation of the Contract upon thirty (30) days' prior written notice of such
cancellation, notwithstanding any other provisions to the contrary in the Specifications and other
Contract Documents.

Supplier/Contractor shall utilize the U.S. Department of Homeland Security's E-Verify system, in
accordance with the terms governing use of the system, to confirm the employment eligibility of:

a. al persons employed by the Supplier/Contractor during the term of the Contract to
perform employment duties within Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida;

b. al persons, including subcontractors, assigned by the Supplier/Contractor to perform
work pursuant to the Contract with the Owner.

D.24. Licenses Requirement

Bidders/ Suppliers responding to a solicitation or by acceptance of a Purchase Order issued by
the City of Jacksonville agree to obtain and maintain all applicable local, state and federal
licenses required by law.

D.25. Marketing / Advertising

By submitting or being awarded this Bid, Bidder agrees not to use the results as a part of any
marketing and/or commercial advertising using the City's name, logos, etc. without the express
written consent of the City.

D.26. Nondiscrimination Provisions

As required by the Ordinance Code, Contractor represents that it has adopted and will maintain
throughout the term of this contract a policy of nondiscrimination or harassment against any
person with regard to race, color, sex (including pregnancy), sexua orientation, gender identity or
expression, religion, political affiliation, national origin, disability, age, marital status, veteran
status, or any other impermissible factor in recruitment, hiring, compensation, training,
placement, promotion, discipline, demotion, transfers, layoff, recall, termination, working
conditions and related terms and conditions of employment. Contractor agrees that on written
request, it will permit reasonable access to its records of employment, employment
advertisement, application forms and other pertinent data and records by the Executive Director
of the Community Relations Commission, or successor agency or commission, for the purpose of
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investigation to ascertain compliance with the non-discrimination provisions of the Contract;
provided however, that Contractor shall not be required to produce for inspection records
covering periods of time more than one (1) year prior to the effective date of the Contract.
Contractor agrees that if any of the products or Services to be provided pursuant to the Contract
are to be provided by a subcontractor, the provisions of this section shall be incorporated into and
become a part of the subcontract.

D.27. Office of Inspector General

The City of Jacksonville has established an Office of Inspector General. The Inspector General's
authority includes but is not limited to the power to: review past, present, and proposed City
contracts, transactions, accounts, and records; require the production of records, and, audit,
investigate, monitor, and inspect the activities of the City, its officials, employees, suppliers, their
subcontractors and lower tier subcontractors, and other parties doing business with the City
and/or receiving City funds in order to ensure compliance with contract requirements and detect
corruption and fraud. Failure to cooperate with the Inspector General or interfering with or
impeding any investigation shall be a violation of the Ordinance Code.

D.28. Office of the Ombudsman

Failure to comply with the terms and conditions of a contract and/or failure to respond to the
Notice of Non-Compliance may result in, but not be limited to, withholding of payment (s), breach
of contract, cancellation of contract, filing against performance bonds(s) and disciplinary action,
including contractor debarment, in accordance with the Ordinance Code. If a payment or
performance dispute arises as to whether the contractor is in non-compliance, the complainant
shall engage the Office of the Ombudsman to investigate the matter. During the period of any
contest or dispute, the contractor shall otherwise continue to perform under the contract unless
instructed otherwise.

D.29."Or Equal" Interpretation

Even though a particular manufacturer's name or brand is specified, bids will be considered on
other brands or on the products of other manufacturers unless noted otherwise. On al such bids,
Bidder will clearly indicate the product (brand and model number) on which it is bidding, and
will supply asample or sufficient datain detail to enable an intelligent comparison to be made
with the particular brand or manufacture specified. All sasmples will be submitted in accordance
with procedures outlined in the paragraph on SAMPL ES. Catal og cuts and technical descriptive
datawill be attached to the original copy of the bid where applicable. Failure to submit the above
information may be a sufficient ground for rejection of bid.

