Campers established growth in teamwork, communication, responsibility, and positive decision-making
through structured activities and mentorship.

Campers were provided meaningful opportunities to express their ideas, share their perspectives, and
participate in restorative practices activities. Campers exhibited increased confidence,self-advocacy skills,
and a stronger sense of belonging.

Obstacles:

During the program year, two primary challenges included rising transportation costs for field trips and
managing student cell phone usage during camp activities.

Increased transportation expenses required careful budget management to ensure students could continue
participating in enrichment field trips.

While third-party transportation services were still necessary, we supplemented these services with our two
15-passenger vans to help offset costs and maximize available funding. This blended approach allowed us
to maintain access to high-quality field trip opportunities while exercising fiscal responsibility.

Additionally, student cell phone usage occasionally created distractions during camp programming. To
promote engagement and maintain a positive learning environment, we implemented a clear cell phone
expectation and policy. Devices were collected prior to praise and worship and other key group activities to
ensure students remained attentive and fully present. This adjustment improved participation, reduced
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distractions, and supported a more focused camp climate.Both challenges were addressed proactively to
ensure continued program quality, safety, and student engagement.

Proposed changes, additions, deletions, or general improvement:

Based on the 2025-2026 program year, the summer camp model continues to demonstrate strong
outcomes, high family satisfaction, and consistent staff retention. Given the program’s long-standing
success, no major structural changes are necessary at this time. However, to support continuous quality
improvement, we propose the following enhancements:

We will introduce family and students' pre- and post-surveys to measure engagement, growth, and overall
satisfaction. This will allow us to use data to inform ongoing program refinement.

We will incorporate additional guest speakers and community-based learning experiences to broaden
middle and high school students exposure to positive role models and future career pathways.

This University of South Florida Continuing Services Agreement (“Agreement”) is hereby entered into by and between
The University of South Florida Board of Trustees, a public body corporate acting for the University of South Florida and
its component colleges, departments and divisions ("USF"), and EBSCO Information Services, LLC ("Vendor”) effective
the date last signed below (“Effective Date™). USF and Vendor will collectively be known herein as "the Parties”.

NOWTHEREFORE, the Parties hereby agree as follows:

1. Agreement. This Agreement serves as an award of Library Materials 2023-069-ITN-PRO (“ITN") to which Vendor
was a respondent. This Agreement is subject to compliance with all the terms and conditions of the ITN and
spacifications sel forth therein, as well as any amendments thereto, as applicable. The terms of the ITN and Vendor's ITN
Proposal (*Vendor's Proposal”) are expressly incorporated into this Agreement. The terms of this Agreement, the ITN, and
the Vendor's Proposal are intended to be read in conjunction with each other to every extent possible; however, in the
event of a conflict, the documents shall control in the following priority: 1) this Agreement; 2) the ITN; and 3} Vendor's
Proposal.

2. Services. Vendor will provide services, goods, work product, and/or other deliverables as described in the ITN and
Vendor Proposal.

3. Term. The initial term of this Agreement will begin on the Effective date of this agreement, and continue for three (3)
years. USF may renew the Agreement for up to two (2) one-year periods if judged to be in USF's best interest to renew.

4, Price. In consideration for the Vendor's satisfactory performance under this Agreement, USF will pay to the Vendor in
accordance with the Vendor's proposed pricing schedule as stated in Exhibit A, unless stipulated by a fulure amendment
to this Agreement.

5. Payment All Vendors providing Services 1o USF must submit invoices to USF in order to receive payment. USF will
issue the Vendors' payment within thirty (30) days after receipt of an acceptable invoice and receipt, inspection, and
acceptance of Services provided in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement. If the payment is not
made within said thirty (30) days, a separate interest penalty (established pursuant to § 55.03, Florida Statutes) on the
unpaid balance will be paid upon Vendor's written request to USF, providing said request is received by USF no later than
thirty (30} days from the date shown on USF's check. Interest of less than One Doliar ($1) will not be enforced.

Vendors must submit detailed invoices sufficient for a proper pre-audit and post-audit thereof. Each invoice must clearly
identify the Services, portion of Services, and expenses for which compensation is sought. USF will determine the
accuracy of all invaices. Invoices that have to be returned to the Vendor because of preparation errors will resull in a

delay of the payment. In such cases, the invoice payment requirements do not start until a properly completed invoice is
accepted by USF.

Vendor may request partial payment in the full amount of the value of Services received and accepted by USF by
submitting a properly executed invoice with supporting documents, as required. USF's vendor ombudsman, whose duties
include acting as an advocate for vendors who may be experiencing problems in obtaining timely payment(s) from USF
may be contacted at 813-974-2481. Written inquiries can be addressed to: Procurement Services, 4202 E. Fowler Ave.,
SVC 1073, Tampa, FL 33620.

6. Taxes. The State of Florida, and USF as a state agency, is a tax immune sovereign and exempt from the payment of
all sales, use, and excise taxes. The Vendor will be responsible for all taxes necessary to perform under this Agreement
and all taxes on Vendor income generated through this Agreement.

