THIS AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made and entered into as of this day of

, 2019, by and between the DUVAL COUNTY PROPERTY APPRAISER

("PROPERTY  APPRAISER”), DUVAL COUNTY TAX COLLECTOR (“TAX

COLLECTOR?"), and the undersigned Local Governing Boards of the TAXING AUTHORITIES
of Duval county, hereinafter referred to collectively as the “TAXING AUTHORITIES.”

WHEREAS, the PROPERTY APPRAISER is responsible under Florida law for the
administration of ad valorem property tax audits and for back taxes related to business property

tax listings; and

WHEREAS, the TAX COLLECTOR is responsible under Florida law for the collection
and distribution of ad valorem property taxes, mcludmg back taxes, and associated penalties,
fees, and interest; and

WHEREAS, the TAXING AUTHORITIES receive local property tax revenue to fund
essential public services; and

WHEREAS, the PROPERTY APPRAISER and TAX COLLECTOR intend to contract
with TAX MANAGEMENT ASSOCIATES, INC. (“TMA”) for audit services to conduct
business personal property tax audits for the purpose of collecting taxes due on those properties,
which funds would otherwise be unavailable to the TAXING AUTHORITIES (hereinafter the
“TMA Audit Agreement™); and

WHEREAS, TMA shall provide said audit services in exchange for the fee established in
the TMA Audit Agreement, which consists of an amount equal to thirty-five percent (35%) of
any tax, penalties, and interest collected from back taxes assessed by the PROPERTY
APPRAISER on parcels identified through a TMA audit (hereinafter, the “Fee”); and

WHEREAS, the Fee shall be paid exclusively from the taxes, penalties, and interest
collected in relation to the business personal property tax audits resulting from the tax audits
performed by TMA, and shall not constitute a pledge or general obligation of tax funds or create
an obligation on the TAXING AUTHORITIES to appropriate or make monies available for the
purpose of this Agreement beyond the fiscal year in which the Agreement is executed; and

NOW, THEREFORE, the PROPERTY APPRAISER, TAX COLLECTOR, and
undersigned TAXING AUTHORITIES, for and in consideration of the mutual promises,
covenants, and conditions herein contained and other good and valuable consideration, the
receipt and adequacy of which are hereby acknowledged, agree as follows:
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TERMS

1. Incorporation of Recitals. The recitals set forth above are hereby incorporated
into and deemed a part of this Agreement.

2. Authorization of Reduced Collections for Fee Payment:

The undersigned TAXING AUTHORITIES authorize the TAX COLLECTOR to deduct
TMA'’s Fee, as established in the TMA Audit Agreement, from the total property tax, penalties
and interest collected as the result of the business personal property tax audits pursuant to TMA
audits. The TAX COLLECTOR shall distribute the remaining tax revenue to the undersigned
TAXING AUTHORITIES according to governing Florida law.

This Agreement does not constitute a pledge or general obligation of ad valorem taxation,
or create any obligation on any TAXING AUTHORITY to appropriate or make monies available
for any tax year, and does not create the right in any party to compel the exercise of the ad
valorem taxing power of any TAXING AUTHORITY.

The TAX COLLECTOR shall annually make available to each TAXING AUTHORITY
an accounting of all tax proceeds collected pursuant to the TMA Audit Agreement, the Fees paid
to TMA, and the total funds distributed to each TAXING AUTHORITY.

3. Term & Termination: This Agreemcnt shall be effective as of the date of
execution for an initial term of twelve (12) months. Thereafter, the Agreement shall renew
automatically on an annual basis until such time as the TMA Audit Agreement is terminated or
otherwise expires. Upon termination or expiration of the TMA Audit Agreement, this Agreement
automatically expires except for such provisions as survive termination as further agreed herein.

Any TAXING AUTHORITY may opt out of this Agreement provided it notifies the
PROPERTY APPRAISER and TAX COLLECTOR in writing at least ninety (90) days before
the end of a fiscal year. The option shall be effective upon the first day of the following fiscal

year.

The parties acknowledge that TMA audit services shall not be provided for any parcel in
a specific tax district if any TAXING AUTHORITY in that tax district does not sign, or
subsequently withdraws from, an agreement or memorandum of understanding for use of
property tax collections to fund audit services.

