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all damage caused, in a manner satisfactory to the City. Such repairs shall restore the damaged area(s) to a condition
equal to, or better than, that of the existing adjacent area(s), using similar materials.

Complaints/Damage to Property

The Contractor shall be responsible for addressing all complaints pertaining to any damage that allegedly occurred during
litter removal operations. Any ruts, depressions or unleveled areas created on the property by the Contractor’s operations
must be corrected before payment is made.

This clause extends to Participating Entities as it relates to business
conducted by that Participating Entity under this Contract.

13. GOVERNMENT DATA PRACTICES

Vendor and Sourcewell must comply with the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act,
Minnesota Statutes Chapter 13, as it applies to all data provided by or provided to Sourcewell
under this Contract and as it applies to all data created, collected, received, stored, used,
maintained, or disseminated by the Vendor under this Contract.

The certificates must be signed by
a person authorized by the insurer(s) to bind coverage on their behalf. All policies must include
there will be no cancellation, suspension, non-renewal, or reduction of coverage without 30
days’ prior written notice to the Vendor.

Failure to request certificates of insurance by Sourcewell, or failure of Vendor to provide
certificates of insurance, in no way limits or relieves Vendor of its duties and responsibilities in
this Contract.

C. ADDITIONAL INSURED ENDORSEMENT AND PRIMARY AND NON-CONTRIBUTORY
INSURANCE CLAUSE. Vendor agrees to list Sourcewell and its Participating Entities, including
their officers, agents, and employees, as an additional insured under the Vendor’'s commercial
general liability insurance policy with respect to liability arising out of activities, “operations,” or
“work” performed by or on behalf of Vendor, and products and completed operations of
Vendor.

Protest Policy — School Board Policy 7.70
Protests Arising From The Contract Solicitation or Award Process

A. This section implements section 120.57(3), Florida Statutes and Chapter 28-110, Florida
Administrative Code.

a. School District's Notice of Decision or Intended Decision. Pursuant to section 120.57(3), Florida
Statutes, the Director of Purchasing shall post notice of a Decision or Intended Decision concerning a
solicitation or contract award arising out of the contract solicitation or award process by electronic
posting. “Electronic pasting” or “electronically post” means the noticing of solicitations, agency
decisions or intended decisions, or other matters relating to procurement on a centralized Internet
website designated for this purpose. This notice shall contain the following statement: “Failure to file
a protest within the time prescribed in section 120.57(3), Florida Statutes, or failure to posta bond or
other security, as may be required by law, within the time allowed for filing a bond shall constitute a
waiver of proceedings under Chapter 120, Florida Statutes.”

b. Notice of Protest. In a contract procurement process, any person who is adversely affected by
the agency Decision or Intended Decision and intends to protest the Decision or Intended Decision,
shall file a notice of protest in writing with the school district's Agency Clerk (Executive Director,
Office of Policy and Compliance) within seventy-two (72) hours after the posting of the notice of
Decision or intended Decision.

ii. The notice of protest must be actually received by the Agency Clerk before the seventy-two (72)
hour period expires. The seventy-two (72) hour period excludes Saturdays, Sundays, and holidays
when the school district’s administrative office is closed. The seventy-two (72) hour period is not
extended by service of the notice of protest by mail. Failure to timely file a notice of protest shall
constitute a waiver of proceedings under this section and section 120.57(3), Florida Statutes.

iii. The notice of protest shall identify the procurement by number and title or any other language
that will clearly enable the Agency Clerk to identify it; and it shall state that the person intends to
protest the decision.

c. Formal Written Protest. The protester shall file a formal written protest with the Agency Clerk
within ten (10) days after the date the notice of protest is filed. Failure to timely file the formal written
protest shall constitute a waiver of proceedings under this Policy and section 120.57(3), Florida
Statutes. The ten (10} day period for filing the petition is not extended by service of the petition by
mail.

i The formal written protest shall:
A. state with particularity the facts and law upon which the protest is based;

B. contain all the information specified in Rule 28-106.201(2), Florida Administrative Code and Rule
28-106.301{2), Florida Administrative Code; and

C. be substantially in the form of a petition set forth in Rule 28-110.004(2), Florida Administrative
Code, naming "The School Board of Duval County, Florida" as the Respondent.





ii. Pursuant to Rule 28-110.004(1), Florida Administrative Code, if the formal written protest is
filed in proper form within the seventy-two (72) hour period for filing a notice of protest, the formal
written protest will also constitute the notice of protest, and all time limits applicable to a notice of
protest are waived and the time limits relative to formal written protests shall apply.

iii. Posting the Bond. The party protesting the bid specification or recommended award shall be
required to post a bond in a form consistent with Rule 28-110.005(2), Florida Administrative Code
and timely submit that bond to the School District Purchasing Department.

In lieu of a bond, the Director of Purchasing
may accept a cashier's check, official bank check, or money order in the amount of the bond.

B. The bond shall be conditioned upon the payment of all costs and charges which may be
adjudged against the protestor in the administrative hearing in which the action is brought and in any
subsequent appellate court proceeding.

C. If, after completion of the administrative hearing process and any appellate court proceedings,
the School Board prevails, it shall be entitled to recover all costs and charges which are included in
the final order or judgment, excluding attorney's fees. Upon payment of such costs and charges by
the person protesting the Decision or Intended Decision or contract award, the bond, cashier's check,
official bank check, or money order shall be returned to the protestor. If, after the completion of the
administrative hearing process and any appellate court proceedings, the protestor prevails, the
protestor may recover from the School Board the costs and charges which are included in the final
order or judgment, excluding attorney's fees.

V. Bond: Construction Purchasing. Protesters regarding competitive procurement related to
educational facilities shall be required to post a bond in the amount specified in section 255.0516,
Florida Statutes, which also governs recovery of fees and costs including attorney's fees. With
respect to a protest of the terms, conditions, and specifications contained in a solicitation, protesters
shall post a bond in the amount of one percent (1%) of the School District's estimate of the dollar
value of the proposed contract or $5,000, whichever is greater.

d. Staying the Procurement Process. Upon timely receipt of the formal written protest, the
solicitation or contract award process shall be stopped until the subject of the protest is resolved by
final agency action, unless the Director of Purchasing sets forth in writing particular facts and
circumstances which require the continuance of the solicitation or contract award process without
delay in order to avoid an immediate and serious danger to the public health, safety, or welfare.

PURPOSE: Purpose of this bid is to establish firm prices and a source of supply for the repair and
maintenance of school roofs and exterior waterproofing and associated services to be purchased by
Duval County Public Schools (DCPS) for two (2) years, beginning from July 1, 2023 through June 30,
2028.

RENEWAL.: Upon written mutual agreement between Contractor and Duval County Public Schools,
contract may be renewed at anniversary date for three (3) additional one (1) year periods, subject to
the same provisions, terms, conditions, specifications as originally awarded and pricing in
accordance with this ITB. Note: awarding of renewal years is at the sole discretion of the district.

AWARD: Award will be all or none to the lowest responsive responsible bidder as the primary
awardee, The District may choose to award to the next two lowest responsive, responsible bidder as
alternate awardees, in the event the primary awardee is unable to provide the services or in the event
of an emergency situation.
