THIS CONTRACT is made and entered into as of this 1st day of January, 2018 (the “Effective
Date”), by and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (the “CITY”), a municipal corporation existing
under the Constitution and the laws of the State of Florida, and BLUE CROSS AND BLUE SHIELD OF
FLORIDA, INC,, d/b/a FLORIDA BLUE, and its wholly owned subsidiary, HEALTH OPTIONS, INC,,
each a Florida corporation with its principal offices at 4800 Deerwood Campus Parkway, Jacksonville,
Florida 32246 {collectively, the “CONTRACTOR"}).

WHEREAS, the CITY issued a Request for Proposal No. P31-17 (the “RFP”) for an Medical ASO,
Stop Loss and Pharmacy Services; and

WHEREAS, based on CONTRACTOR'S response to the RFP dated May 17, 2017 (the
“Response”), the CITY has negotiated and awarded this Contract to CONTRACTOR, as approved by
CITY’s Professional Services Evaluation Committee and Mayor on November 9, 2017; and

WHEREAS, simultaneously with the execution of this Contract, CITY and CONTRACTOR are
entering into the Administrative Services Agreement between CITY and CONTRACTOR attached to this
Contract as Exhibit A (the “ASA”")

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutual covenants contained
below, the parties agree as follows:

1. Performance of Services. CONTRACTOR shall provide the Services as specified in the
ASA, the RFP and the Response (the “Services”).

2. Compensation. CITY will pay CONTRACTOR for the Services as specified in Exhibit B
to the ASA. The fees shown in Exhibit B shall remain fixed for the Initial Term and each Renewal Term
(as defined below) except as specifically provided in this Contract.

3. Maximum Indebtedness. As required by Section 106.431, Ordinance Code, the CITY’s
maximumn indebtedness for all products and services under this Coniract shall be a fixed monetary
amount not-to-exceed THREE MILLION EIGHT HUNDRED THOUSAND AND NO/100 DOLLARS
($3,800,000.00). Any renewal by the Employer must be accompanied by a contract amendment increasing
the Maximum Indebtedness. The Maximum Indebtedness (i) is based on the City's representation that it
will have no more than 8,100 eligible employees in 2018; (ii) includes all Administrative Fees, Network
Access Fees and EAP Program Fees under this Contract; (iif) includes the premium for Stop Loss
Insurance; (iv) does not include any PCORI and Transitional Reinsurance Fees due under the Affordable
Care Act, which shall be Employers’ obligation to pay directly; and (vi) does not include any amounts
reimbursed to CONTRACTOR for claims paid under the Group Health Plan.

If at any time the Maximum Indebtedness is determined to be insufficient to pay the
amount otherwise due to CONTRACTOR under this Contract through the end of 2018, the parties will





amend this provision to provide for additional funding to cover the difference, subject to appropriation
by the City Council.

4, Term of Contract. The term of this Contract shall commence on the Effective Date and
shall continue through December 31, 2018 (the “Initial Term”), unless sooner terminated by either party
in accordance with the terms of the RFP. CITY shall have the option, in its sole discretion, to renew this
Contract for up to four (4) additional terms of one year each (each a “Renewal Term”).

5. Incorporation of Documents. This Contract consists of the following documents which
are hereby incorporated as if fully set forth herein and which, in the case of conflict, shall have priority in
the order listed:

The Response, provided that any terms in the Response that are prohibited under the REP shall
not be included in this Contract

CITY and CONTRACTOR acknowledge and agree as follows:

(1) In the Response, CONTRACTOR provided certain information as of a certain date or in
response to a request for “current” information. Any changes to such information during the
Term shall not affect the rights and obligations of the parties under this Contract unless such
information was inaccurate as of the date the information was provided.

(2) CONTRACTOR will not provide any Services related to the UF Health Plan under this
Contract. If CITY desires to purchase, and CONTRACTOR agree to provide, Services related
to the UF Health Plan at a later date, CITY and CONTRACTOR will negotiate and execute an
amendment to this Contract containing terms mutually agreeable to CITY and
CONTRACTOR.

(3) If CONTRACTOR included more than one option for certain Services in its Response, the
option chosen by the CITY shall control. If the CITY decides to change to a different option
during the Term, CITY and CONTRACTOR will negotiate and execute an amendment to this
Contract containing terms mutually agreeable to CITY and CONTRACTOR.

