CenluryLink reservas ithe right lo backbill
the Customer up to twa {2) years for Servicas rendered. Customar’s payments to Centurylink must be made via an ACH translar or any
CenluryLink approved payment porial (e.g., CenturyLink Control Cenler) in Uniled Siales dallars. CenluryLink may charge adminlstrative
lees where Cuslomer's payment and Invoice prelerences deviata from tha process deseribed in this Agragment. Past due amounis bear
interest ai 1.5% per month or the highesi rale allowed by law (whichever is less). CenturyLink may charge Customer reasonable allorneys’
feas and any third-party colleclion casls Genturylink incurs in collecting amounis due and payabla 1o Cenlurylink which are nol paid
within 80 days ol the dua dale. Cuslomer is responsible lor all chargaes regarding the Service, even If incuired as the rasull of unauthorized
use. Cuslomer may reascnably dispule an Invaice for up to two {2) years from the date of the invoice. If Customer disputas an invoice
than Customer musi pay the undispuled amouni and submil weitien natice of the disputed amount (with details of the nature of tha dispuie
and the Services and involce(s) disputed). Disputes must ba submilted in wriling. Cuslomer and CenturyLink will work in goed lailh to
prompily resolve any dispuled charge and Customer must pay any amounts due within 10 days alter resolufion by the paries.

43 Taxes and Fees, Excluding 1axes based on Cenlurylink's nat income, Customer is responsibla for all taxes and fees arising In
any jurisdiction imposed on or incident 1o the provision, sale or use of Service, This includes value added, consumplion, salas, use, gross
recelpls, withholding, excise, access, bypass, ad valorem, tranchise or other 13xas, lees, dutias or surchargas (e.9., regulatory and 911
surcharges), whelher impased on CenluryLink or a Centurylink alfiliate, along with similar charges staled in a Service Atlachment
(colleclively “Taxes and Fees®). Some Taxes and Fees, and cosis ol administering Ihe sama, are recovered through imposition ol a
percenlage suicharge(s) on the charges for Service. CenturyLink shall separalely identily all currently applicable Taxes and Fess, Including
any parcanlags surcharge therelas, in (he Quote for a Service provided to Cusiomer.
