This Addendum cffective as of October 1, 2019, is nttached to and incorporated by reference into the
Purchase Order {the “Agrecment™) between Stanley Convergent Security Solutions, Inc, (hereinafler
“SCSS™) ond City of Jacksonville, FL, (hercinafter “Owner'"") concerning the following project: The

Annual Service Contract for the Security System at JSO Facilities (“Work.™)

SCSS is in the business of installing electronic security systems and providing services that are intended
lo avert or detect burglary, thef or fire events. SCSS does not and cannot control the situations or cvenls
that give rise to the occurrences or the consequences therefrom (i.e., the burglaries, fires, etc.) that the
syslems or services are inlended to avert or detect. Many of the services and systems that SCSS provides
are related to life safety and thus, are inherently associated with high risk and high liability. The risk of
loss, and the potential liability for such losses, exist before, and independent of, the installation of the
sccurity cquipment into the Owner's premises.

Dr. Elias, decided to research other
more innovative video laryngoscope devices on the market. We actually found the Rusch Airtrak
system al the Fire Rescue East trade show earlier Lhis year in Daylona Beach, FL. Teleflex is Lhe

only licensed distributor of the Rusch Airtrak video laryngoscope device. The Rusch Airtrak video
laryngoscope actually costs several hundred dollars less per device than the King Vision system,
which makes it the most cost-elfective and best option available to JFRD paramedics.

After 15 years of operation a number of maintenance and repairs issues have been documented.

The Cecil Aquatic Center constructed in 2004 contains an Olympic-sized pool and a warm up
pool. The pools are heated for year round vse, An entry lobby, an administrative office area, staff
restrooms, kitchen and multi-puspase room arc adjacent to the pool area. High levels of
chlorinated air exist in the pool and pool locker/shower areas. Deficiencies in sealing the wall
between the pool area and admin areas has led to a significant amount of corrosion on most
metal surfaces in the admin area.
