C. The Superintendent shall designate a “Quality Control Inspector” who will verify that all items reported to the
Contract Manager as complete are in conformance with the quality standards set forth in these documents.

9.0 Qualification of Contractor Personnel
A. All personnel of the Contractor and its subcontractors shall be fully competent. The Contractor shall be
responsible for employee work performance.

B. At least one (1) responsible person who speaks, reads, and understands English shall be part of each work crew
at all times while working on this Agreement.

C. Should the Contract Manager determine that an employee of the Contractor or its subcontractor ts incompetent,
intemperate, disorderly, or insubordinate, such employee shall, upon written notice by the Contract Manager, be
discharged from the work and shall not be allowed to perform work without the written consent of the Contract
Manager. Failure of the Contractor to remove such an employee from the workforce may result in a temporary
suspension of work and withholding of payments until the problem iscorrected.

D. The Contractor shall protect, defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the City, its agents, officials, and employees
from any claim, action, or suit which may arise from the removal, discharge, or suspension of the employee or
subcontractor.

10.0 Insurance
A. The Contractor and its subcontractors, if any, shall procure and maintain at their expense the
insurance of the types and in the minimum amounts stated in Insurance and Indemnification Section
of this solicitation throughout the life of this Agreement. If the selected Contractor cannot meet
these requirements, the City will award the work to the next lowest qualified Bidder.

B. The Contractor shall submit to the Contract Manager a Certificate of Insurance for itself and each
subcontractor within ten (10) days after receiving the Notice of Award. Include the bid number on
each certificate. Work shall not commence until all required certificates have been reviewed and
approved by the City.
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11.0 Services
The Contractor will be expected to meet the following operational requirements during the course of the contract:

¢ Following a notice-to-proceed, shall marshal/stage personnel and equipment for rapid deployment into the City,

¢ As assigned by the Contract Manager, shall remove trees, including leaners and hangers, from the City’s ROW
and Parks. The exact quantities are unknown and will depend on the size of the weather event.

¢ Shall rapidly adjust the flow of resources based on the extent and magnitude of damage/debris.

e Have an ISA certified arborist on staff.

¢ Contractor shall conduct his operations so as not to interfere with the disaster response and recovery operations of
federal, state, and local governments or agencies, or of any public or private utilities.

» All work shall be accomplished in a safe manner in accordance with current ANSI Z133 and OSHA professional
and safety standards, respectively.

e Trees shall be removed in accordance with the ANSI A300 professional standard. All debris associated with
operations shall be removed off site, legally.

e Trees and vegetative debris can be taken to an approved Temporary Debris Site (TDS), to be reduced and
properly transported to a final disposal location.

» White goods and Hazardous Toxic Waste (HTW) shall be removed by others. HTW shall be reported to the
Contract Manager immediately, upon discovery.

e All other eligible debris, tree stumps, dangerous leaners/hangers, etc. shall be coordinated with the Contract
Manager prior to the work and will be handled according to FEMA policy.

12.0 Priority of Work Areas
The City will establish the priority of and shall approve each work area in advance, which the Contractor will be allowed

to work. Daily and/or weekly scheduled meetings will be held to determine approved work areas. The Contractor shall
remove all eligible trees and leave the site from which the eligible trees were removed in a clean and neat condition with
the understanding that there will be certain debris that is not picked up by equipment, machinery and general laborers
used by the Contractor. Determination of when a site is in a clean and neat condition will be at the reasonable judgment
of the PWML Inspector.

13.0 Work Hours
A. In general, perform all work during daylight hours. For special operations, night work may be allowed if
authorized in writing by the Contract Manager, although such work will be at no additional cost to the City. No
work shall be done when weather conditions limit visibility to less than five hundred feet (5007,

B. No waork shall be done on Saturdays, Sundays, or City holidays. When a holiday falls on a Saturday, no work
shall be done on the preceding Friday. When a holiday falls on a Sunday, no work shall be done on the
following Monday. Exceptions to this rule shall be made only with written permission of the Contract

Manager.

C. Contractor may propose specific work operations be performed on weekends to minimize potential conflicts
with the general public, if authorized by the Contract Manager, at no additional expense to the City.

14.0 Suspension of Work
A. The Contract Manager shall have the authority to suspend work, wholly or in part, for such periods as he/she
deems necessary. These periods of suspension include adverse weather conditions, heavy traffic conditions due
to special events, and other situations which may cause hazardous conditions for motorists and/or pedestrians.
The Contract Manager will order such suspensions of work in writing explaining the reasons for the suspension,
Normal operations may resume when directed by the Contract Manager.

B. Suspension of work shall be complied with by the Contractor at no additional expense to the City.

15.0 Provisions for Convenience of Public
A. The Contractor shall schedule operations to minimize inconvenience to adjacent businesses, residents, and

vehicular traffic.

B. Contractor shall modify and adjust work schedules as may be directed by the Contract Manager, at no
additional expense to the City.

16.0 Maintenance of Traffic (MOT)

A. The Contractor shall be responsible for control of pedestrian and vehicular traffic in the work area. The
Contractor shall provide all flag persons, signs, equipment, and other personnel and equipment in addition to the
personnel and equipment required in other parts of this contract. At a minimum, one flag person should be
posted at each approach to the work area. Closure or blocking of public streets and other rights-of-way shall
not be permitted unless prior arrangements have been made with the Jacksonville Shenff’s Office and the City
Traffic Engineering Division. Traffic control is the responsibility of the Contractor and shall be accomplished
in conformance with local traffic codes. Work shall be accomplished in a safe manner in accordance with City
and OSHA standards.

At no time shall any road be closed to local or through traffic. The Contractor, especially while working in
residential areas, shall not allow his operations to adversely affect the flow of traffic.

B. Traffic flow must be maintained at all times. Contractor shall develop and coordinate traffic control per City of
Jacksonville Engineering Division standards. If the City determines that the Contractor has neglected to
comply with the MOT requirements, or that the Contractor’s work performance constitutes a traffic safety
problem, the Contract Manager will have the authority to stop work without prior notice. The City is not
responsible for the Contractor’s additional cost caused by such a work stoppage.

C. The Contractor will be guided by The Uniform Code for Traffic Control to develop a Traffic Control Plan and
shall adhere to the permit requirements for the City of Jacksonville Traffic Engineering Division. All costs
associated with Maintenance of Traffic shall be included in the unit price to which it is associated. There is no
separate unit price for Maintenance of Traffic.

D. The Contractor is financially responsible for damage to vehicles, property, or persons caused by or resulting
from its operations. If the Contractor delays honoring such financial claims, the Contract Manager will, after
three (3) days written notice, honor the claim and deduct the cost thereof from any monies due the Contractor.
The Contractor shall also be held liable for accidents or altercations caused by the Contractor’s neglect.

E. If the Contract Manager determines that the Contractor’s work performance constitutes a safety problem on a
right-of-way, the Contract Manager will have the authority to dictate working hours.

F. The Unit Price for each work item shall include all signs, devices, equipment, and personnel required to control
traffic and pedestrians for the expected duration of the work at each work site.

G. If the City requires a written design plan for maintenance of traffic for a particular work area, then the price for
the MOT shall be negotiated on a case-by-case basis. Payment for MOT shall be made for each MOT
authorized, designed, approved, maintained, and accomplished.

17.0 Responsibility For Damages, Preservation of Property, Existing Utilities Coordination
A. The Contractor shall always use due care to avoid damaging property improvemeats, public or private, which
may exist within or adjacent to the work area. Also protect improvements in any other area affected by the
work being performed. Included in this provision are improvements such as streets, curbs, sidewalks, utilities,
light poles, buildings, trees, landscaping, landscape irrigation systems, signs, and mailboxes. The Contract
Manager shall make a prompt determination of liability in the case of damage.

B. The Contractor shall inform himselffherself conceming the location of existing utilities, pipelines, and
structures of every type below, on, or above ground which may interfere with his/her operations. He/She shall
prepare his Bid and enter into the Contract in full understanding of the conditions that may be encountered and
his/her responsibility in connection therewith.

