HANDLES: Each container must be equipped with two (2) handles, each a minimum of 1” diameter. The
handle mounts must be an integrally molded part of the container body. The handles shall be designed to
afford the user positive control of the loaded cart at all times.

SERIAL NUMBERS: Each container must have a serial number hot stamped in white on the front face of its
body. The serial number shall be preceded by a letter or number code which designated the year of
manufacture. Serial numbers shall be in sequence beginning with a number designated by the City. The
bidder will maintain a file that will identify the date of manufacture by the serial number.

CUSTOM HOT STAMPS: A custom marking shall be hot stamped onto both sides of the cart body. A
custom marking “RECYCYLE"” in 3” letters shall be hot stamped onto the lid in the white.

Load rating shall
be stated in both pounds and kilograms and in English and Spanish.
