Precision Sidewalk Safety Corp is happy to extend PAEC “Florida Buy” purchasing cooperative
contract #16-08 for the City of Jacksonville’s use in fiscal 2020. We appreciate the opportunity to
continue {o support your sidewalk asset maintenance program, which has been in place for over ten
years.

The City’s previous 5-year contract with PSSC - # 9956 (awarded on June 2013) used a unit of
linear feet specific to three different height categories. The PAEC contract offers identical services
but is priced in “inch-feet” - a more precise unit of hazard measurement that renders exact height,
width and corresponding repair cost for each specific trip hazard repair.

Using Jacksonville's actual trip hazard repair data under contract 9956 pricing ~ the City's inch-
foot rate with a 1:12 slope averaged $34, considerably lower than the $40.00 standard inch-foot
rate offered in the PAEC contract.

Since the City has expressed interest in continuing to utilize the PAEC contract for its sidewalk
program during the 202! fiscal year, Precision Sidewalk Safety Corp will continue to discount the
PAEC pricing further, extending an end price of $34 per inch-foot to the City of Jacksonville. This
discounted inch-foot rate will be applied to all invaices, regardless of volume.
