Dear Ms. DeMeza,

On December 2, 2020 we submitted a bid for the above referenced Project and have received a Contract
for the Base Bid and a Change Order for Alternate #1. The problem is we just received Natice to Proceed
today, 166 days from bid date. The City has 120 days to issue an NTP or the bidder can withdraw their bid
penalty free. We have never withdrew a bid and do not wish to start now. However, the last few months
have seen very significant price increases in just about every commodity used in the construction sector.
Based on these unprecedented cost increases we are forced to ask the City for additional funds as follows:

Capps Internal Labor Force: There is a severe shortage of labor right now. Not just in the
construction sector but in every business sector. As this job was bid back in December 2020 we
had already factored labor increases for 2021 in our bid. The problem is there is such a severe
shortage for labor that we have had to increase our prices dramatically in order to keep the labor
we have and to attract the [abor required to perform the work. Our total cost increase for labor
on this job alone 15 $30,964. The attached Jabar table shows how many man hours we have for
each labor class in this job and the percentage / dollar increase for the classes.

Capps Internal Equipment: We all fill up at the gas station so it is no surprise how significant the
cost of fuel has risen over the last few months, At this time we believe the best way to calculate
a dollar amount for the fuel increase is to use the FDOT Pay ltems with Fuel Factors Table to
establish how many gallons of gas and diesel is expected to be used in the job. Once the number
of gallons is determined we can simply apply the cost difference in fuels from December 2020 to
now and establish a cost increase. We have established the table as above and the cost increase
for gas and diesel combined is $25,000. Please note that actual equipment prices have increased
an average of 3% since December of last year. However, since most of our equipment is owned
we are somewhat insulated from those prices.

1. Definitions. The definitions contained in s. 60A-1.001, F.A.C. shall apply to this
agreement. The following additional terms are also defined:

(a) “Contract” means the legally enforceable agreement that results from a successful
solicitation. The parties to the Contract will be the Customer and Contractor.

(b) *“Customer” means the State agency or other entity identified in a contract as the
party to receive commodities or contractual services pursuant to a contract or that orders
commodities or contractual services via purchase order or other contractual instrument
from the Contractor under the Contract. The “Customer” may also be the “Buyer” as
defined in the PUR 1001 if it meets the definition of both terms.

(c) “Product” means any deliverable under the Contract, which may include
commodities, services, technology or software.

(d) “Purchase order” means the form or format a Customer uses to make a purchase
under the Contract (e.g., a formal written purchase order, electronic purchase order,
procurement card, contract or other authorized means).

2. Purchase Orders. In contracts where commodities or services are ordered by the
Customer via purchase order, Contractor shall not deliver or furnish products until a
Customer transmits a purchase order. All purchase orders shall bear the Contract or
solicitation number, shall be placed by the Customer directly with the Contractor, and
shall be deemed to incorporate by reference the Contract and solicitation terms and
conditions. Any discrepancy between the Contract terms and the terms stated on the
Contractor’s order form, confirmation, or acknowledgement shall be resolved in favor of
terms most favorable to the Customer. A purchase order for services within the ambit of
section 287.058(1) of the Florida Statutes shall be deemed to incorporate by reference the
requirements of subparagraphs (a) through (f) thereof. Customers shall designate a
contract manager and a contract administrator as required by subsections 287.057(15) and
(16) of the Florida Statutes.

3. Product Version. Purchase orders shall be deemed to reference a manufacturer's most
recently release model or version of the product at the time of the order, unless the
Customer specifically requests in writing an earlier model or vefsion and the contractor is
willing to provide such model or version.
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4. Price Changes Applicable only to Term Contracts. If this is a term contract for
commodities or services, the following provisions apply.

{(a) Quantitv Discounts. Contractors are urged to offer additional discounts for one time
delivery of large single orders. Customers should seek to negotiate additional price
concessions on quantity purchases of any products offered under the Contract. State
Customers shall document their files accordingly.

(b) Best Pricing_Offer. During the Contract term, if the Customer becomes aware of
better pricing offered by the Contractor for substantially the same or a smaller quantity of
a product outside the Contract, but upon the same or similar terms of the Contract, then at
the discretion of the Customer the price under the Contract shall be immediately reduced
to the lower price.

(c) Sales Promotions. In addition to decreasing prices for the balance of the Contract term
due to a change in market conditions, a Contractor may conduct sales promotions
involving price reductions for a specified lesser period. A Contractor shall submit 1o the
Contract Specialist documentation identifying the proposed (1) starting and ending dates
of the promotion, (2) products involved. and (3) promotional prices compared to then-
authorized prices. Promotional prices shall be available to all Customers. Upon
approval, the Contractor shall provide conspicuous notice of the promotion.

(d) Trade-in. Customers may trade-in equipment when making purchases from the
Contract. A trade-in shall be negotiated between the Customer and the Contractor.
Customers are obligated to actively seek current fair market value when trading
equipment, and to keep accurate records of the process. For State agencies, it may be
necessary to provide documentation to the Department of Financial Services and to the
agency property custodian pursuant to Chapter 273, F.S,

(¢) Equitable Adjustment. The Customer may, in its sole discretion, make an equitable
adjustment in the Contract terms or pricing if pricing or availability of supply is affected
by extreme and unforeseen volatility in the marketplace, that is, by circumstances that
satisfy all the following criteria: (1) the volatility is due to causes wholly beyond the
Contractor’s control, (2) the volatility affects the marketplace or industry, not just the
particular Contract source of supply, (3) the effect on pricing or availability of supply is
substantial, and (4) the volatility so affects the Contractor that continued performance of
the Contract would result in a substantial loss.

5. Additional Quantities. For a period not exceeding ninety (90) days from the date of
solicitation award, the Customer reserves the right to acquire additional quantities up to
the amount shown on the solicitation but not to exceed the threshold for Category Two at
the prices submitted in the response to the solicitation.

6. Packaging. Tangible product shall be securely and properly packed for shipment,
storage, and stocking in appropriate, clearly labeled. shipping containers and according to

accepted commercial practice, without extra charge for packing materials, cases, or other
types of containers. All containers and packaging shall become and remain Customer’s
property.

7. Inspection at Contractor’s Site. The Customer reserves the right to inspect, at any
reasonable time with prior notice, the equipment or product or plant or other facilities of a
Contractor to assess conformity with Contract requirements and to determine whether
they are adequate and suitable for proper and effective Contract performance.

8. Safety Standards. All manufactured items and fabricated assemblies subject to
operation under pressure, operation by connection to an electric source, or operation
involving connection to a manufactured, natural, or LP gas source shall be constructed
and approved in a manner acceptable to the appropriate State inspector. Acceptability
customarily requires, at a minimum, identification marking of the appropriate safety
standard organization, where such approvals of listings have been established for the type
of device offered and furnished, for example: the American Society of Mechanical
Engineers for pressure vessels; the Underwriters Laboratories and/or National Electrical
Manufacturers’ Association for electrically operated assemblies; and the American Gas
Association for gas-operated assemblies. In addition, all items furnished shall meet all
applicable requirements of the Occupational Safety and Health Act and state and federal
requirements relating to clean air and water pollution.

9. Americans with Disabilities Act. Contractors should identify any products that may
be used or adapted for use by visually, hearing, or other physically impaired individuals.

10, Literature. Upon request, the Contractor shall furnish literature reasonably related to
the product offered, for example, user manuals, price schedules, catalogs, descriptive
brochures, etc.

