THIS AGREEMENT is entered into by and between the Manatee County School District, hereinafter “District” and
Playmore West, Inc., “Contractor”.

WITNESSETH, that the District and the Contractor in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein agree
as follow:

The Work: Contractor shall perform and render all services as prescribed and required by the Instructions to

Contract Term: The term of this Agreement shall be from September 1, 2020_through August 31, 2023 . Any
deviation from the awarded contract period or cancellation of any item(s) awarded may result in your company
being barred from doing business with the School District of Manatee County, in accordance with School
District Policies and Procedures. Multi-year contracts will automatically renew for one (1) year periods during
the initial contract period above, unless the District notifies the supplier of intent to rebid or negotiate new
terms ninety (S0) days prior to the contract anniversary date.

All disputes are to be resoived in Manatee County, Florida by binding Arbitration before the
American Arbitration Association or other mutually agreed and similar forum. The costs of such dispute will
be borne by the individual party.

THIS EVENT PARTNERSHIP AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is made and entered into on
this day of , 2021 (the “Effective Date”}, by and between the CITY
OF JACKSONVILLE, a consolidated municipal and county political subdivision duly organized
and validly existing under the laws of the State of Florida (the “City”), whose address is c/o Office
of Sports and Entertainment, 214 North Hogan Street, 4™ Floor, Jacksonville, Florida 32202, and
DOWNTOWN VISION, INC., a 501(c)(6) non-profit corporation authorized to transact business
in Florida and with its principal offices at 214 North Hogan Street, STE 120, Jacksonville, FL
32202 (“DVI™).

WHEREAS, City is host to the Jax River Jams Concert Series to be held in downtown Jacksonville
(the “Event”) and owns all rights to said Event and DVI is the 501(c)(6) non-profit business
improvement district for Downtown Jacksonville with the mission to create and support a vibrant
Downtown and promote Downtown as an exciting place to live, work, visit, and invest; and

WHEREAS, in furtherance of that mission, DVI provides programs and services that align with
the mission, vision, and priorities for Downtown Jacksonville as described in the CITY’s
Downtown Community Redevelopment Plans and Business Investment Strategy.

WHEREAS, in recognition of DVI'S unique expertise and relationship to the CITY
concerning the shared goal of maintaining, enhancing, marketing, and programming
Downtown Jacksonville, Section 28.103, Ordinance Code authorizes the Director of the
Department of Parks, Programming, and Community Services to execute agreements
with DVI to support activities related to the activities, programs, and services set forth
in Section 55.117, Ordinance Code; and

WHEREAS, as authorized by Section 28.103, Ordinance Code, the CITY desires to enter
into this Partnership agreement with DVI for the collaborative production of the Jax
River Jams Outdoor Concert Series (the “SERIES”), a large-scale outdoor concert
occurring on four dates in Downtown Jacksonville;





IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual obligations set forth herein and other good and valuable
consideration the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, it is mutually understood and agreed
as follows:

The recitals set forth above are accurate, correct, and true and are incorporated herein by
this reference.

DVI and COJ shall deliver and otherwise perform its activities in accordance with the
Terms of Agreement in Exhibit A. No other rights or benefits will be provided to DVI
without City’s express prior written consent.

DVI has reviewed and agrees that at all times during the Event it shall comply with the
following provisions of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code, as applicable: (i) the public
safety standards (Section 191.113); (ii) the emergency medical services requirements
(Section 119.114); (iii) the public safety, personal security, and property safety regulations
(Section 191.115); and, (iv) the standards for sanitary facilities (Section 191.117). Supplier
further agrees that it will comply at all times with all applicable federal, state, and
municipal laws and shall not in any way subject the City to liability or exposure for failure
to adhere to the same.

DV1 hereby represents, warrants, and agrees that all Supplier-provided trademarks and/or
logos to be used in accordance with Exhibit A do not infringe the trademarks, trade names,
or other such rights of any third party. Supplier acknowledges City is subject to Chapter
119, Florida Statutes (the Florida Public Records Law) and Section 286.011, Florida
Statutes (the Florida Sunshine Law), as they apply to this Agreement.

City will provide limited roving security for the duration of the Event. However, said
security is for City's sole benefit and as such, City may, in its sole discretion, make changes
in the provision thereof from time to time without notification to Supplier. City agrees to
facilitate additional security if requested by Supplier so long as Supplier agrees to pay in
advance the costs of such additional security for the Event.

If the Event does not take place due to circumstances that are not reasonably foreseeable
or that are outside the City’s reasonable control, such occurrence shall constitute a force
majeure event. Examples of force majeure events include, but are not limited Lo, acts of
God, epidemic, pandemic, war, riots, strikes, lockouts, labor troubles, protests, civil unrest,
inability to procure materials, failure of power, restrictive governmental laws, regulations,

or actions, insurrection, the act, failure to act, or default of the other party, any threat to
public safety and/or individuals present at the Event, or any other force majeure event
beyond City’s reasonable control, excluding the unavailability of funds or financing (each,
individually, a “Force Majeure Event”). Upon the occurrence of a Force Majeure Event,
the parties shall be released from all obligations under this Agreement that do not
specifically survive its termination. If the Event is cancelled for a Force Majeure Event,
this Agreement shall be terminated, the parties’ obligations hereunder will be fully
excused, and each party shall bear its own costs incurred in connection with this
Agreement.

Supplier agrees to the indemnification provisions and obligations contained in Exhibit B,
attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.

Supplier
shall not transfer, pledge, assign, or convey its interest in this Agreement or any part hereof
without City’s prior written consent. Supplier’s attendance at the Event is for the sole
purpose of promoting small businesses. Supplier shall not bring any additional marketing
partners or sponsors or any third party marketing or promotional materials to the Event.
Assignment or transfer by Supplier of this Agreement or any part hereof in violation of this
section shall be grounds for immediate termination of this Agreement without liability to
Supplier or any third party.

The parties agree that informal communications relating to day-to-day Event planning and
coordination activities shall be exchanged between Supplier’s contact and City’s Division
of Sports and Entertainment’s contact identified in Exhibit A, and that such informal
communications will be by email or other efficient means.
