The Jax Journey Project is in agreement with the Office of Grants & Contract Compliance piggybacking
RFP P-46-17, Contract #10167-03, which will allow NLP Logix, LLC to perform a data analysis project for
the Safe & Thriving Communities Grant.

Community Assessment

In cooperation with the City of Jacksonville’s Office of Grants & Compliance, Jax Journey and the Office of Juvenile
Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJIDP), NLP Logix has been commissioned to perform analysis and research that
contribute to a community assessment of the local juvenile justice and youth violence landscape. This will involve
participation in Safe and Thriving Communities grant working groups.