D.30. Performance Bond

When applicable, the successful bidder on this bid must furnish a performance bond as indicated
in the specifications, made out to the City of Jacksonville, Florida, and prepared on an approved
form as security for the faithful performance of its contract within ten (10) days of its notification
that its bid has been accepted. The surety thereon must be a surety company authorized and
licensed to transact business in the State of Florida. Attorneys in facts who sign bid bonds must
file with each bond a certified copy of their power of attorney to sign said bonds. The successful
bidder or bidders, upon failure or refusal to furnish within ten (10) days after its notification the
required performance bonds, will pay to the City of Jacksonville, asliquidated damages for such
failure or refusal, an amount in cash equal to the security deposited with its bid.

D.31. Pickup and Returns

City reserves the right to return an order in whole or in part if the merchandiseisnot in
compliance with the bid specifications. City or its agencies will determine compliance with bid
specifications. Pick up and returns will be made within forty-eight (48) hours of natification at no
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chargeto the City or its agencies.

D.32. Prices

All unit prices shall include freight, delivery, and handling charges to the delivery location as
outlined in the bid documents.

D.33. Procurement Division as Agent

When the Procurement Division is acting as an agent for "other public activities' (defined as
activities receiving financial support, in part from the City but not under the direct governing
jurisdiction of the Consolidated Government), the name of such public activity will be substituted
for the word "City" in the foregoing paragraphs Nos. 1 - 52.

D.34. Prohibition Against Considering Social

PROHIBITION AGAINST CONSIDERING SOCIAL. POLITICAL ORIDEOLOGICAL
INTERESTSIN GOVERNMENT CONTRACTING

Pursuant to Section 287.05701, Florida Statutes, as amended, Contractor is hereby notified that
the City in awarding contracts to vendors may not:

(DRequest documentation or consider a vendor's social, political, or ideological interests
when determining if the vendor is a responsible vendor; and

(2)Give preference to a vendor based on the vendor's social, political, or ideological interests.

D.35. Prompt Payment to Subcontractors and Suppliers

The following is required by the Ordinance Code; provided however, if Supplier does not use
JSEB subcontractors, as identified below, this section shall not apply:

a Generadly - When Supplier receives payment from city for labor, services, or materials
furnished by subcontractors and suppliers hired by Supplier, Supplier shall remit payment
due (less proper retainage) to those subcontractors and suppliers within fifteen (15)
calendar days after Supplier's receipt of payment from city. Nothing herein shall prohibit
Supplier from disputing, pursuant to the terms hereof, al or any portion of a payment
alleged to be due to its subcontractors and suppliers. In the event of such a dispute,
Supplier may withhold the disputed portion of any such payment only after Supplier has
provided notice to City and to the subcontractor or supplier whose payment isin dispute,
which notice shall: (i) be in writing; (ii) state the amount in dispute; (iii) specifically
describe the actions required to cure the dispute; and (iv) be delivered to City and said
subcontractor or supplier within ten (10) calendar days after Supplier's receipt of payment
from City. Supplier shall pay all undisputed amounts due within the time limits imposed
by this section.

b. Jacksonville Small Business Enterprise (JSEB) and Minority Business Enterprise (MBE)
- Notwithstanding the Ordinance Code, Supplier shall pay all contracts awarded with
certified JSEBs and MBEs as defined therein their pro-rata share of their earned portion
of the progress payments made by City under the applicable contract within seven (7)
business days of Supplier's receipt of payment from City (less proper retainage). The pro-
rata share shall be based on all work completed, materials, and equipment furnished or
services performed by the certified JISEB or MBE at the time of payment. As a condition
precedent to progress and final paymentsto Supplier, Supplier shall provide to City, with
its requisition for payment, documentation that sufficiently demonstrates that Supplier
has made proper payments to its certified JSEB or MBE from all prior payments that
Supplier has received from City. Supplier shall not unreasonably withhold payments to
certified JSSEB or MBE if such payments have been made to the Supplier. If Supplier
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withholds payment to its certified JSEBs or MBES, which payment has been made by
City to Supplier, Supplier shall return said payment to City. Supplier shall provide notice
to City and to the certified JSEB or MBE whose payment is in dispute, which notice
shall: (i) be in writing; (ii) state the amount in dispute; (iii) specifically describe the
actions required to cure the dispute; and be delivered to City and said subcontractor or
supplier within five (5) calendar days after Supplier's receipt of payment from City.
Supplier shall pay all undisputed amounts due within the time limits imposed by this
section. The failure to pay undisputed amounts to the JSEB or MBE within seven (7)
business days shall be a breach of contract, compensable by 1% of the outstanding
invoice's being withheld by the City as liquidated damages. Continued failure to adhere
to this clause may be cause for termination.