7. Travel and Ancillary Expenses. There is no travel expense related to this agreement.

8. Amendments. Any changes, amendments, or modifications to the Agreement must be in writing and signed by both
parties to be effective

9. Assignment. Vendor may not, without the advance written approval of USF, assign any right or delegate any duties
hereunder nor may it transfer, pledge, surrender, or otherwise encumber or dispose of its interest in any portion of the
Agreement.

10. Public Records Law. USF and Vendor agree not to directly or indirectly disclose to third parties any confidential or
proprietary information. Notwithstanding the preceding statement or any other confidentiality provisions in the Agreement,
as an agency or subdivision of the State of Florida, USF is subject to Chapter 119, Florida Statutes (*Florida Public
Records Act’). As such, the Agreement and all associated materials and information may be considered a “public record”.
While USF will endeavor not to voluntarily disclose the Agreement or olher associated information, it reserves the
absolute right to interpret its legal obligations under the Florida Public Records Act. Any necessary disclosure of the
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Agreement or any other information pursuant to a public records request will not be considered a breach of any
confidentiality provisions.

Further, Vendor may be considered a contractor of a public agency as defined in § 119.0701(1)(b). and may be required
by law to keep and maintain public records related to its services, provide copies of, or allow inspection of, such public
records to USF upon request, and ensure that exempt or confidential and exempt records are not disclosed except as
authorized by law. Upon completion of the Agreement or performance of the services, Vendor may transfer all public
records related to the services to USF, at no cost to USF, or may keep such public records in accordance with the
applicable state record retention requirements. If Vendor chooses to transfer such records to USF, Vendor may destroy
any duplicate records in its possession that are exempt or confidential and exempt from disclosure.

USF CANNOT PROVIDE LEGAL ADVICE TO VENDOR REGARDING ITS LEGAL
DUTIES. HOWEVER, VENDOR MAY CONTACT USF’S CUSTODIAN OF PUBLIC
RECORDS AT USFPURCHASING@USF.EDU OR 813-974-2481 I\F VENDOR HAS
QUESTIONS REGARDING THE APPLICATION OF CHAPTER 119, FLORIDA
STATUTES TO THE VENDOR'S DUTY TO PROVIDE AND MAINTAIN PUBLIC
RECORDS RELATING TO THIS AGREEMENT.

USF may unilaterally cancel the Agreement for refusal by Vendor to comply with the provisions of Chapter 119, Florida
Statutes.

11. Termination.

a. Termination for Convenience. Agreement may be terminated by USF without cause upon no less than sixty (60)
days written notice.

b. Termination for Cause. Each term and condition of Agreement is material and any breach or default by either
party in the performance of each such term and condition will be a material breach or default of Agreement. Either
party may terminate Agreement in the event the other party materially breaches or defaults in the performance of

any of its obligations hereunder and such breach or default continues thirty (30} days after written notice thereof is
provided to the breaching party by the non-breaching party. Any termination will become effective at the end of
such thirty (30) day period untess the breaching party cures any such breach or default prior {0 the expiration of
such period.

¢. Administration of Termination. All written notices under this section must be delivered by cerlified mail, returm
receipt requested, or in person with proof of delivery. In case of termination under Agreement, only fees for goods
and services actually rendered by the Vendor through the date of termination, if any, will be due and payable, and
all work in progress will become property of USF and will be turned oves promptly by the Vendor. Upon receipt of
written notice of termination, up until the date of termination, the Vendor will make reasonable efforts to limit the
incursion of additional fees and perform only those services necessary for the timely delivery of woik in progress to
USF and/or to correct a material breach or default, as applicable. Parties to Agreement will not be relieved of the
duty to perform their obligations up to and including the date of termination. A termination penalty may not be
charged against USF.

12. Materiality of Terms. Each term and condition of the Agreement is material and any breach of default by either party
in the perfermance of each such term and condition will be a material breach or default of the entire Agreement for which
the non-breaching party will have the right to terminate the Agreement, without termination penalty, effective upon thirty
(30) days prior written notice to breaching party describing the material breach of default if breaching party fails to
remedy the material breach within thirty {30) days following delivery of said notice.

13. Force Majeure. No default, delay, or failure to perform on the part of the either party will be considered a default,
delay, or failure to perform otherwise chargeable, hereunder, it such default, delay, or failure to perform is due to causes
beyond either party's reasonable control including, but not limited to, strikes, fockouts, or inactions of governmental
authorities; epidemics; acts of terrorism; war; embargoes, fire: earthquake; acts of God; or default of common carrier. In
the event of such default, delay, or failure to perform, any date of times by which either party is otherwise scheduled to
perform will be extended automatically for a period of time equal in duration t0 the time lost by reason of the excused
default, delay, or failure to perform.