Upon termination of this Agreement, Fees for all audits completed by TMA in effected
tax districts up to the date of the notification of termination shall be payable in accordance with
the terms provided by the TMA Audit Agreement. Because taxes may not be paid within the
term of this Agreement, the authorization of reduced collections for Fee payment shall survive
the termination of the Agreement, and shall terminate upon the later of the collection and
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payment of all taxes related to TMA audits, or the expiration of such taxes as a matter of Florida
law.

4. Severability: Should any provision, portion, or application of this Agreement be
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal, unenforceable, or in conflict with
any applicable law or constitutional provision, or should future changes to Florida law conflict
with any portion of this Agreement, the parties shall negotiate an equitable adjustment in the
affected provisions of this Agreement with a view toward effecting the purpose of this
Agreement, and the validity and enforceability of the remaining provisions, portions, or
applications thereof, shall not be impaired. If a future change to Florida law conflicts with or
preempts the entirety of this agreement, the agreement will be immediately terminated, subject to
the termination provisions herein.

5. Public Records: The parties are public agencies subject to Florida’s public
records laws, including records retention, production, and confidentiality provisions. The
PROPERTY APPRAISER and TAX COLLECTOR agree to retain all records maintained by
their agencies and associated with the performance of this Agreement in compliance with
applicable Florida records retention schedules, and to make all non-confidential or exempt
records available for inspection or copying upon request and in compliance with Florida’s public
records laws.

6. Notice: Any notice required to be given under this Agreement shall be made in
writing and sent by first class mail, postage paid, or by hand delivery to, the contact and address
for the party as it appears on the signatory page of this Agreement.

7. Applicable Law: The terms and conditions of this Agreement shall be governed
by the laws of the State of Florida.

8. Sole Benefit: This Agreement is for the sole benefit of the parties hereto, and in
no event shall this Agreement be construed to be for the benefit of any third party, nor shall any
party be liable for any loss, liability, damages or expenses to any person not a party to this
Agreement.

9. Headings: Headings herein are for convenience of reference only and shall not be
considered in any interpretation of this Agreement.

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Tab 2 - NCPA Administration Agreement

This Administration Agreement is made as of August 1, 2016 by and between National
Cooperative Purchasing Alliance ("NCPA”) and Waibel Energy Systems (“Vendor").

Recitals

WHEREAS, Region 14 ESC has entered into a certain Master Agreement dated
August 1, 2018, referenced as Contract Number 02-45 , by and between
Region 14 ESC and Vendor, as may be amended from time to time In accordance with the

terms thereof (the “Master Agreement”), for the purchase of HVAC Equipment, Installation, Service, &
Related Products (Supplement)

WHEREAS, said Master Agreement provides that any state, city, specdial district, local
government, school district, private K-12 school, technical or vocational school, higher
education Institution, other government agency or nonprofit organization (hereinafter
referred to as “public agency” or collectively, “public agencies”) may purchase products and
services at the prices indicated in the Master Agreement;

WHEREAS, NCPA has the administrative and legal capacity to administer purchases
under the Master Agreement to public agencies;

WHEREAS, NCPA serves as the administrative agent for Region 14 ESC in connection
with other master agreements offered by NCPA

WHEREAS, Region 14 ESC desires NCPA to proceed with administration of the
Master Agreement;

WHEREAS, NCPA and Vendor desire to enter into this Agreement to make available
the Master Agreement to public agencies on a national basis;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the payments to be made hereunder and the
mutual covenants contained in this Agreement, NCPA and Vendor hereby agree as follows:

+ General Terms and Conditions

¥ The Master Agreement, attached hereto as Tab 1 and incorporated herein by
reference as though fully set forth herein, and the terms and conditions
contained therein shall apply to this Agreement except as expressly changed
or modified by this Agreement.

> NCPA shall be afforded all of the rights, privileges and indemnifications

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Russia/Hardin-Houston Schools Receive Rebate Checks for Saving Energy

DAYTON — On Tuesday, several area schools were presented with checks for
saving energy.

Russia and Hardin-Houston Local Schools were among the 13 who received a
total of $307,000 in energy efficiency rebates.

Through the On Board program, a parinership between Dayton Power & Light
(DP&L), Waibel Energy Systems and the Southwestern Ohio Educational
Purchasing Council, 32 school districts reduced their energy costs without any
capital improvements or installation of new equipment.

The school districts participating in On Board are using simple energy-saving
measures recommended by Waihel Energy Systems, such as
programming boflers more effectively, reducing heating/cooling based on
occupancy and using energy meters to improve load shedding during nights,
weekends, holidays and snow days. DP&L contracted with Heapy Engineering
to verify the results and calculate the energy efficiency rebates.