(4) CONTRACTOR's personnel described in the Response may change from time to time.
Notwithstanding the immediately preceding sentence, CONTRACTOR will make every
effort to ensure the consistency of CONTRACTOR employees assigned to work with the
CITY and, as of the date of this Agreement, CONTRACTOR is not aware of any planned or
pending personnel changes to the personnel assigned to CITY's account.

6. Notices. All notices under this Contract shall be in writing and shall be delivered by
certified mail, return receipt requested, or by other delivery with receipt to the following:

WHERAS, this Agreement is being executed simultaneously with, and is made a part
of, that certain Services Contract for Medical ASO, Stop Loss and Pharmacy Services
between the Employer, Florida Blue and HOI dated January 1, 2018 (the “Services
Contract’); and

WHEREAS, the Employer has established and currently sponsors a self-insured

The City awarded P-50-04 on November 15, 2004. COJ entered into city contract No. 8794 on February
1, 2005 for the purchase of software and support services for the Manatron Tax Manager System in
accordance with the master agreement for licensed software, hardware and services between Manatron,
Inc. and City of Jacksonville. The first addendum to the master agreement was for a five year term
effective October 1, 2010 through September 30, 2015.

The second addendum to the master agreement was for three (3) fiscal years, commencing on October 1,
2015 and expiring on September 30, 2018. On September 28, 2018 PSEC approved to extend the current
agreement for a thirty (30) day period for continuation of vendor technical support services while we
complete the third addendum to be retroactive effective October 1, 2018.

The third addendum to the master agreement will extend the term an additional three (3) years to be
effective October 1, 2018 and expiring September 30, 2021. After the second year ending September 30,
2020 the agreement may be terminated by providing a 60 day advanced written notification of
termination.

Third Addendum # F1.2004.005.01-Add3 to
Master Agreement for Licensed Software, Hardware and Services Between
Manatron, Inc. and
City of Jacksonviile, FL

This Third Addendum ("Third Addendum”) is entered into by and between Manatron, Inc. — A Themson
Reuters Business with its principal place of business at 510 E. Milham Ave. Portage, MI 48002, hereinafter
referred to as "Thomson Reuters Tax & Accounting, Government" or “TRTA Gov’ and the City of
Jacksonvilie, FL hereinafter referred to as "Client" is hereby entered into effective as of October 1, 2018.

Recitals

WHEREAS, TRTA Gov and Client entered into that certain Master Agreement for Licensed Software,
Hardware and Services effective as of February 1, 2005, as amended by that certain First Addendum
effective as of October 1, 2010 (the “Master Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, Client is a governmental body that provides funding for software from TRTA Gov which allows
the Duval County Tax Collector to bill and collect ad valorem taxation in accordance with the laws of
Florida; and

WHEREAS, TRTA Gov is a computer software developer and hardware reseller experienced in the
installation and implementation of taxation billing and collection systems, consisting of both hardware and
software, for automating the functions of county tax collector offices within the State of Florida; and

WHEREAS, previously TRTA Gov has designed and installed a tax billing and collection system for use by
Client in Duval County, Florida under the terms of the Master Agreement; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to that the Master Agreement, TRTA Gov has continued to provide Client with
maintenance and support services; and

WHEREAS, Client has requested that the term of the Master Agreement be extended so that
TRTA Gov will continue to provide Client with maintenance services and TRTA Gov is agreeable to doing
SO;

WHEREAS, Client’s Professional Services Evaluation Committee has approved the award to TRTA Gov of an
extension of the period of service under the Master Agreement;

NOW THEREFORE In consideration of these recitals and the mutual promises and agreements hereinafter
set forth, the Parties agree as follows:;

Terms and Definitions of Master Agreement Adopted

All terms, conditions, requirements, and time periods specified in the Master Agreement are hereby
adopted, ratified, and incorporated herein and shall continue to govern the conduct and aobligations of the
parties, except only to the extent the same may be expressly altered or changed by this Third
Addendum. In the event of a conflict between any of the express terms and conditions of this Third
Addendum and those contained in the Master Agreement, then this Third Addendum shall control. All
defined terms in the Master Agreement shall have their same meanings in this Third Addendum unless
expressly provided for to the contrary herein, the changes, additions, and modifications to the
Master Agreement made by this Third Addendum shall all become applicable' to the parties as of the
effective date First set forth above.
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Services to be Provided

TRTA Gov shall provide to Client the software support, training, and ongoeing continuous development
services necessary to maintain Client's tax billing and collection system, and its components and
operational support system ("Maintenance Services"). The specific nature of Maintenance Services shall
be governed by the terms of the Master Agreement, as extended pursuant to this Third Addendum.