The Contractor shall establish liaison with, and coordinate his/her work with all utilities, not limited to: JEA
(formerly Jacksonville Electric Authority); AT&T Telephone; TECO/People’s Gas; Comcast; City Traffic
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Engineer; the Department of Public Works; City of Jacksonville; and any other utility providers within the
project limits to prevent interference with overhead and buried electrical, water, sewer, telephone, TV cables,

and gas facilities.

All existing utilities, pipes, poles, wires, fences, gates, curbing, paving, property line markers, trees, shrubs,
landscaping, traffic signs and signals, and other structures or items, either public or private, which must be
preserved in place, or items to be relocated, shall be protected from damage by the Contractor. Should such
items be damaged as a result of the Contractor's operations, they shall be restored by the Contractor to at least
as good condition as that in which they were found immediately before the work was begun, at no additional
cost to the City, and to the satisfaction of the damaged Owner.

C. The Contractor, at its expense, shall repair or replace damaged property improvements which were caused by,
or resulted from, the negligence of the Contractor within ten (10) days of the damage. Damaged improvements
shall be repaired or replaced to a condition at least equal to that which existed prior to the damage. Repair
damage to City improvements in accordance with current City Standards as may be applicable. Replace or
repair all damaged traffic signs in accordance with the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devises (MUTCD).

D. Before doing any repair work, obtain written authorization from the Contract Manager to make such repairs.
Submit a written request to the Contract Manager for an inspection when repair work has been completed. The
Contract Manager will provide the Contractor with a letter of acceptance when the repair work is satisfactorily
completed.

E. The City will not pay for regularly scheduled work completed during the cycle when the damage occurred until
the Contractor has completed, and the Contract Manager has accepted, the repair work.

F. The City reserves the right to repair the Contractor’s damage to roadway improvements, such as traffic signals,
streetlights, traffic signs, guardrails, and other delineators. If the City repairs the damage caused by the
Contractor, then the City’s cost to repair roadway signs, guardrails, delineators, and any other appurtenance,
public or private, will be determined by the total cost of materials, labor, and equipment incurred by the City for
the repair.

G. When property damage creates an unsafe condition, the City reserves the right to make immediate repairs at the
Contractor’s expense.

H. If repairs are performed by the Contractor in an unsatisfactory manner, the City may choose to repair the work,
with all costs incurred by the City deducted from the Contractor's billing.

18.0 Safety
A. The Contractor is solely responsible for ensuring the safety of its crew(s), employees, subcontractors, and the
safety of the general public while performing the work required by these specifications.

B. Contractor to provide materials such as, but not limited to, barricades, signage, and flagging, to include
personnel, as required to ensure safe work operations, at no additional expense to the City.

19.0 Obstruction of Other Work

If access to part of the work site is obstructed by construction or other activities within the work site or within the adjacent
right-of-way, immediately notify the Contract Manager to coordinate work around the obstructed area. The Contractor
will not be entitled to compensation for the work that was deleted or delayed because of such an obstruction.

20.0 Permits and Fees
The Contractor shall secure and pay for all permits which may be required to accomplish the specified work. Conduct

work in accordance with the permit requirements.

21.0 Notifications
The Contractor shall notify, in advance, the utility location service and other parties which may be affected by the

Contractor’s operations. The utility location service is “Sunshine State One Call of Florida,” which can be contacted by
phone at 811 or by email at www.callsunshine.com. Begin work only after utilities have been located.
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22.0 Work on Private Property

A,

No work shall be performed under the provisions of these specifications on any private property without the
express written consent of the affected lawful landowner and approval of the Contract Manager. Such
permission shall be secured by the Contractor, shall identify the provisions under which such work is to be
performed, and shall not constitute a liability to the City nor relieve the Contractor of its responsibilities. A
copy of the landowner’s written permission shatt be furnished promptly to the Contract Manager.

B. Any approved work performed on private property is intended to facilitate the Contractor’s service operations

and reduce conflicts with adjacent property owners.

23.0 Hazardous and/or Toxic Waste and Pollutants

A.

D.

Should the Contractor encounter or expose a condition which may indicate the presence of hazardous and/or
toxic wastes or pollutants, discontinue all operations in the immediate vicinity and immediately notify the
Contract Manager. The presence of tanks or barrels; discolored earth, metal, wood, ground water, etc.; visible
fumes; abnormal odors; excessively hot earth; smoke; or other conditions which appear abnormal may be
indicators of hazardous and/or toxic wastes or pollutants and shall be treated with extraordinary caution.

When encountered, the Contractor shall make every effort to minimize the spread of hazardous wastes, toxic
wastes, or pollutants into uncontaminated areas.

Disposition of the hazardous and/or toxic wastes or pollutants shall be by others, not the Contractor, and will be
accomplished in accordance with the laws, requirements, and regulations of local, state and/or federal agencies
having jurisdiction.

The Contractor’s work may not resume in such areas until so directed by the Contract Manager.

24.0 Default of Agreement

A,

If the Contractor fails to perform the work in accordance with the Agreement terms and conditions; fails to
begin work within the time specified; fails to pursue the work with adequate equipment, materials and
manpower required to complete the work within the specified time frame; neglects or refuses to remove
material from the job site; fails to comply with Agreement requirements, minimum wage payments, or EEO
requirements; fails to perform the work in a suitable manner; or for any reasonable cause becomes
unsatisfactory in the performance of the Agreement requirements, the Contract Manager will give written notice
to the Contractor and Surety stating the nature of the failure and time allowed to correct it. Default days shall
be counted in calendar days regardless of whether the Award time is stipulated in working days.

If, within the time defined above, the Contractor fails to correct the condition(s) for which the complaint was
made, the Contract Manager will have full power and authority to stop the Contractor’s work and declare the
Agreement in default.

If such action is taken, the City may demand the Contractor's Surety take over and complete the work required
by the Agreement. Upon the failure or refusal of the Surety to take over the Agreement and begin work within
the time specified, the City may take over the work and perform it to completion. The City will have full power
to appropriate or use any or all materials and equipment to complete the work or may enter in an agreement
with others for the completion of work under this Agreement. All costs and charges incurred by the City
because of the Contractor’s default will be charged to the Contractor. If the City’s expense exceeds the sum due
the Contractor at the time of default, the Contractor will be liable for the difference and shall pay to the City the
balance due,

Should Contractor show a valid intent to perform the work in accordance with the agreement documents after
the notice has been issued and prior to any action by the Contract Manager to complete the work, the Contract
Manager may elect to permit the Contractor to resume work. In that case, all costs incurred by the City as a
result of the delay will be deducted from any money due or money which may become due to the Contractor
under the terms of the Agreement.

The City shall have no liability for the Contractor’s anticipated profits for unfinished work on an Agreement
which has been determined to be in default.
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25.0 Termination of Agreement

The City reserves the right to terminate or suspend the Agreement in whole or in part at any time the interest of the City
requires such termination or suspension. The City shall notify the Contractor of such action in writing at least seven (7)
calendar days prior to such termination or suspension with instructions as to the effective date or at what stage of work the
termination will be taken. The Contractor will be paid for all work performed and accepted up to the termination or
suspension date including any reasonable termination expenses which can be documented. All payments will be based on
the Agreement unit prices, which prices shall be deemed to include profit and overhead. The City will not pay for work
items that are not completed and accepted.

26.0 Unit Price Adjustment
Unit Price adjustments shall be in accordance with the Terms and Conditions — Price Escalation / De-Escalation section of

this solicitation.

27.0 Limitations of Equipment Operations
A. Operate all moving equipment in the same direction as the flow of vehicular traffic if operating within ten feet
(10%) of the travel lane. Exceptions will be made only when the work site is protected by flagman and warning
devices in accordance with the Maintenance of Traffic section in these Specifications.

B. Plan operations so that bridge crossings are kept to a minimum. When it becomes necessary for equipment to
cross bridges, take extreme care. Cross the bridge on the right shoulder if the bridge has a full width shoulder
able to accommodate the width of the equipment; otherwise, cross in the right travel lane.

C. Keep road crossings to a minimum. When crossing roads, the crossing shall be accomplished at a
predetermined site which allows a safe and unobstructed site distance for oncoming traffic. The equipment
operator shall stop before crossing traffic to allow closely approaching vehicles to pass before crossing.