11. Transportation and Delivery. Prices shall include all charges for packing, handling,
freight, distribution, and inside delivery. Transportation of goods shall be FOB
Destination to any point within thirty (30) days after the Customer places an Order. A
Contractor, within five (5) days after receiving a purchase order, shall notify the
Customer of any potential delivery delays. Evidence of inability or intentiona!l delays
shall be cause for Contract cancellation and Contractor suspension.

12. Installation. Where installation is required, Contractor shall be responsible for
placing and installing the product in the required locations at no additional charge, unless
otherwise designated on the Contract or purchase order. Contractor’s authorized product
and price list shall clearly and separately identify any additional installation charges. All
materials used in the installation shall be of good quatity and shall be free of defects that
would diminish the appearance of the product or render it structurally or operationally
unsound. Installation includes the furnishing of any equipment, rigging, and materials
required to install or replace the product in the proper location. Contractor shall protect
the site from damage and shall repair damages or injury caused during installation by
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Contractor or its employees or agents. [f any alteration, dismantling, excavation, etc., is
required to achieve installation, the Contractor shall promptly restore the structure or site
to its original condition. Contractor shall perform installation work so as to cause the
least inconvenience and interference with Customers and with proper consideration of
others on site. Upon completion of the installation, the location and surrounding area of
work shall be left clean and in a neat and unobstructed condition, with everything in
satisfactory repair and order.

13. Risk of Loss, Matters of inspection and acceptance are addressed in s. 215.422, F.S.
Until acceptance, risk of loss or damage shall remain with the Contractor. The
Contractor shall be responsible for filing, processing, and collecting all damage claims.
To assist the Contractor with damage claims. the Customer shall: record any evidence of
visible damage on all copies of the delivering carrier’s Bill of Lading; report damages to
the carrier and the Contractor; and provide the Contractor with a copy of the carrier’s Bill
of Lading and damage inspection report. When a Customer rejects a product, Contractor
shall remove it from the premises within ten days after notification or rejection. Upon
rejection notification, the risk of loss of rejected or non-conforming product shall remain
with the Contractor. Rejected product not removed by the Contractor within ten days
shall be deemed abandoned by the Contractor, and the Customer shall have the right to
dispose of it as its own property. Contractor shall reimburse the Customer for costs and
expenses incurred in storing or effecting removal or disposition of rejected product.

14. Transaction Fee. The State of Florida has instituted MyFloridaMarketPlace, a
statewide eProcurement System (“System™). Pursuant to section 287.057(23). Florida
Statutes (2002), all payments shall be assessed a Transaction Fee of one percent (1.0%),
which the Contractor shall pay to the State, unless exempt pursuant to 60A-1.032, F.A.C.

For payments within the State accounting system (FLAIR or its successor), the
Transaction Fee shail, when possible, be automatically deducted from payments to the
Contractor. If automatic deduction is not possible, the Contractor shall pay the
Transaction Fee pursuant to Rule 60A-1.031(2), F.A.C. By submission of these reports
and corresponding payments, Contractor certifies their correctness. All such reports and
payments shall be subject to audit by the State or its designee.

Contractor shall receive a credit for any Transaction Fee paid by the Contractor for the
purchase of any item(s) if such item(s) are returned to the Contractor through no fault,
act, or omission of the Contractor. Notwithstanding the foregoing, a Transaction Fee is
non-refundable when an item is rejected or returned, or declined, due to the Contractor’s
failure to perform or comply with specifications or requirements of the agreement.

Failure to comply with these requirements shall constitute grounds for declaring the
Contractor in default and recovering reprocurement costs from the Contractor in addition
to all outstanding fees. CONTRACTORS DELINQUENT IN PAYING
TRANSACTION FEES MAY BE SUBJECT TO BEING REMOVED FROM THE
DEPARTMENT OF MANAGEMENT SERVICES’ VENDOR LIST AS
PROVIDED IN RULE 60A-1.006, F.A.C.

15. Invoicing and Payment. Invoices shall contain the Contract number, purchase order
number if applicable, and the appropriate vendor identification number. The State may
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require any other information from the Contractor that the State deems necessary to
verify any purchase order placed under the Contract.

At the State's option, Contractors may be required to invoice electronically pursuant to
guidelines of the Department of Management Services. Current guidelines require that
Contractor supply electronic invoices in lieu of paper-based invoices for those
transactions processed through the system. Electronic invoices shall be submitted to the
Customer through the Ariba Supplier Network (ASN) in one of the following
mechanisms — EDI 810, cXML, or web-based invoice entry within the ASN.

Payment shall be made in accordance with sections 215.422 and 287.0585 of the Florida
Statutes, which govern time limits for payment of invoices. Invoices that must be
returned to a Contractor due to preparation errors will result in a delay in payment.
Contractors may call (850) 413-7269 Monday through Friday to inquire about the status
of payments by State Agencies. The Customer is responsible for all payments under the
Contract. A Customer’s failure to pay, or delay in payment, shall not constitute a breach
of the Contract and shall not relieve the Contractor of its obligations to the Department or
to other Customers.

16. Taxes. The State does not pay Federal excise or sales taxes on direct purchases of
tangible personal property. The State will not pay for any personal property taxes levied
on the Contractor or for any taxes levied on employees’ wages. Any exceptions to this
paragraph shall be explicitly noted by the Customer in the special contract conditions
section of the solicitation or in the Contract or purchase order.

17. Governmental Restrictions. If the Contractor believes that any governmental
restrictions have been imposed that require alteration of the material, quality,
workmanship or performance of the products offered under the Contract, the Contractor
shall immediately notify the Customer in writing, indicating the specific restriction. The
Customer reserves the right and the complete discretion to accept any such alteration or
to cancel the Contract at no further expense to the Customer.

18. Lobbying and Integrity. Customers shall ensure compliance with Section 11.062,
FS and Section 216.347, FS.The Contractor shall not, in connection with this or any
other agreement with the State, directly or indirectly (1) offer, confer, or agree to confer
any pecuniary benefit on anyone as consideration for any State officer or employee’s
decision, opinion, recommendation, vote, other exercise of discretion, or violation of a
known legal duty, or (2) offer, give, or agree to give 10 anyone any gratuity for the benefit
of, or at the direction or request of, any State officer or employee. For purposes of clause
(2), “gratuity” means any payment of more than nominal monetary value in the form of
cash, travel, entertainment, gifts, meals, lodging, loans, subscriptions, advances, deposits
of money, services, employment, or contracts of any kind. Upon request of the
Customer’s Inspector General, or other authorized State official, the Contractor shall
provide any type of information the Inspector General deems relevant to the Contractor’s
integrity or responsibility. Such information may include, but shall not be limited to, the
Contractor’s business or financial records, documents, or files of any type or form that
refer to or relate to the Contract. The Contractor shall retain such records for the longer
of (1) three years after the expiration of the Contract or (2) the period required by the
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General Records Schedules maintained by the Florida Department of State (available at:
hup://dlis.dos state.fl.us/barm/genschedules/gensched.htm).  The Contractor agrees to
reimburse the State for the reasonable costs of investigation incurred by the Inspector
General or other authorized State official for investigations of the Contractor’s
compliance with the terms of this or any other agreement between the Contractor and the
State which results in the suspension or debarment of the Contractor. Such costs shall
include, but shall not be limited to: salaries of investigators, including overtime; travel
and lodging expenses; and expert witness and documentary fees. The Contractor shall
not be responsible for any costs of investigations that do not result in the Contractor’s
suspension or debarment.