c. Third-Party Liability - The Prompt Payment requirements hereunder shall, in no way,
create any contractual relationship or obligation between City and any subcontractor,
supplier, JSEB, MBE, or any third-party or create any city liability for Supplier's failure
to make timely payments hereunder. However, Supplier's failure to comply with the
Prompt Payment requirements shall constitute a material breach of its contractual
obligations to city. As aresult of said breach, City, without waiving any other available
remedy it may have against Supplier, may: (i) issue joint checks; and (ii) charge Supplier
a0.2% daily interest penalty or the penalties specified in the Ordinance Code for JSEBs
or MBEs and in Chapter 218, Florida Statutes, for non-JSEB or non-MBE, whichever is
greater.

D.36. Provision for Other Agencies

Each bidder agrees that when submitting its bid, it will make available to all City agencies and
departments, bi-City agencies, and in-City fire departments, the bid it submits in accordance with
the bid terms and conditions, should any said department or agency wish to buy under this bid
proposal.

D.37. Public Entity Crime Information

A person or affiliate who has been placed on the State of Florida convicted vendor list following
aconviction for a public entity crime may not: submit abid on a contract to provide any goods or
servicesto apublic entity; submit a bid on a contract with a public entity for the construction or
repair of apublic building or public work; submit bids on |leases of real property to a public
entity; be awarded or perform work as a contractor, supplier, subcontractor, or consultant under a
contract with any public entity; or transact business with any public entity for a period of thirty-
six (36) months from the date of being placed on the convicted vendor list.

D.38. Public Records

2. Theissue(s) raised, andtheinformation contai nedintheNoticeof Protestandany
supplemental documentation filed mustclearlyidentify and explain thefactualand legal
basisfor any relief sought andshall be theonly issue(s) and information the Protestant may
present for consideration to the Chief of Procurement or before the JPAC.

E.2. Definitions
For these Protest Procedures, the following definitions are provided:

1. "Competitive solicitation” or "solicitation" shall includewithoutlimitationa formal
invitationtobid,competitive seal edbid,multi-stepcompetitive seal edbid,competitive sea ed
proposal,ora requestforproposal sand/or qualifications.

2. "Posting"meansthenotificationof solicitations, decisionsorintendeddecision,orother
mattersrelatingto procurementonacentralizedinternetwebsite,byplacing thesame onthe
bulletinboard(s)desi gnatedbythe ProcurementDivisionforthispurpose, orasmay be
consistentwith the Jax P-Code.

3. "Non-competitive purchase" means any single source procurement pursuant to the
Jax P-Code and Section (4) (H) of the Procurement Operating Manual.

4. "Electronic transfer” islimitedsolelytoemail transmissionsthat appearlegiblyonpaperto
the Chief of Procurement.

5. "Final agencyaction"meansafinaldecisionthat results from aproceedinghereunder,and
includesactions whichareaffirmative,negative,injunctive,ordeclaratory inform.

6. "Procurement process' has the same meaning as "contract solicitation or award
process."

E.3. Timely Notice of Protest
a. Recommendations of Award and/or Bid Rejection.

A Protestant shall have forty eight (48) hours after either the posting or written notification of
adecision or intended decision, whichever is earlier, in which to file awritten Notice of
Protest in order to timely challenge or seek relief from a Procurement Division recommended
award of an exceptiona purchase or an award or recommended conclusion to any bid or
proposal solicitation process, including without limitation: (i) arecommendation to reject a
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bid or proposal; (ii) a contract award; or (iii) the short listing of bidders or proposers.

b. Bid/Proposal Specifications and/or Requirements.