14. Availability of Funds. USF's performance and obligation to pay under this Agreement is contingent upon one Or more
of the following: annual appropriation by the Florida Legistature and funding from other public and/or private institutions.
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The Agreement may be canceled without further obligation on the part of the USF, if sufficient funding is unavailable to
assure full performance under the Agreement. in such an event. USF will issue written notice to Vendor of the
unavailability of said funds, thereby immediately terminating the Agreement with no further obligation or penaity. Upon
issuance of such notice, the Vendor is entitied to payment for only those Services provided prior to the date notice is
issued.

15. Sovereign Immunity. Nothing in the Agreement will be construed as an indemnification of the Vendor by USF. USF
warrants and represents that as a sovereign entity, it is self-insured. USF assumes any and all risk of personal injury and
property damage attributable to the negligent acts or omissions of USF and the officers, employees, servants, and agents
thereof while acting within the scope of their employment by USF. Vendor and USF agree that nothing contained herein
will be construed or interpreted as (a) the consent of USF and State of Florida, their agents and agencies to be sued
except as provided for herein; or (b) a waiver of sovereign immunity by USF and the State of Florida beyond that provided
in § 768.28, Florida Statutes.

16. Limitation of Liability. As sovereign agency or subdivision of the State of Florida, USF's self-insurance limitations are
provided by law. USF is provided with comprehensive general liability insurance through the State Risk Management
Trust Fund with limits of coverage up to a maximum of $200,000 per occurrence and $300,000 in aggregate pursuant o
the terms and limitations of § 768.28 and Chapter 284, Part |l, Flonda Statutes or as amended. USF will provide evidence
of its self-insurance statute upon request. The parties agree that this is sufficient in lieu of any other insurance
requirements. USF's total liability will not exceed the limits of its self-insurance coverage as defined by Florida Statutes.

17. Relationship of Parties. It is understoed and agreed that nothing herein contained is intended, or should be
construed, as creating or establishing the relationship of partners between the Parties hereto, or as constituting Vendor as
the agent or representative of USF to any contracts or other ebligations. Vendor must not expressly or impliedly represent
to any party that Vendor and USF are partners or that Vendor is the agent or representative of USF for any purpose or in
any manner whatsoever. The Parties are independent contractors and neither party will have supervision or control over
the other party’'s employees, faculty, staff, students, representatives, or volunteers in the performance of their duties.
Vendor must not use the name, logo, or intellectual property of USF for marketing purposes, or otherwise, without the
prior writien consent of USF.

18. eVerify. Vendor warrants that it is in compliance with the E-Verify requirements set forth in Section 448.085,
Florida Statutes and will remain in compliance with such requirements throughout the term of the Agreement and any
extensions or renewals thereof. University may immediatetly terminate the Agreement upon notice to Vendor if University
has a good faith belief that Vendor is knowingly in breach of this warranty. In the event of such termination, University
shall only owe Vendor for the products andfor services delivered by the effective date of such termination and shall not
owe any termination penaity or damages to Vendor whatsoever.

19. Licenses. Vendor must obtain and maintain any permits, ficenses, or authorizations required to perform its obligations
hereunder, and the cost thereof will be borne by the Vendor.

20. Vendor Insurance. Vendor will maintain insurance at the levels described in the ITN.

21. Vendor Personnel. In the event vendor personnel, to include the employees, contractors, and agents of Vendor, are
required to provide services to USF at its campuses, facilities, or events, Vendor must make commercially reasonable
efforts to ensure that its personnel act in a manner that assists USF in providing a safe environment for its students
faculty, staff, and visitors and protects the reputation of USF. Vendor agrees that it and ali of its personnel will carry out
their duties under the Agreement in accordance with all USF policies as well as local, state, and federal law, including but
not limited to laws goveming employee compensation and Insurance coverage and USF's policies governing
discrimination and sexual harassment. Vendor must ensure that its personnel performing services under the Agreement
are aware of their obligations and are appropriately and regularly trained to ensure compliance with these requirements
and, when required by USF, have completed an appropriate background check in accordance with Chapter 435, Florida
Statutes. In the event vendor personnel violate the law or USF policy, as determined by law enforcement or USF policy,
in USF's sole discretion, after investigating such violations, USF may request that such personnel are restricted from
performing services under the Agreement. It is expressly agreed to by the Parties that multiple violations of this section
will be deemed a material breach by Vendor and subject to the termination in accordance with the Agreement. USF's
regulations and policies are available for review at http:/iregulationspolicies.usf.edu/.

22. Protection of Personal Information. To the extent Vendor comes into contact with or has USF's information in its
possession, Vendor agrees to implement reasonable and appropriate safeguards to protect personal information, as
defined in § 501.171, Florida Statutes and educational records as defined in § 1002.225, Florida Statutes and 20 UscC.§
1232 (“Personal information”), maintain the security of Personal Information, preveni unauthorized use, access,

This RENEWAL No. 1 to a previous Agreement (“Original Agreement”) executed August 1, 2023 by and
between the University of South Florida Board of Trustees, a public body corporate (“USF”) and EBSCO
INFORMATION SERVICES, LLC. (“Supplier”), is effective August 1, 2026 (“Effective Date”) and executed the date
last signed below (“Execution Date”). USF and SUPPLIER collectively known herein as “the Parties”.