“We received $2,982.70 in energy rebate. This year due to
the gnergy savings efforts through Walbel and DP&L we saw approximately
$8,000 in electric and gas savings from the previous years. We have been
working on energy savings for the past five years since the completion of our
2011 copstruction project. In the past five years we have reduced our utility
cost by over $50,000 per year,” Russia Superintendent Steven Rose said.

He said the two biggest savings for Russia came from making the HVAC
equipment more efficient by controlling the temperatures of the heat based
on the outside temperature and turning the system off when it is notin use.

The rebate money will go into the general fund to be used where needed.

“We will always be looking at ways to more efficiently run the building but
unfortunately we are only able to participate in the DP&L rebate program for
one year. Based on information on the age of the building and our utility cost
per square footage we are running the building extremely efficiently,” Rose
said,

Hardin-Houston's rebate was §5,432. They have saved a total 0§ $13,154.07 for
propane and electric through the initiative, The total amount of rebate money
the district has received to date Is $26,946.50. Making a total of savings and
rebates $40,100.57.

Hardin-Houston Superintendent Larry Claypool said the practices that helped
them save energy included proper scheduling, bullding pressure control to
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alleviate cold drafis and excess [nfiliration, boiler control, and chiller and ice
making mode control.

“This program has had a positive lmpact on our local school district. According
to Waibel Energy Systems General Manager Dave Crosley, this program
generated over $1.36 million in savings across 32 local districts and Hardin-
Houston is proud to have been a part of it. There were $307,000 in Rebate
checks awarded Tuesday, and it is projected that there will be close to another
$700,000 preseited at the next meeting,” Claypool sald.

The rebate dollars received by Hardin-Houston will be used to offset future
energy costs and related projects. They are also working to put together a plan
to see what opportunities are available in order to malntain and to continue to
find savings.

Walbel Energy Systems piloted the program with Vandalia Butler Schools in
2013, saving the district $147,395 per year in energy costs and earning it
$78,000 In rebates from DP&L.

“The On Board program shows that making even the simplest changes can
yield smarter ways to reduce energy costs and save money. We applaud these
school districts and our partners for their pro-active approach to saving
energy and protecting the environment,” sald Tom Raga, President and CEO of
DP&L. "By working together, DP&L, Walbel, and the Southwestern Ohio
Educational Purchasing Council are making a difference for the students and
the community.”

The 13 schools/districts who received DP&L energy efficiency rebates include:
Bellefontaine City Schools, Brookville Lacal Schools, Centerville City Schools,
Eaton Community Schools, Fort Recovery Local Schools, Graham Local Schools,
Hardin-Houston Local Schools, Milton-Union Exempted Village Schools,
Northmont City Schools, Russia Local Schools, Twin Valley Community Local
Schools, West Carrolton City Schools and Xenia Community Schoaols.

Tecumseh school energy program saves more than $80,000

Tecumseh Local Schools reduced its energy use and cut costs by more than
$80,000, according to a district report released this week.

“The Tecumseh Local Schools board and administration are committed to
ensuring that the taxpayers’ Investment In eduocation is managed wisely, so
when we learned about the 'On Board' opportunity, we knew it was something
we should look into,” Tecumseh Treasurer Debra Schock sald.

The district saved $83,215 in the past year, she said.

“ ... We also have captured an B30 percent return on the investment in the
program during the first year,” Shock sald.

On Board is a program offered by the Southwestern Ohio Educational
Purchasing Council, Waibel Energy Systems and Dayton Power and Light.
During the first phase of the program, a study identified districts that could
benefit from an Energy Savings Agreement with Waibel. In the second phase,
districts implemented energy conservation measures to reduce energy
consumption without affecting comfort in the buildings.

“A significant source of energy use in Tecumseh Schools is alr handling units,”
said Joe Zimmerman, controls and integration leader at Waibel.

The program enabled the air handling units to better match airflow demands
and, as a result, slow their fan speed. Additionally, Waibel implemented
programming for the air handling units that prevented simultaneous heating
and cooling, which Zimmerman called “a significant inefficlency.”

Electric and natural gas use was reduced from July 2014 to October 2015, That
reduced the bill by more than 880,000 over the course of the year and made
the district eligible for $15,000 in rebates from DP&L, an incentive the energy
company offered to encourage districts to participate.