Term of Performance

The term of the Master Agreement shall be extended for an additional period of three (3) years,
commencing on October 1, 2018 and expiring on September 30, 2021, except only as may be earlier
terminated in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Master Agreement and as may be terminated
after the second year (10.1.2019 — 9.30.2020) by providing a minimum 60-Days advanced written notice of
termination prior to the end of the 2™ term.

Allowable Charges
Maximum Indebtedness of Client

The maximum indebtedness of Client for all fees, reimbursable items and other costs during the term of the
Master Agreement shall be increased by $963,042.00 to a new maximum total indebtedness of
$5,560,866.59; provided, however, that Client's maximum indebtedness for the following fiscal years of the
Master Agreement shall be as follows:

October 1, 2018 thru September 30, 2019 - $312,595.00
October 1, 2019 thru September 30, 2020 - $318,847.00
Optional Year #3:

October 1, 2020 thru September 30, 2021 - $331,600.00

Any change in the maximum indebtedness of Client must be in the form of a written amendment executed by the
authorized representatives of each of the parties hereto.

Client's obligations under the Master Agreement and this Third Addendum are contingent upon the availability of
lawfully appropriated funds.

Invoicing and Payment Terms
The fee for Maintenance Services pursuant to this Third Addendum shall be due and payable in one (1)
annual instaliment.

Miscellaneous

The parties and their respective counsel have freely negotiated this Third Addendum. No presumption
should therefore be made concerning which party drafted the Third Addendum. This Third Addendum shall
be fairly interpreted in accordance with its terms and without any strict construction in favor of or
against either party.

This Third Addendum may only be altered in writing signed by both parties. This Third Addendum
contains the entire understanding of the parties and supersedes all prior negotiations or representations,
either written or oral, except for all those provisions of the Master Agreement that have been incorporated
herein.

ENGINEERING SERVICES DURING CONSTRUCTION
July 2018 Through September 2018

This Authorization, when executed, shall be incorporated in and become part of the Agreement for
Professional Services between the City of Jacksonville (OWNER), and CDM Smith Inc. (CONSULTANT),
dated February 9, 2011 hereafter referred to as the Agreement.

PROJECT BACKGROUND

CONSULTANT will assist the OWNER with the design, permitting, and construction of a new Class 1
landfill facility {Phases 6-14) at the Trail Ridge Landfill {TRLF) site. The existing landfill has been
developed via 5 stages of cell construction (Phases 1-5) over 20 years and is within 2-3 years of reaching
capacity. CONSULTANT has completed the following work related to the TRLF Class | Cell Expansion
Project.

Initial Authorization — Developed a Master Plan for the build-out of the TRLF site. The Master Plan
recommended three phases, Phases 6 through 8 (now numbered 6 through 14), for full site buildout and
evaluated various options for the next cell construction, Phase 6 expansion. The initial authorization also
initiated field data collection for design of the TRLF Expansion Project.

Amendment 1 — Developed permit application and supporting documentation for the TRLF Expansion
Environmental Resource Permit (ERP).

Amendment 2 — Continued data collection and developed permitting plans and specifications for Phase
6A through 6E TRLF Expansion Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) Solid Waste
Permit. Amendment 2 included conceptual stormwater modeling, development of methane gas
management plan, geotechnical stability analysis, and ongoing hydro-geological modeling.

Amendment 3 — Authorized investigation of expansion of the on-site borrow pit for use in future landfill
activities. This amendment was a partial authorization of the Amendment 3 activities at TRLF. The
remaining activities were authorized under Amendment 4.

Amendment 4 — Authorized funding for the remaining work described and approved in Amendment 3,
including continued design and permitting activities for Phases 6 through 14 with development of solid
waste construction permit application and Phase 6 construction documents. This amendment also
included bidding services.