D. Parking equipment in roadway medians of any width is not allowed for any length of time. Do not park on
street sidewalks or on paved or unpaved trails and walks. At no time shall employees’ personal vehicles be
parked on or adjacent to the work sites. The Contractor may temporarily park company motor vehicles (two (2)
hour maximum) on the road shoulder as long as there is sufficient width to allow for safe passage of pedestrians
and motor vehicles. Ovemight parking of equipment or vehicles within the right-of-way is not allowed.
Overnight parking of equipment and vehicles on a building site or vacant lot is also not allowed unless
approved by the Contract Manager.

E. The Contractor shall conduct all service and supply operations at locations that will not interfere with vehicular
or pedestrian traffic. Service vehicles will be allowed in work areas only to service, repair, or remove
inoperable equipment. No supply vehicles shall enter medians for any purpose. Service vehicles shall only
enter the median to repair or remove inoperable equipment and then only when such repair or removal
necessitates a service vehicle.

28.0 Tools and Equipment
A. The Contractor shall provide the appropriate personnel and the type, size, quality, and quantity of tools and
equipment necessary to complete the work in the specified time.

B. All motor vehicles used by the Contractor shall be clearly and legibly identified by a sign with the company
name and telephone number. At no time shall employees’ personal vehicles be parked on or adjacent to the

work sites.

C. All trucks and other equipment must be in compliance with all applicable federal, state, and local rules and
regulations. All trucks and other equipment shall be equipped with back-up alarms. Any truck or trailer used to
haul debris must be mechanically loaded and be capable of rapidly dumping its load without the assistance of
other equipment. Loading equipment must be capable of providing reasonable compaction to all loads on all
utilized hauling equipment. “Hand loading™ of trucks and trailers is prohibited in work under this contract.

D. Maintain all equipment and tools in good repair.

E. Prior to commencing debris removal operations, the Contractor shall present to the City all trucks, trailers, or
containers that will be used for hauling debris. Each truck or trailer will be inspected, measured, and marked to
determine the load capacity. Measurements will be made jointly by the Contractor and a City representative.
Each truck or trailer shall be numbered and clearly display the load capacity on a placard provided by the

Contractor for identification with a permanent marking. The City may, at any time, request that the trucks be
re-measured. Rounding of measurements is only allowed in the final CY calculation. At that point, maximum
volumes may be rounded to the nearest cubic yard (<18.5 CY = 18 CY; >18.5 CY = I9 CY). The Contractor
shall notify the City each time a new truck, trailer, or container is to be used under this contract. No capacity
can exceed 100% of the measured volume.

F. The Contract Manager may inspect tools and equipment during performance of work to verify tools and
equipment are in good repair. If the Contract Manager determines that a piece of equipment is in poor working
order, is inappropriate for this contract, or poses a safety hazard, the Contract Manager shall notify the
Contractor. Upon notification, the Contractor shall immediately remove the defective equipment from the
worksite and temporarily cease work until the equipment is repaired or replaced. Poor equipment or equipment
failure is not a valid reason for production delays.

G. Equipment used to transport litter and debris shall be covered and constructed to prohibit litter along roadways.
The Contractor is responsible for clean-up of any litter or debris that may be blown off or dropped from the
Contractor’s or subcontractor’s vehicle during transportation.

H. Loading equipment used under this contract shall be rubber-tired and sized properly to fit loading conditions.
Excessive size loading equipment (6 CY and up) and non-rubber-tired equipment must be approved by the City
prior to use.

. Trucks or equipment which are designated for use under this contract shall not be used for any other work
during the term of this contract. The Contractor shall not solicit from private citizens or others work to be
performed in the designated work area during the period of this contract. Under no circumstances will the
Contractor mix debris hauled for others with debris hauled under this contract.

J. The Contractor shall provide an inspection tower(s) at the Debris Management Site(s) and at the designated
landfills, as directed. Towers shall be constructed so that the City’s Monitor can see the bed when empty and to
fully view the debris load (at least ten feet (10°) above the existing ground surface), for the purpose of
establishing the loaded volume. The inspection tower shall be constructed to meet all local, state, and federal
safety requirements. The tower may be constructed using pressure treated wood. If so, the floor area shall be
8° by 8, constructed of 2" x 8" joists, 16” O.C. with %" plywood supported by four 6 x 6" posts. The
perimeter of the floor area shall be protected by a four foot (4°) high wall constructed of 27 x 4” studs and '¥”
plywood. The floor area shall be covered with a corrugated tin roof. The roof shall provide a minimum of 6’-6”
of head room below the support beams. Access shall be provided by wooden steps with a handrail. The towers
shall include a writing surface area. The Contractor may provide a mechanical lift or scaffolding to be used in
place of the constructed tower, but only if approved in advance by the City. The Contractor shall remove and
dispose of the inspection towers following completion of the debris removal. The Contractor shall provide
portable restroom facilities at all dump sites. Payment for the portable restroom facilities and tower(s) shall be
included in the Debris Management Site Management line-item. No separate pay line-item will be made for
tower(s) or portable restroom facilities.

Note: During the operational phase of the TDS for the purpose of establishing the load volume, the only person
allowed in the inspection tower is the Monitor. The Contractor is not allowed in the tower for any reason
during the inspection of loads coming in and out the site.

29.0 Codes and Standards
The Contractor shall execute work in strict compliance with the applicable specifications, regulations, standards, and
codes of the bodies/agencies listed below:

+ Current ANSI A300 Standard for Pruning Trees
» Local tree ordinances
e Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA)

+ Federal (EPA), State, and Local Environmental Agencies
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30.0 Equipment and Safety Devices

All motorized equipment utilized by the Contractor shall be painted in a high visibility color and have the same safety
devices, signs, and lights required by FDOT on equipment working in a FDOT right-of-way including a “Slow Moving
Vehicle” symbol mounted on the rear of the vehicle and a Type-B high intensity waming light mounted on top. Always
maintain safety devices in proper working order.

31.0 Daily Reports
The Contractor shall make daily reports to the Contract Manager to detail the progress of tree removal and disposal. Such
reports shall include, at a minimum, the following information:

(a) Contract name

(b) Contract number

(c) Date of report

(d) Crews assigned

(¢) Location of work

(f) Type and quantity of tree(s) removed

(g) Daily and cumulative totals of debris hauled to each volume reduction site, by classification (include site name)

(h) Daily and cumulative totals of debris hauled to a permitted disposal site, by classification (include name of
disposal site)

(1) Copy of weight tickets and load tickets

(j) Daily and cumulative totals of debris processed
(k) Total trucks certified

(1) Number of trucks operating daily

(m) Any problems encountered or anticipated

The Contractor shall also provide other operational and complaint tracking reports as requested by the Contract Manager.
Discrepancies between the daily report and the corresponding weight tickets shall be reconciled no later than the
following day.

32.0 City Reimbursement Efforts
A. The Contractor shall provide assistance to the City in Federal and State reimbursement efforts. The Contractor
shali provide all records, disposal tickets, field inspection reports, and other data sufficient to provide
substantiation for Federal (FEMA, DOT, etc.) and State reimbursement applications.

B. The Contractor shall review all reimbursement applications prepared by the City prior to submittal for
sufficiency in meeting the reimbursement requirements of these organizations and notify the City of any
recommended changes, corrections, alterations, or deletions.

C. The Contractor shall assist the City in responding to federal and state agencies’ request for additional
information as directed by the City.

33.0 Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA)

Tree removal defined by the Contract Documents shall be defined, regulated, and executed in the manner prescribed by
FEMA. Incorporated herein shall be “Appendix A - Public Assistance Program and Policy Guide,” as promulgated,
modified, and published by FEMA. At the time of the advertisement of these Contract Documents, the current publication
was identified as FP 104-009-2, Version 4, dated June 1, 2020. Additional FEMA guidelines pertaining to conduct of
work, documentation of activities and expenses, and general administration of tree removal activities shall be incorporated
into this scope of work upon publication of the information by FEMA, whether as new information or amendments to
existing guidelines or policy. It is the responsibility of all parties to obtain and maintain the current policies, procedures,
guidelines, and instruction published by FEMA on debris management services.
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34.0 Certification of Load Carrying Capacity

The Contractor shall submit to the City certification indicating the type of vehicle, make, model, and license plate number.
The Monitor will record the equipment number and measured maximum volume, in cubic yards, of the load bed of each
piece of equipment utilized to haul debris. The measured volume of each piece of equipment shatl be calculated from
actual physical measurement performed by the City. The reported maximum volume of any load bed shall be the same as
shown on the signs fixed to each piece of equipment. Vehicles shall be labeled with distinctive certified numbered vehicle
for the City.