19. Indemnification. The Contractor shall be fully liable for the actions of its agents,
employees, partners, or subcontractors and shall fully indemnify, defend, and hold
harmless the State and Customers, and their officers, agents, and employees, from suits,
actions, damages, and costs of every name and description, including attorneys® fees,
arising from or relating to personal injury and damage to real or personal tangible
property alleged to be caused in whole or in part by Contractor, its agents, employees,
partners, or subcontractors, provided, however. that the Contractor shall not indemnify
for that portion of any loss or damages proximately caused by the negligent act or
omission of the State or a Customer,

Further, the Contractor shall fully indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the State and
Customers from any suits, actions, damages, and costs of every name and description,
including attorneys® fees, arising from or relating to violation or infringement of a
trademark, copyright, patent, trade sccret or intellectual property right. provided,
however, that the foregoing obligation shall not apply to a Customer’s misuse or
modification of Contractor’s products or a Customer’s operation or use of Contractor’s
products in a manner not contemplated by the Contract or the purchase order. If any
product is the subject of an infringement suit, or in the Contractor's opinion is likely to
become the subject of such a suit, the Contractor may at its sole expense procure for the
Customer the right to continue using the product or to modify it to become non-
infringing. If the Contractor is not reasonably able to modify or otherwise secure the
Customer the right to continue using the product, the Contractor shall remove the product
and refund the Customer the amounts paid in excess of a reasonable rental for past use.
The customer shall not be liable for any royalties.

The Contractor’s obligations under the preceding two paragraphs with respect to any
legal action are contingent upon the State or Customer giving the Contractor (1) written
notice of any action or threatened action, (2) the opportunity to take over and settle or
defend any such action at Contractor’s sole expense. and (3) assistance in defending the
action at Contractor’s sole expense. The Contractor shall not be liable for any cost,
expense, or compromise incurred or made by the State or Customer in any legal action
without the Contractor’s prior written consent, which shall not be unreasonably withheld.

20. Limitation of Liability. For all claims against the Contractor under any contract or
purchase order, and regardless of the basis on which the claim is made, the Contractor’s
liability under a contract or purchase order for direct damages shall be limited to the
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greater of $100,000, the dollar amount of the contract or purchase order, or two times the
charges rendered by the Contractor under the purchase order. This limitation shall not
apply to claims arising under the Indemnity paragraph contain in this agreement.

Unless otherwise specifically enumerated in the Contract or in the purchase order, no
party shall be liable to another for special, indirect, punitive, or consequential damages,
including lost data or records (unless the contract or purchase order requires the
Contractor to back-up data or records), even if the party has been advised that such
damages are possible. No party shall be liable for lost profits, lost revenue, or lost
institutional operating savings. The State and Customer may, in addition to other
remedies available to them at law or equity and upon notice to the Contractor, retain such
monies from amounts due Contractor as may be necessary to satisfy any claim for
damages, penalties, costs and the like asserted by or against them. The State may set off
any liability or other obligation of the Contractor or its affiliates to the State against any
payments due the Contractor under any contract with the State.

21. Suspension of Work. The Customer may in its sole discretion suspend any or all
activities under the Contract or purchase order, at any time, when in the best interests of
the State to do so. The Customer shall provide the Contractor written notice outlining the
particulars of suspension. Examples of the reason for suspension include, but are not
limited to, budgetary constraints, declaration of emergency, or other such circumstances.
After receiving a suspension notice, the Contractor shall comply with the notice and shall
not accept any purchase orders. Within ninety days, or any longer period agreed to by the
Contractor, the Customer shall either (1) issue a notice authorizing resumption of work,
at which time activity shall resume, or (2) terminate the Contract or purchase order.
Suspension of work shall not entitle the Contractor to any additional compensation.

22. Termination for Convenience. The Customer, by written notice to the Contractor,
may terminate the Contract in whole or in part when the Customer determines in its sole
discretion that it is in the State’s interest to do so. The Contractor shall not furnish any
product after it receives the notice of termination, except as necessary to complete the
continued portion of the Contract, if any. The Contractor shall not be entitled to recover
any cancellation charges or lost profits.

23. Termination for Cause. The Customer may terminate the Contract if the Contractor
fails to (1) deliver the product within the time specified in the Contract or any extension,
(2) maintain adequate progress, thus endangering performance of the Contract, (3) honor
any term of the Contract, or (4) abide by any statutory, regulatory, or licensing
requirement. Rule 60A-1.006(3), F.A.C., governs the procedure and consequences of
default. The Contractor shall continue work on any work not terminated. Except for
defaults of subcontractors at any tier, the Contractor shall not be liable for any excess
costs if the failure to perform the Contract arises from events completely beyond the
control, and without the fault or negligence, of the Contractor. If the failure to perform is
caused by the defauit of a subcontractor at any tier, and if the cause of the default is
completely beyond the control of both the Contractor and the subcontractor, and without
the fault or negligence of either, the Contractor shall not be liable for any excess costs for
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failure to perform, unless the subcontracted products were obtainable from other sources
in sufficient time for the Contractor to meet the required delivery schedule. If, after
termination, it is determined that the Contractor was not in default, or that the default was
excusable, the rights and obligations of the parties shall be the same as if the termination
had been issued for the convenience of the Customer. The rights and remedies of the
Customer in this clause are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law
or under the Contract.

24, Force Majeure, Notice of Delay, and No Damages for Delay. The Contractor shall
not be responsible for delay resulting from its failure to perform if neither the fault nor
the negligence of the Contractor or its employees or agents contributed 1o the delay and
the delay is due directly to acts of God, wars, acts of public enemies, strikes, fires, floods,
or other similar cause wholly beyond the Contractor’s control, or for any of the foregoing
that affect subcontractors or suppliers if no alternate source of supply is available to the
Contractor. In case of any delay the Contractor believes is excusable, the Contractor
shall notify the Customer in writing of the delay or potential delay and describe the cause
of the delay either (1) within ten (10) days after the cause that creates or will create the
delay first arose, if the Contractor could reasonably foresee that a delay could occur as a
result, or (2) if delay is not reasonably foreseeable, within five (5) days after the date the
Contractor first had reason to believe that a delay could result. THE FOREGOING
SHALL CONSTITUTE THE CONTRACTOR'S SOLE REMEDY OR EXCUSE
WITH RESPECT TO DELAY. Providing notice in strict accordance with this
paragraph is a condition precedent to such remedy. No claim for damages, other than for
an extension of time, shall be asserted against the Customer. The Contractor shall not be
entitled to an increase in the Contract price or payment of any kind from the Customer for
direct, indirect, consequential, impact or other costs, expenses or damages, including but
not limited to costs of acceleration or inefficiency, arising because of delay, disruption,
interference, or hindrance from any cause whatsoever. 1f performance is suspended or
delayed, in whole or in part, due to any of the causes described in this paragraph, after the
causes have ceased to exist the Contractor shall perform at no increased cost, unless the
Customer determines, in its sole discretion, that the delay will significantly impair the
value of the Contract to the State or to Customers, in which case the Customer may (1)
accept allocated performance or deliveries from the Contractor, provided that the
Contractor grants preferential treatment to Customers with respect to products subjected
to allocation, or (2) purchase from other sources (without recourse to and by the
Contractor for the related costs and expenses) to replace all or part of the products that
are the subject of the delay, which purchases may be deducted from the Contract
quantity, or {3) terminate the Contract in whole or in part.

25. Changes. The Customer may unilaterally require. by written order, changes altering,
adding to, or deducting from the Contract specifications, provided that such changes are
within the general scope of the Contract. The Customer may make an equitable
adjustment in the Contract price or delivery date if the change affects the cost or time of
performance. Such equitable adjustments require the written consent of the Contractor,
which shall not be unreasonably withheld. If unusual quantity requirements arise. the
Customer may solicit separate bids to satisfy them.
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26. Renewal. Upon mutual agreement, the Customer and the Contractor may renew the
Contract, in whole or in part, for a period that may not exceed 3 years or the term of the
contract, whichever period is longer. Any renewal shall specify the renewal price, as set
forth in the solicitation response. The renewal must be in writing and signed by both
parties, and is contingent upon satisfactory performance evaluations and subject to
availability of funds.