(v) statements regarding participation goals or other equal opportunity measures; or (vi) other
general solicitation or project requirements.

c. Computation of Time

Computation of the time limitations or periods contained herein shall be governed by and
shall be pursuant to Florida Rule of Civil Procedure|.090(a) Florida Rule of Judicial
Administration 2.514. Failure to file awritten Notice of Protest within the applicable time
limitation or period shall constitute awaiver of any right, remedy, or relief available
hereunder.

d. Form and Content of the Notice of Protest
A written Notice of Protest shall: (i) be addressed to the Chief;

(ii) identify the solicitation, decision, or recommended award in question by number and title
or any other language sufficient to enable the Chief to identify the same; (iii) state the
timeliness of the protest; (iv) state Protestant's legal standing to protest; and (v) clearly state
with particularity the issue(s), material fact(s) and legal authority upon which the protest is
based.

E.4. Request for Extension to File Supplemental Protest Documentation

At the time of filing atimely Notice of Protest hereunder, a Protestant may request an extension
of three (3) business days after the date its Notice of Protest istimely received in which to
provide supplemental protest documentation. Failure to do so or to timely submit the
supplemental protest documentation shall constitute awaiver of any right to the same.

E.5. Delivery of Protest

Thetimely filing of aNotice of Protest shall be accomplished when said notice is received by the
Procurement Division within the applicable time limitation or period contained herein. Filing a
notice may be accomplished by manual transfer via hand-delivery or mail to the Chief of
Procurement at 214 North Hogan Street, 8th floor, Jacksonville, Florida 32202 or by electronic
transfer viafacsimile to (904) 255-8837. The responsibility and burden of proof that its Notice of
Protest has been timely and properly received shall rest with the Protestant, regardless as to the
method of delivery employed.

E.6. Stay of Procurement During Protest

The City shall not proceed further with the competitive solicitation of or with the award
of the contract until the purchasing agent, after consultation with the head of the using
agency, makes a written determination that the award of the contract without delay is
necessary to protect substantial interests of the City.

E.7. Authority to Resolve
Upon the receipt of atimely filed written Notice of Protest, the Chief of Procurement
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shall have the authority to settle and resolve the timely filed protest.

1. Chief of Procurement Decision: If in working with the protestant, and the respective
requirement owner/s (Using Agency), the Chief or his’her designee cannot settle or
resolve the Protest, and there was not a mutual agreement made, the Chief shall promptly
issue adecision in writing, emailed to the Protestant that states; the reasons for the action
taken; and informs the Protestant of its right to an administrative review as provided in
the Jax P-Code.

2. Administrative Review Protest: The Protestant shall have forty-eight (48) hours after
receiving the written decision viaemail from the Chief or his/her designeeto timely filea
protest seeking JPACs administrative review of the originally filed protest. This protest
shall follow the same methods of format and delivery previously used for the origina
protest.

E.8. JPAC Administrative Review Process

Upon receipt of atimely filed protest requesting an administrative review. The Chief or
his/her designee shall schedule and provide the aggrieved respondent with notice of the
time, date, and place where the administrative review will be heard. Any other actual or
prospective respondents, other than the Protestant, who will be directly affected by the
resolution of the protest shall also be given notice of the protest hearing, the Notice of
Protest, and any supplemental protest documentation shall be made available to them
upon awritten request for the same.

1. JPAC Procedures:Hearings hereunder shall begin with a general statement of the
rules and procedures prescribed herein by a representative of the committee, followed by
a general statement of the facts by a representative of the Procurement Division.
Representatives of the Protestant, limited solely to its owners, officers, employees and/or
legal counsel, will then be required to present its case based solely upon the issue(s) and
information contained in the Notice of Protest and any timely submitted supplemental
protest documentation.

2. All respondents or potential respondents to the intended decision in question, who
would be directly affected by the resolution of the protest shall be given an opportunity to
be heard and to present information before the committee, which will be followed by a
statement and the presentation of information from the Procurement Division and other
governmental representatives. The Protestant must establish by the preponderance of the
evidence that the protest should be granted based upon the law, facts and information
presented. The committee is entitled to ask questions of any party at any time during the
hearing.

3. For hearings hereunder, the formal rules of evidence pursuant to the Florida Evidence
Code may be relaxed at the sole discretion of the presiding chairperson of the applicable

committee. Hearsay evidence may be admissible and used to supplement or explain other

evidence.