The district invested about $10,000 toward the agreement and saved more
than four times the guaranteed amount of $20,000 in the initial agreement,
the report said.
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Arcanum Local Schools
Summary:

The typical process involves first
qualifying a client, assessing their potential, and identifying opportunities for
improvement. Second, we take a deeper look and prioritize opportunities that
require no capital expenditures and can yield 10-15% savings. Once those
savings have been realized, we can provide a superior energy service
agreement that will help maintaln and grow those savings. Our goal Is to help
our cllent reach levels of efficiency and operation they didn't know were
possible. This process has been extremely successful with area school
districts. By proving our effectiveness in reducing school’s electric
consumption Dayton Power & Light in conjunction with the Southwestern
Chio EPC afforded us an opportunity to provide a pilot program to 78 local
schools. This pilot program first benchmarked those schools and second
offered a no risk 1 year energy service agreement supported by guaranteed
savings. After 1 year of working with WES, 32 school districts reduced their
annual utility spend 1.36 million dollars, or roughly 10%. The next step is to
transition those districts into a performance agreement which will maintatn
those savings and establish continuous improvement.

In the past the ESA has been a 1-3 year service agreement where we conduct
activities that resemble a typical audit, but are much more valuable than a
simple audit/report of possible energy conservation measures (ECMs):

Project underway...throughout the project these are some recurring
activities usually completed in parallel that ensure agreement success:

» Complete a night remote or site visit to ensure applicable HVAC equipment,
interior/exterior lighting, and plug loads are shut down
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We try and do this in both the heating and cooling season

Remotely connect to the BAS and check if the current system features and
correctly executes the following minimum control schemes...

Air Handler Static pressure rese

Air Handler Discharge temperature reset bused on zone deviation

Chilled water reset based on chilled water valve position

Global zone setpoints

Etc.

Complete regularly scheduled remote building reviews to identify ECMs or
operational inefficiencies

We check for system overrides, atypical schedules, atypical setpoints, and
any failed controls/equipment

We also investigate if our ECMs implemented or changes made to the
system have made a positive impact

We also...

Ensure schedules match actual building occupancy and use, especially
during holidays, closures, and summer/winter break

Ensure appiied and unitary equipment are not cycling or staying on in night
heat or cool

Ensure applied and unitary equipment are not cycling in dehumidification
muode

Here are a few examples of the operational Inefficiencies we have found in
various buildings:

Found electric duct heaters with no differential between heating/cooling
setpolnts which led to an endless cycle of heating then cooling - similar to
stepping on the accelerator then slamming on the brake to achieve an
effective speed

Found Air Handling Units (AHUs] not following schedule because unitary
unoccupied setpoints were greater than the AHU setpoint - this also led to
the operation of pumps and heating/cooling equipment

Found 3 failed VAV boxes that would cause an AHU to run on nights in
weekends in order to maintain space setpoint

AHU ventilation dampers were not programmed to stay closed if the unit
enabled during unoccupied times - this brought in unnecessary outdoor
air that had to be conditioned before it was delivered to the Space
Originally some boiler and chiller plants were enabled based simplyonan
outdoor air setpoint without checking if any airside or unitary equipment
were even occupied - this led to unnecessary hours of heating/cooling and
pumping of water

Additionally, these are some of the unique solutions we implemented at
several schools:






Implemented programming which allowed Boiler Plants including their
pumps to stay off longer - boilers enable at 65F when building is occupted
but not until 42F if the bullding is unoccupied, typically they would run
anytime the OAT was less than 65F

When applicable we created additional AHU zones with their own schedule
which helped reduce the effective heating/cooling area if that zone was
occupled while the others were not

Some schools we Implemented a summer mode where AHUs would only
accupy if scheduled and the OAT was greater than 75F or the dewpoint
greater than 60F

Leverage real time energy meters available to Improve load shedding
during unoccupled periods (nights, weekends, holidays, snow days}
We also use real time electric meters where available as feedback for
control changes made to equipment with motors like fans, pumps, and
COMPressors

Track monthly utility bills to ensure we are on track to meet or exceed
guaranteed savings amount

We use a utility tracking software that weather normalizes the utility data
In order to determine unblased savings

Complete monthly or semi-monthly meetings / site visits with district staff
to elther implement, monitor and or discuss changes we have made

Help brainstorm and identify potential energy savings changes primarily
related to HVAC equipment/controls, lighting, and plug loads.
Demonstrate examples of how other buildings have reduced consumption
without negatively impacting comfort

Traln bullding staff on their BAS and demounstrated impact of energy
conservation measures like active schedule management, reducing
equipment runtime, expanding room setpoints, preventive maintenance,
and

**Our presence and these discussions ultimately foster a greater sense of
energy consciousness in most owner/operators which spreads to savings
beyond WES BAS changes.