Amendment 5 — This amendment is a continuation of the work begun under the previous four
amendments to obtain the ERP and FDEP Solid Waste Construction Permits needed to construct Phases
6-14 of the Trail Ridge Landfill Expansion. This amendment included activities to apply for a major
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modification of the site’s existing Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) permit, renew the site’s
solid waste operating permit, and design a new access road for operational traffic. CONSULTANT
submitted and received the FDEP solid waste construction permit, operations permit, and 2014 financial
assurances for the planned expansion area under this amendment.

Amendment 6 — This amendment authorized Engineering Services During Construction to support the
TRLF Phase 6 Expansion Project. The amendment included conforming contract documents, holding a
pre-construction meeting, conducting shop drawing review, issuing designer clarifications, addressing
requests for additional information, and providing resident project representation (RPR) for the project.
These services were authorized through December 2015.

Amendment 7 — This amendment authorized design and permitting of a limerock construction access
road from County Road 228 to Gilridge road. This road will provide access to the landfill and borrow
areas for construction vehicles. This amendment also included intersection improvements to the
perimeter road encircling Phases 1-5 of the existing landfill to facilitate re-routing of operations traffic to
the new western access road. Re-routing of operations traffic is a key component of the construction
sequence for the new Phase 6 cell.

Amendment 8 — This amendment authorized engineering services during construction for January 2016
through December 2016. Additionally, this scope includes activities to perform financial assurances
reporting to FDEP associated with the site Solid Waste Permit, and perform various monitoring and
maintenance tasks associated with onsite mitigation areas to maintain compliance with the site
Environmental Resource Permit (ERP).

Amendment 9 - This amendment authorized engineering services during construction for January 2017
through July 2017. Additionally, this scope includes activities to perform various monitoring and
maintenance tasks associated with onsite mitigation areas to maintain compliance with the site
Environmental Resource Permit (ERP).

Amendment 10 — This amendment authorizes a seepage analysis study of the borrow pit south of
Landfill Phases 1-5 to improve dewatering activities and address erasion concerns.

Amendment 11 - This amendment includes activities to perform investigation and recommendation for
pretreatment of the landfill leachate prior to disposal at the Buckman WWTP, due to interference with
the WWTP UV disinfection process.

Amendment 12 - This amendment extended geotechnical conformance testing from August 2017
through October 2017.

Amendment 13 — This amendment extended engineering services during construction through June
2018 due to an extension of the construction schedule by the Contractor.

Amendment 14 — This amendment authorized design and permitting of the Phase 6 gas collection
system.
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SCOPE OF WORK

This scope of work for Amendment No. 15A is a continuation of the work begun under the previous
amendments to design and construct the Phase 6 Trail Ridge Landfill Expansion. This amendment
authorizes remaining engineering services during construction from July 2, 2018 through December 31,
2018 due to an extension of the construction schedule by the Contractor. If additional time is needed to
complete construction, additional services during construction will be submitted as an additional
amendment. The following is a description of the services to be provided under this Amendment No.
15A to the Task Authorization. The non-sequential order of some tasks and subtasks listed below is a
result of tasks either being authorized under previous amendments or the work is to be authorized as
part of future amendments.

TASK1- KICKOFF MEETING

There is no change to Task 1. All work has been completed for this task.

TASK 2 - DATA COLLECTION AND REVIEW

There is no change to Task 2. All work has been completed for this task.

TASK 3 - TRLF EXPANSION LANDFILL CELL ALTERNATIVES DEVELOPMENT

There is no change to Task 3. All work has been completed for this task.

TASK 4 - ANALYSIS OF PHASE 6 CELL ALTERNATIVE LOCATIONS

There is no change to Task 4. All work has been completed for this task.

TASK S5 - INITIATE FIELD SITE INVESTIGATION

There is no change to Task 5. All work has been completed for this task.

TASK 6 - STORMWATER MODELING

There is no change to Task 6. All work has been completed for this task.

TASK 7 - PROJECT MANAGEMENT

Task 7 is amended as follows:

CONSULTANT will perform project management duties for the additional tasks and time period
described in Amendment No. 11. CONSULTANT will set up a project status report format, meetings
schedule, schedule updates and other activities required as part of the management of this project.

TASK 8 - WETLAND LONG TERM HYDRATION EVALUATION

There is no change to Task 8. All work has been completed for this task.

TASK 9 - FLOOD ELEVATION DETERMINATION

There is no change to Task 9.

TASK 10 - ENVIRONMENTAL RESOURCE PERMITTING

There is no change to Task 10.
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TASK 11 - DESIGN AND PERMITTING

There is no change to Task 11.