35.0 Load Tickets

A.

Load tickets shall be used for recording the cubic yard volume of debris removed for disposal or may be
adapted for documenting removal/disposal of other debris, such as stumps. Load tickets will be provided daily
to the City. The ticket numbers will be sequentially numbered.

A load ticket will be issued by a City loading Menitor prior to transport of the debris from the loading site. The
fast copy of the load ticket will be kept by the loading Monitor; the remaining parts are given to the vehicle
operator. Upon arrival at the dumpsite, the vehicle operator will give the entire remaining copies of the load
ticket to the City tower Monitor. The tower Monitor will verify the hauler and equipment and establish a
percentage of truck capacity, or actual cubic yards, of the eligible cubic yardage of debris load. If documenting
percentage, the Monitor must calculate the actual cubic yardage of the load. The actual cubic yards will be
recorded on the load ticket by the Monitor to the nearest cubic yard and documented on the load ticket. The
original will be kept by the City and used as a basis for payment. The remaining copies are provided to the
Contractor. The load tickets shall be submitted with the daily report.

36.0 Debris Removal Classification (FEMA Policy Guide)

A.

Tree Removal
FEMA considers incident-damaged trees to be hazardous and eligible if the tree has a diameter of 6 inches or

greater measured 4.5 feet above ground level, and the tree:
e Has a split trunk;

e Has a broken canopy,; or

» s leaning at an angle greater than 30 degrees.

e Has 50% or more of root-ball exposed

Hazardous Limbs, Trees. and Stumps
Eligible vegetative debris may include tree limbs, branches, stumps, or trees that are still in place but damaged

to the extent they pose an immediate threat.

Broken Limb or Branch Removal

Removal of broken limbs or branches that are 2 inches or larger in diameter (measured at the point of break)
that pose an immediate threat are eligible. An example is a broken limb or branch that is hanging over
improved property or public-use areas, such as trails, sidewalks, or playgrounds if it could fall and cause injury
or damage to improved property.

FEMA does not fund removal of broken limbs or branches located on private property unless:

e The limbs or branches extend over the public right-of-way;

e The limbs or branches pose an immediate threat; and

e The Applicant removes the hazard from the public right-of-way (without entering private property).

Only the minimum cut necessary to remove the hazard is eligible. For example, cutting a branch at the trunk is
ineligible if the threat can be eliminated by cutting it at the closest main branch junction.

D. Stump Removal
For stumps that have 50 percent (50%) or more of the root-ball exposed, removal of the stump and filling the root-

ball hole are eligible. If grinding a stump in-place is less costly than extraction, grinding the stump in-place is
eligible.
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37.0 Documentation and Inspections
A. All storm debris shall be subject to inspection by the City or any Public Authority in accordance with generally
accepted standards to ensure compliance with the contract and applicable local, state, and Federal laws.

B. The Contractor will, at all times, provide the City access to all work sites and disposal areas. In addition,
authorized representatives and agents of any participating Federal or state agency shall be permitted to inspect
all work and materials. The Monitor and the City will have in place at the TDS’s, personnel to verify the
contents and cubic yards of the vehicles entering the TDS’s. Records will be maintained of every vehicle
entering the TDS, its cubic yardage, and verification of the vehicle leaving the TDS to ensure it is in fact empty.
The Monitor/City will monitor the material to determine that it in fact consists of eligible debris. The
Monitor/City will have in place at the pick-up site, personnel to verify the contents, location, date, and time of
the vehicles departing for the TDS. Prior to use, the Monitor/City will establish and record the certified cubic
yards capacity and will inspect each haul truck. The Contractor will include and provide disposal tickets, field
inspection reports, and other data sufficient to provide substantiation to the Monitor/City for Federal (FEMA,
etc.) and State reimbursement, if applicable. The Contractor will assist the City in preparation of Federal
(FEMA, DOT, etc.) and State reports for any potential reimbursement through the training of City employees
and the review of documentation prior to submittal. The Contractor will work closely with the Florida Division
of Emergency Management, FEMA, DOT and other applicable State and Federal Agencies to ensure that
eligible debris collection, as defined in Section 36.0, and data documenting the same appropriately address
concerns of the likely reimbursement agencies.

38.0 Other Considerations
A. The Contractor shall be responsible for taking corrective action in response to any notices of violations issued
as a result of the Contractor’s or subcontractors’ actions or operations during the performance of this contract.
Corrections for any such violations shall be at no additional cost to the City.

B. The Contractor is responsible for obtaining all applicable environmental and regulatory permits prior to
commencing operations. Copies of all documentation granting approval shall be provided to the Contract

Manager.

C. The Contractor is responsible for dust control. The Contractor shall comply with all state and local laws for
dust control.

D. The City may suspend Contractor operations due to inclement weather. The performance period may be
extended for weather delays.

39.0 Measurements

Measurement for all eligible debris removed shall be by the cubic yard as determined by the eligible debris delivered to
the dumpsite, as supported by the load ticket. Load tickets shall document quantity measurement. Compensation will be
based on completed load tickets administered and validated by the City’s Monitors based on the Contractor’s unit price
per cubic yard hauled from the rights-of-way and/or maintained in-use public property.

40.0 Pavment
A. Payment for work completed must be invoiced on a regular basis and for no more than a thirty-day period.

Invoices shall be based on reconciled load tickets from the daily operational reports. Payment will be based on
the unit pricing submitted by the Contractor in the Proposal Schedule. Work included in these specifications and
not identified in the Proposal Schedule will be priced by change order or supplemental agreement to this contract.
Payment will be made only for debris that FEMA determines eligible in the event of a declared disaster.

B. Prior to the formal submittal of a paper invoice, a draft electronic invoice will be provided to the Contract
Manager. Discrepancies must be resolved prior to a formal invoice submittal being accepted. It is anticipated that
the draft electronic invoice will be provided in Excel format, including, but not limited to, the following load
ticket information: load ticket number, disposal date, truck number, disposal site, percentage full, CY’s, disposal
ticket number (final disposal site), weight (final disposal site), type of debris, ticket dollar value, the Monitor’s
name at the pickup location, and the Monitor’s name at the disposal site.

C. The City may withhold partial payment or final payment for reasons including, but not limited to the following:
unsatisfactory job performance or progress, defective work, disputed work, failure to comply with material
provisions of the contract, third-party claims filed or reasonable evidence that a claim will be filed, or other
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reasonable cause. Any liquidated damages should be equal to daily monitoring costs and other costs incurred by
lengthening the contact duration.

41.0 Changes, Additions, Deductions, and Extra Work

Upon proper action by the City, the Contract Manager may authorize changes, additions, or deductions from the work to
be performed by written notice to the Contractor. No extra work shall be done, or any obligation incurred, except upon
written order by the Contract Manager or the City Procurement Division. If any change causes an increase or decrease in
the Contractor's cost of, or the time required for, the performance of any part of the work under this contract, the Contract
Manager, with the Procurement Division’s concurrence, shall make an equitable adjustment and modify the contract in
writing.

42.0 Deficiencies, Corrective Actions, and Deductions
A. When the Contractor's work does not conform to the contract requirements completely, a deficiency exists. Ifa
deficiency is serious enough to render a service unacceptable, it is also considered a defect. Defects are
important in determining if non-compliance levels have been exceeded for services inspected.

B. If deficiencies are identified, the City may take action to correct those deficiencies using one, or in some cases a
combination of, the following:

» Stop Unsafe Work. The City’s authorized agent may immediately stop work on that portion of the job
affected by a safety hazard, until it is corrected.

o Issue a Stop Work Order. If the City’s authorized agent determines the deficiency is serious, the City can
issue a Stop Work Order.