27, Purchase Order Duration. Purchase orders issued pursuant to a state term or
agency contract must be received by the Contractor no later than close of business on the
last day of the contract’s term to be considered timely. The Contractor is obliged to fill
those orders in accordance with the contract’s terms and conditions. Purchase orders
received by the contractor after close of business on the last day of the state term or
agency contract’s term shall be considered void.

Purchase orders for a one-time delivery of commodities or performance of contractual
services shall be valid through the performance by the Contractor, and all terms and
conditions of the ‘state term or agency contract shall apply to the single
delivery/performance, and shall survive the termination of the Contract.

Contractors are required to accept purchase orders specifying delivery schedules
exceeding the contracted schedule even when such extended delivery will occur after
expiration of the state term or agency contract. For example, if a state term contract calls
for delivery 30 days after receipt of order (ARQ), and an order specifies delivery will
occur both in excess of 30 days ARO and after expiration of the state term contract, the
Contractor will accept the order. However, if the Contractor expressly and in writing
notifies the ordering office within ten (10) calendar days of receipt of the purchase order
that Contractor will not accept the extended delivery terms beyond the expiration of the
state term contract, then the purchase order will either be amended in writing by the
ordering entity within ten (10) calendar days of receipt of the contractor’s notice to reflect
the state term contract delivery schedule, or it shall be considered withdrawn.

The duration of purchase orders for recurring deliveries of commodities or performance
of services shall not exceed the expiration of the state term or agency contract by more
than twelve months. However, if an extended pricing plan offered in the state term or
agency contract is selected by the ordering entity, the contract terms on pricing plans and
renewals shall govern the maximum duration of purchase orders reflecting such pricing
plans and renewals.

Timely purchase orders shall be valid through their specified term and performance by
the Contractor, and all terms and conditions of the state term or agency contract shall
apply to the recurring delivery/performance as provided herein, and shall survive the
termination of the Contract.
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Ordering offices shall not renew a purchase order issued pursuant to a slate term or
agency contract if the underlying contract expires prior to the effective date of the
renewal.

28. Advertising. Subject to Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, the Contractor shall not
publicly disseminate any information concerning the Contract without prior written
approval from the Customer, including, but not limited to mentioning the Contract in a
press release or other promotional material, identifying the Customer or the State as a
reference, or otherwise linking the Contractor’s name and either a description of the
Contract or the name of the State or the Customer in any material published, either in
print or electronically, to any entity that is not a party to Contract, except potential or
actual authorized distributors, dealers, resellers, or service representative.

29. Assignment. The Contractor shall not sell, assign or transfer any of its rights. duties
or obligations under the Contract, or under any purchase order issued pursuant to the
Contract, without the prior written consent of the Customer. In the event of any
assignment, the Contractor remains secondarily liable for performance of the contract,
unless the Customer expressly waives such secondary liability. The Customer may assign
the Contract with prior written notice to Contractor of its intent to do so.

30. Antitrust Assignment. The Contractor and the State of Florida recognize that in
actual economic practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are in fact
usually borne by the State of Florida. Therefore, the contractor hereby assigns to the
State of Florida any and all claims for such overcharges as to goods, materials or services
purchased in connection with the Contract.

31. Dispute Resolution. Any dispute concerning performance of the Contract shall be
decided by the Customer's designated contract manager, who shall reduce the decision to
writing and serve a copy on the Contractor. The decision shall be final and conclusive
unless within twenty one (21) days from the date of receipt, the Contractor files with the
Customer a petition for administrative hearing. The Customer’s decision on the petition
shall be final, subject to the Contractor’s right to review pursuant to Chapter 120 of the
Florida Statutes. Exhaustion of administrative remedies is an absolute condition
precedent to the Contractor's ability to pursue any other form of dispute resolution;
provided, however, that the parties may employ the alternative dispute resolution
procedures outlined in Chapter 120.

Without limiting the foregoing, the exclusive venue of any legal or equitable action that
arises out of or relates to the Contract shall be the appropriate state court in Leon County,
Florida; in any such action, Florida law shall apply and the parties waive any right to jury
trial.

32. Employees, Subcontractors, and Agents. All Contractor employees,
subcontractors, or agents performing work under the Contract shall be properly trained
technicians who meet or exceed any specified training qualifications.

33. Security and Confidentiality. The Contractor shall comply fully with all security
procedures of the United States, State of Florida and Customer in performance of the
Contract. The Contractor shall not divulge to third parties any confidential information
obtained by the Contractor or its agents, distributors, resellers, subcontractors, officers or
employees in the course of performing Contract work, including, but not limited to,
security procedures, business operations information, or commercial proprietary
information in the possession of the State or Customer, The Contractor shall not be
required to keep confidential information or material that is publicly available through no
fault of the Contractor, material that the Contractor developed independently without
relying on the State’s or Customer’s confidential information, or material that is
otherwise obtainable under State law as a public record. To insure confidentiality, the
Contractor shall take appropriate steps as to its personnel, agents, and subcontractors.
The warranties of this paragraph shall survive the Contract.

34.Contractor Employees, Subcontractors, and Other Agents. The Customer and the
State shall take all actions necessary to ensure that Contractor's employees,
subcontractors and other agents are not employees of the State of Florida. Such actions
include, but are not limited to, ensuring that Contractor's employees, subcontractors, and
other agents receive benefits and necessary insurance (health, workers' compensations,
and unemployment) from an employer other than the State of Florida.

35. Insurance Requirements. During the Contract term, the Contractor at its sole expense
shall provide commercial insurance of such a type and with such terms and limits as may be
reasonably associated with the Contract.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
FOR EMPLOYERS

ARTICLE |
PURPOSE AND AUTHORITY

The parties to this agreement are the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) and the
Alan Jay Automotive Management (Employer). The purpose of this agreement is to set forth terms
and conditions which the Employer will follow while participating in E-Verify.

E-Verify is a program that electronically confirms an employee’s eligibility to work in the United States
after completion of Form 1-9, Employment Eligibility Verification (Form 1-8). This Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) explains certain features of the E-Verify program and describes specific
responsibilities of the Employer, the Social Security Administration (SSA), and DHS.

Authority for the E-Verify program is found in Title IV, Subtille A, of the Illegat immigration Reform and
Immigrant Responsibility Act of 1996 (IIRIRA), Pub. L. 104-208, 110 Stat. 3009, as amended (8 U.S.C.
§ 1324a note). The Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Subpart 22.18, “Employment Eligibility
Verification® and Executive Order 12989, as amended, provide authority for Federal contractors and
subcontractors (Federal contractor) to use E-Verify to verify the employment eligibility of certain
employees working on Federal contracts.

ARTICLE Il
RESPONSIBILITIES
A. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE EMPLOYER
1. The Employer agrees to display the following notices supplied by DHS in a prominent place that is
clearly visible to prospective employees and all employees who are to be verified through the system:
a. Notice of E-Verify Participation
b. Notice of Right to Work

2. The Employer agrees to provide to the SSA and DHS the names, titles, addresses, and telephone
numbers of the Employer representatives to be contacted about E-Verify. The Employer also agrees to
keep such information current by providing updated information to SSA and DHS whenever the
representatives’ contact information changes.