Introduction

The City of Jacksonville is committed to enhancing mobility, supporting sustainable growth,
and ensuring equitable access to transportation infrastructure. To achieve these objectives,
an updated mobility fee structure is necessary to align with evolving development patterns,
infrastructure demands, and regional transportation goals. This scope of work outlines a
comprehensive approach to revising the city’s mobility fees, incorporating data-driven
methodologies, equitable funding allocation, and coordinated regional planning. By
integrating a cost-per-vehicle-mile-traveled (VMT) model, this initiative aims to create a fair,
transparent, and efficient system that supports Jacksonville’s long-term mobility vision. To
accomplish this, the following objectives have been identified.

e Review and Revise Goals and Objectives

e Review and Revise Performance Measures

e Review, Update, and Prioritize Mobility Projects
e Review and Update Zonal Fees

e Review and Revise Allocation to Each Mode

Task 1: Project Management

The CONSULTANT shall designate a single individual as the Project Manager (CONSULTANT
PM) for the duration of the contract. This individual must be the same as proposed in the
CONSULTANT’s submission and may not be replaced without prior written approval from
the City of Jacksonville Project Manager (PM).

The CONSULTANT PM will:

e Serve as the primary point of contact.

o Oversee all aspects of project delivery to ensure timely, on-budget completion of the
Mobility Plan in accordance with the scope of services.

In collaboration with City of Jacksonville, a Mobility Plan Working Group will be established
to guide the development of the Mobility Plan Update. The task force will be appointed by
the City of Jacksonville and convene four (4) times throughout the project.

The CONSULTANT will:

e Organize and staff each meeting.
e Provide relevant materials in advance.

Task 3: Review and Update of Plan Goals and Objectives

The CONSULTANT willinitiate the Mobility Plan Study by completing a review of the previous
goals and objectives and recommending revisions, as necessary, so that they will guide the
update and implementation of the plan. This foundational step is critical, as it will articulate
the City of Jacksonville’s priorities for investing in and managing its mobility system.

In collaboration with the City of Jacksonville Project Team, The CONSULTANT will ensure
that these goals are integrated into project prioritization activities. The goals will reflect
broad, long-term aspirations to enhance mobility for residents, visitors, and businesses. To
ensure alignment with regional planning efforts, the project team will coordinate with North
Florida TPO staff and use the documented goals from the 2050 Long Range Transportation
Plan (LRTP), Path Forward 2050.

The CONSULTANT will draft goal statements addressing key focus areas such as mobility,
reliability, safety, environmental sustainability, and other topics identified by the city. Each
goal will be supported by multiple objectives, tailored to specific modes of transportation
(e.g., roadway, transit, bicycle, pedestrian). These objectives will be developed using the
SMART framework—Specific, Measurable, Achievable, Realistic, and Time-bound—to
provide a clear and actionable roadmap for achieving the City’s mobility vision.

Following review and feedback from the Mobility Plan Working Group, the project team will
finalize the goals and objectives for inclusion in the Mobility Plan Study.

Task 4: Review of Existing Plans and Data Collection

The CONSULTANT will conduct acomprehensive review of relevant local, regional, and state
transportation plans, policies, and studies to establish a foundational understanding of
current conditions, priorities, and planned improvements that may impact the Mobility Plan
update. This review will ensure consistency with ongoing initiatives, identify gaps or
opportunities, and inform the development of the Mobility Plan. Key documents may include

¢ North Florida TPO Path Forward 2050

e Florida Department of Transportation Five-Year Work Program
e City of Jacksonville Capital Improvement Plan

e Current Mobility Plan

e Otherrelevant local, regional, and state studies

To ensure an equitable and data-driven update of the City of Jacksonville’s mobility fees, the
Consultant will conduct a comprehensive assessment of transportation infrastructure
needs, focusing on:

Evaluating development trends and mobility demand to identify key transportation
needs.

Developing high-level planning cost estimates for each identified project to ensure a
well-informed fee structure.

Utilizing geospatial and demographic data to project future transportation demands
and infrastructure requirements.

Calculate the cost per Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT) per zone based on the value of
projects for each transportation mode.

Task 5: Project Evaluation and Prioritization

To assess the effectiveness of the updated mobility fee structure, the Consultant will:

Develop project evaluation criteria by defining key evaluation criteria such as stakeholder
input, safety, existing conditions, constraints, demand, connectivity, etc.