Project Close..we complete a reconciliation report sharing the calculated
energy savings based on utility bills, including the project financial impact
to the owner/operator and return on investment.

At this time we also discuss potential renewal options in order to maintain
the improvements made and savings achieved

We also highlight any controls related or capltal projects that would lead to
further improvement and could be paid for with savings from the ESA






Ultimately, the ESA is a continuous effort to identify opportunities for

improvement and sustain any and all previous improvements throughout

the life of the agreement.

These tasks are completed by our Energy Services Team. This team is part
of the Client & Energy Services team of building professionals. Our team

works closely with the other Service and Contracting Teams. We are
currently made up of 2 energy engineers, 1 energy manager, 2 client

support representatives, and a team leader - all of which have an energy or
controls background. Various certifications are held by the team members,
but the most common are CEM, LEED AP, Advanced Niagara AX, and Trane

As part of Parkway Schools energy service agreement their utility meters are monitored real time for conserva-
tion improvements. An additional service that Waibel provides is utility bill anatysis. This is to verify that you
are billed correctly and to be able to compare weather normalized usage as well as Utility billing and reading
errors.

Waibel began an investigation and bill analysis upon receiving a copy of Parkways bill showing a high spike in
natural gas usage. Utilizing the Waibel EnergyLogiX BDX real-time reporting tool and going back three months
we were able to support the previous utility bill readings until the last bill. Gap Verification confirmed that ail
things were operational and the last reading was correctly read according to real-time measurement. However
the real-time measurement data did not support the actual usage between the last two bill readings.

Waibel contacted the utility and was able to show evidence
that something went wrong during the last reading. After
the utility performed an internal audit they confirmed their
data supported the real time data that was collected during
the last three billings.

A new reduced bill was re-issued
showing credits of over $5,000!

The problem was an annual meter audit was performed a
few days prior to the last bill reading and the technician did
not reset the AMR reading after performing tests thus the
meter reading used for billing was incorrect.

$120 for this bueilding or (2,838 kWh — 1,66% kWh) * 30.10kWh. By engaging the holiday schedule for snow
days (5 per year) and all major holidays (23 days) when school is out the district saves $3,360 per year or 28 *
$120. These estimstes may even be conservative for holidays during cooling season which can increase the

This Administration Agreement is made as of August 1, 2018 by and between National
Cooperative Purchasing Alliance (*“NCPA”) and Waibel Energy Systems ("Vendor”).

Recitals

WHEREAS, Region 14 ESC has entered into a certain Master Agreesment dated
LAugust 1, 2018, referenced as Contract Number 02-45 , by and between
Region 14 ESC and Vendor, as may be amended from time to time in accordance with the

terms thereof (the “Master Agreement”), for the purchase of HVYAC Equipment, Installation, Service, &
Related Products (Supplement)

WHEREAS, said Master Agreement provides that any state, city, special district, local
government, school district, private K-12 school, technical or vocational school, higher
education institution, other government agency or nonprofit organization (hereinafter
referred to as "public agency” or collectively, “public agencies”) may purchase products and
services at the prices indicated in the Master Agreement;

WHEREAS, NCPA has the administrative and legal capacity to administer purchases
under the Master Agreement to public agencies;

WHEREAS, NCPA serves as the administrative agent for Region 14 ESC in connection
with other master agreements offered by NCPA

WHEREAS, Region 14 ESC desires NCPA to proceed with administration of the
Master Agreement;

WHEREAS, NCPA and Vendor desire to enter into this Agreement to make available
the Master Agreement to public agencies on a national basis;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the payments to be made hereunder and the
mutual covenants contained in this Agreement, NCPA and Vendor hereby agree as follows:

¢ General Terms and Conditions

¥ The Master Agreement, attached hereto as Tab 1 and incorporated herein by
reference as though fully set forth herein, and the terms and conditions
contained therein shall apply to this Agreement except as expressly changed
or modified by this Agreement.