TASK 12 - SOLID WASTE LANDFILL CONSTRUCTION PERMITTING

There is no change to Task 12. All work has been completed for this task.

TASK 13 - QUALITY ASSURANCE AND QUALITY CONTROL

There is no change to Task 13. All work has been completed for this task.

TASK 14 - ECONOMIC EVALUATION

There is no change to Task 14. All work has been completed for this task.

TASK 15 - PUBLIC INFORMATION PROGRAM ASSISTANCE

There is no change to Task 15. All work has been completed for this task.

TASK 16 - BIDDING SERVICES

preside over the meeting, and prepare and distribute notes of the meetings. It is anticipated that up to
seven monthly meetings will be held July 2018 through December 2018. CONSULTANT shall provide
appropriate team members to attend the meeting. Discipline engineers will only be present at monthly
meetings when needed as construction progresses.

Deliverable: Monthly Progress Meeting Agenda (4 — July 2018 through December 2018)

Subtask 17.3 - Review Shop Drawings, Samples, and Other Submittals

CONSULTANT will review and approve (or take appropriate action in respect of) sequence of work,
stockpile plan, shop drawings, samples, operation and maintenance (O&M) manuals, schedule of values,
payment application format, and other data (in accordance with Specifications) that CONTRACTOR is
required to submit, but only for conformance with the information given in the contract documents and
compatibility with the design concept of the completed project as a functioning whole as indicated in
the Contract Documents. Such reviews and approvals or other action will not extend to means,
methods, techniques, or procedures of construction or to safety precautions and programs incident
thereto. CONSULTANT will review up to 10 original submittals and 1 resubmittal for each original
submittal by the CONTRACTOR. Additional subsequent review by CONSULTANT of resubmittals is eligible
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for additional compensation. Review of Independent Testing Lab Results is covered separately in
Subtask 17.4. For budgeting purposes, up to 5 shop drawings received during the period July 2018
through December 2018 are authorized at this time.

Subtask 17.4 - Review of Independent Testing Lab Results

CONSULTANT will contract with a geotechnical and materials testing laboratory to conduct independent
testing of CONTRACTOR’s work. CONTRACTOR shall contact the testing laboratory to conduct the testing
as needed throughout construction progress. CONSULTANT shall witness field testing through the use of
the Resident Project Representative (RPR). CONSULTANT reserves the right to request additional
compensation, should the CONTRACTOR complete the testing outside of the standard 40-hour work
week for the RPR.

CONSULTANT is responsible for all testing costs, including analysis and shipping (if needed).
CONSULTANT to review test results for conformance with Contract Documents.

The tests outlined in Table 1 are anticipated for the TRLF project. For budgeting purposes testing labor
and analysis will be carried on a not-to-exceed basis.

CONSULTANT will review field test reports for conformance with project contract documents. Should
CONTRACTOR fail to pass the independent test and retesting is required, the CONSULTANT is eligible for
additional compensation to review retest results. For budgeting purposes, only field staff for testing
associated with work from July 2018 through December 2018.

Subtask 17.5 - Evaluation of Substitutes

CONSULTANT shall evaluate and determine the acceptability of substitutes and “or-equal” materials and
equipment proposed by CONTRACTOR. Revisions to Drawings and Specifications as a result of
acceptance of substitute materials or equipment (other than “or-equal” items) or evaluation of an
excessive number of substitutes will only be performed pursuant to an amendment to this Agreement
for additional compensation. The CONSULTANT shall notify the OWNER of the CONTRACTOR's intent for
any material substitutions prior to CONSULTANTS review.

Subtask 17.6 - Site Visits and Observation of Construction Progress

CONSULTANT will make visits to the site at intervals appropriate to the various stages of construction to
observe the progress and quality of the executed work of the Contractor and to determine in general if
such work is proceeding in accordance with the Contract Documents. During such visits and on the basis
of on-site observations, CONSULTANT shall keep OWNER informed of the progress of the work and shall
endeavor to determine in general if such work is proceeding in accordance with the Contract
Documents. Additionally, during such visits and on the basis of such observations, CONSULTANT shall
disapprove or reject Contractor’s work while it is in progress if CONSULTANT believes that such work will
not produce a completed Project that conforms generally to the Contract Documents or that it will
prejudice the integrity of the design concept of the completed Project as a functioning whole as
indicated in the Contract Documents. CONSULTANT shall document the site visits with an e-mail to the
CONSULTANT’s and OWNER’s Project Managers summarizing the observations, discussions and/or
decisions.
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In addition to the above-detailed site visits, CONSULTANT shall provide the services of an RPR at the site
to assist CONSULTANT and to provide more continuous observations of such work. These services are
detailed in Task 18.0. For budgeting purposes, one site visit per month is planned July 2018 through
December 2018 are authorized at this time.