43.0 Prevention of Motor Fuel and Other Hazardous Fuel Spills

The Contractor, Subcontractors, Suppliers, and any other person(s) associated with the Contractor’s work shall take all
precautions to prevent spills of motor fuels, lubricants, oils, greases, hydraulic fluids, coolants/anti-freezes, chemicals, and
any other substances that have a contaminating effect upon the environment. The Contractor shall be liable, fully and
exclusively, for immediately cleaning up and remediating any such spills, regardiess of how and/or for what reason they
were caused, without additional cost to the City. Should a spill occur, the Contractor shall engage a qualified
environmental clean-up and restoration Contractor to perform all required work, clean up, and remediation to the certified
satisfaction of the regulatory agency and the City.

E. Restricted Discussions: From the date of solicitation issuance until final County action, Vendors will
not discuss any part of the solicitation with any employee, agent, or other representative of the
County except as expressly authorized by the designated procurement representative. The only
communications that will be considered pertinent to a solicitation are appropriately signed written
documents from the Vendor to the designated procurement representative and any relevant written
document promulgated by the designated procurement representative.

F. Changes to Proposai: Prior to the scheduled due date, a Vendor may change its Proposal by

submitting a new one with a letter on the firm’s letterhead, signed by an authorized agent stating that
the new submittal replaces the original. The new submittal must contain the letter and all information

G. Withdrawal of Proposal: A Proposal will be irrevocable unless it is withdrawn as provided in a
solicitation.

H. Conflicts within the Solicitation: Where there appears to be a conflict between the General Terms
and Conditions, Special Conditions, the Technical Specifications, the Pricing Section, or any
addendum issued, the order of precedence will be: the last addendum issued, the Proposal Price
Section, the Technical Specifications, the Special Conditions, and then the General Terms and
Conditions. It is incumbent upon the Vendor to identify such conflicts to the designated procurement
representative prior to the Proposal due date.

I Prompt Payment Terms: Payment for all purchases by County agencies will be made in a timely
manner and interest payments will be made on late payments in accordance with Part VII, Chapter

lowest price during Proposal evaluation.

PREPARATION OF PROPOSALS

A. The pricing section of a solicitation defines requirements of items to be purchased and must be
completed and submitted with the Proposal. Use of any other form or alteration of the form may
result in rejection of the Proposal.

B. The Proposal submitted must be legible. Vendors shall type or use an ink to complete the Proposal.
All changes must be crossed out and initialed in ink. Failure to comply with these requirements may
cause the bid to be rejected.

C. An authorized agent of the Vendor’s firm must sign the Proposal. The County may reject any
Proposal not signed by an authorized agent.

D. The Vendor may submit alternate Proposals for the same solicitation provided that such offer is
allowable under the terms and conditions. The alternate Proposal must meet or exceed the minimum
requirements and be submitted as a separate Proposal marked “Alternate Proposal”.

E. When there is a discrepancy between the unit prices and any extended prices, the unit prices will
prevail.

F. Any Proposal received after the designated receipt date will be considered late and will not be
considered for award.

COLLUSION

Where two (2) or more related parties each submit a Proposal for the same contract, such Proposals will
be presumed to be collusive. *“Related parties” mean the Vendor or the principals of the Vendor which
have a direct or indirect ownership interest in another Vendor for the same contract or in which a parent
company or the principals of the parent company of one Vendor have a direct or indirect ownership
interest in another Vendor for the same contract. Furthermore, any prior understanding, agreement, or
connection between two (2) or more corporations, firms, or persons submitting a Proposal for the same
materials, supplies, services, or equipment will also be presumed to be collusive. Proposals found to be
collusive will be rejected. Vendors which have been found to have engaged in collusion may be
considered non-responsible and may be suspended or debarred. Any contract resulting from collusive
bidding may be terminated for default.

PROHIBITION AGAINST CONTINGENT FEES
The Vendor warrants that they have not employed or retained any company or person, other than a bona
fide employee working solely for the Vendor to solicit or secure the Contract and that they have not paid
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or agreed to pay any person, company, corporation, individual, or firm, other than a bona fide employee
working solely for the Vendor, any consideration contingent upon or resulting from the award or making
of the Contract.

CONTRACTING WITH COUNTY EMPLOYEES

Any County employee or immediate family member seeking to contract with the County shall seek a
conflict of mterest opinion from the County Attorney prior to submittal of a Proposal. The affected
employee shall disclose the employee’s assigned function within the County and interest or the interest
of his or her immediate family in the proposed contract and the nature of the intended contract.

INCURRED EXPENSES

A solicitation does not commit the County to make an award nor will the County be responsible for any
cost or expense which may be incurred by any Vendor in preparing and submitting a Proposal, or any
cost or expense incurred by any Vendor prior to the execution of a purchase order or contract.

AWARD

A. The Contract resulting from a solicitation may be awarded to the responsible Vendor which submits
a Proposal determined to provide the best value to the County with price, technical, and other
applicable factors considered. The County reserves the right to reject any and all Proposals, to waive
irregularities or technicalities, and to re-advertise for all or any patt of this solicitation as deemed in
its best interest. The County will be the sole judge of its best interest.

B. When there are multiple line items in a solicitation, the County reserves the right to award on an
individual item basis, any combination of items, total low bid, or in whichever manner deemed in
the best interest of the County. This provision specifically supersedes any method of award criteria
stated in the solicitation when such action is necessary to protect the best interests of the County.

C. The County reserves the right to reject any and all Proposals if it is determined that prices are
excessive or determined to be unreasonable, or it is otherwise determined to be in the County’s best
interest to do so.

D. Award of a solicitation will be made to firms satisfying all necessary legal requirements to do
business with the County. The County may conduct a pre-award inspection of the Vendor’s site or
hold a pre-award qualification hearing to determine if the Vendor is capable of performing the
requirements of a solicitation.

E. The Vendor’s performance as a Contractor or subcontractor on previous County contracts will be
considered in evaluating the responsibility of the Vendor.

F. Any tie situations will be resolved in consonance with current written procedure in that regard.

G. Award of the contract resulting from this solicitation may be predicated on compliance with and
submittal of all required documents as stipulated in the solicitation.

H. A Vendor wishing to protest any award decision resulting from a solicitation may do so per the
Procurement Protest Procedures site.

GRANT FUNDING

In the event any part of a Contract is to be funded by federal, state, or other local agency monies, the
Vendor hereby agrees to comply with all requirements of the funding entity applicable to the use of the
monies, including full application of requirements involving the use of minority firms, women's business
enterprises, and labor surplus area firms. Contractors are advised that payments under the Contract may
be withheld pending completion and submission of all required forms and documents required of the
Contractor pursuant to the grant funding requirements.
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STATE REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS

Any entity conducting business in Florida shall either be registered or have applied for registration with
the Florida Department of State in accordance with Florida law, unless exempt from registration. A copy
of the registration may be required prior to award of a Contract. Additional information is available
from the Florida Department of State, Division of Corporations, by visiting the Florida Department of

State home page.

PRIME CONTRACTOR

The Vendor awarded a Contract shall act as the Prime Contractor and will assume full responsibility for
the successful performance under the Contract. The Vendor will be considered the sole point of contact
regarding meeting all requirements of the Contract. All subcontractors may be subject to advance review
by the County regarding competency and security concerns. No change in subcontractors may be made
without the consent of the County after the award of the Contract. Vendor will be responsible for all
insurance, permits, licenses, and related matters for any and all subcontractors. County may require the
Vendor to provide any insurance certificates required by the work to be performed even if the
subcontractor is self-insured.

SUBCONTRACTING

Unless otherwise stipulated in a solicitation, the Contractor shall not subcontract any portion of the work
without the prior written consent of the County. Subcontracting without the prior consent of the County
may result in termination of the Contract for default.

GENERAL CONTRACT CONDITIONS

The Contract will be binding upon and will inure to the benefit of each of the parties and of their
respective successors and permitted assigns. The Contract may not be amended, released, discharged,
rescinded or abandoned, except by a written instrument duly executed by the parties. The failure of any
party at any time to enforce any of the provisions of the Contract will in no way constitute or be construed
as a waiver of such provision or of any other provision of the Contract, nor in any way affect the validity
of, or the right to enforce, each and every provision of the Contract. Any dispute arising during Contract
performance that is not readily rectified by coordination between the Vendor and the County user
department will be referred to Procurement Services.

GOVERNING LAW

The interpretation, effect, and validity of any contract will be governed by the laws and regulations of
the State of Florida, and Lake County, Florida. Venue of any court action will be solely in Lake County,
Florida. The vendor hereby waives its right to a jury trial.