3. The Employer agrees to grant E-Verify access only to current employees who need E-Verify access.
Employers must promptly terminate an employee's E-Verify access if the employer is separated from
the company or no longer needs access to E-Verify.
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4. The Employer agrees to become familiar with and comply with the most recent version of the
E-Verify User Manual.

5. The Employer agrees that any Employer Representative who will create E-Verify cases will
complete the E-Verify Tutorial before that individual creates any cases.

a. The Employer agrees that all Employer representatives will take the refresher tutorials when
prompted by E-Verify in order to continue using E-Verify. Failure to complete a refresher tutorial
will prevent the Employer Representative from continued use of E-Verify.

6. The Employer agrees to comply with current Form 1-9 procedures, with two exceptions:

a. If an employee presents a "List B" identity document, the Employer agrees to only accept “List
8" documents that contain a photo. (List B documents identified in 8 C.F.R. § 274a.2(b)(1)(B)) can
be presented during the Form |-9 pracess to establish identity.) If an employee objects to the photo
requirement for religious reasons, the Employer should contact E-Verify at

888-464-4218.

b. If an employee presents a DHS Form I-551 (Permanent Resident Card), Form )-766
(Employment Authorization Document), or U.S. Passport or Passport Card to complete Form |-9,
the Employer agrees to make a photocopy of the document and to retain the photocopy with the
employee’s Form [-9. The Employer will use the pholocopy to verify the photo and to assist DHS
with its review of photo mismatches that employees contest. DHS may in the future designate
other documents that activate the photo screening tool.

Note: Subject only to the exceptions noted previously in this paragraph, employees still retain the right
to present any List A, or List B and List C, document(s) to complete the Form I-9.

7. The Employer agrees to record the case verification number on the employee's Form |-8 or to print
the screen containing the case verification number and attach it to the employee's Form 1-9.

8. The Employer agrees that, although it participates in E-Verify, the Employer has a responsibility to
complete, retain, and make available for inspection Forms -2 that relate to its employees, or from other
requirements of applicable regulations or laws, including the obligation to comply with the
antidiscrimination requirements of section 2748 of the INA with respect to Form {-9 procedures.

a. The following modified requirements are the only exceptions to an Employer's obligation to not
employ unauthorized workers and comply with the anti-discrimination provision of the INA: (1) List B
identity documents must have photos, as described in paragraph 6 above; (2) When an Employer
confirms the identity and employment eligibility of newly hired employee using E-Verify procedures,
the Employer establishes a rebuttable presumption that it has not violated section 274A(a)(1)(A} of
the Immigration and Nationality Act {INA) with respect to the hiring of that employee; (3) If the
Employer receives a final nonconfirmation for an employee, but continues to employ that person,
the Employer must notify DHS and the Employer is subject 1o a civil money penaity between $550
and $1,100 for each failure to notify DHS of continued employment following a final
nonconfirmation; (4) If the Employer continues to employ an employee after receiving a final
nonconfirmation, then the Employer is subject to a rebuttable presumption that it has knowingly
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employed an unauthorized alien in violation of section 274A(a)(1){(A); and (5) no E-Verify participant
is civilly or criminally liable under any law for any action taken in good faith based on information
provided through the E-Verify.

b. DHS reserves the right to conduct Form 1-9 compliance inspections, as well as any other
enforcement or compliance activity authorized by law, including site visits, to ensure proper use of
E-Verify.

9. The Employer is strictly prohibited from creating an E-Verify case before the employee has been
hired, meaning that a firm offer of employment was extended and accepted and Form [-9 was
completed. The Employer agrees to create an E-Verify case for new employees within three Employer
business days after each employee has been hired (after both Sections 1 and 2 of Form |-9 have been
completed), and to complete as many steps of the E-Verify process as are necessary according to the
E-Verify User Manual. If E-Verify is temporarily unavailable, the three-day time period will be extended
until it is again operational in order to accommodate the Employer's attempting, in good faith, to make
inquiries during the period of unavailability.

10. The Employer agrees not to use E-Verify for pre-employment screening of job applicants, in
support of any unlawful employment practice, or for any other use that this MOU or the E-Verify User
Manual does not authorize.

11. The Employer must use E-Verify for all new employees. The Employer will not verify selectively
and will not verify employees hired before the effective date of this MOU. Employers who are Federal
contractors may qualify for exceptions to this requirement as described in Article 1.8 of this MOU.

12. The Employer agrees to follow appropriate procedures (see Article Ill below) regarding tentative
nonconfimations. The Employer must promptly notify employees in private of the finding and provide
them with the notice and letier containing information specific to the employee’s E-Verify case. The
Employer agrees to provide both the English and the translated notice and letter for employees with
limited English proficiency to employees. The Employer agrees to provide written referral instructions
to employees and instruct affected employees to bring the English copy of the letter to the SSA. The
Employer must allow employees to contest the finding, and not take adverse action against employees
if they choose to contest the finding, while their case Is still pending. Further, when employees contest
a tentative nonconfirmation based upon a photo mismatch, the Employer must take additional steps
(see Article I1}.B. below) to contact DHS with information necessary to resolve the challenge.

13. The Employer agrees not to take any adverse action against an employee based upon the
employee's perceived employment eligibility status while SSA or DHS is processing the verification
request unless the Employer obtains knowledge (as defined in 8 C.F.R. § 274a.1(1)) that the employee
is not work autharized. The Employer understands that an initial inability of the SSA or DHS automated
verification system to verify work authorization, a tentative nonconfirmation, a case in continuance
(indicating the need for additional time for the government to resolve a case), or the finding of a photo
mismatch, does not establish, and should not be interpreted as, evidence that the employee is not work
authorized. In any of such cases, the employee must be provided a full and fair opportunity to contest
the finding, and if he or she does so, the employee may not be terminated or suffer any adverse
employment consequences based upon the employee’s perceived employment eligibility status

(including denying, reducing, or extending work hours, delaying or preventing training, requiring an
employee to work in poorer conditions, withholding pay, refusing to assign the employee to a Federal
contract or other assignment, or otherwise assuming that he or she is unauthorized to work) until and
unless secondary verification by SSA or DHS has been completed and a final nonconfirmation has
been issued. If the employee does not choose to contest a tentative nonconfirmation or a photo
mismatch or if a secondary verification is completed and a final noncenfirmation is issued, then the
Employer can find the employee is not work authorized and terminate the employee's employment.
Employers or employees with questions about a final nonconfirmation may call E-Verify at 1-888-464-

14. The Employer agrees to comply with Title Vil of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and section 2748 of
the INA as applicable by not discriminating uniawfully against any individual in hiring, firing,
employment eligibility verification, or recruitment or referral practices because of his or her national
origin or citizenship status, or by committing discriminatory documentary practices. The Employer
understands that such illegal practices can include selective verification or use of E-Verify except as
provided in part D below, or discharging or refusing to hire employees because they appear or sound
"foreign” or have received tentative nonconfirmations. The Employer further understands that any
violation of the immigration-related unfair employment practices provisions in section 274B of the INA
could subject the Employer to civil penalties, back pay awards, and other sanctions, and violations of
Title VIl could subject the Employer to back pay awards, compensatory and punitive damages.
Violations of either section 274B of the INA or Titie VII may also lead to the termination of its
participation in E-Verify. If the Employer has any questions relating to the anti-discrimination provision,
it should contact OSC at 1-800-255-8155 or 1-800-237-2515 (TDD).

15. The Employer agrees that it will use the information it receives from E-Verify only to confirm the
employment eligibility of employees as authorized by this MOU. The Employer agrees that it will
safeguard this information, and means of access to it (such as PINS and passwords), to ensure that it
is not used for any other purpose and as necessary to protect its confidentiality, including ensuring that
it is not disseminated to any person other than employees of the Employer who are authorized to
perform the Employer's responsibilities under this MOU, except for such dissemination as may be
authorized in advance by SSA or DHS for legitimate purposes.