If desired, utilize the ActivTrans Priority Tool (APT) to assist in evaluating and prioritizing
projects.

Develop scoring and prioritization for each project by creating a weighted scoring system
to rank projects based on their alignment with the city’s strategic transportation objectives.
Categories such as safety, demand, and connectivity will be used as weighting factors.

The CONSULTANT will establish a transparent, data-driven framework for evaluating and
prioritizing transportation projects within the Mobility Plan, ensuring alignment with the
City’s goals and objectives.

The evaluation criteria will be directly tied to the goals and SMART objectives developed in
earlier tasks (e.g., mobility, safety, sustainability, equity). Each criterion will reflect how well
a project supports these strategic priorities.

The CONSULTANT will develop a set of qualitative and quantitative criteria, which may
include:

Mobility improvement (e.g., travel time savings, multimodal access, increased
person capacity)

Safety enhancement (e.g., crash reduction potential)

Environmental impact (e.g., emissions reduction, resiliency)

Universal access (e.g., benefits to underserved communities)

Cost-effectiveness (e.g., benefit-cost ratio)

Readiness and feasibility (e.g., funding availability, implementation timeline)

The CONSULTANT will propose a scoring methodology, including weights for each criterion
to reflect community and stakeholder priorities. This system will allow for consistent
comparison across projects.

Task 6: Coordination with State and Regional Initiatives
To ensure consistency with broader transportation initiatives, the CONSULTANT will:

e Align mobility fee policies with regional transportation plans such as Path Forward
2050 as well as other statewide planning strategies.

e Collaborate with neighboring jurisdictions to create a cohesive funding framework
for shared transportation systems, reducing redundancies and improving regional
connectivity, consistent with requirements of HB 479 .

e Engage stakeholders, including regional transit agencies and planning organizations,
to foster coordination and policy alighment.

e The project will also include close coordination with JTA’s Mobility Vision Plan 2050
to ensure consistency, where appropriate, and minimize duplication of efforts.

Task 7: Evaluation of Future Mobility Scenarios

This task will produce a list of multimodal mobility improvements that are developed
through analyses of the travel demand for the City of Jacksonville. The CONSULTANT will
provide a list of v/c ratios for each city streetin the model, which can be sorted and classified
by Mobility Zone.

The CONSULTANT will use the Northeast Regional Planning Model (NERPM) travel demand
model as well as other data sources and operational analysis in a scenario planning
approach to determine the most effective ways of reducing and/or eliminating the identified
performance gaps in the transportation network.

This task will involve two 2050 model runs. The first model run will consist of 2050 socio-
economic data and the Existing plus Committed network. A multimodal QLOS analysis will
be conducted to estimate multimodal Mobility Scores for each link in the City. The rank-
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Mobility Fee Update — Draft Scope of Work

ordered Mobility Scores will point to areas where improvements need to be defined and
programmed.

A second 2050 model run will incorporate this set of multimodal improvements to test the
efficacy of those improvements which, in turn, will lead to a more refined set of prioritized
improvements. As a system-network model, the NERPM has the advantage of displaying
synergies in capacity improvements, such that improvements in one zone may relieve
capacity constraints in another zone.

Task 8: Estimate Future Mobility Project Costs

The CONSULTANT will develop detailed cost estimates for the transportation improvements
identified in the updated Mobility Plan Study, ensuring alignment with industry standards
and input from the City of Jacksonville. These estimates will support the development of the
Mobility Fee and the prioritization of projects.

The CONSULTANT will prepare comprehensive cost estimates for all transportation
improvements outlined in the Mobility Plan. The estimation process will involve
collaboration with the City of Jacksonville to ensure accuracy and relevance. To develop
these estimates, the following resources will serve as references:

e Existing project cost data from previous studies conducted by the City, the North
Florida Transportation Planning Organization (TPO), and the Florida Department of
Transportation (FDOT).

e FDOT’s standardized construction costs per mile, where applicable.

e Other relevant cost data from local, regional, or state sources, including the North
Florida TPO Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP).