» NCPA shall be afforded all of the rights, privileges and indemnifications
afforded to Region 14 ESC under the Master Agreement, and such rights,
privileges and indemnifications shall accrue and apply with equal effect to
NCPA under this Agreement including, but not limited to, the Vendor's

H. Carrier Qualifications. The above insurance shall be written by an insurer holding a current certificate
of authority pursuant to chapter 624, Florida State or a company that is declared as an approved
Surplus Lines carrier under Chapter 626 Florida Statutes. Such Insurance shall be written by an insurer
with an AM. Best Rating of A- VII or better.

L. Notice. The Contractor shall provide an endorsement issued by the insurer to provide the City thirty
{30) days prior written notice of any change in the above insurance coverage limits or cancellation,
including expiration or non-renewal.  If such endorsement is not provided, the Contractor shall
provide said a thirty (30) days written notice of any change in the above coverages or limits, coverage
being suspended, voided, cancelled, including expiration or non-renewal.
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J. Survival. Anything to the contrary notwithstanding, the liabilities of the Contractor under this
Contract shall survive and not be terminated, reduced or otherwise limited by any expiration or
termination of insurance coverage.

Evaluation of Responses.

A. Buyer will determine the qualifications, interest and availability of Contractors by reviewing all
Responses and, when deemed necessary in the sole discretion of Buyer, by conducting formal interviews
of selected Contractors.

B. Before making an award, Buyer reserves the right to seek clarifications, revisions, and information it
deems necessary for the proper evaluation of Responses. Failure to provide any requested clarifications,
revisions or information may result in rejection of the Response.

C. Buyer reserves the right to accept or reject any and all Responses, or separable portions thereof, and to
waive any minor irregularity, technicality, or omission if Buyer determines that doing so will serve
Buyer’s best interests. Buyer may reject any Response not submitted in the manner specified by the RFP.

Award of Contract

A, The process for contract award is set forth in Jacksonville Ordinance Code Sections 126.204. Generally,
Buyer will award the Contract to the responsible and responsive proposer whose Response is determined
in writing to be the most advantageous to the City of Jacksonville, based solely on the relative importance
assigned to price and of the criteria set forth in Attachment B. The award may be contingent on the
outcome of direct negotiations under Section 126.201(d)(4) and 126.201(n), Ordinance Code. If an
agreement cannot be reached with the highest ranked Contractor, Buyer reserves the right to make an
award to the next highest ranked Contractor or subsequent Contractor(s) until an agreement is reached.

B. Buyer may make an award within sixty (60) days after the date of the Responses are due, during which
period the Responses shall remain firm and shall not be withdrawn. Any Response that expresses a
shorter duration may, in Buyer's sole discretion, be accepted or rejected. If award is not made within sixty
(60) days, the Response shall remain firm until either the Contract is awarded, or Buyer receives from
Contractor written notice that the Response is withdrawn. [Note: Withdrawal of a Response may be
requested within 72 hours (excluding State holidays, Saturdays and Sundays) after the date and time
Responses are due. Buyer will not accept an amended Response after the date and time Responses are
due.]

C. Except as may otherwise be expressly set forth in the RFP, Buyer intends to award one contract, but
reserves the right to enter into a contract with multiple Contractors or to reject all Responses.

D. Based on the evaluation results, Buyer shall electronically post a notice of intended award at Buyer’s
website.

Any person who is adversely affected by the decision shall file with
Buyer a notice of protest in accordance with the Protest provisions of the RFP. Buyer does not intend to
provide tabulations or notices of award by telephone.

Terms of Agreement. After award to the successful Contractor, Buyer and Contractor will promptly enter into a
written agreement (the “Contract”) incorporating the terms of the RFP, the successful Response, and other terms
and conditions as may be agreed to between the parties. To the extent the Response contains exceptions to or
modifications of the RFP, such exceptions or modifications are stricken unless Buyer affirmatively accepts the
exceptions or modifications in the Contract. The Contract will be substantially in the form set forth in an
attachment to the RFP. Buyer will not be obligated to pay Contractor for the RFP services until the Contract is
signed by both parties. Buyer retains the right to reject all bids and/or amend its notice of award at any time
prior to the full execution of the Contract.

If the successful Contractor fails to perform the Services as agreed, Buyer reserves the right to (i) issue a new
solicitation for the Services; (ii) reopen the RFP for the purpose of awarding a second contract to another
Contractor in accordance with the criteria and processes set forth herein; and/or (iii) take such other actions
permitted by law.