Subtask 17.7 - Clarifications, Interpretations, and Field Orders

CONSULTANT shall issue necessary clarifications and interpretations on technical matters of the
Contract Documents as appropriate to the orderly completion of the work. Such clarifications and
interpretations will be consistent with the intent of and reasonably inferable from the Contract
Documents. CONSULTANT may issue Field Orders authorizing minor variations from the requirements of
the Contract Documents. CONSULTANT will provide up to ten clarifications. For budgeting purposes,
only clarifications from July 2018 through December 2018 are authorized at this time. A separate
amendment will be submitted for clarifications for subsequent sequences.

For budgeting purposes, it is assumed that 4 total Applications for Payment
will be processed during the period of July 2018 through December 2018,

The extent and limitations of the duties, responsibilities and authority
of CONSULTANT as assigned in said Standard General Conditions shall not be modified. All of OWNER's
instructions to Contractor will be issued through CONSULTANT who shall have authority to act on behalf
of OWNER in dealings with CONTRACTOR to the extent provided in this Agreement and said Standard
General Conditions. Under this task, CONSULTANT may issue communications to the CONTRACTOR
addressing clarifications and/or interpretations pertaining to administrative matters covered in the
Standard General Conditions, addressing correction or acceptance of defective work, monitoring
compliance with contract requirements for notification and coordination with OWNER’s operations and
other contractors, etc. For budgeting purposes, only activities from July 2018 through December 2018
are authorized at this time.

PHASE 7 DESIGN AND PERMITTING

This Authorization, when executed, shall be incorporated in and become part of the Agreement for
Professional Services between the City of Jacksonville (OWNER), and CDM Smith Inc. (CONSULTANT),
dated February 9, 2011 hereafter referred to as the Agreement.

PROJECT BACKGROUND

CONSULTANT will assist the OWNER with the design, permitting, bidding and construction of a new Class
1 landfill facility (Phases 6-14) at the Trail Ridge Landfill (TRLF) site. The existing landfill has been
developed via 5 stages of cell construction (Phases 1-5) over 20 years and is within 2-3 years of reaching
capacity. CONSULTANT has completed the following work related to the TRLF Class I Cell Expansion
Project.

Initial Authorization — Developed a Master Plan for the build out of the TRLF site. The Master Plan
recommended three phases, Phases 6 through 8 (now numbered 6 through 14), for full site buildout and
evaluated various options for the next cell construction, Phase 6 expansion. The initial authorization also
initiated field data collection for design of the TRLF Expansion Project.

Amendment 1 — Developed permit application and supporting documentation for the TRLF Expansion
Environmental Resource Permit (ERP).

Amendment 2 — Continued data collection and developed permitting plans and specifications for Phase
6A through 6E TRLF Expansion Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) Solid Waste
Permit. Amendment 2 included conceptual stormwater modeling, development of methane gas
management plan, geotechnical stability analysis, and ongoing hydro-geological modeling.

JASK 4 - MICROBE “LIFT” WATER QUALITY IMPROVEMENT PILOT PROIECT - POND

The Lower St Johns River Basin Management Action Plan requires the City of Jacksonville to meet its
Nutrient wasteload allocation as defined in the Total Nitrogen Total Maximum Daily Load by October
2023. The City recently tested the use of a microbe-based pond additive to reduce total nitrogen and
fecal coliform and improve water quality within two of its stormwater management ponds. Initial
results coupled with preliminary “life cycle” cost estimates illustrate that the use of microbe-based
pond additive may prove to be an effective component of its overall program to meet its BMAP

To obtain FDEP nutrient reduction credit for total nitrogen removal a study {pilot project) based on
FDEP approved methodology must be completed. The City of Jacksonville, FDEP and ETM have
jointly developed and agreed to Microbe Lift Pilot Project Plan.