COMPLIANCE OF LAWS, REGULATIONS, AND LICENSES

The Vendor shall comply with all federal, state, and local laws and regulations applicable to provision
of the goods or services specified in a solicitation. During the term of a Contract, the Vendor assures
that it 1s in compliance with Title VII of the 1964 Civil Rights Act, as amended, and the Florida Civil
Rights Act of 1992, in that the Vendor does not on the grounds of race, color, national origin, religion,
sex, age, disability or marital status, discrimination in any form or manner against its employees or
applicants for employment. The Vendor understands that any Contract is conditioned upon the veracity
of this statement,

CONTRACT EXTENSION
The County has the unilateral option to extend a Contract for up to ninety (90) calendar days beyond the
current Contract pertod. In such event, the County will notify the Vendor in writing of such extensions.
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The Contract may be extended beyond the initial ninety (90) day extension upon mutual agreement
between the County and the Contractor. Exercise of the above options requires the prior approval of the
Procurement Services Director.

MODIFICATION OF CONTRACT

Any Contract resulting from a solicitation may be modified by mutual consent of duly authorized parties,
in writing through the issuance of a modification to the Contract or purchase order as appropriate. This
presumes the modification itself is in compliance with all applicable County procedures,

ASSIGNMENT

The Contractor shall not assign or transfer any Contract resulting from a solicitation, including any
rights, title or interest in the Contract, or its power to execute such Contract to any entity without the
prior written consent of the County. This provision includes any acquisition or hostile takeover of the
Contractor. Failure to comply in these regards may result in termination of the Contract for default.

NON-EXCLUSIVITY

It is the intent of the County to enter into an agreement that will satisfy its needs as described within a
solicitation. However, the County reserves the right to perform, or cause to be performed, all or any of
the work and services described in a solicitation in the manner deemed to represent its best interests. In
no case will the County be liable for billings in excess of the quantity of goods or services provided
under the Contract.

OTHER AGENCIES

Other governmental agencies may make purchases in accordance with the Contract with Contractor
consent. Purchases are governed by the Contract’s terms and conditions except for the change in agency
name. Each agency will be responsible and liable for its own purchases for materials or services received.

CONTINUATION OF WORK

Any work that commences prior to, and will extend, beyond the expiration date of any Contract period
must, unless terminated by mutual written agreement between the County and the Contractor, continue
until completion without change to the then current prices, terms and conditions.

WARRANTY

All warranties express and implied, must be made available to the County for goods and services covered
by a solicitation. All goods furnished must be fully guaranteed by the Vendor against factory defects
and workmanship. They will be covered by the most favorable commercial warranty given for
comparable quantities of products or services and the rights and remedies provided in the Contract will
be in addition to the warranty and do not limit any right afforded to the County by any other provision
of a solicitation. Contractor shall correct any and all apparent and latent defects that may occur within
the manufacturer’s standard warranty period at no expense to the County. The special conditions of a
solicitation may supersede the manufacturer’s standard warranty.

DEFICIENCIES IN WORK TO BE CORRECTED BY THE CONTRACTOR

Contractor shall promptly correct all apparent and latent deficiencies or defects in work, or any work
that fails to conform to the Contract documents regardless of project completion status. All corrections
must be made within seven (7) calendar days after such rejected defects, deficiencies, or non-
conformances are verbally reported to the Contractor by the County's project administrator. Contractor
must bear all costs of correcting such rejected work. If the Contractor fails to correct the work within
the period specified, the County may, at its discretion, notify the Contractor, in writing, that the
Contractor is subject to contractual default provisions if the corrections are not completed to the
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satisfaction of the County within seven (7) calendar days of receipt of the notice. If the Contractor fails
to correct the work within the period specified in the notice, the County may place the Contractor in
default, obtain the services of another Contractor to correct the deficiencies, and charge the incumbent
Contractor for these costs, either through a deduction from the final payment owed to the Contractor or
through invoicing. If the Contractor fails to honor this invoice or credit memo, the County may terminate
the contract for default.

COUNTY IS TAX-EXEMPT

When purchasing on a direct basis, the County is generally exempt from Federal Excise Taxes and all
State of Florida sales and use taxes (85-8013874700C-1). Visit Lake County Tax Exemption Certificate
page to print a copy of the certificate. Except for items specifically identified by the Vendor and accepted
by the County for direct County purchase under the Sales Tax Recovery Program, Contractors doing
business with the County are not exempt from paying sales tax to their suppliers for materials to fulfill
contractual obligations with the County, nor will any Contractor be authorized to use any of the County’s
Tax Exemptions in securing such materials.

SHIPPING TERMS, F.Q.B. DESTINATION

The F.O.B. point for any product ordered as a result of a solicitation will be F.Q.B.: DESTINATION —
Inside Delivery, FREIGHT ALLOWED. The County will not consider any Proposal showing a F.0.B.
point other than F.O.B.: Destination — Inside Delivery.

ACCEPTANCE OF GOODS OR SERVICES

The products delivered as a result of a solicitation will remain the property of the Contractor, and services
rendered under the Contract will not be deemed complete, until a physical inspection and actual usage
of the products or services is accepted by the County and must be in compliance with the terms in the
contract, fully in accord with the specifications and of the highest quality.

Any goods or services purchased as a result of a solicitation or Contract may be tested/inspected for
compliance with specifications. In the event that any aspect of the goods or services provided is found
to be defective or does not conform to the specifications, the County reserves the right to terminate the
Contract or initiate corrective action on the part of the Contractor, to include return of any non-compliant
goods to the Contractor at the Contractor’s expense, requiring the Contractor to either provide a direct
replacement for the item, or a full credit for the returned item. The Contractor shall not assess any
additional charges for any conforming action taken by the County under this clause. The County will
not be responsible to pay for any product or service that does not conform to the Contract specifications.

In addition, any defective product or service or any product or service not delivered or performed by the
date specified in a purchase order or Contract, may be procured by the County on the open market, and
any increase in cost may be charged against the Contractor. Any cost incurred by the County in any re-
procurement plus any increased product or service cost will be withheld from any monies owed to the
Vendor by the County for any Contract or financial obligation.

ESTIMATED QUANTITIES

Estimated quantities or dollars are for the Vendor’s guidance only and may be used in the award
evaluation process. No guarantee is expressed or implied as to quantities or dollar value that will be
used during the Contract period. The County is not obligated to place any order for a given amount
subsequent to the award of a solicitation. In no event will the County be liable for payments in excess of
the amount due for quantities of goods or services actually ordered.
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PURCHASE OF OTHER ITEMS

While the County has listed all major items within a solicitation, there may be ancillary or similar items
purchased by the County during the term of 2 Contract. The Contractor will provide a price quote for
the ancillary items. The County may request price quotes from all Contractors under Contract if there
are multiple Contracts. The County reserves the right to award these ancillary items to the primary
Contractor, another Contract Contractor based on the lowest price quoted, or to acquire the items through
a separate solicitation.

Although a Contract may identify specific locations to be serviced, it is hereby agreed and understood
that any County department or facility may be added or deleted to the Contract at the option of the
County. The location change will be addressed by formal Contract modification. The County may obtain
price quotes for the additional facilities from other Vendors in the event that fair and reasonable pricing
is not obtained from the Contractor, or for other reasons at the County’s discretion. It is hereby agreed
and understood that the County may delete service locations when such service is no longer required,
upon fourteen (14) calendar days’ written notice to the Contractor.

SAFETY

The Contractor will be responsible for initiating, maintaining, and supervising all safety precautions and
programs in connection with the work and for complying with all requirements of the Occupational
Safety and Health Administration Act (OSHA). The Contractor shall take all necessary precautions for
the safety of and shall provide the necessary protection to prevent damage, injury, or loss to persons or
property.

The Contractor shall provide all standard equipment, work operations, safety equipment, personal
protective equipment, and lighting required or mandated by State, Federal, OSHA, or Americans with
Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA) regulations.

The Contractor shall designate a competent person of its organization whose duty will be the prevention
of accidents at the site. This person must be literate and able to communicate fully in the English
language because of the necessity to read job instructions and signs, as well as the need for conversing
with County personnel. This person must be the Contractor’s superintendent unless otherwise
designated in writing by the Contractor to the Contract Manager.