16. The Employer agrees to notify DHS immediately in the event of a breach of personal information.
Breaches are defined as loss of control or unauthorized access to E-Verify personal data. All
suspected or confirmed breaches should be reported by calling 1-888-464-4218 or via email at
E-Verify@dhs.qov. Please use “Privacy Incident — Password” in the subject line of your email when
sending a breach report to E-Verify.

17. The Employer acknowledges that the information it receives from SSA is governed by the Privacy
Act (5 U.S.C. § 552a(i)(1) and (3)} and the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1306(a)). Any person who
oblains this information under false pretenses or uses it for any purpose other than as provided for in
this MOU may be subject to criminal penalties.

18. The Employer agress to cooperate with DHS and SSA in their compliance monitoring and
evaluation of E-Verify, which includes permitting DHS, SSA, their contractors and other agents, upon
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reasonable notice, to review Forms -9 and other employment records and to interview it and its
employees regarding the Employer’s use of E-Verify, and to respond in a prompt and accurate manner
to DHS requests for information relating to their participation in E-Verify.

18. The Employer shall not make any faise or unauthorized claims or references about its participation
in E-Verify on its website, in advertising materials, or other media. The Employer shall not describe its
services as federally-approved, federally-certified, or federally-recognized, or use language with a
similar intent on its website or other materials provided to the public. Entering into this MOU does not
mean that E-Verify endorses or authorizes your E-Verify services and any claim to that effect is false.

20. The Employer shall not state in its website or other public documents that any language used
therein has been provided or approved by DHS, USCIS or the Verification Division, without first
obtaining the prior written consent of DHS,

21. The Employer agrees that E-Verify trademarks and logos may be used only under license by
DHS/USCIS (see M-795 (Web)) and, other than pursuant to the specific terms of such license, may not
be used in any manner that might imply that the Employer's services, products, websites, or
publications are sponsored by, endorsed by, licensed by, or affiliated with DHS, USCIS, or E-Verify.

22. The Employer understands that if it uses E-Verify procedures for any purpose other than as
authorized by this MOU, the Employer may be subject to appropriate legal action and termination of its
participation in E-Verify according to this MOU.

B. RESPONSIBILITIES OF FEDERAL CONTRACTORS

1. If the Employer is a Federal contractor with the FAR E-Verify clause subject {o the employment
verification terms in Subpart 22.18 of the FAR, it will become familiar with and comply with the most
current version of the E-Verify User Manual for Federal Contractors as well as the E-Verify
Supplemental Guide for Federal Contractors.

2. In addition to the responsibilities of every employer outlined in this MOU, the Employer understands
that if it is a2 Federal contractor subject to the employment verification terms in Subpart 22.18 of the
FAR it must verify the employment eligibility of any “employee assigned to the contract” (as defined in
FAR 22.1801). Once an employee has been verified through E-Verify by the Employer, the Employer
may not create a second case for the employee through E-Verify.

a. An Employer that is not enrolled in E-Verify as a Federal contractor at the time of a contract
award must enroll as a Federal contractor in the E-Verify program within 30 calendar days of
contract award and, within 80 days of enroliment, begin to verify employment eligibility of new hires
using E-Verify.

c. Federal contractors that are institutions of higher education (as defined at 20 U.S.C. 1001(a)),
state or [ocal governments, governments of Federally recognized Indian tribes, or sureties
performing under a takeover agreement entered into with a Federal agency under a performance
bond may choose to only verify new and existing employees assigned {o the Federal contract. Such
Federal contractors may, however, elect to verify all new hires, and/or all existing employees hired
after November 6, 1986. Employers in this category must begin verification of employees assigned
to the contract within 90 calendar days after the date of enroliment or within 30 days of an
employee’s assignment to the contract, whichaever date is later.

d. Upon enroliment, Employers who are Federal contractors may elect to verify employment
eligibility of all existing employees working in the United States who were hired after November 6,
1986, instead of verifying only those employees assigned to a covered Federal contract.

ii. The employee's basis for wark authorization as attested in Section 1 has expired or
changed, or

iii. The Form I-9 contains no SSN or is otherwise incomplete.
Note: If Section 1 of Form I-9 is otherwise valid and up-to-date and the form otherwise complies with
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Article 11.C.5, but reflects documentation (such as a U.S. passport or Form 1-551) that expired after
completing Form 1-9, the Employer shall not require the production of additional documentation, or use
the photo screening tool described in Article II.A.5, subject to any additional or superseding instructions
that may be provided on this subject in the E-Verify User Manual.

g. The Employer agrees nat to require a second verification using E-Verify of any assigned
employee who has previously been verified as a newly hired employee under this MOU or to
authorize verification of any existing employee by any Employer that is not 2 Federal contractor
based on this Article.

3. The Employer understands that if it is a Federal contractor, its compliance with this MOU is a
performance requirement under the terms of the Federal contract or subcontract, and the Employer
consents to the release of information relating to compliance with its verification responsibilities under
this MOU to contracting officers or other officials authorized to review the Employer's compliance with
Federal contracting requirements.

C. RESPONSIBILITIES OF SSA

1. S5A agrees to allow DHS to compare data provided by the Employer against SSA’s database. SSA

sends DHS confirmation that the data sent either matches or does not match the information in SSA's
database,

2. SSA agrees to safeguard the information the Employer provides through E-Verify procedures. SSA
also agrees to limit access to such information, as is appropriate by law, to individuals responsible for
the verification of Social Security numbers or responsible for evaluation of E-Verify or such other
persons or entities who may be authorized by SSA as governed by the Privacy Act (5 U.S.C. § 552a),
the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1306(a)), and SSA regulations (20 CFR Part 401).

3. SS8A agrees to provide case results from its database within three Federal Government work days of
the initial inquiry.

DHS agrees to provide the Employer names, titles, addresses, and telephone
numbers of DHS representatives to be contacted during the E-Verify process.

3. DHS agrees to provide to the Employer with access to E-Verify training materials as well as an
E-Verify User Manual that contain instructions on E-Verify policies, procedures, and requirements for
both SSA and DHS, including restrictions on the use of E-Verify.

4. DHS agrees to train Employers on all important changes made to E-Verify through the use of
mandatory refresher tutorials and updates to the E-Verify User Manual. Even without changes to
E-Verify, DHS reserves the right to require employers to take mandatory refresher tutorials.

5. DHS agrees to provide to the Employer a notice, which indicates the Employer's participation in
E-Verify. DHS also agrees to provide to the Employer anti-discrimination notices issued by the Office of
Special Counsel for Immigration-Related Unfair Employment Practices (0SC), Civil Rights Division,
U.S. Department of Justice.

6. DHS agrees to issue each of the Employer's E-Verify users a unique user identification number and
password that permits them to log in to E-Verify.

7. DHS agrees to safeguard the information the Employer provides, and to limit access to such
information to individuals responsible for the verification pracess, for evaluation of E-Verify, or to such
other persons or entities as may be authorized by applicable [aw. Information will be used only to verify
the accuracy of Social Security numbers and employment eligibility, to enforce the INA and Federal
criminal laws, and to administer Federal contracting requirements.

8. DHS agrees to provide a means of automated verification that provides (in conjunction with SSA
verification procedures) confirmation or tentative nonconfirmation of employees' employment eligibility
within three Federal Government work days of the initial inquiry.