Deliverables:

A detailed spreadsheet summarizing the cost estimates for all mobility improvement
projects identified in the updated Mobility Plan. The spreadsheet will include:

e Assumptions and data sources used for each estimate.

e A brief accompanying narrative summarizing the cost estimation methodology, key
assumptions, and any notable considerations (e.g., potential cost variability due to
inflation or project scope changes).

Task 9: Review and Finalize the Prioritized Project List

The goal of this task is to develop a transparent, data-driven, and stakeholder-informed
prioritized list of mobility projects that aligns with the City of Jacksonville’s strategic
transportation goals, supports access for all, and informs the updated Mobility Fee
structure.

To accomplish this goal, the CONSULTANT will complete the following:

o Final review with City of Jacksonville Project Team and Working Group.
¢ Documentrationale for prioritization decisions.

e Align prioritized list with Mobility Zones and Development Areas.

¢ |dentify projects for inclusion in the final mobility fee funding scenario.

The outcome of this process will be a list projects prioritized in order of importance. This list
will be reviewed by the City of Jacksonville Project Team and the Mobility Plan Working
Group in order to make any adjustments that are warranted given local knowledge and other
factors such as project readiness.

The plan will aim for maximum flexibility while the City’s strategic goals are met. As such,
the CONSULTANT will recommend a process that allows for the project list to be amended
on an annual basis, coinciding with the City’s budgeting process. Furthermore, the updated
plan and fee is not anticipated to include a minimum set aside for operational projects.

The final deliverable is the final prioritized project list that will be used as a key input to
updating the Mobility Fee.

Task 10: Review and Update the Current Mobility Fee

The Mobility Fee will be reviewed and updated to reflect changes in the updated Mobility
Plan Study, including updated land use forecasts, prioritized project lists, project costs, and
vehicle miles traveled (VMT) data. To enhance fairness and effectiveness, the CONSULTANT
will review and refine the existing zone-based fee structure by:

e Assessing variations in infrastructure demand and development patterns across
different areas of the city.

e Proposing adjustments to fee zones to better reflect localized mobility needs and
projected growth.

e Ensuring the revised fee structure aligns with best practices and supports
sustainable urban development.

e Integrating cost per VMT calculations into the fee model to reflect the true cost of
mobility improvements within each zone.

e Utilize the ITE Trip Generation Manual, 12" Edition to calculate project daily vehicle
trips

Task 11: Updates to the Comprehensive Plan and Ordinances

The CONSULTANT will assist the City in updating mobility fee implementing ordinances. The
update will include amendments to address Florida Statute and caselaw requirements.
Assuming that the City Council elects notto pursue a finding of extraordinary
circumstances, then the mobility fee will be phased in accordance with the requirements

of Florida Statutes.

Adoption ofthe updated mobility fee system willrequire amendments to the
Comprehensive Plan and Land Development Code to address internal consistency. Per
Florida Statute, the comprehensive plan must be updated within one (1) year of adoption of
the mobility fee system. There may be a need for an iterative approach to preparing
amendments to the Comprehensive Plan and Land Development Code. The Mobility Plan
may also include recommendations for new and / or updated mobility-related policies that
need to be included in the Comprehensive Plan. The CONSULTANT will assist the City in
recommending amendments to the Land Development Code and Comprehensive Plan.

Task 12: Final Report and Presentations

The CONSULTANT will compile a draft Mobility Plan Study report for internal review by the
City of Jacksonville Project Team. The draft will incorporate all technical memoranda from
the project scope, along with relevant appendices supporting the Prioritized Project List,
engineering cost estimates, and final Mobility Fee. Following feedback from the City of
Jacksonville Project Team and other City stakeholders, the CONSULTANT will deliver a final
Mobility Plan Study addressing all comments.

The CONSULTANT will present the key findings from the Mobility Plan Study at two (2) formal
presentations.

Schedule

It is estimated that it will take the CONSULTANT approximately sixteen to eighteen (16-18)
months to complete the effort as presented in the Scope of Services.

Budget

The estimated budget for the study, including costs for data collection, analysis, task force
engagement, and report preparation is $350.000. A breakdown of the budget by task is
included as Attachment A.

The Consultant or sub-consultant will furnish automatic traffic counters which produce a written
record of the traffic volumes, including vehicles and trucks, by time of day and specifically
identify the count location for each roadway counted when conducting the roadway tube counts.