MATERIAL SAFETY DATA SHEET (MSDS)

The Contractor is responsible to ensure the County has received the latest version of any MSDS required
by 29 C.F.R. Section 1910.1200 with the first shipment of any hazardous material. The Contractor shall
promptly provide a new MSDS to the County with the new information relevant to the specific material
at any time the content of an MSDS is revised.

TOBACCO PRODUCTS
Tobacco use, including both smoke and smokeless tobacco is prohibited on County owned propetty.

CLEAN-UP

If applicable, all unusable materials and debris must be removed from the premises at the end of each
workday and disposed of in an appropriate manner. The Vendor shall thoroughly clean up all areas
where work has been involved as mutually agreed with the associated user department’s project manager

upon final completion,

PROTECTION OF PROPERTY
All existing structures, utilities, services, roads, trees, shrubbery, and property in which the County has
an interest must always be protected against damage or interrupted services by the Contractor during the
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term of a Contract. The Contractor will be held responsible for repairing or replacing property to the
satisfaction of the County which is damaged by reason of the Vendor’s operation on the property. In the
event the Vendor fails to comply with these requirements, the County reserves the right to secure the
required services and charge the costs of such services back to the Contractor.

CERTIFICATE OF COMPETENCY/LICENSURE, PERMITS, AND FEES

Any Vendor that submits an offer in response to a County solicitation shall, at the time of such offer if
required, hold a valid Certificate of Competency or appropriate current license issued by the State or
County Examining Board qualifying the Vendor to perform the work proposed. If work for other trades
is required in conjunction with a solicitation and will be performed by subcontractors hired by the
Vendor, an applicable Certificate of Competency/license issued to the subcontractors must be submitted
with the Vendor’s offer; provided, however, that the County may at its option and in its best interest,
allow the Vendor to supply the subcontractors certificate/license to the County during the offer
evaluation period. The Vendor is responsible to ensure that all required licenses, permits, and fees (to
include any inspection fees) required for a project are obtained and paid for, and shall comply with al!
laws, ordinances, regulations, and building or other code requirements applicable to the work
contemnplated in a solicitation. Damages, penalties, or fines imposed on the County or the Vendor for
failure to obtain required licenses, permits, inspection or other fees, or inspections will be bome by the
Vendor.

COMPETENCY OF VENDORS AND ASSOCIATED SUBCONTRACTORS

Proposals will be considered from firms which are regularly engaged in the business of providing or
distributing the goods or services described in the solicitation, and who can produce evidence of a
consistent satisfactory record of performance. The County may consider any evidence available to it of
the financial, technical, and other qualifications and abilities of any Vendor responding under a
solicitation, including past performance with the County. Vendors must have sufficient financial support
and organization to ensure satisfactory delivery under the stated solicitation terms and conditions of any
Contract awarded. In the event the Vendor intends to subcontract any part of its work or will obtain the
goods specifically offered under the Contract from another source of supply; the Vendor may be required
to verify the competency of its subcontractor or supplier. The County reserves the right, before awarding
the Contract, to require a Vendor to submit such evidence of its or its subcontractor’s qualifications.

RESPONSIBILITY AS EMPLOYER

The employees of the Contractor will always be considered its employees, and not an employees or
agents of the County. The Contractor shall provide employees capable of performing the work as
required. The County may require the Contractor to remove any employee it deems unacceptable. All
employees of the Contractor may be required to wear appropriate identification.
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MINIMUM WAGES

Under the Contract, the wage rate paid to all laborers, mechanics and apprentices employed by the
Contractor for the work under the Contract, must not be less than the prevailing wage rates for similar
classifications of work as established by the Federal Government and enforced by the U.S. Department
of Labor, Wages and Hours Division, and Florida’s Minimum Wage requirements in Article X, Section
24 (f) of the Florida Constitution and enforced by the Florida Legislature by statute or the State Agency
for Workforce Innovation by rule, whichever is higher.

INDEMNIFICATION

To the extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the County and its
officers, employees, agents and instrumentalities from any and all liability, losses or damages, including
attorneys’ fees and costs of defense, which the County or its officers, employees, agents or
instrumentalities may incur as a result of claims, demands, suits, causes of actions or proceedings of any
kind or nature arising out of, relating to or resulting from the performance of the Contract by the
Contractor or its employees, agents, servants, partners, principals or subcontractors. The Contractor
shall pay all claims and losses in connection with those claims and losses, and shall investigate and
defend all claims, suits or actions of any kind or nature in the name of the County, where applicable,
including appellate proceedings, and shall pay all costs, judgments, and attorneys’ fees which may be
incurred. The Contractor expressly understands and agrees that any insurance protection required by the
Contract or otherwise provided by the Contractor will in no way limit the responsibility to indemnify,
keep and hold harmless and defend the County or its officers, employees, agents and instrurnentalities
as provided in a solicitation or any Contract arising from a solicitation.

TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE

The County, at its sole discretion, reserves the right to terminate the Contract upon thirty (30) days’
written notice. Upon receipt of such notice, the Contractor shall not incur any additional costs under the
Contract. The County will be liable only for reasonable costs incurred by the Contractor prior to notice
of termination. The County will be the sole judge of “reasonable costs.”

The SOC reports must be full Type II reports that include the Contractor’s
description of control processes, and the independent auditor’s evaluation of the design and operating
effectiveness of controls. The cost of the reports will be paid by the Contractor.

If an audit inspection or examination pursuant to this section discloses overpricing or overcharges of any
nature by the Contractor to the County in excess of one percent (1%) of the total contract billings, in
addition to making adjustments for the overcharges, the reasonable actual cost of the County’s audit
must be reimbursed to the County by the Contractor. Any adjustments or payments which must be made
as a result of any such audit or inspection of the Contractor’s invoices or records must be made within a
reasonable amount of time, but in no event may the time exceed ninety (90) calendar days, from
presentation of the County’s audit findings to the Contractor.

This provision is hereby considered to be included within, and applicable to, any subcontractor
agreement entered into by the Contractor in performance of any work under this Agreement.

PROPRIETARY/CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION

Vendors are hereby notified that all information submitted as part of a Proposal will be available for
public inspection in compliance with Chapter 119 of the Florida Statutes (the “Public Record Act”). The
Vendor should not submit any information in response to a solicitation which the Vendor considers
proprietary or confidential.

ORACLE AND ORACLE'S AFFILIATES ARISING OUT OF OR RELATED TO THIS AGREEMENT,

PAID FOR THE SERVICES UNDER THE ORDER GIVING RISE TO THE LIABILITY DURING THE

7.3 NOTWITHSTANDING SECTION 7.2, IN NO EVENT SHALL THE AGGREGATE LIABILITY OF

3. Compliance with Laws. Qracle shall comply with all laws to the extent that such laws, by their
terms, are expressly applicable to Oracle's provision of the Services under this Ordering Document
and impose obligations directly upon Oracle in its role as an information technology services provider
with respect to the Services. You shall comply with all laws to the extent that such laws, by their terms,
are expressly applicable to Your use and receipt of the Services (including Your Content) under this
Ordering Document and impose obligations directly upon You with respect to the Services. For the
avoidance of doubt, the parties acknowledge that such laws, rules, regulations, and ordinances may
include, but are not limited to, Chapter 119, Florida Statutes (the Florida Public Records Law) and
Section 286.011, Florida Statutes (the Florida Sunshine Law); and that a law is not required to utilize
the actual name of a party in order to be expressly applicabte to that party.

4. Non-discrimination. As required by Section 126.404, Jacksonville Ordinance Code, Oracle represents that
it has adopted and will maintain throughout the term of the Ordering Document a policy of nondiscrimination or
harassment against any person with regard to race, color, sex (including pregnancy), sexual orientation, gender
identity or expression, refigion, political affiliation, national origin, disability, age, marital status, veteran status,
or any other unlawful factor in recruitment, hiring, compensation, training, placement, promotion, discipline,
demgction, transfers, layoff, recall, termination, working conditions and related terms and conditions of
employment.

Marine Fire Station #39 shall be designed to be a low-maintenance, durable, fire-resistant, and
hurricane-resistant structure. To achieve this, the proposed building construction type will be
either concrete tilt-up panel or CMU exterior walls with a low-slape fully adhered thermoplastic
polyolefin membrane roof system on polyisocyanurate rigid insulation board on steel decking on
sloped steel bar joists.