8. DHS agrees to provide a means of secondary verification (including updaling DHS records) for
employees who contest DHS tentative nonconfirmations and photo mismatch tentative
nonconfimations. This provides final confirmation or nonconfirmation of the employees' employment
eligibility within 10 Federal Government work days of the date of referral to DHS, unless DHS
determines that more than 10 days may be necessary. In such cases, DHS wili provide additional
verification instructions.

ARTICLE Hli
REFERRAL OF INDIVIDUALS TO SSA AND DHS

A. REFERRAL TO SSA

1. If the Employer receives a tentative nonconfimnation issued by SSA, the Employer must print the
notice as directed by E-Verify. The Employer must promptly notify employees in private of the finding

and provide them with the notice and letter containing information specific to the employee's E-Verify
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case. The Employer also agrees to provide both the English and the translated notice and letter for
employees with limited English proficiency to employees. The Employer agrees to provide written
referral instructions to employees and instruct affected employees to bring the English copy of the letter
to the SSA.

3. After a tentative nonconfirmation, the Employer will refer employees to SSA field offices only as
directed by E-Verify. The Employer must record the case verification number, review the employee
information submitted to E-Verify to identify any errors, and find out whether the employee contests the
tentative nonconfirmation. The Employer will transmit the Social Security number, or any other
corrected employee information that SSA requests, to SSA for verification again if this review indicates
a need to do so.

4. The Employer will instruct the employee to visit an SSA office within eight Federal Government work
days. SSA will electsonically transmit the result of the referral to the Employer within 10 Federal
Government work days of the referral unless it determines that more than 10 days is necessary.

5. While waiting for case results, the Employer agrees to check the E-Verify system regularly for case
updates.

6. The Employer agrees not to ask the employee to obtain a printout from the Social Security
Administration number database (the Numident) or other written verification of the SSN from the SSA.

B. REFERRAL TO DHS

1. if the Employer receives a tentative nonconfirmation issued by DHS, the Employer must promptly
notify employees in private of the finding and provide them with the notice and letter containing
information specific to the employee's E-Verify case. The Employer also agrees to provide both the
English and the translated notice and letter for employees with limited English proficiency to
employees. The Employer must allow employees to contest the finding, and not take adverse action
against employees if they choose to contest the finding, while their case is still pending.

2. The Employer agrees to obtain the employee's response about whether he or she will contest the
tentative nonconfirmation as soon as possible after the Employer receives the tentative

3. The Employer agrees to refer individuals to DHS only when the employee chooses to contest a
tentative nonconfirmation.

employee to contact DHS through its toll-free hotline (as found on the referral letter) within eight
Faderal Government work days.

5. If the Employer finds a photo mismatch, the Employer must provide the photo mismatch tentative
nonconfirmation notice and follow the instructions outlined in paragraph 1 of this section for ientative
nonconfirmations, generally.

6. The Employer agrees that if an employee contests a tentative nonconfiration based upon a photo
mismatch, the Employer will send a copy of the employee’s Form |-551, Form [-766, U.S. Passport, or
passport card to DHS for review by:

a. Scanning and uploading the document, or
b. Sending a photocopy of the document by express mail (furnished and paid for by the employer).

7. The Employer understands that if it cannot determine whether there is a photo match/mismatch, the
Employer must forward the employes's documentation to DHS as described in the preceding
paragraph.

8. DHS will electronically transmit the result of the referral to the Employer within 10 Federal
Government work days of the referral unless it determines that more than 10 days is necessary.

8. While waiting for case results, the Employer agrees to check the E-Verify system regularly for case
updates.

ARTICLE IV
SERVICE PROVISIONS

A. NO SERVICE FEES

1. SSA and DHS will not charge the Employer for verification services performed under this MOU. The
Employer is responsible for providing equipment needed to make inquiries. To access E-Verify, an
Employer will need a personal computer with Internet access.

ARTICLE V
MODIFICATION AND TERMINATION

A. MODIFICATION

1. This MOU is effective upon the signature of all parties and shall continue in effect for as long as the
SSA and DHS operates the E-Verify program unless moedified in writing by the mutual consent of all
parties.

2. Any and all E-Verify system enhancements by DHS or SSA, including but not limited to E-Verify
checking against additional data sources and instituting new verification policies or procedures, will be
covered under this MOU and will not cause the need for a supplemental MOU that outlines these
changes.
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B. TERMINATION

1. The Employer may terminate this MOU and its participation in E-Verify at any time upon 30 days
prior written notice to the other parties.

2. Notwithstanding Article V, part A of this MOU, DHS may terminate this MOU, and thereby the
Employer’s participation in E-Verify, with or without notice at any time if deemed necessary because of
the requirements of law or policy, or upon a determination by SSA or DHS that there has been a breach
of system integrity or security by the Employer, or a failure on the part of the Employer to comply with
established E-Verify procedures and/or legal requirements. The Employer understands that if it is a
Federal contractor, termination of this MOU by any party for any reason may negatively affect the
performance of its contractual responsibilities. Similarly, the Employer understands that if it is in a state
where E-Verify is mandatory, termination of this by any parly MOU may negatively affect the
Employer's business.

3. An Employer that is a Federal contractor may terminate this MOU when the Federal contract that
requires its participation in E-Verify is terminated or completed. In such cases, the Federal contractor
must provide written notice to DHS. If an Employer that is a Federal contractor fails to provide such
notice, then that Employer will remain an E-Verify participant, will remain bound by the terms of this
MOU that apply to non-Federal contractor participants, and will be required to use the E-Verify
procedures to verify the employment eligibility of all newly hired employees.

4. The Employer agrees that E-Verify is not liable for any losses, financial or otherwise, if the Employer
is terminated from E-Verify.

ARTICLE VI
PARTIES

A. Some or all SSA and DHS responsibilities under this MOU may be performed by contractor(s), and
S8A and DHS may adjust verification responsibilities between each other as necessary. By separate
agreement with DHS, SSA has agreed to perform its responsibilities as described in this MOU.

B. Naothing in this MOU is intended, or should be construed, to create any right or benefit, substantive
or procedural, enforceable at law by any third party against the United States, its agencies, officers, or
employees, or against the Employer, its agents, officers, or employees.

C. The Employer may not assign, directly or indirectly, whether by operation of law, change of control or
merger, all or any part of its rights or obligations under this MOU without the prior written consent of
DHS, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld or delayed. Any attempt to sublicense, assign,
or transfer any of the rights, duties, or obligations herein is void.

D. Each party shall be solely responsible for defending any claim or action against it arising out of or
related to E-Verify or this MOU, whether civit or criminal, and for any liability wherefrom, including (but
not limited to) any dispute between the Employer and any other person or entity regarding the
applicability of Section 403(d) of IIRIRA to any action taken or allegedly taken by the Employer.

E. The Employer understands that its participation in E-Verify is not confidential information and may be
disclosed as authorized or required by law and DHS or SSA policy, including but not limited to,
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E-Verify &%

Congressional oversight, E-Verify publicity and media inquiries, determinations of compliance with
Federal contractual requirements, and responses to inquiries under the Freedom of Information Act
(FOIA).

The Employer understands that any inaccurate
statement, representation, data or other information provided to DHS may subject the Employer, its
subcontractors, its employees, or its representatives to: (1) prosecution for false statements pursuvant to
18 U.S.C. 1001 and/or; {2) immediate termination of its MOU and/ar; (3) possible debarment or
suspension.

G. The foregoing constitutes the full agreement on this subject between DHS and the Employer.

A. General

The Design-Build firm shall be responsible for plan production. Any construction initiated by the Design-
Build firm prior to receiving approval from the City shall be at the sole risk of the Design-Build firm.