This proposal is based on the design
concept used for the recently constructed COJ Fire Station 75, modified to include a special events office and
storage room. The gross building areas will be approximately 12,443 square feet.

Qualifications: Scott E. Rosch, P.E. of SER Engineering Services, LLC will act as Commissioning Agent (CxA) to
oversee the commissioning process. Mr. Rosch meets the commissioning agent requirements of FGBC Credit
E3.01. Mr. Rosch is a licensed, professional engineer, but will be acting in the capacity of a Commissioning Agent
for this project.

Scope of Services; Commissioning services for this proposal are based on the commissioning requirements
associated with the Florida Green Building Coalition (FGBC) credits E3.01 and E3.02. The systems to be
commissioned under this proposal are limited to HVAC, domestic water heating, and lighting control systems
and components.

Commissioning is an inspection and testing process that involves both the CxA and the construction team. The
general intent is to confirm proper operation of the installed equipment and the interactive control systems on
behalf of the Owner prior to project delivery. In accordance with guidelines established by ACG, the CxA will
oversee the commissioning process, and will develop the commissioning plan, installation and equipment
startup checklists, and functional testing procedures for the above systems.

In reference to Solicitation ESC-0335-24 Teleheaith Safety Net Clinic, the Mayor's Office
Heaith Programs and Initiatives recommends awarding Telescope Health. The services will
require a formal contract through the office of the General Counsel, The terms of this
agreement are for one (1) year from the date of the executed contract with two (2) one (1)
year renewal options upon satisfactory performance by the contractor.

The bid opened on March 20, 2024, and Procurement received four (4) vendor responses:
Telescope Health, Triagelogic, Physician Account Managers, and Universal Solutions Group.
Telescope Health earned the highest ranking of the three bids.

The project funding allocation is $2,185,000. The funds will be used to improve healthcare
access for the uninsured with a virtual platform. This would reduce some of the negative
social determinants of health, such as transportation, cost, and lack of heaith insurance
impacting access to care. It will provide a 24 hour/7 day a week friage hotline with on
demand virtual visits and will plan follow-up through the JaxCare Connect-Duval Safety Net
Collaborative. The proposed services will not duplicate existing services.

Scope of Services.
The Mayor’s Office is accepting proposals from qualified organizations to serve as a Telemedicine provider for

the uninsured population in Health Zone 1 (zip codes include 32208, 32209, 32206, 32254, 32204 and 32202).

Term of Agreement,
The initial term of agreement will commence upon execution of the Contract and will continue for a period one

(1) year. Buyer will have the option to renew such agreement for up to two (2) additional one (1) year renewal
options upon satisfactory performance by Contractor. The Contract is subject to early termination as set forth
elsewhere in this RFP.

Minimum Requirements for Contractors.

Contractors must satisfy the following mandatory minimum requirements in order to have their Responses
evaluated.

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Section 4
Description of Services and Deliverables

1. Scope, Background and Invitation:

The City of Jacksonville (COJ) is seeking an entity, organization, firm to serve as a Telemedicine provider for the
uninsured population in Health Zone 1 (zip codes include 32208, 32209, 32206, 32254, 32204, and 32202).

Approximately 13.8% of the adults in Duval County are uninsured, leaving more than 120,000 people without health
insurance. Based on the 2020 census an estimated 47,000 individuals in Duval County are uninsured AND living
under 200% of the federal poverty level.

The vast majority of these individuals use the emergency room as their source of health care. In fact, a recent study
suggests 76.1% of clients who came through a safety net primary care program utilized the emergency room between
one and three times in the previous year. Of these, 48.9% use the emergency room for a minor illness; 31% would
simply not seek care for such a minor concern.

An emergency room visit costs approximately $4,200 based on results from the federally qualified health care report
in 2019. If the patient is uninsured, this cost is paid by the COJ taxpayers.

32% clients using the Duval Safety Net stated that transportation and another 29.7% suggested that language was a
barrier to accessing care.

The City of Jacksonville (COJ) partner with an outside entity to improve access to healthcare with a robust
telehealth/virtual safety net program.

2. Specific Services include, but are not limited to the following;

A) A 24-hour, seven day a week multi-lingual navigation care team that works/coordinates with all city health care
partners including the Duval Safety Net Organizations, such as through JaxCare Connect or the 998 Mental Health
Collaborative.

B) On Demand preventative and transitional care with EMR documentation that can be accessible to healthcare
systems and safety net clinics.

C) Collaborate with local mental health resources.

D) COJ hotline number called and followed by appropriate triage for services {pt treated virtually, referred to safety-
net clinic, mental health resources provided, ER, or 911)

E} The Telemedicine contacted organization will make arrangements for follow-up with the patients PC or will
arrange appointment through JaxCare Connect to one of the Duval Safety Net clinics.

F) A social determinants of health assessment must be done at the initiation of the call. This will also allow factors to
be flagged for further investigation or referrals.

3. Vendor Qualifications:
A} Previous experience in working with the City or Jax or other large municipalities while providing virtual services.

B) Understand the diverse population that will be served and the need for innovation to reach the unreachable
underserved population.

Pursuant to Part 6 of Chapter 126, Jacksonville Ordinance Code, the City of Jacksonville encourages the utilization and
participation of Jacksonville Small and Emerging Businesses (JSEBs) in its contract awards based upon availability. It is the
City’s intent in adopting this program to reflect the philosophy with regards to enhancing participation of JSEBs in all areas
of procurement.

Please be advised that, to be counted toward meeting the participation percentage goal defined herein, all JSEBs shall
be certified by the City in accordance with Part 6 of Chapter 126, Jacksonville Ordinance Code, AT THE TIME OF
BID OPENING to qualify for Participation, Set-Aside, and Encouragement Projects.

All designations (to include Encouragement) the bidder/proposer must adhere to the following process:
QUALIFYING COMMODITY CODES: N/A

The bidder/proposer shall provide interested JSEB’s with timely (at 3 minimum 1 week notice prior to bid
submission) adequate information about the plans, specifications, and other such requirements of the bid
documents to facilitate a prepared and adequate response/quote.

The bidder/proposer must follow up the initial solicitation with the EBO office. Note: JSEB vendor must
provide pricing (based on scope of work provided by bidder/proposer) and not a price or percentage “given”
by the bidder/proposer.

Identify a portion of work available to JSEB’s using the Letter of Intent and attach the Scope of work to be
provided for each vendor.

Bidder proposer can call the EBO office to obtain the list of JSEB’S that are ready, willing, and able. The
JSEB office has 48 hours to provide the requested list. Prime contractors can also access the list of JSEB
through 1Cloud and the JSEB webpage under the JSEB directory. If you have difficulty securing JSEBs to
meet the requirements you should contact the EBO/JSEB Program.

In the event that a bidder/proposer must submit alternate pricing and if affects the JSEB goal there must be a
scope of work provided to the JSEB and the scope as well as the alternate pricing must be submitted with the
bid decumentation.

In the event bidders/proposers are unable to obtain bids from JSEB subcontractors that equal or exceed the percentage
established in the participation goals, shall at minimum, submit, at the time of bid opening a Notice of Intent to Submit the
Good Faith Effort Form (Form 4). This is outlined in the Good Faith Effort category in Section L.

B. JSEB OBLIGATION

Bidders/proposers are required to make all efforts reasonably possible to ensure that JSEBs have a full and fair opportunity to
compete for performance on this project. Contractors shall not discriminate on the basis of race, ethnicity, national origin or
gender in the award and performance of the work under this contract.

C. ELIGIBILITY

To be considered eligible for contract award, the Contractor shall include with the bid/proposal an original Form |
{Schedule of Subcontractor/Subconsultant Participation).

a. For solicitations that are not project specific, such as: misc. services, design build, etc.; a percentage will
initially be accepted with the bid submittal on Form 1 and the Letters of Intent.
b. For solicitations that are project specific you will be required to provide a dollar amount on Form 1 and on

all Letters of Intent. “TBD” will not be accepted.
Each certified JSEB must submit to the prime contractor a Letter of Intent and scope of work to perform a specific
task related to the project.