B. Scope of Work

An exhibit is attached {Appendix A) showing the proposed Concept Plan for this work. The Design Build
firm will be responsible for installing one Tideflex valve (Manufactured by Red Valve, or equal) on the
existing storm line, as well as installing a new manhole. The City’s GIS does not show this pipe segment,
but Survey has indicated that it is a 24" RCP. This is to be confirmed by the Design Build firm. The new
manhole can be installed as a doghouse manhole. Repairs to return the right-of-way to its pre-
construction condition are also to be included in this proposal.

C. Location of Proposed Improvements

The proposed project location is on Palmer Avenue, near the dead end at the south end of the street. A

1. Program

By the end of third grade, an alarming number of children~-about 65 percent nationwide and
more than 75 percent from low-income families—are not reading at grade level. Research tells
us that the third-grade marker is pivotal; by third grade, reading struggles are strongly linked ta
later school difficulties, as well as behavioral problems, depression, and/or negative peer
relationships. Equally distressing, research indicates that 74 percent of children whose reading
skills are less than sufficient by third grade have a drastically reduced likelihood of graduating
from high school. As a result, these children are unlikely to develop the skills essential for
participating fully in this knowledge-based economy and for experiencing life success.

In response to this important research, over the last decade, states, cities, and communities
have rallied to boost 3™ grade reading outcomes. At a national level, the Campaign for Grade-
Level Reading launched in 300+ communities, and birth to 8 initiatives across states and
communities proliferated nation-wide. Private-public partnerships in states and communities
became a new vehicle for major investments in boosting early literacy rates. School districts
organized for instruction that would prepare studenis for college and career opportunities and
today's knowledge-based economy. And as a field, we have even witnessed legislative action
around 3™ grade reading levels; some states crafted policy to provide supports for third graders
below grade leve!, others legislated grade retention for those students, and some even passed
legislation for screening to identify young, at-risk readers.

In October 2020, a team of Jacksonville literacy leaders participated in the Lectio institute. Their
institute work focused on analyzing and enhancing the conditions for the community's Grade-
Level Reading (GLR) Campaign as well as identifying priority areas to support the Campaign's
reboot and formal launch of its next phase, set for Fall, 2021. During the institute, the team
examined their work within the community-wide context, with an eye towards enhanced
coordination and leadership across the Jacksonville network, for greater impact overall.

Since the institute, the team has continued to make progress on this strategic work. Notably,
they have shared their findings with a group of key community stakehalders, rebranded the
Campaign, and articulated a more clearly defined Campaign direction—particularly with respect
to its focal area and target population. The next level of work for the campaign is to develop
common goals and strategies that our entire community will own, to help track our progress
towards positive results and move the needle for our most vulnerable students.

We know
that isolated action, no matter how great or innovative within an individual organization, school
or classroom, will not create the kind of change, impact and long-term outcomes that students in
our community need. [t will require a coordinated collaboration and alignment to put Duval
County’s children and youth on the pathway to success.

Partner Convenings:

JPEF will designate a staff member to coordinate the Steering Committe of the Grade Level
Reading Campaign, including monthly meetings, and to coordinate supplementary meetings
among implementation staff at partner organizations. This includes scheduling meetings,
providing needed materials and managing appropriate follow-up to help drive the work forward
and on track, based on decisions made by the Steering Committee. JPEF will bring K-12
education, partner convening and community engagement expertise.

Broad Public Awareness Campaign and Campaign Momentum;

Communications help both drive and suppert JPEF's work, building awareness of the evidence-
based solutions JPEF is advancing with the community and key stakeholders and partners. This
includes developing a robust content marketing strategy, managing ongoing digita! and print
communications, mobilizing media partners, publishing and disseminating data and research
findings via the website, on social media, in photos, graphics and vides. This also includes
powering JPEF campaigns.

While data review to further define the goals and appropriate strategy and tactics of the Grade
Level Reading Campaign are forthcoming, JPEF views its experience in powering local
education campaigns as vital and important to this urgent effort. To help power the campaign,
JPEF envisions enlisting its Director of Advocacy and Communications to provide strategic
leadership in creating broad public awareness and campaign momentum, and enlisting more
junior staff members to provide dedicated capacity to help ensure the success of the Grade
Reading campaign, including implementing effective marketing strategies to engage the
community, partners, the media and additional funding supporters.

Summary of campaigns led by JPEF:.

» Through the ONE by ONE campaign beginning in 2011, JPEF enlisted volunteers to
hold almost 200 cemmunity conversations with 1,600 people to define the community’'s
priorities for public education, which were then ratified by more than 2,000 additional
community members and adopted by Duval County Public Schools.

¢ Conducted a benchmark analysis of 10 cornmunity mobilization models nationwide to
identify best practices and collaborated with local stakeholders to create a Jacksonville
strategy in 2010,

o Secured and managed a budget of $350,000 in grants and sponsorships from
corporations, foundations, and private donors exclusively for the citywide mobilization





effort to empower local citizens to define a shared vision for high-quality K12 public
education.

Established partnerships with non-profit, faith-based and cultural organizations, local
businesses, and universities; elected officials, district and other community {eaders.
Facilitated the production of the One in Three: Let's Solve Our Dropout Crisis photo
exhibit, featuring the stories of 20 lacal youth that attracted 75,000 viewers.

Enlisted media partners that resulted in a broad array of broadcast and print media
stories surrounding the campaign effort.

Secured an endorsement from the Corporation for Public Broadcasting American
Graduate Initiative and parinered with local media to develop a documentary about the
campaign.

JPEF also peppered the city with ONE by ONE campaign billboards, thousands of yard signs
and other campaign collateral.

g

More recently, JPEF mobilized a campaign around the ¥ Penny Sales Tax Referendum
which helped ensure the voters passed a half penny for school facilities by a wide
margin ~ 67 percent - with one of the largest voter turnouts in recent history. Leveraging
JPEF's historical relationships in the community, as well as the professional capacity of
our staff in communications, community mobilization and research, JPEF led a six-
month campaign to get the word out about the need for a ‘yes’ vote on the referendum.
The ONE by ONE calls reached more than 22,000 people via Zoom and Facebook with
a message about why voters should support the half- penny.
JPEF published two research briefs on the issue of school facilities, one highlighting how
school facilities influence student learning, and another that described the funding
landscape for school facilities. The briefs formed the basis of media outreach, advocacy,
and messaging.
With more than 10 years as a trusted community resource on education issues, JPEF
represented an important voice in supporting the referendurn. JPEF leveraged our
significant audiences through our website, social media and emall list to help inform the
community on the issue. A few examples include:
JPEF's webpage about the half-penny had 4,800-page views between March and
November 2020, largely driven by voters searching for information about the
referendum.
JPEF used our significant following on social media to promote a message of support for
the half-penny. We published more than 280 messages in support between June and
November, with the message reaching local residents more than 94,000 times,
according to Facebook Insights.
JPEF led a significant communications effort to our email list, which includes more than
11,000 local community leaders and education advocates,
JPEF's independent voice, advocacy and research were highly sought by the media,
leading to significant positive coverage for the half-penny for schools across nearly every
major media outlet in Jacksonville.
As Election Day approached, JPEF turned our energy toward reeruiting volunteers for
key actions including phone banking, placing yard signs, finding locations for large signs
for commercial properties, sign waving and spreading the word on social media. JPEF
served as a distribution site for yard signs and car ¢lings, and helped get out the word





about the yard sign distribution event in which more than 4,000-yard signs were given
out.

 In September and October, we were able to engage volunteers to spend evenings
making phone bank calls with us to get out the vote for the half- penny. Together, we
were able to make over 4,000 dials (4,038).
