Please be advised thal the Department of Public Works has reviewed the cost proposal from
Archer Western Contractors, LLC (Archer Wester) for enhancements to the planned Cole Road
Bridge. Archer Waestern is currently under contract with the FDOT (Contract # E2U48) for the
replacement of the Cole Road Bridge. The City seeks to fund enhancements to this FDOT project,
including (a) the addition of a pedestrian access across the bridge and (b) the addition of
"Welcome to Jacksonville” signage comparable to that on the Old St. Augustine Rd. bridge over I-
85 near the City's southern boundary. The enhancemenis contemplated with this award include
widening of the proposed FDOT Cole Road bridge over [-95 and promote connectively that
currently does not exist. As part of a mobility plan for the JIA CRA, this is an important
connection, If the enhancements described above are not completed as a part of the FDOT
project, there will not be a practical, cost feasible way to provide the needed pedestrian
connectively and signage. Discussions with FDOT have revealed that FDOT is unable to make the
enhancements under its contract with Archer Western due to extensive administrative delays that
would be required in order to make such an addition. Accordingly, in order for these project
enhancements to be made, the City must enter into a contract with Archer Western allowing it to
make payments directly to Archer Western for these enhancements to this existing project. FDOT
has indicated agreement with such an approach. It is in the City's best interest to award this work
to Archer Western Contractors, LLC.

Accordingly, this it'to recommend award approval for Cole Road Bridge Improvements to Archer
Western Contractors, LLC, 4343 Anchor Plaza Parkway, Suite 155, Tampa, FL 33634, for the
Design Build GMP amount of $2,274,886.50.

The Florida Department of Transportation (Department) has issued this Request for Proposal (RFP) to solicit - .
competitive bids and proposals from Proposers for the design and construction of operational improvements
to the existing northern interchange at 1-95 and 1-295 located in Duval County, Florida.

Any changes to requirements of the RFP by a Design-Build Firm must be approved by the Department
through the Alternative Technical Concept (ATC) Process, as described herein, prior to the information cut-
off date. For this Project, the Department considers the following to be requirements of the Project that are
not to be changed by the Design-Build Firms:

¢ Minimum Pavement Design (Appendix F)
¢ Pond Locations (Appendix G), except in cases where an alternate pond location is necessary

to accommodate a horizontal alignment change in an approved ATC and the alternate pond
location is approved in conjunction with the ATC

Overview

The scope of work includes all investigation, design, permitting, coordination, final approved construction
documents, and construction activities necessary for the construction of operational improvements to the
existing interchange at 1-95 and 1-295 and additional improvements specified herein. The anticipated
project limits along 1-295 extend from Biscayne Boulevard (Section 72001; milepost 33.8) to Pulaski
Road (Section 72002; milepost 1.9). The anticipated project limits along 1-95 extend from Little Cedar
Creek (Section 72290; milepost 1.3) to Airport Road (Section 72290; milepost 3.8). The following
sections describe the general work scope of the project. Additional requirements are listed in this RFP and
the Volume I Appendices.

The Department, under separate contract, has produced preliminary Concept Plans for this project. The
Concept Plans are included in Volume II of this RFP (Reference Documents) are and supplied to the
Design-Build Firm for informational purposes only. The Design-Build Firm, as Engineer of Record, is -
responsible for providing all final approved construction documents. In addition to final construction
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documents, the Design-Build Firm shall provide and furnish all construction activities, utility
coordination, tolls, equipment, supervision, labor, materials, rentals, subcontractors, profit, overhead, and
any other costs related to the project. The Concept Plans do not comply with all requirements of this
RFP.

The section of 1-295 included in this project is divided into two segments, each of which is a north-south
route. The segment west of [-95 is designated the 1-295 West Beltway, and the segment east of 1-95 is
designated 1-295 East Beltway. For clarity in communication, the eastbound and westbound directions of
travel are used to describe [-295 throughout this RFP and Attachments with the exception of bridge
names, which use the northbound and southbound directions of travel for consistency with the route
direction and existing Bridge Management System information.

Roadway

The Design-Build Firm shall construct the proposed roadway improvements in accordance with the
Horizontal Layout in Appendix G or a Department approved ATC. This includes, but is not limited to,
full reconstruction, widening, milling and resurfacing, and/or removal of existing facilities as required by
design.

The Design-Build Firm shall construct safety improvements at the Airport Road loop ramp as depicted in
Appendix R. '

The roadway and bridge geometry associated with this project shall be designed to accommodate a
potential future lane configuration on [-295 consisting of the following:

e Four lanes in each direction (exclusive of auxiliary lanes) west of Sta. 247+00, with the two
inside lanes separated from the two outside lanes by a minimum of a 4-ft. wide paved buffer
(paved buffer may be reduced to 2-ft. from Sta. 189+00 to Sta. 211+00, inclusive of transitions).

e Three lanes in each direction (exclusive of auxiliary lanes) east of Sta. 247+00, with the inside
lane separated from the two outside lanes by a minimum of a 4-ft. wide paved buffer.

The design shall accommodate construction of the future typical section without reconstruction of the
mainline travel lanes, ramps, or ramp terminals and without the need for additional Design Variations or
Exceptions. ’

The reconstruction of Ramp B shall be completed prior to March 27, 2018.
Structures
New bridge crossings shall be constructed as required by the approved horizontal layout (corresponding

to either the Horizontal Layout in Appendix G or a Department approved ATC). The Horizontal Layout
in Appendix G incorporates the following new bridge crossings:

¢ Ramp EB over US 17/CSX Railroad (Bridge No. 720837)

e Ramp EN Flyover over [-95/1-295/Ramp SE/Ramp ES/Ramp WN/Ramp NW (Bridge No.
720840)

e Ramp WS Flyover over [-95/1-295/Ramp SE/Ramp ES/Ramp WN (Bridge No. 720841)

The Design-Build Firm shall design and construct the replacement of the following existing bridges:
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1-295 NB over CSX Railroad and US 17 (Bridge No. 720126) [Proposed Bridge No. 720836
[-295 SB over CSX Railroad and US 17 (Bridge No. 720286) [Proposed Bridge No. 720836]
[-295 NB over [-95 (Bridge No. 720342) [Proposed Bridge No. 720838]

[-295 SB over [-95 (Bridge No. 720232) [Proposed Bridge No. 720839]

Cole Road over [-95 (Bridge No. 720233) [Proposed Bridge No. 720842]

The following existing bridge culverts will require lengthening if impacted by the design:

e 1-295 over Picket Branch (Bridge No. 720384)
e 1295 over Little Cedar Creek (Bridge No. 720405)

All existing bridges and bridge culverts not incorporated into the Horizontal Layout in Appendix G or a
Department approved ATC shall be completely removed and disposed of by the Design-Build Firm.

Noise walls shall be constructed at the locations detailed on the Horizontal Layout in Appendix G.

Miscellaneous structures for drainage, lighting, signing, signalization, and ITS features shall be
constructed as required by design.

If required for Maintenance of Traffic, the Department will furnish the superstructure components for an
Acrow 700 Series temporary detour bridge. Superstructure components will be supplied for a maximum
bridge length of 230-ft g ay widih, Ths : il
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design and consiruction re ervis 120 by Acrow.  An asphalt overlay shall be applied to the
full width of the bridge deck prior to opening the temporary _bridge to traffic. The Design-Build
Firm will be responsible for complete removal of the asphalt overlay prior to returning the bridge
components to the Department.

Drainage

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for drainage and stormwater treatment design meeting all
project requirements. All systems will be designed to meet the typical and customary Department
standard level of maintenance.

All stormwater management ponds shall be designed and permitted for the ultimate condition on I-95 and
1-295 as documented in the Department’s permit application.

Geotechnical

The Department, under separate contract, has produced soil borings. The soil borings are included in
Volume II of this RFP and are supplied to the Design-Build Firm for informational purposes only. The
Design-Build Firm is responsible for its own geotechnical investigation, reporting, and implementation.

Based on the existing geotechnical conditions and previous experience within the project limits, the
potential for a significant amount of ground settlement exists throughout the project limits. The Design-
Build Firm shall be responsible for evaluating the settlement potential at all locations affected by the
proposed improvements and implementing ground improvement techniques to minimize the amount of
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long term settlement in accordance with the requirements outlined in Section VI.C of this RFP. The use
of lightweight geofoam fill as a means to reduce the anticipated settlements is not permitted.

Traffic Control

The Design-Build Firm will be responsible for developing an acceptable Traffic Control Plan (TCP) and
executing it accordingly.

Utilities

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for determining, through the use of non-destructive means,
both the horizontal and vertical location of all existing utilities above and below ground within the project
limits, and for coordinating with the Utility owner(s) for any necessary relocation and/or adjustment of
their utilities through the development of a comprehensive utility work schedule.

The Design-Build Firm shall be required to design, construct, and prepare as-built plans for JEA’s water
and sewer adjustment/relocation work as approved by JEA and the Department. The Design-Build Firm
will be responsible for acquiring all permits required for the utility work. All water and sewer design,
construction, tie-ins to existing water and sewer system, and resolution of conflicts with existing water
and sewer systems shall be in accordance with the current JEA standards and shall be scheduled with, and
coordinated through, the Department and JEA. See section VLD for more details regarding utilities.

The Design-Build Firm shall minimize and, to the greatest extent possible, avoid impacts to existing
utilities within the project limits.

Advance utility coordination information is provided in Volume II for information only.

Right of Wayv

Right of way maps are included in Appendix J. Certain right of way parcels may be acquired by the
Department after award of the Design-Build contract. All right of way parcels are anticipated to be
acquired on or before November 1, 2016. The Design-Build Firm shall account for the anticipated parcel
delivery date in its construction schedule and phasing.

It is the Department’s intent that all Project construction activities be conducted within the Right of Way
identified in the Right of Way maps provided in Appendix J. The Design-Build Firm may submit a
Technical Proposal that requires the acquisition of additional Right of Way if the subject acquisition was
approved during the Alternative Technical Concept (ATC) process. Any Technical Proposal that requires
the acquisition of additional Right of Way will not extend the contract duration as set forth in the Request
for Proposal under any circumstances. The Department will have sole authority to determine whether.the
acquisition of additional Right of Way on the Project is in the Department’s best interest, and the
Department reserves the right to reject the acquisition of additional Right of Way.

If a Design-Build Firm intends to submit a Technical Proposal that requires the acquisition of additional
Right of Way, the Design-Build Firm shall discuss such a proposal with the Department as part of the
ATC process. If a Design-Build Firm submits a Technical Proposal that requires the acquisition of
additional Right of Way and the Design-Build Firm fails to obtain Department approval as part of the
ATC process, then the Department will not consider such aspects of the Proposal during the Evaluation
process. If the Design-Build Firm’s Technical Proposal requires additional Right of Way approved by the
ATC process, the additional Right of Way will be required to be directly acquired by the Department. The
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Design-Build Firm shall submit, along with the Technical Proposal, Right of Way maps and legal
descriptions including area in square feet of any proposed additional Right of Way parcels in the
Technical Proposal. The additional Right of Way will be acquired by the Department in accordance with
all applicable state and federal laws, specifically including but not limited to the Uniform Relocation
Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies for Federal and Federally Assisted Programs (42 USC
Chapter 61) and its implementing regulations. This includes completing a SEIR/NEPA evaluation as
appropriate. All costs concerning the acquisition of additional Right of Way will be borne solely by the
Design-Build Firm. These costs include, but are not limited to consultant acquisition, appraisal services,
court fees, attorney and any expert fees, property cost, etc. The Department will have sole discretion with
respect to the entire acquisition process of the additional Right of Way.

If the Design-Build Firm’s Technical Proposal requires additional Right of Way, the acquisition of any
such Right of Way shall be at no cost to the Department, and all costs associated with securing and
making ready for use such Right of Way for the Project shall be borne solely by the Design-Build Firm as
a part of the Design-Build Firm’s Lump Sum Price Bid. The Department will not advance any funds for
any such Right of Way acquisition and the Design-Build Firm shall bear all risk of delays in the
acquisition of the additional property, regardless of cause or source.

The Department will provide to the successful Design-Build Firm an estimate of all costs related to the
acquisition and use of the additional Right of Way for the project. At the time the Design-Build Firm
returns the executed contract to the Department, the- Design-Build Firm will provide the Department
funds equal to the amount of the Department’s estimate along with a Letter of Credit approved by the
Department in an amount equal to 100% of the Department’s estimate. If additional funds beyond the
Department’s estimate are anticipated, the Design-Build Firm shall be solely responsible for all such costs
and provide the same to the Department upon ten (10) days written notice from the Department. The
Letter of Credit is for the purpose of securing the obligations of the Design-Build Firm with respect to the
acquisition and use of additional Right of Way. The Letter of Credit will be released upon the
Department’s determination that all costs related to the acquisition of and making ready for use of the
additional Right of Way have been satisfied. Any remaining funds provided will be returned to the
Design-Build Firm.

Any additional Right of Way must be acquired prior to the commencement of any construction on or
affecting the subject property. The Design-Build Firm waives any and all rights or claims for information,
compensation, or reimbursement of expenses with respect to the Design-Build Firm’s payment to the
Department for costs associated with the acquisition of the additional Right of Way. The additional Right
of Way cannot be used for any construction activity or other purpose until the Department has issued an
applicable parcel clear letter or a Right of Way Certification for Construction.

If the Department’s attempt to acquire the additional Right of Way is unsuccessful, then the Design-Build
Firm shall provide a design of the Project within existing Right of Way and be required to complete the
Project solely for the Lump Sum Price Bid, with no further monetary or time adjustments arising
therefrom. Under no circumstances will the Department be liable for any increase in either time or money
impacts the Design-Build Firm suffers due to the Design-Build Firm’s proposed acquisition of additional
Right of Way, whether or not the acquisition is successful.

Permitting and Environmental

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for all permitting in accordance with Section VLN of this
RFP. :
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Due to the proximity of the project to the Jacksonville International Airport (JIA), coordination with the
Jacksonville Aviation Authority (JAA) will be required. The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for
all necessary coordination with JAA and the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), including
performing the required Obstruction Evaluation/Airport Airspace Analysis. The Design-Build Firm shall
notify JAA prior to operating cranes or other equipment that may impact the JIA airspace.

Asbestos-containing material surveys have been performed for all existing bridges anticipated to be
impacted by the project. These surveys are provided in Volume II for informational purposes only.

Regulated asbestos-containing materials were not found at these bridges.

Signing & Pavement Marking

The Design-Build Firm will be responsible for developing an acceptable signing & pavement marking
plan and executing it accordingly. Minimum guide sign requirements are provided in Appendix K —
Guide Sign Locations and Requirements. In addition to these gulde sign requirements, the Design-Build
Firm shall provide all additional regulatory, warning, and other signing as required to meet the applicable
criteria.

Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS)

The Design-Build: Firm will be responsible for developing an acceptable integrated ITS plan and
executing it accordingly.

Signalization

The Design-Build Firm will be responsible for developing an acceptable signalization plan and executing
it accordingly. At a minimum, the Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for signalization plans to
address the following signalized intersections:

¢ US 17 at Ramp D and Ramp D2
US 17 at Ramp C1 and Ramp E17

Lighting

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for developing an acceptable lighting plan in accordance with
Department guidelines. The type of lighting (high mast or conventional) used at all locations throughout
the project shall match the existing conditions unless otherwise noted. Temporary lighting to match the
existing lighting levels will be required at all locations where existing lighting is taken out of service.
Provide underdeck lighting in accordance with PPM criteria in all bridge spans crossing roadways.

A. Design-Build Responsibility

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for survey, geotechnical investigation, design, preparation of
all documentation related to the acquisition of all permits not acquired by the Department, preparation of
any and all information required to modify permits acquired by the Department if necessary, maintenance
of traffic, demolition, and construction on or before the Project completion date indicated in the Proposal.
The Design-Build Firm shall coordinate all utility relocations.

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for compliance with Design and Construction Criteria (Section
VI) which sets forth requirements regarding survey, design, construction, and maintenance of traffic
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during construction, requirements relative to Project management, scheduling, and coordination with
other agencies and entities such as state and local government, utilities and the public.

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for reviewing the approved Environmental Document of the
PD&E Study. :

The Design-Build Firm is responsible for coordinating with the District Environmental Office any
engineering information related to Environmental Reevaluations. The Design-Build Firm will not be
compensated for any additional costs or time associated with Reevaluation(s) resulting from proposed design
changes.

The Design-Build Firm may propose changes which differ from the approved Interchange Proposal Report (if
applicable) and/or the Project Development & Environment (PD&E) Study. Proposed changes must be
coordinated through the Department. If changes are proposed to the configuration, the Design-Build Firm
shall be responsible for preparing the necessary analyses and documentation required to satisfy requirements
to obtain approval of the Department and , if applicable, FHWA. The Design-Build Firm shall provide the
required documentation for review and processing. Approved revisions to the configuration may also be
required to be included in the Reevaluation of the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) document or
State  Environmental Impact Report (SEIR) Reevaluations, per Section VIN (Environmental
Services/Permits/Mitigation) of the RFP. The Design-Build Firm will not be compensated for any additional
costs or time resulting from proposed changes.

The Design-Build Firm shall examine the Contract Documents and the site of the proposed work carefully
before submitting a Proposal for the work contemplated and shall investigate the conditions to be
encountered, as to the character, quality, and quantities of work to be performed and materials to be furnished
and as to the requirements of all Contract Documents. Written notification of differing site conditions
discovered during the design or construction phase of the Project will be given to the Department’s Project
Manager.

The Design-Build Firm shall examine boring data, where available, and make their own interpretation of
the subsoil investigations and other preliminary data, and shall base their bid on their own opinion of the
conditions likely to be encountered. The submission of a proposal is prima facie evidence that the Design-
Build Firm has made an examination as described in this provision.

The Design-Build Firm shall demonstrate good Project management practices while working on this
Project. These include communication with the Department and others as necessary, management of time
and resources, and documentation.

The Design-Build Firm will provide Litter Removal and Mowing in accordance with Specification
Section 107 with a 30 day mowing frequency and a 30 day litter removal.

B. Department Responsibility

The Department will provide contract administration, management services, construction engineering
inspection services, environmental oversight, and quality acceptance reviews of all work associated with
the development and preparation of the contract plans, permits, and construction of the improvements.
The Department will provide Project specific information and/or functions as outlined in this document.

In accordance with 23 CFR 636.109 of the FHWA, in a Federal Aid project, the Department shall have
oversight, review, and approval authority of the permitting process.
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The Department will determine the environmental impacts and coordinate with the appropriate agencies
during the preparation of NEPA or SEIR Reevaluations. For federal projects, the Department will
coordinate and process Reevaluations with FHWA.

(IR Schedule of Events.

Below is the current schedule of the events that will take place in the procurement process. The
Department reserves the right to make changes or alterations to the schedule as the Department
determines is in the best interests of the public.

III.  Threshold Requirements.
A. Qualifications

Proposers are required to be pre-qualified in all work types required for the Project. The technical
qualification requirements of Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapter 14-75 and all qualification
requirements of F.A.C. Chapter 14-22, based on the applicable category of the Project, must be satisfied.

B. Joint Venture Firm

Two or more Firms submitting as a Joint Venture must meet the Joint Venture requirements of Section
14-22.007, F.A.C. Parties to a Joint Venture must submit a Declaration of Joint Venture and Power of
Attorney Form No. 375-020-18, prior to the deadline for receipt of Letters of Interest.

If the Proposer is a Joint Venture, the individual empowered by a properly executed Declaration of Joint
Venture and Power of Attorney Form shall execute the proposal. The proposal shall clearly identify who
will be responsible for the engineering, quality control, and geotechnical and construction portions of the
Work.
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C. Price Proposal Guarantee

A Price Proposal guaranty in an amount of not less than five percent (5%) of the total bid amount shall
accompany each Proposer’s Price Proposal. The Price Proposal guaranty may, at the discretion of the
Proposer, be in the form of a cashier’s check, bank money order, bank draft of any national or state bank,
certified check, or surety bond, payable to the Department. The surety on any bid bond shall be a
company recognized to execute bid bonds for contracts of the State of Florida. The Price Proposal
guaranty shall stand for the Proposer’s obligation to timely and properly execute the contract and supply
all other submittals due therewith. The amount of the Price Proposal guaranty shall be a liquidated sum
which shall be due in full in the event of default, regardless of the actual damages suffered. The Price
Proposal guaranty of all Proposers shall be released pursuant to 3-4 of the Division I Design-Build
Specifications. »

D. Pre-Proposal Meeting

Attendance at the pre-proposal meeting is mandatory. Any affirmatively declared proposer failing to
attend will be deemed non-responsive and automatically disqualified from further consideration. The
purpose of this meeting is to provide a forum for the Department to discuss with all concerned parties the
proposed Project, the design and construction criteria, Critical Path Method (CPM) schedule, and method
of compensation, instructions for submitting proposals, Design Exceptions, Design Variations, and other
relevant issues. In the event that any discussions at the pre-proposal meeting require, in the Department's
opinion, official additions, deletions, or clarifications of the Request for Proposal, the Design and
Construction Criteria, or any other document, the Department will issue a written addendum to this
Request for Proposals as the Department determines is appropriate. No oral representations or
discussions, which take place at the pre-proposal meeting, will be binding on the Department. FHWA will
be invited on oversight Projects, in order to discuss the Project in detail and to clarify any concerns.

E. Technical Proposal Page-Turri Meeting

The Department will meet with each Proposer, formally for thirty (30) minutes, for a page-turn meeting.
FHWA will be invited on FA Oversight Projects. The purpose of the page-turn meeting is for the Design-
Build Firm to guide the Technical Review Committee through the Technical Proposal, highlighting
sections within the Technical Proposal that the Design-Build Firm wishes to emphasize. The page-turn
meeting will occur between the date the Technical Proposal is due and the Question and Answer session
occurs, per the Schedule of Events section of this REP. The Department will terminate the page-turn
meeting promptly at the end of the allotted time. The Department will record all or part of the page-turn
meeting. All recordings will become part of the Contract Documents. The page-turn meeting will not
constitute discussions or negotiations. The Design-Build Firm will not be permitted to ask questions of
the Technical Review Committee during the page-turn meeting. An unmodified aerial or map of the
project limits provided by the Design-Build Firm is acceptable for reference during the page-turn
meeting. The unmodified aerial or map may not be left with the Department upon conclusion of the page
turn meeting. Use of other visual aids, electronic presentations, handouts, etc., during the page turn
meeting is expressly prohibited. Upon conclusion of the thirty (30) minutes, the Technical Review
Committee is allowed five (5) minutes to ask questions pertaining to information highlighted by Design-
‘Build Firm. Participation in the page-turn meeting by the Design-Build Firm shall be limited to eight (8)
representatives from the Design-Build Firm. Design-Build Firms desiring to opt out of the page-turn
meeting may do so by submitting a request to the Department.
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F. Question and Answer Session

The Department may meet with each Proposer, formally, for a Question and Answer (Q&A)- session.
FHWA shall be invited on FA Oversight Projects. The purpose of the Q & A session is for the Department
to seek clarification and ask questions, as it relates to the Technical Proposal, of the Proposer. The
Department may terminate the Q & A session promptly at the end of the allotted time. The Department
shall record all or part of the Q & A session. All recordings will become part of the Contract Documents.
The Q & A session will not constitute “discussions” or negotiations. Proposers will not be permitted to ask
questions of the Department except to ask the meaning of a clarification question posed by the Department.
No supplemental materials, handouts, etc. will be allowed to be presented in the Q & A session. No
additional time will be allowed to research answers.

Within one (1) week of the Q & A session, the Design-Build Firm shall submit to the Department a written
clarification letter summarizing the answers provided during the Q & A session. The questions, answers,
and written clarification letter will become part of the Contract Documents and will be considered by the
Department as part of the Technical Proposal. The Design-Build Firm shall not include information in the
clarification letter which was not discussed during the Q&A session. In the event the Design-Build Firm
includes additional information in the clarification letter which was not discussed during the Q&A session
and is not otherwise included in the Technical Proposal, such additional information will not be considered
by the Department during the evaluation of the Technical Proposal.

G. Protest Rights

Any person who is adversely affected by the specifications contained in this Request for Proposal must
file a notice of intent to protest in writing within seventy-two hours of the posting of this Request for
Proposal. Pursuant to Sections 120.57(3) and 337.11, Florida Statutes, and Rule Chapter 28-110, F.A.C.,
any person adversely affected by the agency decision or intended decision shall file with the agency both
a notice of protest in writing and bond within 72 hours after the posting of the notice of decision or
intended decision, or posting of the solicitation with respect to a protest of the terms, conditions, and
specifications contained in a solicitation and will file a formal written protest within 10 days after the
filing of the notice of protest. The formal written protest shall be filed within 10 days after the date of the
notice of protest if filed. The person filing the Protest must send the notice of intent and the formal written
protest to:

Failure to file a notice of protest or formal written protest within the time prescribed in section 120.57(3),
Florida Statutes, or failure to post the bond or other security required by law within the time allowed for
filing a bond shall constitute a waiver of proceedings under Chapter 120 Florida Statutes.
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H. Non-Responsive Proposals

Proposals found to be non-responsive shall not be considered. Proposals may be rejected if found to be in
nonconformance with the requirements and instructions herein contained. A proposal may be found to be
non-responsive by reasons, including, but not limited to, failure to utilize or complete prescribed forms,
conditional proposals, incomplete proposals, indefinite or ambiguous proposals, failure to meet deadlines
and improper and/or undated signatures.

Other conditions which may cause rejection of proposals include evidence of collusion among Proposers,
obvious lack of experience or expertise to perform the required work, submission of more than one
proposal for the same work from an individual, firm, joint venture, or corporation under the same or a
different name (also included for Design-Build Projects are those proposals wherein the same Engineer is
identified in more than one proposal), failure to perform or meet financial obligations on previous
contracts, employment of unauthorized aliens in violation of Section 274A (e) of the Immigration and
Nationalization Act, or in the event an individual, firm, partnership, or corporation is on the United States
Comptroller General's List of Ineligible Design-Build Firms for Federally Financed or Assisted Projects.

The Department will not give consideration to tentative or qualified commitments in the proposals. For
example, the Department will not give consideration to phrases as “we may” or “we are considering” in
the evaluation process for the reason that they do not indicate a firm commitment.

Proposals will also be rejected if not delivered or received on or before the date and time specified as the
due date for submission.

L Waiver of Irregularities

The Department may waive minor informalities or irregularities in proposals received where such is
merely a matter of form and not substance, and the correction or waiver of which is not prejudicial to
other Proposers. Minor irregularities are defined as those that will not have an adverse effect on the
Department's interest and will not affect the price of the Proposals by giving a Proposer an advantage or
benefit not enjoyed by other Proposers. .

1. Any design submittals that are part of a proposal shall be deemed preliminary only.

2. Preliminary design submittals may vary from the requirements of the Design and
Construction Criteria. The Department, at their discretion, may elect to consider those
variations in awarding points to the proposal rather than rejecting the entire proposal.

3. In no event will any such elections by the Department be deemed to be a waiving of the
Design and Construction Criteria.

4. The Proposer who is selected for the Project will be fequired to fully comply with the
Design and Construction Criteria for the price bid, regardless that the proposal may have
been based on a variation from the Design and Construction Criteria.

5. -Proposers shall identify separately all innovative aspects as such in the Technical
Proposal. An innovative aspect does not include revisions to specifications or established
Department policies. Innovation should be limited to Design-Build Firm’s means and
methods, roadway alignments, approach to Project, use of new products, new uses for
established products, etc.
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6. The Proposer shall obtain any necessary permits or permit modifications not already
provided.
7. Those changes to the Design Concept may be considered together with innovative

construction techniques, as well as other areas, as the basis for grading the Technical
Proposals in the area of innovative measures.

J. Modification or Withdrawal of Technical Proposal

Proposers may modify or withdraw previously submitted Technical Proposals at any time prior to the
Technical Proposal due date. Requests for modification or withdrawal of a submitted Technical Proposal
shall be in writing and shall be signed in the same manner as the Technical Proposal. Upon receipt and
acceptance of such a request, the entire Technical Proposal will be returned to the Proposer and not
considered unless resubmitted by the due date and time. Proposers may also send a change in sealed
envelope to be opened at the same time as the Technical Proposal provided the change is submitted prior
to the Technical Proposal due date.

K. Department’s Responsibilities

This Request for Proposal does not commit the Department to make studies or designs for the preparation
of any proposal, nor to procure or contract for any articles or services.

The Department does not guarantee the details pertaining to borings, as shown on any documents supplied
by the Department, to be more than a.general indication of the materials likely to be found adjacent to
holes bored at the site of the work, approximately at the locations indicated.

L. Design-Build Contract

The Department will enter into a Lump Sum contract with the successful Design-Build Firm. In
accordance with Section V, the Design-Build Firm will provide a schedule of values to the Department
for their approval. The total of the Schedule of Values will be the lump sum contract amount.

The terms and conditions of this contract are fixed price and fixed time. The Design-Build Firm’s
submitted bid is to be a lump sum bid for completing the scope of work detailed in the Request for
Proposal.

Iv. Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) Program.
A. DBE Availability Goal Percentage:

The Department of Transportation has an overall, race-neutral DBE goal. This means that the State’s goal
is to spend a portion of the highway dollars with Certified DBEs as prime Design-Build Firms or as
subcontractors. Race-neutral means that the Department believes that the overall goal can be achieved
through the normal competitive procurement process. The Department has reviewed this Project and
assigned a DBE availability goal shown in the Project Advertisement and on the bid blank/contract front
page under “% DBE Availability Goal.” The Department has determined that this DBE percentage can be
achieved on this Project based on the number of DBEs associated with the different types of work that
will be required.
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Under 49 Code of Federal Regulations Part 26, if the overall goal is not achieved, the Department may be
required to return to a race-conscious program where goals are imposed on individual contracts. The

Department encourages Design-Build Firms to actively pursue obtaining bids and quotes from Certified
DBEs.

The Department is reporting to the Federal Highway Administration the planned commitments to use DBEs.

B. DBE Supportive Services Providers:

The. Department has contracted with a consultant, referred to as DBE Supportive Services Provider, to
provide managerial and technical assistance to DBEs. This consultant is also required to work with prime
Design-Build Firms, who have been awarded contracts, to assist in identifying DBEs that are available to
participate on the Project. The successful Design-Build Firm should meet with the DBE Supportive Services
Provider to discuss the DBEs that are available to work on this Project.

C. Bidders Opportunity List:

The Federal DBE Program requires States to maintain a database of all Firms that are participating, or
attempting to participate, on DOT-assisted contracts.

The services performed by the Design-Build Firm shall be in compliance with all applicable Manuals and
Guidelines including the Department, FHWA, AASHTO, and additional requirements specified in this
document. Except to the extent inconsistent with the specific provisions in this document, the current
edition, including updates, of the following Manuals and Guidelines shall be used in the performance of
this work. Current edition is defined as the edition in place and adopted by the Department at the date of
advertisement of this contract with the exception of the Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge
Construction (Divisions Il & 1II), Special Provisions and- Supplemental Specifications, Manual on
Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), Design Standards and Revised Index Drawings. The
Design-Build Firm shall use the edition of the Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction
(Divisions II & III), Special Provisions and Supplemental Specifications, Design Standards and Revised
Index Drawings in effect at the time the bid price proposals are due in the District Office. The Design-
Build Firm shall use the 2009 edition of the MUTCD (as amended in 2012). It shall be the Design-Build
Firm's responsibility to acquire and utilize the necessary manuals and guidelines that apply to the work
required to complete this Project. The services will include preparation of all documents necessary to
complete the Project as described in Section I of this document.

B. Innovative Aspects:
All innovative aspects shall be identified separately as such in the Technical Proposal.

An innovative aspect does not include revisions to specifications, standards or established Department
policies. Innovation should be limited to Design-Build Firm’s means and methods, roadway alignments,
approach to Project, etc.

1. Alternative Technical Concept (ATC) Proposals

The ATC process allows innovation, flexibility, time and cost savings on the design and construction of
Design-Build Projects while providing the best value for the public. Any deviation from the RFP that the
Design-Build Firm seeks to obtain approval to utilize prior to Technical Proposal submission is, by
definition, an ATC and therefore must be submitted to the Department for consideration through the ATC
process. Any proposed material or technology not addressed by the RFP is considered an ATC and
therefore must be submitted to the Department for consideration through the ATC process. The proposed
ATC shall provide an approach that is equal to or better than the requirements of the RFP, as determined
by the Department. ATC Proposals which reduce scope, quality, performance, or reliability should not be
proposed. A proposed concept does not meet the definition of an ATC if the concept is contemplated by
the RFP.

The Department will keep all ATC submissions confidential prior to the Final Selection of the Proposer to
the fullest extent allowed by law, with few exceptions. Although the Department will issue an addendum
for all ATC Proposals contained in the list below, the Department will endeavor to maintain
confidentiality of the Design-Build Firms specific ATC proposal. Prior to approving ATC’s which would
result in the issuance of an Addendum as a result of the item being listed below, the Design-Build Firm
will be given the option to withdraw previously submitted ATC proposals. Any approved ATC Proposal
related to following requirements described by this RFP shall result in the issuance of an Addendum to
the RFP:

e Modifications to the Typical Section Package (Appendix E) not related to modifications to
the Horizontal Layout in Appendix G
_e Design Speed and Design Vehicle (Section VLF of this RFP)

The following requirements described by this RFP may be modified by the Design-Build Firm provided

‘they are presented in the One-on-One ATC discussion meeting, as defined below, and submitted to the
Department for review and approval through the ATC process described herein. The Department may
deem a Proposal Non-Responsive should the Design-Build Firm include but fail to present and obtain
Department approval of the proposed alternates through the ATC process. Department approval of an
ATC proposal that is related to the items listed below will NOT result in the issuance of an Addendum to
the RFP.
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* Modifications to the Horizontal Layout in Appendix G
¢ Modifications to the Typical Section Package (Appendix E) directly related to modifications
to the Horizontal Layout in Appendix G

2. One-on-One ATC Proposal Discussion Meetings

One-on-One ATC discussion meetings may be held in order for the Design-Build Firm to describe
proposed changes to supplied basic configurations, Project scope, design criteria, and/or construction
criteria. Each Design-Build Firm with proposed changes may request a One-on-One ATC discussion
meeting to describe the proposed changes. The Design-Build Firm shall provide, by the deadline shown in
the Schedule of Events of this RFP, a preliminary list of ATC proposals to be reviewed and discussed
during the One-on-One ATC discussion meetings. This list may not be inclusive of all ATC’s to be
discussed but it should be sufficiently comprehensive to allow the Department to identify appropriate
personnel to participate in the One-on-One ATC discussion meetings. The purpose of the One-on-One
ATC discussion meeting is to discuss the ATC proposals, answer questions that the Department may have
related to the ATC proposal, review other relevant information and when possible establish whether the
proposal meets the definition of an ATC thereby requiring the submittal of a formal ATC submittal. The
meeting should be between representatives of the Design-Build Firm and/or the Design-Build Engineer of
Record and District/Central Office staff as needed to provide feedback on the ATC proposal. Immediately
prior to the conclusion of the One-on-One ATC discussion meeting, the Department will advise the
Design-Build Firm as to the following related to the ATC proposals which were discussed:

¢ The Proposal meets the criteria established herein as a qualifying ATC Proposal; therefore an
ATC Proposal submission IS required, or

e The Proposal does not meet the criteria established herein as a qualifying ATC proposal-since the
Proposal is already allowed or contemplated by the original RFP; therefore an ATC Proposal
submission IS NOT required.

3. Submittal of ATC Proposals

All ATC submittals must be in writing and may be submitted at any time following the Shortlist Posting
but shall be submitted prior to the deadline shown in the Schedule of Events of this RFP.

All ATC submittals are required to be on plan sheets or on roll plots no wider than 36”. ATC submittals
proposing revisions to the Horizontal Layout shall be presented on 117 x 17 plan sheets with the ATC
concept overlaid in a different color over top of the RFP Horizontal Layout. The ATC concept shall be
drawn at the same scale and shall contain the same level of detail as the RFP Horizontal Layout. ATC
submittals shall be sequentially numbered and include the following information and discussions:

a) Description: A description and conceptual drawings of the configuration of the ATC or other
appropriate descriptive information, including, if appropriate, product details and a traffic
operational analysis;

b) Usage: The locations where and an explanation of how the ATC would be used on the Project;

¢) Deviations: References to requirements of the RFP which are inconsistent with the proposed
ATC, an explanation of the nature of the deviations from the requirements and a request for
approval of such deviations along with suggested changes to the requirements of the RFP which
would allow the alternative proposal;
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d) Analysis: An analysis justifying use of the ATC and why the deviation, if any, from the
requirements of the RFP should be allowed;

e) Impacts: A preliminary analysis of potential impacts on vehicular traffic (both during and after
construction), environmental impacts, community impacts, safety, and life-cycle Project and
infrastructure costs, including impacts on the cost of repair, maintenance, and operation;

f) Risks: A description of added risks to the Department or third parties associated with
implementation of the ATC;

g) Quality: A description of how the ATC is equal or better in quality and performance than the
requirements of the RFP;

h) Operations: Any changes in operation requirements associated with the ATC, including ease of
operations;

i) Maintenance: Any changes in maintenance requirements associated with the ATC, including
ease of maintenance;

j) Anticipated Life: Any changes in the anticipated life of the item comprising the ATC.
4. Review and Approval of ATC Submittals

After receipt of the ATC submittal, the District Design Engineer (DDE), or designee, will communicate
with the appropriate staff (i.e. District Structures Design Engineer, District Construction Engineer,
District Maintenance Engineer, State Structures Design Engineer, State Roadway Design Engineer,
FHWA, as applicable) as necessary, and respond to the Design-Build Firm in writing within 14 calendar
days of receipt of the ATC submittal as to whether the ATC is acceptable, not acceptable, or requires
additional information. If the DDE, or designee, determines that more information is required for the
review of an ATC, questions should be prepared by the DDE, or designee, to request and receive
responses from the Design-Build Firm. The review should be completed within 14 calendar days of the
receipt of the ATC submittal. If the review will require additional time, the Design-Build Firm should be
notified in advance of the 14 day deadline with an estimated timeframe for completion.

Except as noted below, approved Design Exceptions or Design Variations required as part of an approved
ATC submittal will result in the issuance of an addendum to the RFP notifying all Shortlisted Design-
Build Firms of the approved Design Exception(s) or Design Variation(s). Such a change will be approved
by FHWA, as applicable. Prior to approving ATC’s which would result in the issuance of an Addendum
as a result of a Design Exception and/or Design Variation, the Design-Build Firm will be given the option
to withdraw previously submitted ATC proposals. :

All border width deviations needed in conjunction with an approved ATC will be granted, however the
Design Variation for border width will not be published prior to award.

. The Department reserves the right to disclose to all Design-Build Firms, via an Addendum to the RFP,
any errors of the RFP that are identified during the One-on-One ATC meetings, except to the extent that
the Department determines, in its sole discretion, such disclosure would reveal confidential or proprietary
information of the ATC.
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ATC’s are accepted by the Department at the Department’s discretion and the Department reserves the
right to reject any ATC submitted. The Department reserves the right to issue an Addendum to the RFP
based upon a previously denied ATC Proposal, without regard to the confidentiality of the denied ATC
Proposal.

The Project file will clearly document all communications with any Design-Build Firm.
5. Incorporation of Approved ATC’s into the Technical Proposal

The Design-Build Firm will have the option to include any Department Approved ATC’s in the Technical
Proposal. The Proposal Price should reflect any incorporated ATC’s. All approved ATC’s that are
incorporated into the Technical Proposal must be clearly identified in the Technical Proposal Plans and/or
Roll Plots. The Technical Proposal shall also include a listing of the incorporated, approved ATCs.

By submitting a Proposal, the Design-Build Firm agrees, if it is not selected, to disclosure of its work
product to the successful Design-Build Firm, only after receipt of the designated stipend (if applicable) or
after award of the contract whichever occurs first.

C. Geotechnical Services:
1. General Conditions:

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for identifying and performing any geotechnical
investigation, analysis and design of foundations, foundation construction, foundation load and integrity
testing, and inspection dictated by the Project needs in accordance with Department guidelines,
procedures and specifications. All geotechnical work necessary shall be performed in accordance with the
Governing Regulations. The Design-Build Firm'shall be solely responsible for all geotechnical aspects of
the Project.

D. Department Commitments:
The Design-Build Firm will be responsible for adhering to the project commitments identified below:

1. Noise walls shall be constructed at the locations detailed on the Horizontal Layout in
Appendix G.

2. The Design-Build Firm shall construct the drainage imprdvements depicted in Appendix M to the
extent that the improvements do not conflict with the Design-Build Firm’s approved horizontal
layout. The drainage improvements include the following:

a. Construction of an emergency berm weir along the berm of SMF 207

b. Construction of concrete ditch pavement to connect the existing concrete ditch pavement
from the outfall of SMF 207 to the existing concrete ditch pavement at the east headwall
of CD-5

¢. Reconstruction of the broken concrete ditch pavement at the east headwall of CD-5

d. Regrading around the headwalls of CD-5 to repair the erosion of the front slope

e. Desilting CD-5
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f. Construction of concrete ditch pavement from the west headwall of CD-5 to the east
headwall of the proposed concrete box culvert CD-8A

3. The Design-Build Firm shall construct a maintenance road providing access from Ramp ES to the
adjacent JEA easement as depicted on the Horizontal Layout in Appendix G. The following
requirements apply to the design of the maintenance road: :

a. The road shall have a grade of 1% or less with grassed side slopes no steeper than 1:3.
b. All turning radii shall be 80-ft. or greater.

c. The surface of the road shall be compacted to an LBR 40 rating.

d. The width of the road shall be a minimum of 12-ft.

e. Any culverts placed beneath the road must be a Class 5 RCP or equivalent box culvert.

4. The project improvements shall not impact the existing 16” steel effluent pipe beneath 1-95
(approximate Sta. 6099+70) owned by Anheuser Busch. The existing pipe shall remain
undisturbed.

5. The project improvements shall not impact the existing transmission pole and supporting guy
wires located on the east side of US 17 at approximate Sta. 31+20.

E. Environmental Permits:
1. Storm Water and Surface Water:
Plans shall be prepared in accordance with Chapters 373 and 403 (F.S.) and Chapters 40 and 62 (F.A.C.). .
2. Permits:

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for modifying the issued permits as necessary to accurately
depict the final design. The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for any necessary permit time
extensions or re-permitting in order to keep the environmental permits valid throughout the construction
period. The Design-Build Firm shall provide the Department with draft copies of any and all permit
applications, including responses to agency Requests for Additional Information, requests to modify the
permits and/or requests for permit time extensions, for review and approval by the Department prior to
submittal to the agencies.

All applicable data shall be prepared in accordance with Chapter 373 and 403, Florida Statutes, Chapters
40 and 62, F.A.C.; Rivers and Harbors Act of 1899, Section 404 of the Clean Water Act, 23 CFR 771, 23
CFR 636, and parts 114 and 115, Title 33, Code of Federal Regulations. Preparation of all documentation
related to the acquisition of all applicable permits will be the responsibility of the Design-Build Firm.
Preparation of complete permit packages will be the responsibility of the Design-Build Firm. The Design-
Build Firm is responsible for the accuracy of all information included in permit application packages. As
the permittee, the Department is responsible for reviewing, approving, and signing the permit application
package including all permit modifications or subsequent permit applications. This applies whether the
project is Federal or state funded. Once the Department has approved the permit application, the Design-
Build Firm is responsible for submitting the permit application to the environmental permitting agency. A
copy (electronic and hard copy) of any and all correspondence with any of the environmental permitting
agencies shall be sent to the District Environmental Management Office. If any agency rejects or denies
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the permit application, it is the Design-Build Firm’s responsibility to make whatever changes necessary to
ensure the permit application is approved. The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for any necessary
permit extensions or re-permitting in order to keep the environmental permits valid throughout the
construction period. The Design-Build Firm shall provide the Department with draft copies of any and all
permit applications, including responses to agency Requests for Additional Information, requests to
modify the permits and/or requests for permit extensions, for review and approval by the Department
prior to submittal to the agencies.

The Design-Build Firm will be required to pay all permit fees. Any fines levied by permitting agencies
shall be the responsibility of the Design-Build Firm. The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for
complying with all permit conditions.

The Department is responsible for providing mitigation of all wetland impacts identified on the sketches in
Appendix N. If any design modifications by the Design-Build Firm propose to increase the amount of
these wetland impacts, the Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for providing the Department
information on the amount and type of wetland impacts as soon as the impacts are identified (including
temporary impacts and/or any anticipated impacts due to construction staging or construction methods).
Prior to submitting a permit modification to a regulatory agency, the Design-Build Firm shall provide the
Department a draft of all supporting information. The Department will have up to 15 calendar days
(excluding weekends and Department observed holidays) to review and comment on the draft permit
package. The Design-Build Firm will address all comments by the Department and obtain Department
approval, prior to submittal of the draft permit. The Design-Build Firm shall be solely responsible for all
time and costs associated with providing the required information to the Department, as well as the time
required by the Department to perform its review of the permit package, prior to submittal of the permit
application(s) by the Design-Build Firm to the regulatory agency(ies).

Any additional mitigation required due to design modifications proposed by the Design-Build Firm shall
be the responsibility of the Design-Build Firm and shall be satisfied through the purchase of mitigation
bank credits. The Design-Build Firm shall purchase credits directly from a permitted mitigation bank. In
the event that permitted mitigation bank credits are unavailable or insufficient to meet the project needs,
the Design-Build Firm will be responsible for providing alternative mitigation consistent with the
provisions of section 373.4137, Florida Statutes, and acceptable to the permitting agency(ies). The
Design-Build Firm shall be solely responsible for all costs associated with permitting activities and shall
include all necessary permitting activities in their schedule.

However, notwithstanding anything above to the contrary, upon the Design-Build Firm’s preliminary
request for extension of Contract Time, pursuant to 8-7.3, being made directly to the District Construction
Engineer, the Department reserves unto the District Construction Engineer, in their sole and absolute
discretion, according to the parameters set forth below, the authority to make a determination to grant a
non-compensable time extension for any impacts beyond the reasonable control of the Design-Build Firm
in securing permits. Furthermore, as to any such impact, no modification provision will be considered by
the District Construction Engineer unless the Design-Build Firm clearly establishes that it has
continuously from the beginning of the Project aggressively, efficiently and effectively pursued the
securing of the permits including the utilization of any and all reasonably available means and methods to
overcome all impacts. There shall be no right of any kind on behalf of the Design-Build Firm to challenge
or otherwise seek review or appeal in any forum of any determination made by the District Construction
Engineer under this provision.
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F. Railroad Coordination:

The Department will conduct the required contract negotiations and plans review coordination. All
required Railroad Reimbursement Agreements will be between CSX Transportation, Inc. and the
Department. Copies of the approved Agreements will be made available to the Design-Build Firm. The
Design-Build Firm must comply with the terms of these agreements. Any encroachments into the
railroad rights of way, including construction scheduling involving the railroad, must be coordinated with
the District Railroad Office prior to commencement. The contact will be Kelli Phillips, District Railroad
Coordinator, at (904) 360-5665.

Construction activities within the railroad right of way shall not begin until the Railroad Certification has
been issued.

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for the following:

e The procurement of Railroad Protective Liability Insurance and Commercial General Liability
Insurance limits as depicted in the Division I Design-Build Specifications.

e In the event of an Emergency, safety or security situation involving railroad operations, contact
the CSX Transportation, Inc. Dispatch Center at 1-800-232-0144.

Based on the Department’s Concept Plans, it is anticipated that protective services (i.e., watchman or
flagging services) furnished by CSX Transportation, Inc., will be required for twenty (20) or more
consecutive calendar days (long-term) and the Department has notified CSX Transportation, Inc. The
Design-Build Firm shall submit schedule and schedule changes to the Engineer so the Department can
coordinate the scheduling of protective services.

G. Survey:

The Design-Build Firm shall perform all surveying and mapping services necessary to complete the
Project. Survey services must also comply with all pertinent Florida Statutes and applicable rules in the
Florida Administrative Code. All field survey data will be furnished to the District Surveyor in a
Department approved digital format, readily available for input and use in CADD Design files. All
surveying and mapping work must be accomplished in accordance with the Department’s Surveying
Procedure, Topic Nos. 550-030-101; Right of Way Mapping Procedure, Topic No. 550-030-015; Aerial
Surveying Standards for Transportation Projects Procedure, Topic No. 550-020-002. This work must
comply with Chapter 5J-17, F.A.C., pursuant to Section 472.027, F.S. This survey also must comply with
Chapter 177, F.S.

The Design-Build Firm will be responsible for all photogrammetric work necessary to interpret measure,
digitize and compile, by stereoscopic techniques, the mapping and survey data from the aerial
photography, as required for this Project.

The Design-Build Firm shall provide final Right of Way survey and mapping services for the Project.
The scope of work shall include performing appropriate Right of Way survey for the proposed Project,
including mainline alignment, side streets as needed, as well as all Right of Way interests.

The Design-Build Firm shall provide final Right of Way maps. These maps and any associated sketches,
legal descriptions and all associated necessary documentation, field data collection and any other
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supporting documentation shall be included as part of the Construction Set of plans submitted by the
Design-Build Firm.

The NAVD 88 vertical datum shall be used to prepare all deliverables submitted by the Design-Build
Firm after award of the project.

H. Verification of Existing Conditions:

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for verification of existing conditions, including research of
all existing Department records and other information.

By execution of the contract, the Design-Build Firm specifically acknowledges and agrees that the
Design-Build Firm is contracting and being compensated for performing adequate investigations of
existing site conditions sufficient to support the design developed by the Design-Build Firm and that any
information is being provided merely to assist the Design-Build Firm in completing adequate site
investigations. Notwithstanding any other provision in the contract documents to the contrary, no
additional compensation will be paid in the event of any inaccuracies in the preliminary information.

L Submittals:
1. Component Submittals:

The Design-Build Firm may submit components of the contract plans set instead of submitting the entire
contract plan set; however, sufficient information from other components must be provided to allow for a
complete review. In accordance with the Plans Preparation Manual, components of the contract plans set
are roadway, signing and pavement marking, signalization, ITS, lighting, landscape, architectural,
structural, and tol] facilities.

The Design-Build Firm may divide the project into separate areas and submit components for each area;
however, sufficient information on adjoining areas must be provided to allow for a complete review.
Submittals for bridges are limited to foundation, substructure, and superstructure. For bridges over
navigable waterways, submittals are limited to foundation, approach substructure, approach
superstructure, main unit substructure, and main unit superstructure. Further dividing the foundation,
substructure, or superstructure into individual elements (i.e. Pier 2, Abutment 1, Span 4, etc.) will not be
accepted.

Category 1 and 2 bridge submittals shall contain the following:

 Plan sheets for the component under review developed to the specified level of
detail (i.e. 90% plans, Final plans, etc.).

* A complete set of the most developed plan sheets for all other major elements of
the bridge. These sheets shall be marked “For Information Only” on the index
sheet. In no case shall a plan sheet be less than 30% complete.

* Design documentation including a complete set of calculations, geotechnical
reports, pertinent correspondence, etc. in support of the 90% and final component
submittals.

¢ For Category 2 bridges, component submittals shall also include independent
peer review documentation.
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2. Phase Submittals:

The Design-Build Firm shall provide the documents for each phase submittal listed below to the
Department’s Project Manager. The particular phase shall be clearly indicated on the documents. The
Department’s Project Manager will send the documents to the appropriate office for review and comment.
Once all comments requiring a response from the Design-Build Firm have been satisfactorily resolved as
determined by the Department, the Department’s Project Manager will initial, date and stamp the signed
and sealed plans and specifications as “Released for Construction.”

3. Requirements to Begin Construction:

The Design-Build Firm may choose to begin construction prior to completion of the Phase Submittals and
the Department stamping the plans and specifications Released for Construction except for bridge
construction. To begin construction, the Design-Build Firm shall submit signed and sealed plans for the
specific activity; submit a signed and sealed Construction Specifications Package or Supplemental
Specifications Package; obtain regulatory permits as required for the specific activity; obtain utility
agreements and permits, if applicable; and provide five (5) days notice before starting the specific
activity. The plans to begin construction may be in any format including report with details, 8 4” X 117
sheets, or 11” X 17” sheets, and only the information needed by the Design-Build Firm to construct the
specific activity needs to be shown. Beginning construction prior to the Department stamping the plans
and specifications Released for Construction does not reduce or eliminate the Phase Submittal

4. As-Built Set:

The Design-Build Firm's Professional Engineer in responsible charge of the Project’s design shall
professionally endorse (sign, seal, and certify) the As-Built Plans, the special provisions and all reference
and support documents. The professional endorsement shall be performed in accordance with the
Department Plans Preparation Manual. :

During design, the Design-Build Firm shall meet with the Department’s Project Manager on a bi-weekly
basis and provide a two week look ahead of the activities to be completed during the upcoming weeks.

During construction, the Design-Build Firm shall meet with the Department’s Project Manager on a
weekly basis and provide a one-week look ahead for activities to be performed during the coming week.

The Design-Build Firm shall, on a monthly basis, provide written progress reports that describe the items
of concern and the work performed on each task.

The Design-Build Firm shall meet with the Department’s Project Manager at least thirty (30) calendar
days before beginning system integration activities. The purpose of these meetings shall be to verify the
Design-Build Firm’s ITS and signalization integration plans by reviewing site survey information,
proposed splicing diagrams, IP addressing schemes, troubleshooting issues, and other design issues. In
addition, at these meetings the Design-Build Firm shall identify any concerns regarding the Integration
and provide detailed information on how such concerns will be addressed and/or minimized.

The Design-Build Firm shall provide all documentation required to support system integration meetings,
including detailed functional narrative text, system and subsystem drawings and schematics. Also
included shall be the documentation to demonstrate all elements of the proposed design which includes,
but is not limited to: technical, functional, and operational requirements; ITS/communications;
equipment; termination/patch panels; performance criteria; and details relating to interfaces to other ITS
subsystems.

System Integration Meetings will be held on mutually agreeable dates.

All action items resulting from the System Integration Meeting shall be satisfactorily addressed by the
Design-Build Firm and reviewed and approved by the Department.

0. Public Involvement:
1. General:
Public involvement is an important aspect of the Project. Public involvement includes communicating to
all interested persons, groups, and government organizations information regarding the development of

the Project. The Design-Build Firm will continue to be part of the Public Involvement effort but on a
limited basis as described below.
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2. Community Awareness:

The Design-Build Firm will review and comment on a Community Awareness Program provided by the
Department for the Project.

3. Public Meetings:

The Design-Build Firm shall provide all support necessary for the Department to hold various public
meetings which may include:

The Design-Build Firm shall include attendance at two meetings per month for the term of the contract to
support the public involvement program.

For any of the above type meetings the Design-Build Firm shall provide all technical assistance, data and
information necessary for the Department to produce display boards, printed material, video graphics, -
computerized graphics, etc., and information necessary for the day-to-day exchange of information with
the public, all agencies and elected officials in order to keep them informed as to the progress and impacts
that the proposed Project will create. This includes workshops, information meetings, and public hearings.

The Design-Build Firm shall, on an as-needed basis, attend the meetings with an appropriate number of
personnel to assist the Department's Project Representative. The Design-Build Firm shall forward all
requests for group meetings to the Department. The Design-Build Firm shall inform the Department of
any meetings with individuals that occur without prior notice.

4. Public Workshops, Information Meetings:
The Design-Build Firm shall provide all the support services listed in No. 3 above.

All legal/display ads announcing workshops, information meetings, and public meetings will be prepared
and paid for by the Department.

The Department will be responsible for the legal/display advertisements for design concept acceptance.
The Department will be responsible for preparing and mailing (includes postage) for all letters

announcing workshops and information meetings.

5. " Public Involvement Data:

The Design-Build Firm is responsible for the following:
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e Coordinating with the Department.
Identifying possible permit and review agencies and providing names and
contact information for these agencies to the Department.

¢ Providing required expertise (staff members) to assist the Department on an as-
needed basis.

* Preparing color graphic renderings and/or computer generated graphics to depict
the proposed improvements for coordination with the Department, local
governments, the Urban Design Guidelines Committee, and other agencies.

The collection of public input occurs throughout the life of the Project and requires maintaining files,
newspaper clippings, letters, and especially direct contacts before, during and after any of the public
meetings. Articles such as those mentioned shall be provided to the Department for their use and records.

In addition to collecting public input data, the Design-Build Firm may be asked by the Department to
prepare responses to any public inquiries as a result of the public involvement process. The Department
shall review all responses prior to mailing.

P. Quality Management Plan (QMP):

1. Design:

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for the professional quality, technical accuracy and
coordination of all surveys, designs, drawings, specifications, geotechnical and other services furnished
by the Design-Build Firm under this contract.

The Design-Build Firm shall provide a Design Quality Management Plan which describes the Quality
Control (QC) procedures to be utilized to verify, independently check, and review all design drawings,
specifications, and other documentation prepared as a part of the contract. In addition the QMP shall
establish a Quality Assurance (QA) program to confirm that the Quality Control procedures are followed.
The Design-Build Firm shall describe how the checking and review processes are to be documented to
verify that the required procedures were followed. The QMP may be one utilized by the Design-Build
Firm, as part of their normal operation or it may be one specifically designed for this Project. The Design-
Build Firm shall submit a QMP within fifteen (15) working days following issuance of the written Notice
to Proceed. A marked up set of prints from the Quality Control review will be sent in with each review
submittal. The responsible Professional Engineers or Professional Surveyor that performed the Quality
Control review, as well as the QA manager will sign a statement certifying that the review was conducted.

The Design-Build Firm shall, without additional compensation, correct all errors or deficiencies in the
surveys, designs, drawings, specifications and/or other services.

2. Construction:

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for developing and maintaining a Construction Quality
Control Plan in accordance with Section 105 of Standard Specifications which describes their Quality
Control procedures to verify, check, and maintain control of key construction processes and materials.

The sampling, testing and reporting of all materials used shall be in compliance with the Sampling,
Testing and Reporting Guide (STRG) provided by the Department. The Design-Build Firm will use the
Department’s database(s) to allow audits of materials used to assure compliance with the STRG. The
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Department has listed the most commonly used materials and details in the Department’s database. When
materials being used are not in the Department’s database list, the Design-Build Firm shall use
appropriate material details from the STRG to report sampling and testing. Refer to the State Materials
Office website for instructions on gaining access to the Department’s databases:

Prepare and submit to the Engineer a Job Guide Schedule (JGS) using the Department database in
accordance with Section 105 of Standard Specifications.

The Department shall maintain its rights to inspect construction activities and request any documentation
from the Design-Build Firm to ensure quality products and services are being provided in accordance
with the Department’s Materials Acceptance Program.

Q. Liaison Office:

The Department and the Design-Build Firm will designate a Liaison Office and a Project Manager who
shall be the representative of their respective organizations for the Project.

R. Schedule of Values:

The Design-Build Firm is responsible for submitting estimates requesting payment. Estimates requesting
payment will be based on the completion or percentage of completion of tasks as defined in the schedule
of values. Final payment will be made upon final acceptance by the Department of the Design-Build
Project. Tracking DBE participation will be required under normal procedures according to the
Construction Project Administration Manual. The Design-Build Firm must submit the schedule of values
to the Department for approval. No estimates requesting payment shall be submitted prior to Department
approval of the schedule of values.

Upon receipt of the estimate requesting payment, the Department’s Project Manager will make judgment
on whether or not work of sufficient quality and quantity has been accomplished by comparing the
reported percent complete against actual work accomplished.

S. Computer Automation:

~ The Project shall be developed utilizing computer automation systems in order to facilitate the
development of the contract plans. Various software and operating systems were developed to aid in
assuring quality and conformance with Department policies and procedures. The Department supports
MicroStation and GEOPAK as its standard graphics and roadway design platform as well as Autodesk’s
AutoCAD Civil 3D as an alternate platform. Seed Files, Cell Libraries, User Commands, MDL
Applications and related programs developed for roadway design and drafting are in the FDOT CADD
Software Suite. Furnish As-Built documents for all building related components of the project in
AutoCAD format. It is the responsibility of the Design-Build Firm to obtain and utilize current
Department releases of all CADD applications.

The Design-Build Firm will be required to furnish the Project's CADD files after the plans have been
Released for Construction. The Design-Build Firm's role and responsibilities are defined in the
Department's CADD Manual. The Design-Build Firm will be required to submit final documents and files
which shall include complete CADD design and coordinate geometry files in Intergraph / MicroStation
format.

The Design-Build Firm is subject to the Department’s Independent Assurance (IA) Procedures.

U. Testing:
The Department or its representative will perform verification and resolution sampling and testing
activities at both on site as well as off site locations such as pre-stress plants, batch plants, structural steel
and weld fabrication plants, etc. in accordance with the latest Specifications.

V. Value Added:

The Design-Build Firm may provide Value Added Project Features, in accordance with Article 5-14 of
the Specifications for the following features:

W. Adjoining Construction Projects:

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for coordinating design and construction activities with other
construction Projects that are impacted by or impact this Project.

X. Issue Escalation:

In the event issues arise during prosecution of the work, the resolution of those issues will be processed as
described below unless revised by a project specific Partnering Agreement: :

The escalation process begins with the Construction Project Manager. All issues are to be directed to the
Construction Project Manager. If the issue cannot be resolved by the Construction Project Manager in
coordination with the Resident Engineer and Design Project Manager as applicable, the Construction
Project Manager shall forward the issue to the District Construction Engineer who will coordinate with
the District Design Engineer, as applicable. Each level shall have a maximum of five (5) calendar days
(excluding weekends and Department observed holidays) to answer, resolve, or address the issue. The
Design-Build Firm shall provide all supporting documentation relative to the issue being escalated. The
five (5) calendar day period (excluding weekends and Department observed holidays) begins when each
level in the issue escalation process has received all required supporting documentation necessary to
arrive at an informed and complete decision. The five (5) calendar day period (excluding weekends and
Department observed holidays) is a response time and does not infer resolution. Questions asked by the
Department may be expressed verbally and followed up in writing within one (1) calendar day (excluding
weekends and Department observed holidays). Responses provided by the Design-Build Firm may be
expressed verbally and followed up in writing within one (1) working day. Once a response is received
from the District Construction Engineer, the Construction Project Manager will respond to the Design-
Build Firm in a timely manner but not to exceed three (3) calendar days (excluding weekends and
Department observed holidays).

The Design-Build Firm shall provide a similar issue escalation process for their organization with
personnel of similar levels of responsibility.

Should an impasse develop, the Dispute Review Board shall assist in the resolution of disputes and claims
arising out of the work on the Contract.

VL Design and Construction Criteria.

A. General:

All design and construction work completed under the Contract shall be in accordance with the United
States Standard Measures.

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for the following:

e The Design-Build Firm shall dispose of all cleared and grubbed material off-site. Burning
of material and/or debris is prohibited within the project limits.
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e  The Design-Build Firm shall identify all proposed stock piling locations prior to use. All
locations shall be approved by the Department prior to use. No stock piles shall be placed
in wetlands.

e All curb & gutter areas shall be compacted in static mode only.

* All existing pavement (concrete or asphalt, base, and subgrade) not incorporated into the
final horizontal layout shall be completely removed. This includes, but is not limited to,
removal of the existing loop ramp from 1-95 SB to 1-295 EB that was previously
abandoned following the construction of the existing Ramp SE flyover. The finished
grade within these areas shall be harmonized with the existing grade such that positive
drainage is achieved. Turf shall be placed in all disturbed areas.

B. Vibration and Settiement Monitoring:

The Department has identified vibration sensitive sites along the Project corridor. The Design-Build Firm
shall be responsible for the identification of and coordination with vibration sensitive sites impacted by
the Work for the duration of the construction period.

The Design-Build Firm is responsible for evaluating the need for, design of, and the provision of any
necessary precautionary features to protect existing structures from damage, including, at a minimum,
selecting construction methods and procedures that will prevent damage. The Design-Build Firm shall
submit for Department acceptance a Settlement and Vibration Monitoring Plan (SVMP) as part of the
90% plans submittal and update the SVMP throughout the Construction Period. The Design-Build Firm is
responsible for establishing maximum settlement and vibration thresholds equivalent to or lower than the
Department Specification requirements for all construction activities, including vibratory compaction
operations and excavations.

In addition to those structures required by the Specifications, existing structures at the following site are
subject to the inspection and settlement monitoring requirements and the vibration monitoring
requirements in Section 108 of the Specifications:

Tests use the same loading and unloading intervals, as well as the same loading times specified for the
Modified Quick Test. Comply with the instrumentation requirements of 455-2.4. Before the resistance
factors for static/statnamic load testing may be used for pile foundations in any of the following areas of
the Project, a minimum number of successful load tests must be performed in representative locations of
that area:

. Inspecting and Recording the pile driving information.
- Submitting Foundation Certification Packages.
- Providing safe access, and cooperating with the Department in verification of the

piles, both during construction and after submittal of the certification package.

Drilled Shaft Foundations for Bridges and Miscellaneous Structures

The Design-Build Firm shall determine whether the resistance factors used for drilled shaft design will be
based on static/statnamic load testing. Prepare a Technical Special Provision (TSP) for tests other than the
Modified Quick Test, such as Osterberg Cell Load Test or Statnamic Load Test. For Osterberg Cell Load
Tests use the same loading and unloading intervals, as well as the same loading times specified for the
Modified Quick Test. Comply with the instrumentation requirements of 455-2.4. Before the resistance
factors for static/statnamic load testing may be used for drilled shafts in any of the following areas of the
Project, a minimum number of successful load tests must be performed in representative locations of that

Evaluating geotechnical conditions to determine the drilled shaft diameter and length and
construction methods to be used.

Performing the subsurface investigation and drilling pilot holes prior to establishing the
drilled shaft tip elevations and socket requirements. For redundant drilled shaft bridge
foundations, perform at least one test boring in accordance with the Soils and
Foundations Handbook at each bent/pier.

Determining the locations of the load test shafts and the types of tests that will be
performed.

Performing pilot borings for test holes (also known as test shafts or method shafts) and
load test shafts and providing the results to the Department at least one (1) working day
before beginning construction of these shafts.

Preparing and submitting a Drilled Shaft Installation Plan for the Department’s
acceptance.

Constructing the method shaft (test hole) and load test shafts successfully and conducting .
integrity tests on these shafts.

Providing all personnel and equipment to perform a load test program on the load test
shafts.

Determining the production shaft lengths.

Documenting and providing a report that includes all load test shaft data, analysis, and

Constructing all drilled shafts to the required tip elevation and socket requirement in
accordance with the specifications.

Inspecting and documenting the construction of all drilled shafts in accordance with the
specifications.

Performing Cross-Hole Sonic Logging (CSL) or Thermal Integrity tests on all
nonredundant drilled shafts supporting bridges. For redundant drilled shaft bridge
foundations and drilled shafts for miscellaneous structures, perform CSL or Thermal
Integrity testing on any shaft suspected of containing defects.

Repairing all detected defects and conducting post repair integrity testing using 3D
tomographic imaging and gamma-gamma density logging.

Submitting Foundation Certification Packages in accordance with the specifications.
Providing safe access, and cooperating with the Department in verification of the drilled
shafts, both during construction and after submittal of the certification package.

Spread Footing Foundations

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for the following:

1.

Evaluating geotechnical conditions and designing the spread footing.

Constructing the spread footing to the required footing elevation, at the required soil or
rock material, and at the required compaction levels, in accordance with the
specifications.

Inspecting and documenting the spread footing construction.

Submitting Foundation Certification Packages in accordance with the specifications.

Auger Cast Piles for Noise Walls

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for the following:

3. Preparing and submitting an Auger Cast Pile Installation Plan for the Department’s
acceptance.

Submitting Foundation Certification Packages in accordance with the specifications.
6. Providing safe access, and cooperating with the Department in verification of the auger
cast piles, both during construction and after submittal of the certification package.

Specialty Geotechnical Services Reqhirements

Specialty geotechnical work is any alternative geotechnical work not covered by Department
Specifications and requires the development of a Technical Special Provision (TSP). Any TSP for
geotechnical work shall include the following:

* Criteria of measurable parameters to be met in order to accept the specialty geotechnical work.

* A field testing and instrumentation program to verify design assumptions and performance.

* A quality control program to be performed by the Design-Build Firm that includes sampling and
testing to ensure the material quality, products, and installation procedures meet requirements.

¢ A verification testing program to be performed by the Geotechnical Foundation Design Engineer
of Record (GFDEOR) that includes inspection, sampling, and testing to verify the material,
products, and procedures meet requirements. The TSP shall include language providing separate
lab samples to be used for the Department’s independent verification.

e A certification process.

After construction of the specialty geotechnical work, the Design-Build Firm shall submit a certification
package for Department’s review. The certification package shall include the results of all the field
testing, instrumentation and lab testing performed and a signed and sealed letter by the GFDEOR
certifying that the specialty geotechnical work meets the requirements. The Department may issue
comments and request additional verification testing,

Ground Improvement

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for identifying and performing any geotechnical
investigation, analysis, design, permitting, coordination, and construction activities necessary to
implement ground improvement methods to minimize long term settlements associated with the proposed
improvements. The results of all geotechnical investigations and the recommendations for the proposed
method(s) of ground improvement shall be presented to the Department in a signed and sealed
geotechnical report. All ground improvement work shall be in accordance with Department guidelines,
procedures and specifications.
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If deep ground improvement is used, this work shall be designed and constructed by a Specialty Firm
with successful and verifiable experience on at least five projects that were of similar size (based on scope
and area of stabilization), used the method(s) of deep ground improvement being proposed, and were
performed in similar subsurface geotechnical conditions. The work shall be overseen by a Professional
Engineer registered in the State of Florida having at least three years of experience with similar projects.

The Design-Build Firm will be solely responsible for identifying, specifying, and overseeing any special
construction methods such as ground improvement techniques, temporary sheet piling or specialized
instrumentation and monitoring, which may be required by the subsurface conditions or the type of
construction being performed. Technical Special Provisions (TSPs) required for such special construction
methods shall be submitted to the Department. The TSP shall include geotechnical information, material
handling and storage, proof testing of ground improvement method, short and long term monitoring
system and acceptance criteria or end result performance. Further, the Design-Build Firm shall include in
the TSP language warranting their ground improvement method for a period of not less than 5 years from
the final acceptance of the project. The minimum criteria for the warranty shall be:

a. Total settlement at any location affected by the proposed project improvements shall be no
more than 0.5 inch during the 5 year warranty period.

b. Differential settlement at any location affected by the proposed project improvements shall be
no more than 0.25 inch in 50 feet during the 5 year warranty period.

A remedial action plan to be followed in the event that the measurable standards of the warranty are
exceeded shall be included as part of the warranty.

D. Utility Coordination:

The Design-Build Firm shall utilize a single dedicated person responsible for managing all utility
coordination. This person shall be contractually referred to as the Utility Coordination Manager and shall
be identified in the Design-Build Firm’s proposal. The Design-Build Firm shall notify the Department in
writing of any change in the identity of the Utility Coordination Manager. The Utility Coordination
Manager shall have the following knowledge, skills, and abilities:

1. A minimum of 4 years of experience performing utility coordination in accordance
with Department standards, policies, and procedures.

2. Knowledge of the Department plans production process and utility coordination
practices.

3. Knowledge of Department agreements, standards, policies, and procedures.

The Design-Build Firm’s Utility Coordination Manager shall be responsible for managing all utility
coordination, including, but not limited to, the following:

1. Ensuring that all utility coordination and activities are conducted in accordance with
the requirements of the Contract Documents.

2. Identifying all existing utilities and coordinating any new installations.

3. Reviewing proposed utility permit application packages and recommending
approval/disapproval of each permit application based on the compatibility of the
permit as related to the Design-Build Firm’s plans.

4. Scheduling and attending utility meetings, preparing and distributing minutes of all
utility meetings, and ensuring expedient follow-up on all unresolved issues.

Distributing all plans, conflict matrices and changes to affected Utility
Agency/Owners and making sure this information is properly coordinated.

Providing periodic Project updates to the Department Project Manager and District

of utility work costs.

The Design-Build Firm may request the utility to be relocated to accommodate changes from the
conceptual plans; however, these relocations require the Department’s approval and the Department will
not pay the Utility Agency/Owner (UA/O) or the Design-Build Firm for the utility relocation work
regardless of the UA/O's eligibility for reimbursement.

For a reimbursable utility relocation where the UA/O desires the work to be done by their contractor, the
UA/O will perform the work in accordance with the utility work schedule and permit, and bill the
Department directly.

DEVIATION FROM THE CONCEPTUAL UTILITY RELOCATION PLAN: A Conceptual Utility
Relocation Plan is provided in Volume II. If the Design-Build Firm chooses to deviate from the
conceptual plans and the scope of the impact to a utility depicted in the Conceptual Utility Relocation
Plan, and thereby causes a greater impact to a utility, the Design-Build Firm shall be solely responsible
for all increased costs incurred by the utility owner associated with the increase in the scope of the impact
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to a utility from that depicted in the Conceptual Utility Relocation Plan. The Design-Build Firm shall
obtain an agreement from the utility owner being impacted which outlines the changes to the scope of the
impact to a utility from that depicted in the Conceptual Utility Relocation Plan. The agreement shall also
address the Design-Build Firm's obligation to compensate the utility owner for the additional costs above
the costs which would have been incurred without the Design-Build Firm's increase in the scope of the
impact to a utility from that depicted in the Conceptual Utility Relocation Plan. The Design-Build Firm
shall also provide a draft utility permit application acceptable to the Department for the placement of the
utility owner's facilities based on the final design. The Department shall not compensate or reimburse the
Design-Build Firm for any cost created by a change in scope of the impact to a utility from that depicted
in the Conceptual Utility Relocation Plan, or be liable for any time delays caused by a change in scope of
the impact to a utility from that depicted in the Conceptual Utility Relocation Plan.

The relocation agreements, plans, work schedules and permit application are to be forwarded to the
Department for review by the District Utility Office (DUO) and the Department’s Construction Manager.
The DUO and Department Construction Manager only review the documents and are not to sign them.
Once reviewed, the utility permit application will be forwarded to the District Maintenance office for the
permit to be signed and recorded or submitted through the One Stop Permitting (OSP) system.

JEA Utility Summary

A summary of JEA utility requirements and scope of work is provided in Appendix L. This work will be
funded under FIN 213323-1-56-01.

Design of JEA Utility Work

a. The Design-Build Firm shall prepare a final engineering design, plans, technical
special provisions, permit applications (including, but not limited to, JEA, FDEP, and
the City of Jacksonville), and a cost estimate for the Utility Work for JEA Water and
Sewer in accordance with JEA Water & Sewer Standards manual, January 2015, and
other applicable JEA Standards. In the event of a conflict between the JEA Standards
and any other Contract Documents, the Department shall determine which provisions
apply based on the intent and purpose of the JEA Utility Work.

b. The Plans Package shall be in the same format as The Department’s contract
documents for the Project and shall be suitable for reproduction.

¢. Unless otherwise specifically directed in writing, the Plans Package shall include any
and all activities and work effort required to perform the Utility Work, including, but
not limited to, all clearing and grubbing, permitting, survey work, additional
subsurface engineering (as required), utility coordination (telephone, fiber, cable,
electrical, gas, etc.), and shall include a traffic control plan.

d. Construction costs for mobilization, clearing and grubbing, and MOT shall not be
included in the cost of utility relocations. These construction efforts shall be
accounted for in the roadway construction costs only and clearly identified in the
schedule of values.

e. The Plans Package shall be prepared in compliance with the FDOT Utility
Accommodation Manual and -the FDOT Plans Preparation Manual and the
Department’s contract documents for the Project. If the EDOT Plans Preparation
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Manual is updated and conflicts with the FDOT Utility Accommodation Manual, the
Utility Accommodation Manual shall apply where such conflicts exist.

f. The Design-Build Firm shall prepare the Utility Work’s technical special provisions
which are a part of the Plans Package, in accordance with The Department’s
guidelines on preparation of technical special provisions and shall not duplicate or
change the general contracting provisions of the FDOT Standard Specifications for
Road and Bridge Construction and any Supplemental Specifications, Special
Provisions, or Developmental Specifications of the Department for the Project..

g. The Design-Build Firm shall provide a copy of the proposed Plans Package to the
Department, and to such other right of way users as designated by the Department,
for review at the following stages: 90% and Final plans.

h. The Department shall furnish the Design-Build Firm such information from the
Department’s files as requested by the Design-Build Firm; however, the Design-
Build Firm shall at all times be and remain solely responsible for proper preparation
of the Plans Package and for verifying all information necessary to properly prepare
the Plans Package, including survey information as to the location (both vertical and
horizontal) of the utility facilities. The providing of information by the Department
shall not relieve the Design-Build Firm of this obligation nor transfer any of that
responsibility to the Department. :

i. The Utility Work will include all utility facilities of JEA (except electric and fiber)
which are located within the limits of the Project, except those facilities agreed to by
JEA to be performed by their forces. These exceptions shall be handled by separate
arrangement by the Department.

j.  The Design-Build Firm shall fully cooperate and coordinate the Utility Work with all
other right of way users in the preparation of the Plans Package. Any conflicts that
cannot be resolved through cooperation shall be resolved in the manner determined
by the Department.

k. Upon completion of the Utility Work, the facilities shall be deemed to be located on
the public road or publicly=owned rail corridor under and pursuant to the Utility
Permit to be issued by the Department or the City of Jacksonville. The Design-Build
Firm shall facilitate and comply with all permit conditions and provide all
disinfection, pressure testing, laboratory tests, etc. to obtain regulatory approval and
clearance to place the utilities in service.

Increase in Value Credit

As part of the final submittal of the Plans Package, the Design-Build Firm shall also submit an estimate of
the amount of the cost of the Utility Work that should be based on the credit required for any increase in
the value of the new Facility and for any salvage derived from the old Facility. These credits shall be
determined as follows:

a. Expired Service Life - If an entirely new Facility is constructed and the old Facility
retired, credit for the normally-expected service life of the old Facility applies.
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b. Upgrading - A percentage of the total cost of the Relocation Work based on the
extent of the betterment obtained from the new Facilities will be applied.

¢. Salvage Value - The Department shall receive fair salvage value credit for any
salvage which will become available to the Design-Build Firm as a result of the
Utility Work.

The Department shall review the calculations and advise the Design-Build Firm of any objections. In the
event that the parties cannot come to an agreement, the Department’s determination of the amount shall
prevail.

Performance of Utility Work

a. The Design-Build Firm shall incorporate the Plans Package into its contract for
construction of the Project.

b. The Department shall perform all engineering inspection, and monitoring of the
Utility Work to insure that it is properly performed in accordance with the Plans
Package and will complete daily diary records showing approved quantities and
amounts or weekly, monthly, and final estimates in accordance with the format
required by the Department.

¢. Testing, monitoring, and reporting shall be performed by the Design-Build Firm in
accordance with standard industry practices for water and wastewater and in
accordance with the JEA Water & Sewer Standards Manual, January 2015.

E. Roadway Plans:
General:

The Design-Build Firm shall prepare the Roadway Plans Package. This work effort includes the roadway
design and drainage analysis needed to prepare a complete set of Roadway Plans, Traffic Control Plans,
Environmental Permits and other necessary documents.

Design Analysis:

The Design-Build Firm shall develop and submit a signed and sealed Typical Section Package, Pavement
Design Package and Drainage Analysis Report for review and concurrence by the Department and FHWA
on Federal Aid Oversights Projects. A PDF of the Typical Section Package and Pavement Design
Package shall be submitted electronically for review prior to submitting a hardcopy. As a means of
communicating intended and possible design solutions that meet established criteria, a minimum
pavement design package is included as part of this RFP (Appendix F).

Any deviation from the Department’s design criteria will require a Design Variation and any deviation
from AASHTO will require a Design Exception. All such Design Variations and Design Exceptions must
be approved.

These packages shall include the following:

4. Drainage Analysis:

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for designing the drainage and stormwater management
systems. All design work shall be in compliance with the Department’s Drainage Manual; Florida
Administrative Code, chapter 14-86; Federal Aid Policy Guide 23 CFR 650A; and the requirements of the
regulatory agencies. This work will include the engineering analysis necessary to design any or all of the
following: cross drains, French drains, roadway ditches, outfall ditches, storm sewers, retention/detention
facilities, interchange drainage and water management, other drainage systems and elements of systems
as required for a complete analysis. Full coordination with all permitting agencies, the district
Environmental Management section and Drainage Design section will be required from the outset. Full
documentation of all meetings and decisions are to be submitted to the District Drainage Design section.
These activities and submittals should be coordinated through the Department’s Project Manager.

The exact number of drainage basins, outfalls and water management facilities (retention/detention areas,
weirs, etc.) will be the Design-Build Firm’s responsibility.
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The objective is to obtain approved stormwater treatment/attenuation design. This service shall include,
but is not limited to the following:

* Identification, design, and permitting of a stormwater management system meeting State
water quality and quantity standards within the Department’s right of way.

Perform design and generate construction plans documenting the permitted systems function to criteria.

The Design-Build Firm shall verify that all existing cross drains and storm sewers that are to remain have
adequate hydraulic capacity and design life. Flood flow requirements will be determined in accordance
with the Department’s procedures. If any of these existing cross drains or storm sewers are found to be
hydraulically inadequate or found to have insufficient design life, they must be replaced or supplemented
in accordance with the drainage requirements of this RFP. If any existing cross drains or storm sewers
require repairs but otherwise would have sufficient remaining design life, repairs shall be made in
accordance with the requirements of this RFP.

The Design-Build Firm will consider optional culvert materials in accordance with the Department’s
Drainage Manual Criteria.

Prior to proceeding with the Drainage Design, the Design-Build Firm shall meet with the District
Drainage Engineer. The purpose of this meeting is to provide information to the Design-Build Firm that
will better coordinate the Preliminary and Final Drainage Design efforts. This meeting is Mandatory and
is to occur fifteen (15) calendar days (excluding weekends and Department observed holidays) prior to
any submittals containing drainage components.

The Design-Build Firm shall provide the Department’s District Drainage Engineer a signed and sealed
Drainage Design Report. It shall be an As-Built Plan of all drainage computations, both hydrologic and
hydraulic. The engineer shall include all necessary support data.

The Design-Build Firm shall also be responsible for the following items:

e Stormwater treatment ponds shall only by constructed at the locations depicted in an
approved Horizontal Layout (corresponding to either the Horizontal Layout in
Appendix G or a Department approved ATC related to a horizontal alignment
change).

* All stormwater treatment ponds are to be designed as wet detention systems unless
otherwise indicated on the Horizontal Layout in Appendix G.

* Pond side slopes shall be designed and constructed so as not to require fencing.
Fencing shall only be installed at ponds where required to satisfy limited access right
of way fencing requirements.
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¢ Locations of maintenance access for ponds shall be approved by the Department.
Graded driveways shall be provided at all pond access locations. Fence gates shall be
cantilever/sliding type gates.

F. Geometric Design:

The Design-Build Firm shall prepare the geometric design for the Project using the Design Standards and
criteria that are most appropriate with proper consideration given to the design traffic volumes, adjacent
land use, design consistency, aesthetics, ADA requirements, and this document.

The design elements shall include, but not be limited to, the horizontal and vertical alignments, lane
widths, shoulder widths, median widths, cross slopes, borders, sight distance, side slopes, front slopes,
and ditches. The geometric design developed by the Design-Build Firm shall be an engineering solution
that is not merely an adherence to the minimum AASHTO and/or Department standards.

The Design-Build Firm shall use design criteria as specified in the FDOT Plans Preparation Manual for
this project unless otherwise noted.

The horizontal layout shall be per the layout provided in - Appendix G or a Department approved
Alternative Technical Concept (ATC). The typical sections shall be per the Typical Section Package in
Appendix E or a Department approved ATC. The Department will not allow a reduction in the number of
travel lanes, turn lanes, or storage lengths specified in Appendix G of this RFP.

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for the following items:

The maximum retained fill height shall be 40-ft. For this purpose, the fill
height shall be measured from the top of coping elevation to the top of
leveling pad or footing elevation of the retaining wall.

Excavation material obtained from within Department right of way shall only
be obtained from roadway and drainage cut areas or from proposed pond
areas.

Fill heights (as defined in PPM Table 2.4.1) greater than 20-ft. at proposed
bridge approaches shall be supported by retaining walls instead of providing
roadside slopes. However, existing roadside slopes at bridge approaches
with heights greater than 20-ft. may remain provided any modifications to
the slopes meet the requirements of this RFP.

Where roadside slopes are used, the following requirements shall apply:

i. The magnitude of proposed slopes shall not exceed the values
specified in PPM Table 2.4.1 regardless of whether roadside
barriers are provided.

ii. Roadside slopes shall not be steeper than 1:3 except in locations
constrained by right of way or in locations that minimize wetland
impacts.

iii. Roadside barriers may only be used in locations where permitted
by PPM Table 2.4.1, where required by applicable design criteria,
or where clear zone cannot be provided due to right of way or
other constraints.

iv. Where clear zone is not provided and roadside barrier is present,
the flatter the slope specified in PPM Table 2.4.1 for areas inside
the clear zone may be omitted.

f. Remove existing FDOT fencing along limited access right of way lines
adjacent to proposed ground mounted noise walls. Tie existing FDOT
fencing to the ends of all ground mounted noise walls with Type B fencing.
Provide 6-t. high Type B fencing along all other limited access right of way
lines if existing fence is not present. The Type B fencing shall be designed
and constructed in accordance with FDOT standards.

g Sidewalks shall be constructed at all locations shown on the Horizontal
Layout in Appendix G.

h. A 10-ft. wide concrete shared use path shall be constructed along the east
side of US 17 within the limits depicted on the Horizontal Layout in
Appendix G. For portions of the path located within a pond berm, the
minimum concrete thickness shall be 6-in.

i.  The minimum limits of milling and resurfacing for asphalt pavement shall be
as depicted on the Horizontal Layout in Appendix G.

G. Design Documentation, Calculations, and Computations:

The Deéign—Build Firm shall submit to the Department design documentation, notes, calculations, and
computations to document the design conclusions reached during the development of the construction
plans.

The design notes and computation sheets shall be fully titled, numbered, dated, indexed, and signed by
the designer and the checker. Computer output forms and other oversized sheets shall be folded to a
standard size 8'4" x 11". The data shall be in a hard-back folder for submittal to the Department. At the
Project completion, a final set of design notes and computations, signed by the Design-Build Firm, shall
be submitted with the As-Built Plans and tracings.

The design documentation, notes, calculations and computations shall include, but not be limited to the
following data:

Design Standards and criteria used for the Project

Geometric design calculations for horizontal alignments

Vertical geometry calculations .
Documentation of decisions reached resulting from meetings, telephone
conversations or site visits

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H. Structure Plans:
1. Bridge Design Analysis:
a. The Design-Build Firm shall submit to the Department final signed and

sealed design documentation prepared during the development of the plans.

The Design-Build Firm shall insure that the final geotechnical and hydraulic
recommendations and reports required for bridge design are submitted with
the 90% bridge plans.

The Design-Build Firm shall "Load Rate" all bridges in accordance with the
Department Procedure 850-010-035 and the Structures Manual. The Bridge
Load Rating Calculations, the Completed Bridge Load Rating Summary
Detail Sheet, and the Load Rating Summary Form shall be submitted to the
Department for review with the 90% superstructure submittal. The final
Bridge Load Rating Summary Sheet and Load Rating Summary Form shall
be submitted to the Department for review with the Final superstructure
submittal. A final, signed and sealed Bridge Load Rating, updated for as-
built conditions, shall be submitted to the Department for each phase of the
bridge construction prior to placing traffic on the completed phase of the
bridge. A final, signed and sealed Bridge Load Rating, updated for the as-
built conditions as part of the As-Built Plans submittal shall be submitted to
the Department before any traffic is placed on the bridge. The Bridge Load
Rating shall be signed and sealed by a Professional Engineer licensed in the
State of Florida.

The Design-Build Firm shall evaluate scour on all bridges over water using
the procedures described in HEC 18.

Any erection, demolition, and any proposed sheeting and/or shoring plans
that may potentially impact the railroad must be submitted to and approved
by the railroad. This applies to areas adjacent to, within and over railroad
rights of way.

The Engineer of Record for bridges shall analyze the effects of the
construction related loads on the permanent structure. These effects include
but are not limited to: construction equipment loads, change in segment
length, change in construction sequence, etc. The Engineer of Record shall
review all specialty engineer submittals (camber curves, falsework systems,
etc.) to ensure compliance with the contract plan requirements and intent.

If the Design-Build Firm proposes to lengthen an existing bridge culvert or
otherwise modify the loading condition on an existing bridge culvert, the
Design-Build Firm shall first perform an LRFR load rating of the existing
culvert (in its existing condition). If any LRFR design inventory or FL 120
Permit rating factors are less than 1.0, the Design-Build Firm shall calculate
rating factors using LFR. If any LRFR or LFR inventory load rating factors
are less than 1.0, a revised load rating may be performed in accordance with
SDG 7.1.1.C. If any LFR inventory rating factors remain less than 1.0, the
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Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for replacing or strengthening the
culvert. Inventory rating factors for both the existing culvert and any
lengthened culvert sections shall be greater than or equal to 1.0 in the final
condition using the controlling method (LRFR or LFR) resulting from the
existing culvert analysis described above.

2. Criteria

The Design-Build Firm shall incorporate the following into the design of this facility:

a.

All plans and designs are to be prepared in accordance with the Governing
Regulations of Section V.A.

Bridge Widening: The minimum deck thickness for bridge widening shall be
8'2” which shall include the sacrificial thickness specified in the Structures
Design Guidelines for Long Bridges. New widened sections of bridge decks
shall meet the finish and smoothness requirements in the Specifications for
Long Bridges. New widened sections of bridge decks shall be grooved in
accordance with the Specifications to match the finish of the existing bridge
deck surface.

Critical Temporary Retaining Walls: Whenever the construction of a
component requires excavation that may endanger the public or an existing
structure that is in use, the Design-Build Firm must protect the existing
facility and the public. If a critical temporary retaining wall is, therefore,
required during the construction stage only, it may be removed and reused
after completion of the work. Such systems as steel sheet pilings, soldier
beams and lagging or other similar systems are commonly used. In such
cases, the Design-Build Firm is responsible for designing and detailing the
wall in the set of contract plans. These plans must be signed and sealed by
the Structural Engineer in responsible charge of the wall design.

The LRFD Operational Importance Factor shall be 1.0 for all bridges.

f. Unless specified elsewhere in this RFP, minimum horizontal clearances to

- bridge piers and abutments and minimum vertical clearances shall conform

to the requirements of the Plans Preparation Manual (PPM). Applicable
design variations and exceptions are provided in Appendix H.

The aesthetic requirements detailed in Appendix Q shall be incorporated into
the design of the structures.

Apply a Class 5 Applied Finish Coating to all proposed bridges within the
1-95/1-295 Interchange and the associated retaining walls at the bridge
approaches. Surfaces to be coated are as follows:

Ground Mounted Noise Walls: Panels shall consist of flush panels with a
Type “H” finish on the front face. Posts shall have a Type “H” finish on the
front face. The color of the noise walls shall match the existing noise walls
constructed under FIN 213217-2-52-01 (I-95 Pavement Rehabilitation from
J.T. Butler Boulevard to Atlantic Boulevard). The Design-Build Firm shall
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submit a color sample to the Department for review and approval prior to
application of the coating.

Provide full-height cheek walls at the following locations:

i. Exposed ends of all end bents.
ii. Exposed ends of piers where the difference in the exterior beam
depth in adjacent spans is greater than 9”.
iii. Exposed ends of piers where the ends of exterior beams in adjacent
spans are offset in plan.
iv. Edges of beam ledges for Inverted-T pier caps.

With the exception of Bridge No. 720836 (1-295 over CSX Railroad/US 17),
the exterior beams/girders for all spans of a multi-beam bridge shall have the
same depth for aesthetic purposes.

Each bridge shall be of a single superstructure type and material.

The superstructure for the Ramp EN and Ramp WS Flyovers shall consist of
segmental concrete box girders. For this purpose, a flyover shall be
considered any bridge carrying the ramp with a total length of 500-ft. or
more and spliced post-tensioned U-Girders do not meet the definition of
segmental construction.

Intermediate pile bents shall not be permitted.
Integral abutments shall not be permitted.
All bridge foundations shall be deep foundations.

Each individual pile bent or pile supported footing shall be supported by a
minimum of four piles.

NO PILE DRIVING (including sheet pile) shall be allowed during the
following times:

* Before 7:00 a.m. or after 7:00 p.m., Monday through Friday
¢ All day on Saturdays, Sundays, and Holidays

For fill slopes in front of end bents or abutments, the magnitude of the slope
shall not exceed 1V:2H unless a steeper slope is required to match the
existing slope for bridge widening.

For permanent retaining walls, partial height walls such as perched walls or
toe-walls, as defined in the 2016 FDOT Structures Manual, shall not be
permitted with the exception of perched walls where the fill slope at the base
of the wall consists of a pond maintenance berm and side slope.

All culverts shall meet clear zone requirements where sufficient right of way
exists. The Department will not approve the use of permanent roadside

barriers to protect culverts within the clear zone where the right of way is
sufficient to extend the culvert.

All elements of proposed permanent bridge drainage systems shall be hidden
from view.

Conduits for lighting or utilities shall not be mounted to exposed faces of
bridge elements or MSE walls.

For multi-beam bridges with concrete beams, expansion joints shall consist
of Strip Seals (Index No. 21100) or Poured Joint with Backer Rod (Index No.
21110).

Where a non-standardized superstructure expansion joint is required (e.g. a
finger joint or modular joint), a finger joint shall be used. It shall be self
cleaning with an elastomeric seal inserted between steel keepers, flush with
the underside of the finger joint. The joint shall be designed to allow
replacement of the elastomeric seal.

Noise wall heights shall be as noted on the Horizontal Layout in
Appendix G. The height of ground mounted noise walls shall be measured
from the finished grade. The top of wall elevations for the ground mounted
noise walls shown on the Horizontal Layout in Appendix G shall not be
lower than the following elevations:

No portion of a proposed structure, above or below ground, shall be located
within the CSX Railroad right of way except for those overhead elements
that satisfy the minimum vertical clearance requirements specified in the
PPM.

A 6°-0” high fence (Index No. 810) shall be installed on all new and existing
exterior traffic barrier located within the CSX right of way. The fence shall
be black PVC coated.

Specified minimum vertical clearances for bridges shall be satisfied for the
future lane configuration on 1-295 described in Section I of this RFP.
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gg. The Design-Build Firm shall construct a concrete barrier wall with visual
barrier within the limits shown on the Horizontal Layout in Appendix G.
The total height of the visual barrier shall be 8-ft. including the height of the
traffic barrier. The visual barrier shall be located along the outside shoulder
of the roadway located closest to the right of way line in the southeast
quadrant of the interchange. The details of the concrete barrier wall with
visual barrier shall match the details in Index No. 5210.

I Specifications:

Department Specifications may not be modified or revised. Technical Special Provisions shall be written
only for items not addressed by Department Specifications, and shall not be used as a means of changing
Department Specifications.

The Design-Build Firm shall prepare and submit a signed and sealed Construction Specifications Package
for the Project, containing all applicable Division II and III Special Provisions and Supplemental
Specifications from the Specifications Workbook in effect at the time the Bid Price Proposals were due in
the District Office, all Division Il and 1Il specifications provided as Attachments to this RFP, and any
signed and sealed Technical Special Provisions. Any subsequent modifications to the Construction
Specifications Package shall be prepared, signed and sealed as a Supplemental Specifications Package.
The Specifications Package shall be prepared, signed and sealed by the Design-Build Firm’s Engineer of
Record who has successfully completed the mandatory Specifications Package Preparations Training.

Upon review and approval By the Department, the Construction Specifications Package will be stamped
“Released for Construction” and initialed and dated by the Department.

J. Shop Drawings:

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for the preparation and approval of all Shop Drawings. Shop
Drawings shall be in conformance with the Department’s Plans Preparation Manual when submitted to
the Department and shall bear the stamp and signature of the Design-Build Firm’s Engineer of Record
(EOR), and Specialty Engineer, as appropriate. The Department shall review the Shop Drawing(s) to
evaluate compliance with Project requirements and provide any findings to the Design-Build Firm. The
Department’s procedural review of shop drawings is to assure that the Design-Build Firm’s EOR has
approved and signed the drawing, the drawing has been independently reviewed and is in general
conformance with the plans. The Department’s review is not meant to be a complete and detailed review.
Upon review and approval of the shop drawing, the Department will initial, date, and stamp the drawing
“Released for Construction” or “Released for Construction as Noted.”

Shop Drawing submittals must be accompanied by sufficient information for adjoining components or
areas of work to allow for proper evaluation of the Shop Drawing(s) submitted for review.
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K. Sequence of Construction:

The Design-Build Firm shall construct the work in a logical manner and with the following objectives as
guides:

1. Maintain or improve, to the maximum extent possible, the quality of existing traffic
operations, both in terms of flow rate and safety, throughout the duration of the
Project.

2. Minimize the number of different Traffic Control Plan (TCP) phases, i.e., number of
different diversions and detours for a given traffic movement.

3. Take advantage of newly constructed portions of the permanent facility as soon as
possible when it is in the best interest of traffic operations and construction activity.

4. Maintain reasonable direct access to adjacent properties at all times, with the

exception in areas of limited access Right of Way where direct access is not

permitted.

Coordinate with adjacent construction Projects and maintaining agencies.

6. Construct the ground mounted noise walls as early as possible in the project
schedule.

The Design-Build Firm shall prepare a Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) as required by
the National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES). The Design-Build Firm shall refer to the
Department’s Project Development and Environment Manual and Florida Department of Environmental
Protection (FDEP) Rule 62-621.300(4)(a) for information in regard to the SWPPP. The SWPPP and the
Design-Build Firm’s Certification (FDEP Form 62-621.300(4)(b) NOTICE OF INTENT (NOI) TO USE
GENERIC PERMIT FOR STORMWATER DISCHARGE FROM LARGE AND SMALL
CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES) shall be submitted for Department review and approval. Department
approval must be obtained prior to beginning construction activities.

M. Temporary Traffic Control Plan:
1. Traffic Control Analysis:

The Design-Build Firm shall design a safe and effective Temporary Traffic Control Plan to move
vehicular and pedestrian traffic during all phases of construction. Topics to be addressed shall include, but
are not limited to, construction phasing, utility relocation, drainage structures, signalization, ditches, front
slopes, back slopes, drop offs within clear zone, temporary roadway lighting and traffic monitoring sites.
Special consideration shall be given to the drainage system when developing the construction phases.
Positive drainage must be maintained at all times.

The Temporary Traffic Control Plan shall address how to assist with maintenance of traffic throughout
the duration of the contract.

The Temporary Traffic Control Plan shall be prepared by a certified designer who has completed the
Department’s Advanced Maintenance of Traffic training course, and in accordance with the Department’s

Design Standards and the Plans Preparation Manual.

Transportation Management Plans (TMPs) are required for significant Projects which are defined as:
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1. A Project that, alone or in combination with other concurrent Projects nearby, is anticipated
to cause sustained work zone impacts.

2. All Interstate system Projects within the boundaries of a designated Transportation
Management Area (TMA) that occupy a location for more than three days with either
intermittent or continuous lane closures shall be considered as signiticant Projects.

This project is considered a significant project.
A TMP will consist of three components:

(1) Temporary Traftic Control (TTC) plan component;
(2) Transportation Operations (TO) component; and
(3) Public Information (PI) component.

Additional information can be found in Volume 1/ Chapter 10 of the PPM.
2. Temporary Traffic Control Plans:

The Design-Build Firm shall utilize Index Series 600 of the Department’s Design Standards where
applicable. Should these standards be inadequate, a detailed Temporary Traffic Control Plan shall be
developed. The Design-Build Firm shall prepare plan sheets, notes, and details to include the following:
typical section sheet(s), general notes and construction sequence sheet(s), typical detail sheet(s), and
traffic control plan sheet(s).

The Design-Build Firm shall prepare additional plan sheets such as detours, cross sections, profiles,
drainage structures, temporary roadway lighting, retaining wall details, and sheet piling as necessary for
proper construction and implementation of the Temporary Traffic Control Plan.

If temporary signals are utilized for traffic control or if existing signals-are modified for traffic control,
they shall be fully actuated. Pre-timed signals will not be allowed.

Minimum lane widths shall be 12-ft. during all traffic control phases. The Design-Build Firm shall
maintain turn lane storage lengths during MOT equivalent to existing conditions. For ramps, existing
acceleration and deceleration lengths shall not be reduced during times when lane closures are restricted.

Travel lanes comprising of a multi-lane section in one direction shall not be split from each other to
facilitate maintenance of traffic.

All temporary traffic diversions, if they are utilized to maintain traffic during construction operations,
shall be designed with a minimum structural number of 3.0. A minimum 4” Type SP Structural Course
surface layer shall also be provided. These guidelines are a minimum requirement. The Design-Build
Firm shall design and construct temporary pavements based upon the anticipated traffic expected during
the life of the temporary diversion. All temporary pavement shall conform to the requirements of the
Specifications. .
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3. Traffic Control Restrictions:

A lane may only be closed during active work periods. All lane closures, including ramp closures, must
be reported to the local emergency agencies, the media and the District Two public information officer.
Also, the Design-Build Firm shall develop the Project to be able to provide for all lanes of traffic to be
open in the event of an emergency.

The following additional traffic control restrictions apply:

A reduction in the posted speed limits in work zones shall not be allowed.

There shall be no detours or pacing operations except as contemplated by this RFP.

For all roadways except Cole Road, at least one lane of traffic in each direction shall remain
open at all times except during allowable detour timeframes. For Cole Road, at least one lane
of traffic shall remain open at all times except during allowable detour timeframes.

Detours on 1-95, 1-295, and US 17 will only be allowed to accommodate overhead bridge
work (such as beam erection or deck placement activities), overhead span sign structure
installation, or critical pavement tie-ins.

Traffic on Cole Road shall only be detoured as required to construct connections from the
new bridge approaches to the existing roadway. Traffic shall not be detoured more than 21
days, cumulative.
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6. Detours on [-95 and [-295 shall be restricted to one direction at a time.

7. All detours shall be designed to accommodate a WB-62FL design vehicle. All detour plans
shall be signed and sealed by a Professional Engineer registered in the State of Florida.

8. Lane closures on US 17 shall not be performed in conjunction with traffic pacing or detours
on [-95 or [-295.

9. The existing loop ramp from 1-95 SB to [-295 EB (previously abandoned and to be removed
with this project) shall not be used for maintenance of traffic purposes.

NO LANE CLOSURES are allowed on the Project during the times shown below so as to minimize
potential impacts to the following events:

N. Environmental Services/Permits/Mitigation:

The Design-Build Firm will be responsible for preparing designs and proposing construction methods that
are permittable. The Design-Build Firm will be responsible for any required permit fees. All permits
required for a particular construction activity will be acquired prior to commencing the particular
construction activity. Delays due to incomplete or erroneous permit application packages, agency
rejection, agency denials, agency processing time, or any permit violations, except as provided herein,
will be the responsibility of the Design-Build Firm and will not be considered sufficient reason for a time
extension or additional compensation. As the permittee, the Department is responsible for reviewing,
approving, signing, and submitting the permit application package including all permit modifications or
subsequent permit applications.

The Department has conducted an investigation of the Project site and determined that potential gopher
tortoise habitats could be impacted by the Project. All coordination by the Design-Build Firm with the
Department regarding gopher tortoises will be completed through the District Environmental
Management Office. If the Department has determined that suitable gopher tortoise habitat exists in the
project area, then the Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for the potential gopher tortoise burrow
survey that could be impacted by the Project including any areas to be used for construction staging. The
Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for conducting the gopher tortoise burrow survey for the purpose
of identifying potential gopher tortoise habitats that could be impacted by the Prolect including any areas
to be used for construction staging. The habitat will be systematically surveyed according to the current
Gopher Tortoise Permitting guidelines published by the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation
Commission (FWC). The Department must verify the completeness and accuracy of the assessment prior
to commencement of any permitting or construction activities.
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Any areas where the Design-Build Firm proposes to protect burrows to remain on-site with “exclusionary
fencing” shall be reviewed and approved by the Department. The Design-Build Firm shall submit an
“exclusionary fencing” plan for review prior to any “exclusionary fencing” installation. If there are
unavoidable impacts to gopher tortoise burrows, the Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for preparing
required documentation for the Department to obtain a FWC permit for the relocation of gopher tortoises
and commensals from burrows which cannot be avoided. Preparation of complete permit packages will be
the responsibility of the Design-Build Firm. As the “permittee”, the Department is responsible for
reviewing and approving the permit application package including all permit modifications, or subsequent
permit applications. This applies whether the project is Federal or state funded. Once the Department has
approved the permit application, the Design-Build Firm is responsible for submitting the permit
application to FWC. A copy of the permit and any subsequent reports to FWC must be provided to the
District Environmental Management Office or District Environmental Permit Office, as appropriate. If
FWC rejects or denies the permit application, it is the Design-Build Firm’s responsibility to make
whatever changes necessary to ensure the permit application is approved. Once the permit is obtained, the
Design-Build Firm shall notify the Department at least one week prior to the relocation of gopher
tortoises. '

If gopher tortoise relocations are phased throughout the construction, the Design-Build Firm shall notify
the Department at least one week prior to each relocation phase. The Department will provide oversight
of the relocations and ensure permit compliance. The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for any
necessary permit extensions or re-permitting in order to keep the relocation permit valid throughout the
construction period. The Design-Build Firm shall provide the Department with draft copies of requests to
modify the permits and/or requests for permit extensions, for review and approval by the Department
prior to submittal to the Agencies. The Design-Build Firm shall provide the appropriate reports as
required by the permit conditions, including closing out the permit. The Design-Build Firm shall note that
permits for gopher tortoise relocation for areas outside of the Department owned Right-of-Way
(i.e. utility easements; license agreements) cannot be obtained with the Department as the “permittee,” per
FWC requirements. Should permits in areas outside of the Right-of-Way be required, the Department will
still perform the oversight of the process as described above. The Design-Build Firm will be required to
pay all permit fees including any and all fees associated with the relocation of gopher tortoises. Any fines
levied by permitting agencies shall be the responsibility of the Design-Build Firm.

The following Project specific Environmental Services/Permits have been identified as specific requirements
for this project:

1.  Wetlands and Mitigation
0. Signing and Pavement Marking Plans:

The Design-Build Firm shall prepare signing and pavement marking plans in accordance with Department
criteria.

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for the design of all new or retrofit sign supports (post,
overhead span, overhead cantilever, bridge mount and any applicable foundations). The Design-Build
Firm shall show all details (anchor bolt size, bolt circle, bolt length, etc.) as well as all design assumptions
(wind loads, support reactions, etc.) used in the analysis. Mounting types for various signs shown in
Appendix K shall not be changed by the Design-Build Firm (i.e. if the proposed or existing sign is shown
as overhead it shall be overhead and not changed to ground mount) unless approved by the Department.
Any existing sign structure to be removed (except DMS sign structures) shall not be relocated and reused,
unless approved by the Department.
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The structural design for any existing sign support structures to remain shall be evaluated for any new or
modified sign panels. This evaluation shall be in accordance with the applicable codes, manuals, and
guidelines specified in Section V.A. of this RFP. Any existing sign structure not meeting the applicable
criteria shall be replaced by the Design-Build Firm.

It shall be the Design-Build Firm’s responsibility to field inventory and show all existing signs within the
Project limits and address all regulatory, warning and signage along the Project. Existing single and
multi-post sign assemblies impacted by construction shall be entirely replaced and upgraded to meet
current standards. Existing sign assemblies not impacted by construction can remain.

Overhead sign trusses that span both directions of traffic on I-95 or I-295 are not permitted for new sign
structures.

P. Lighting Plans:

The Design-Build Firm shall prepare lighting plans in accordance with Department criteria. All lighting
shall be LED lighting. For coordination and locates on the Department’s lighting system, contact
Jacksonville Maintenance at (904) 360-5200.

The Design-Build Firm shall develop and submit for approval, a Load Center/Circuit/Pole Number
identification plan that is compatible with the adjacent lighting systems maintenance identification
scheme.

Where existing roadway lighting circuit sources (services, load centers, etc.) are being removed, the
Design-Build Firm shall either:

1. Provide a new load center per current codes and all applicable criteria.

2. Identify an existing load center capable of feeding the existing and proposed lighting
while meeting all current codes and all applicable criteria.

All modified load centers shall comply with all applicable criteria and shall be in like new condition.

Existing light poles, luminaire arms,  luminaires, and load centers identified for removal shall be
coordinated with the Department as to whether these features will become the property of Design-Build
Firm or salvaged, transported, and delivered to the Department for future use.

The Design-Build Firm shall perform detailed field reviews. Review and document all lighting
(poles/luminaires, sign luminaires, etc.), circuiting, load centers, service points, utility transformers, etc.,
within the scope of work. This review includes: conductors, conduit, grounding, enclosures, voltages,
mounting heights, pullboxes, etc. This review also includes circuits outside the scope of work that
originate or touch this Project’s scope of work.

All deficiencies within the Project scope shall be identified and corrected. Any deficiencies outside the
Project scope shall be brought to the attention of the Department.

After the field reviews are completed, all damaged and/or non-functioning equipment shall be
documented and forwarded to the Department prior to the start of construction. All damaged and/or non-
functioning equipment within the scope of work are required to be replaced or repaired to meet all
applicable criteria and shall be in like-new condition.
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Where new electrical services are required, the Design-Build Firm shall coordinate the final locations of
the distribution transformer and service pole to minimize service and branch circuit conductors and
conduit lengths. Each service point shall be separately metered.

The Design-Build Firm shall comply with the requirements of each jurisdictional authority within the
Project limits. Compliance with the jurisdictional authority includes but is not limited to: field reviews,
technical meetings, special deliverable, etc. It is the Demgn—bulld Firm’s responsibility to verify and
comply with all jurisdictional authority’s requirements.

Q. Signalization and Intelligent Transportation System Plans:
1. General

The Design-Build Firm shall prepare Signalization and Intelligent Transportation System (ITS) Plans in
accordance with Department criteria.

All traffic signal controller assemblies shall be compatible and interchangeable with the existing traffic
signal equipment within the City of Jacksonville and shall be provided with a UPS.

The Design-Build Firm shall prepare design plans and provide necessary documentation for the
procurement and installation of the Signalization and Intelligent Transportation System devices as well as
overall system construction and integration. The Design-Build Firm shall prepare separate signalization
and ITS component plan sets. The ITS component set shall include at minimum the following:The
construction plan sheets shall be in accordance with Department requirements and include, but not be
limited to:

Signature Sheet
Tabulation of Quantities (list applicable FDOT pay item numbers)
General Notes
Legend
Pole Data Sheet
Project Layout sheets showing locations of field elements and plan sheet layout
Plan Sheets (1” = 100° with 1” = 40’ details as required) providing details on ITS
field device locations, fiber optic cable routing, electrical service, pull boxes,
cabinets, trenching, HDD, and other reference features such as guide signs,
structures, roadway and drainage features, existing ITS features, utilities, right of
way, easements, wetlands, etc.

The Design-Build Firm shall complete the ITS Design Checklist provided in Appendix P.

The Design-Build Firm shall prepare, submit and seek Department approval for all the required plans and
documents, schematic diagrams, cabling/wiring diagrams, splice diagrams, and other pertinent
information related to the equipment, materials and incidentals required for a fully functional system.

An ITS Communications meeting shall be held within 30 days after contract execution and prior to the
start of ITS design. The Design-Build Firm shall have members of both the design and construction team
present at this meeting. The Department and CEI shall also have relevant personnel attend. This meeting
will be used to review the existing communications layout, the proposed temporary communications
layout, and the proposed future communications layout; provide contact information for all relevant
project personnel; and review the constraints for communications disruptions as detailed within this REP
and other Contract Documents.

The Design-Build Firm shall submit the following Systems Engineering documents to the Department for
approval. The contents of each submittal shall be in accordance with the requirements outlined in
Florida’s Statewide Systems Engineering Management Plan.

The Design-Build Firm is responsible for ensuring project compliance with the Regional ITS Architecture
and Rule 940 as applicable. This includes, but is not limited to, the development or update of a concept of
operations, the development or update of a Systems Engineering Management Plan (SEMP), and
Requirement Traceability Verification Matrix (RTVM) as well as coordination of document review. The
Systems Engineering documents shall be submitted and approved by the Department prior to any phase
plan submittals.

The Design-Build Firm shall furnish, install, integrate, configure, test, and document all ITS infrastructure
components, ITS field elements, and network equipment necessary to make the Project operational and
fully integrated with (and operational from) the FDOT Jacksonville Regional Transportation Management
Center (RTMC). All ITS equipment shall conform to the requirements listed elsewhere in this document
and shall consist of those items found on the Department’s Approved Products List
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(https://fdotwpl.dot.state. fl.us/ApprovedProductList) and the existing list of devices and components
supported within the SunGuide software or other specified software, unless otherwise approved by the
Department. The Design-Build Firm shall validate that proposed devices are compatible with the existing
RTMC system prior to all submittals. The Design-Build Firm shall utilize the Traffic Control Equipment
Submittal Data Form (Form 750-010-02) for approval of all ITS used on the project. Unless otherwise
noted, existing ITS devices and infrastructure that meet the requirements of this RFP may remain or may
be relocated and incorporated into the final project. In addition, the Design-Build Firm shall be
responsible for the following:

1. Communications System — The Design-Build Firm shall provide full connectivity for ITS
field elements installed on the Project. The Design-Build Firm shall provide a
communication subsystem that is an open-arefifiecture, non-proprietary, real-time
multimedia communication network, which is fault-tolerant. The Design-Build Firm shall
provide a hierarchical network design utilizing Layer 3 Ethernet switches from the
Master Hub(s) to the RTMC, and Layer 2 Field Ethernet switches between ITS field
devices. The Design-Build Firm shall coordinate with the District ITS Engineer to
establish the interconnect plan and shall provide connectivity between the fiber backbone
cable installed on this project and the existing Master Hub at the 1-95/[-295 Interchange.
All existing or relocated devices shall be integrated with the existing master switch. The
Design-Build Firm shall work closely with the District to confirm the preferred network
architecture. The final network architecture, along with the associated FOC splicing
diagrams, shall be included with the 90% plans for review and approval by the
Department. ’

2. Conduit and Pull Boxes — The Design-Build Firm shall modify the existing fiber optic
conduit, pull box and splice vault system and shall install a new fiber optic conduit, pull
box and splice vault system as necessary to accommodate the proposed improvements.
Provide three 1.25” conduits for backbone fiber cable (one for fiber, one for locate wire,
and one spare); two 1.25” conduits for drop fiber cable (one for fiber and one spare); and
2” conduit for composite cables and power. The backbone conduits shall be orange for
fiber, yellow for locate wire and white for spare. The fiber and composite drop conduits
shall be orange. Power conduits shall be grey. New backbone fiber conduit shall be
located approximately 10’ inside the right of way except as required to avoid wet areas,
ditches, and other unavoidable obstacles. Such exceptions shall be highlighted in the
plans and subject to approval by the Department. All ITS pull/splice boxes (including
electrical) shall be provided with a locking and security system, preferably by bolting
them down, to prevent theft/vandalism. Pull/splice box dimensions shall be per section
635 of the Specifications.- Conduits for lighting and ITS shall not be placed in the same
trench.

3. Locate System — The locate system shall be per Section 630 of the Specifications except
for above ground route markers, which are not desired. All fiber optic pull boxes and
splice vaults must be furnished with a locate ball marker which uses the
telecommunications industry frequency and color code for locate markers.

4. Fiber Optic Cable — The Design-Build Firm shall provide a 96-count single-mode fiber
optic cable (FOC) for all new backbone FOC. The Design-Build Firm shall provide 12-
count single-mode FOC drops from the backbone FOC to ITS cabinets. Drop FOC shall
be a single cable (no splices) from the backbone FOC to the ITS field cabinet. All 12
single-mode fibers shall be spliced at the backbone. Pre-terminated patch panels shall be
provided at each ITS cabinet with ST type connectors. The 12 single-mode fibers must
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enter the signal cabinet and terminate all 12 fibers on a new 12 fiber patch panel. In the
case where there are multiple signal cabinets at an intersection, only one cabinet shall be
connected via 12-count single-mode fiber to the backbone cable provided the cabinets
have an existing interconnect. The Design-Build Firm shall design and implement a
“leap-frog” network architecture utilizing three fibers such that no adjacent ITS field
elements utilize the same fiber pair ring.

The fiber network shall utilize the blue buffer tube for backbone communications and the
orange buffer tube for distribution at the field level. The white buffer tube is allocated to
the City of Jacksonville Signals Department and will be used to provide fiber drops to all
cabinets as described within this document. The remainder of the fiber buffers are
allocated to other agencies and shall be continuous throughout the project unless an end
to end splice is required.

5. Electrical — The power subsystem shall contain readily accessible, manually resettable or
replaceable circuit protection devices (such as circuit breakers or fuses) for equipment
and power source protection. Step-up or step-down transformers shall be provided as
required. No 600v electrical runs will be allowed. Power services shall be limited to a
maximum of 480v. At no time shall the voltage being used to power any ITS equipment
be stepped up using a transformer to exceed 480v. An appropriately sized electric service
panel shall be provided in each ITS cabinet, based on electrical load of the cabinet. When
determining the electrical load at each cabinet, include the cumulative electrical load of
the ITS devices and all electrical devices in the cabinet, plus an additional 200W of
power and one additional 20A circuit for maintenance tools. At least two NEMA 5-15R
type GFCI protected outdoor rated receptacles shall be provided in each ITS cabinet for
use by maintenance personnel.

When determining conductor sizes, use the total load at each cabinet plus a 9 amp load
for the maintenance receptacle at the furthest cabinet on each power circuit while not
exceeding the supply voltage tolerance of 5% drop from the nominal 120 VAC within the
cabinet, or any other point in the power circuit. Power cables shall be marked with a
permanent weatherproof tag at each electrical facility and exit point from conduits (i.e.,
ITS cabinet, pull boxes, junction boxes, transformers, etc.). This tag shall indicate the
general direction of the cable(s) to the next facility where the cable is located. Plans and
~ supporting calculations shall clearly show all electrical requirements, loads, wire sizes,
grounding, lightning and surge protection, meters, disconnects, and all elements
necessary for a complete and functional design. All electrical cabling shall be copper.

6. Surge Protection — The Design-Build Firm shall furnish and install surge protectors for
all cables and conductors (power, video, and data). The Design-Build Firm shall provide
all ITS field installation sites with both primary and secondary surge protection on the
AC power. The Design-Build Firm shall connect the primary surge protection at the
service entrance or main disconnect and connect the secondary surge protection on the
power distribution to the equipment. The Design-Build Firm shall provide a TVSS both
ahead of and behind (i.e. on the supply side and the load side of) all ITS device
electronics.

7. Field Devices, General — ITS infrastructure shall be installed in areas where maintenance
can be performed and not at the bottom of swale, ditch or low lying areas along the
shoulder of the road. All devices shall be placed to accommodate full clear zone without
the use of shielding, unless shielding is being installed for other reasons. All ITS field
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10.

devices shall be readily accessible from a service vehicle. New device placement shall
minimize to the extent possible the need for Maintenance of Traffic when maintaining the
device or other components at th site. All field devices (including pull boxes and splice
vaults) shall utilize a special naming convention (as provided by the Department) that
shall be used in all design and reference documents. Any existing field devices not
specifically addressed by this RFP (BlueTOAD, RWIS, etc.) shall be relocated to the
same general area as the existing device.

Microwave Vehicle Detection System (MVDS) — Existing MVDS devices shall be
relocated to the same general area as the existing device. At least one MVDS shall be
installed along each new ramp and may be located with a proposed CCTV camera. The
vehicle detector units shall be dual-radar microwave detectors that are capable of self-
calibrating with a minimum detection range of 250 feet. The MVDS shall be positioned
so that speed, volume, and occupancy of each lane at the MVDS site can be detected and
measured independently. Any new MVDS installed as part of this project shall be
capable of detecting per-vehicle speeds. All MVDS devices shall be located such that
obstructions do not provide any interference, occlusions or undesired reflectance of the
radar beams produced by and reflected back to the MVDS.

CCTV Cameras — The Design-Build Firm shall design and install digital CCTV cameras
as necessary to provide full coverage of mainline and ramps throughout the limits of the
project, inclusive of interchanges. CCTV coverage shall extend through the limits of the
advance signing. Crossroad coverage at interchanges shall be provided a minimum of
1,000 feet in each direction from the centerline of the mainline roadway. Existing CCTV
cameras shall be relocated to the same general area as the existing device. At least two
CCTV cameras shall be installed along each new flyover ramp. If bridge mounted, the
cameras shall be located near a pier location to minimize vibrations and shall be located
such that at least one lane of traffic can remain open while the camera is accessed by a
maintenance vehicle on the bridge deck. If construction of the project improvements
introduces obstructions that interfere with full coverage of the facilities provided by
existing CCTV cameras, the existing cameras shall be relocated or new cameras shall be
added in order to provide full coverage. CCTV cameras shall be spaced no greater than
1-mile apart. CCTV cameras shall be located such that all portions of the roadway can be
observed from the RTMC. Provide field coverage shots for all cameras to the
Department for review prior to final design. CCTV coverage of each DMS display shall
also be provided to allow RTMC operators to verify DMS messages. CCTV cameras
shall be digital high-definition, dome type, pressurized cameras with capabilities to see in
color through fog and with the use of ambient lighting. CCTV camera poles shall be
concrete and cameras shall be mounted a minimum of 50’ above the adjacent roadway
section. A camera lowering device shall be provided for all CCTV poles installed as part
of this project. The camera composite cable shall be placed in a conduit inside the pole to
keep the lowering device cable from coming into contact with the composite cable.

Dynamic Message Sign (DMS) — Any existing DMS panels that are removed shall be
relocated or replaced with a new DMS panel in the same general area. New DMS panels
shall have an 18 inch character height, 3 lines of text with 21 characters per line, and
20mm pixel pitch. The enclosure type shall be walk-in. The DMS support structure type
shall be cantilevered. The UPS provided shall provide power for a minimum of 2 hours
with the sign displaying 3 full lines of text, plus the operation of all other electrical
equipment in, and connected to the cabinet (inclusive of fans and lights).

ITS Cabinets — Pole-mounted ITS cabinets shall be utilized to the extent possible. All ITS
device cabinets shall come equipped with sunshields and automatic generator transfer
switches with an external lockable generator receptacle. All doors on ITS device cabinets
shall have a padlock with an electronic cylinder lock installed. A key shall be provided
for each lock which is USB rechargeable. An ITS cabinet shall be provided for each ITS
field device location. Where CCTV, DMS and/or MVDS installations are in close
proximity, one ITS cabinet capable of housing all associated equipment can be used, if
possible. Where ITS equipment utilizes a shared cabinet, a calibration/SPD cabinet shall
be provided for the remote device. All CCTV/MVDS cabinets shall be type 336S.

The De51gn -Build Firm shall ensure the cabinets are clean, neat and consistently
organized. No loose cabling within the cabinet shall be permitted. Cables shall be of
proper length with some slack. Cables shall be carefully and neatly routed within the
cabinet and loosely tied so as to not crimp or deform the cables. The cabinet with
same/similar equipment shall be organized in the same fashion:

Components shall be mounted by the same means and in the same locations
Power cords shall be connected to the same outlets

Devices shall be plugged in the same ports on the switch

Fiber optic cables shall be connected the same way (such as the fiber heading
north is always on port one, etc.)

e Cables and connectors shall be properly labeled

The Design-Build Firm shall provide the following additional features for each ITS
cabinet:

e Each ITS field cabinet shall serve as a local hub with a Managed Field Ethernet
Switch (MFES). The communication between ITS cabinets shall utilize MFES
operating on a 1 gbps Ethernet Optical Network. Each MFES shall have a
minimum of 8 copper ports and a minimum of 2 optical ports with a capability of
1gbps.

e Concrete work pad a minimum of 4’ x 8’ x 6”

Calibration Cabinet — Each Calibration/SPD cabinet shall provide local access to the
CCTV and MVDS for configuration, maintenance, and testing. Calibration/SPD cabinet
shall be NEMA 3R rated and shall meet the following requirements:

SPD devices for all copper conductors
* An RS-232 connection at MVDS sites, which shall be separate from the MVDS
connection to the nearby ITS cabinet

¢ Pole mounted with bottom of the SPD cabinet 4 feet above the adjacent ground
surface

*  When pole mounted, orient cabinet to avoid conflicts with lowering device and
camera and cabinet/cabinet door .

Mounted with stainless steel banding without covering access ports

All conduit connections shall be “liquid tight” and weatherproof

Fabricated from 5052 H32 0.125” aluminum

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e Electrical breakers for each MVDS and CCTV component, which shall be sized
per CCTV and MVDS manufacturer recommendations

The Design-Build Firm shall submit an Excel spreadsheet document listing all IP addresses utilized in the
Project in a format easily understood depicting, at a minimum, the following information: Device Name,
Device Type, Sheet Number (from Plans), Station, Offset, Mile Marker, Route, Direction of Travel,
Coordinates (northing, easting), and IP Address. The Design-Build Firm shall not use any IP addressing
scheme or [P addresses other than those provided by the Department.

The Design-Build Firm shall design and construct the proposed fiber optic cable for the Intelligent
Transportation System prior to removing the existing infrastructure.

2. Design and Engineering Services:

The design of the new system shall integrate with the existing devices. The design shall include the
necessary infrastructure and components to ensure proper connection of the new ITS components. This
shall include but not be limited to all proposed ITS components of this project as well as existing sub-
systems that remain or are re-deployed as the final project.

3. Construction and Integration Services:

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for all Signalization and ITS construction and integration
services relating to the Project.

4, Testing and Acceptance:

All equipment furnished by the Design-Build Firm shall be subject to monitoring and testing to determine
conformance with all applicable requirements. The Design-Build Firm is responsible for the coordination
and performance of material inspection and testing, field acceptance tests, and system acceptance tests.
ITS testing shall consist of standalone device testing at each device site, subsystem testing for each
subsystem deployed, and system operational testing to be conducted from the RTMC. The times and
dates of tests must be accepted in writing by the Department’s Project Manager. The Design-Build Firm
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shall provide two weeks’ notice to the Department prior to the commencement of testing to allow for the
Department to have personnel available to attend the testing. The Design-Build Firm shall conduct all
tests in the presence of the Department’s Project Manager or designated representative and shall provide
written test results to the Department for review within 14 days of the completion of the test. Test results
shall include the completed RTVM document demonstrating all project requirements were satisfied. The
final RTVM document shall be signed and dated by the Design-Build Firm’s ITS Engineer of Record and
by the CEI’s Senior Project Engineer.

The Design-Build Firm shall provide an ITS Inspection and Testing Plan (part of the RTVM) to the
Department for approval prior to conducting any testing or inspection services. The ITS Inspection and
Testing Plan shall include: test requirements, procedures and conditions; time frame and schedule;
acceptance criteria and the specific element of the Design Criteria requiring the test; and the associated
necessary resources and those responsible and witness for each type of test. :

Test plans shall be submitted for each device type for standalone testing and for each subsystem for
subsystem testing. In addition, an overall system operational test plan shall be submitted. These test
plans shall be submitted to the Department for approval a minimum of 4 weeks prior to commencement
of any testing.

The IP address range for network equipment will be provided to the Design-Build Firm by the
Department upon request. The network configuration scheme, showing the IP address, subnet mask, and
gateway for each device must be submitted to the Department for approval a minimum of 4 weeks prior to
commencement of any testing.

The Department expects the Design-Build Firm to perform pre-testing of existing equipment for
verification of operational capabilities, sub-system testing after installation or relocation, and final
acceptance testing prior to transferring ownership to the Department.

Any failure of a component will require restarting of the test. Three failures of the same component
during any particular test shall constitute replacement of the failing component or subsystem at the
Department’s discretion. Upon completion and approval of testing, the entire system shall be subject to a
60-day operation period (burn-in period) with RTMC operators monitoring and controlling the system
elements in normal operating conditions.

The Department is not obligated to award
the contract and the Selection Committee may decide to reject all proposals. If the Selection Committee
decides not to reject all proposals, the contract will be awarded to the Proposer determined by the
Selection Committee to have the lowest adjusted score.
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F. Stipend Awards:

The Department has elected to pay a stipend to a limited number of non-selected Short-Listed Design-
Build Firms to offset some of the costs of preparing the Proposals. The non-selected Short-Listed Design-
Build Firms meeting the stipend eligibility requirements of the Project Advertisement and complying with
the requirements contained in this section will ultimately be compensated. The stipend will only be
payable under the terms and conditions of the Design-Build Stipend Agreement and Project
Advertisement, copies of which are included with this Request for Proposal. This Request for Proposal
does not commit the Department or any other public agency to pay any costs incurred by an individual
firm, partnership, or corporation in the submission of Proposals except as set forth in the Design-Build
Stipend Agreement. The amount of the stipend will be $390,000.00 per non-selected Short-Listed Design-
Build Firm that meets the stipend eligibility requirements contained in the Project Advertisement. The
stipend is not intended to compensate any non-selected Short-Listed Design-Build Firm for the total cost
of preparing the Technical and Price Proposals. The Department reserves the right, upon payment of
stipend, to-use any of the concepts or ideas within the Technical Proposals, as the Department deems
appropriate.

In order for a Short-Listed Design-Build Firm to remain eligible for a stipend, the Short-Listed Design-

I. GENERAL

1. Form FHWA-1273 must be physically incorporated in each
construction contract funded under Title 23 (excluding
emergency contracts solely intended for debris removal). The
contractor (or subcontractor} must insert this form in each
subcontract and further require its inclusion in all lower tier
subcontracts (excluding purchase orders, rental agreements
and other agreements for supplies or services).

The applicable requirements of Form FHWA-1273 are
incorporated by reference for work done under any purchase
order, rental agreement or agreement for other services. The
prime contractor shall be responsibie for compliance by any
subcontractor, lower-tier subcontractor or service provider.

Form FHWA-1273 must be included in all Federal-aid design-
build contracts, in all subcontracts and in lower tier
subcontracts {excluding subcentracts for design services,
purchase orders, rental agreements and other agreements for
supplies or services). The design-builder shall be responsible
for compliance by any subcontractor, lower-tier subcontractor
or service provider.

Contracting agencies may reference Form FHWA-1273 in bid
proposal or requesl for proposal documents, however, the
Form FHWA-1273 must be physically incorporated (not
referenced) in all contracts, subcontracts and lower-tier
subcontracts (excluding purchase orders, rental agreements
and other agreements for suppiies or services related to a
construction contract).

2. Subject to the applicability criteria noted in the following
sections, these contract provisions shall apply to all work
performed on the contract by the contractor's own organization
and with the assistance of workers under the contractor's
immediate superintendence and to all work performed on the
contract by piecework, station work, or by subcontract.

3. Abreach of any of the stipulations contained in these
Required Contract Provisions may be sufficient grounds for
withholding of progress payments, withholding of final
payment, termination of the contract, suspension / debarment
or any other action determined to be appropriate by the
contracting agency and FHWA.

4. Selection of Labor: Duting the performance of this contract,
the contractor shall not use convict labor for any purpose
within the fimits of a construction project on a Federal-aid
highway unless it is labor performed by convicts who are on
parole, supervised release, or probation. The term Federal-aid
highway does not include roadways functionally classified as
tocal roads or rural minor collectors.

1l. NONDISCRIMINATION

The provisions of this section related to 23 CFR Part 230 are
applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and to all
related construction subcontracts of $10,000 or more. The
provisions of 23 CFR Part 230 are not applicable to material
supply, engineering, or architectural service contracts.

In addition, the contractor and all subcontractors must comply
with the following policies: Executive Order 11246, 41 CFR 60,
29 CFR 1625-1627, Title 23 USC Section 140, the
Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended (29 USC 794), Title VI
of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, and related
regulations including 49 CFR Parts 21, 26 and 27; and 23 CFR
Parts 200, 230, and 633.

The contractor and all subcontractors must comply with: the
requirements of the Equal Opportunity Clause in 41 CFR 60-
1.4(b) and, for all construction contracts exceeding $10,000,
the Standard Federal Equal Employment Opportunity
Construction Contract Specifications in 41 CFR 60-4.3.

Note: The U.S. Department of Labor has exclusive authority to
determine compliance with Executive Order 11246 and the
policies of the Secretary of Labor including 41 CFR 60, and 29
CFR 1625-1627. The contracting agency and the FHWA have
the authority and the responsibility to ensure compliance with
Title 23 USC Section 140, the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as
amended {29 USC 794), and Title V! of the Civil Rights Act of
1964, as amended, and related regulations including 49 CFR
Parts 21, 26 and 27; and 23 CFR Parts 200, 230, and 633.

The following provision is adopted from 23 CFR 230, Appendix
A, with appropriate revisions to conform to the U.8.
Department of Labor (US DOL) and FHWA reguirements.

1. Equal Employment Opportunity: Equal employment
opportunity (EEO) requirements not to discriminate and 1o take
affirmative action to assure equal opportunity as set forth
under laws, executive orders, rules, regulations (28 CFR 35,
29 CFR 1630, 29 CFR 1625-1627, 41 CFR 60 and 49 CFR 27)
and orders of the Secretary of Labor as modified by the
provisions prescribed herein, and imposed pursuant to 23
U.8.C. 140 shall constitute the EEC and specific affirmative
action standards for the contractor's project activities under





this contract. The provisions of the Americans with Disabilities
Act of 1890 (42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.) set forth under 28 CFR
35 and 29 CFR 1630 are incorporated by reference in this
contract. In the execution of this contract, the contractor
agrees to comply with the following minimum specific
requirement activities of EFO:

a. The contractor will work with the contracting agency and
the Federal Government to ensure that it has made every
good faith effort to provide equal opportunity with respect to all
of its terms and conditions of employment and in their review
of activities under the contract.

b. The contractor will accept as its operating policy the
following statement:

"It is the policy of this Company to assure that applicants
are employed, and that employees are treated during
employment, without regard to their race, religion, sex, color,
national origin, age or disability. Such action shall include:
employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or
recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or
other forms of compensation; and selection for training,
including apprenticeship, pre-apprenticeship, and/or on-the-
job training.”

2, EEO Officer: The contractor will designate and make
known to the contracting officers an EEQ Officer who will have
the responsibility for and must be capable of effectively
administering and promoting an active EEO program and who
must be assigned adequate authority and responsibility to do
50.

3. Dissemination of Policy: All members of the contractor's
staff who are authorized to hire, supervise, promote, and
discharge employees, or who recommend such action, or who
are substantially involved in such action, will be made fully
cognizant of, and will implement, the contractor's EEQ policy
and contractual responsibilities to provide EEQ in each grade
and classification of employment. To ensure that the above
agreement will be met, the following actions will be taken as a
minimum;

a. Periodic meetings of supervisory and personnel office
employees will be conducted before the start of work and then
not less often than once every six months, at which time the
contractor's EEO policy and its implementation will be
reviewed and explained. The meetings will be conducted by
the EEQ Officer.

b. All new supervisory or personnel office employees will be
given a thorough indoctrination by the EEQ Officer, covering
all major aspects of the contractor's EEQ obligations within
thirty days following their reporting for duty with the contracior.

¢. All personnel who are engaged in direct recruitment for
the project will be instructed by the EEQ Officer in the
contractor's procedures for locating and hiring minorities and
women.

d. Notices and posters setting forth the contractor's EEQ
policy will be placed in areas readily accessible to employees,
applicants for employment and potential employees.

e. The contractor's EEQ policy and the procedures to
implement such policy will be brought to the attention of
employees by means of meetings, employee handbooks, or
other appropriate means.

4. Recruitment: When advertising for employees, the
contractor will include in all advertisements for employees the
notation: "An Equal Opportunity Employer." All such
advertisements will be placed in publications having a large
circufation among minorities and women in the area from
which the project work force would normally be derived,

a. The contractor will, unless precluded by a valid
bargaining agreement, conduct systematic and direct
recruitment through public and private employee referral
sources likely to yield qualified minorities and women. To
meet this requirement, the contractor will identify sources of
potential minority group employees, and establish with such
identified sources procedures whereby minority and women
applicants may be referred to the contractor for employment
consideration.

b. In the event the contractor has a valid bargaining
agreement providing for exclusive hiring hall referrals, the
contractor is expected to observe the provisions of that
agreement to the extent that the system meets the contractor's
compliance with EEO contract provisions. Where
implementation of such an agreement has the effect of
discriminating against minorities or women, or obligates the
contractor to do the same, such implementation violates
Federal nondiscrimination provisions.

c. The contractor will encourage its present employees to
refer minorities and women as applicants for employment.
Information and procedures with regard to referring such
applicants will be discussed with employees.

5. Personnel Actions: Wages, working conditions, and
employee benefits shall be established and administered, and
personnel actions of every type, including hiring, upgrading,
promotion, transfer, demotion, layoff, and termination, shall be
taken without regard to race, color, religion, sex, national
origin, age or disability. The following procedures shall be
followed:

a. The contractor will conduct periodic inspections of project
sites to insure that working conditions and employee facilities
do not indicate discriminatory treatment of project site
personnel.

b. The contractor will periodically evaluate the spread of
wages paid within each classification to determine any
evidence of discriminatory wage practices.

¢. The contractor will periodically review selected personnel
actions in depth to determine whether there is evidence of
discrimination. Where evidence is found, the contractor will
promptly take corrective action. If the review indicates that the
discrimination may extend beyond the actions reviewed, such
corrective action shall include all affected persons.

d. The contractor will promptly investigate all complaints of
alleged discrimination made to the contractor in connection
with its obligations under this contract, will attempt to resolve
such complaints, and will take appropriate corrective action
within a reasonable time. If the investigation indicates that the
discrimination may affect persons other than the complainant,
such corrective action shall include such other persons. Upon
completion of each investigation, the contractor will inform
every complainant of all of their avenues of appeal.

€. Training and Promotion:

a. The contractor will assist in locating, qualifying, and
increasing the skills of minorities and women who are





applicants for employment or current employees. Such efforts
should be aimed at developing full journey level status
employees in the type of trade or job classification involved.

b. Consistent with the contractor's wark force requirements
and as permissible under Federal and State regulations, the
contractor shall make full use of training programs, i.e.,
apprenticeship, and on-the-job training programs for the
geographical area of contract performance. In the event a
special provision for training is provided under this contract,
this subparagraph will be superseded as indicated in the
special provision. The contracting agency may reserve
training positions for persons who receive welfare assistance
in accordance with 23 U.S.C. 140(a).

¢. The contractor will advise employees and applicants for
employment of available training programs and entrance
requirements for each.

d. The contractor will periodically review the training and
promotion potential of employees who are minorities and
women and will encourage eligible employses to apply for
such training and promotion.

7. Unions: If the contractor relies in whole or in part upon
unions as a source of employees, the contractor will use good
faith efforts to obtain the cooperation of such unions to
increase opportunities for minorities and women. Actions by
the contractor, either directly or through a contractor's
association acting as agent, will include the procedures set
forth below:

a. The contractor will use good faith efforts to develop, in
cooperation with the unions, joint training programs aimed
toward qualifying more minorities and women for membership
in the unions and increasing the skills of minorities and women
so that they may qualify for higher paying employment.

b. The contractor will use good faith efforts to incorporate an
EEOQ clause into each union agreement to the end that such
union will be contractually bound to refer applicants without
regard to their race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age or
disability.

¢. The contractor is to obtain information as to the referral
practices and policies of the labor union except that to the
extent such information is within the exclusive possession of
the labor union and such labor union refuses to furnish such
information to the contractor, the contractor shall so certify to
the contracting agency and shall set forth what efforts have
been made to obtain such information.

d. Inthe event the union is unable to provide the contractor
with a reasonable flow of referrals within the time limit set forth
in the collective bargaining agreement, the contractor will,
through independent recruitment efforts, fill the employment
vacancies without regard to race, color, religion, sex, national
origin, age or disability, making full efforts to abtain qualified
and/or qualifiable minorities and wormen. The failure of a union
to provide sufficient referrals (even though it is obligated to
provide exclusive referrals under the terms of a collective
bargaining agreement) does not relieve the contractor from the
requirements of this paragraph. [n the event the union referral
practice prevents the contractor from meeting the obligations
pursuant to Executive Order 11248, as amended, and these
special provisions, such contractor shall immediately notify the
contracting agency.

8. Reasonable Accommodation for Applicants /
Employees with Disabilities: The contractor must be familiar

with the requirements for and comply with the Americans with
Disabilities Act and all rules and regulations established there
under. Employers must provide reasonable accommodation in
all employment activities unless to do so would cause an
undue hardship.

9. Selection of Subcontractors, Procurement of Materials
and Leasing of Equipment: The contractor shall not
discriminate on the grounds of race, color, religion, sex,
national origin, age or disability in the selection and retention
of subcontractors, including procurement of materials and
leases of equipment. The contractor shall take all necessary
and reasonable steps to ensure nondiscrimination in the
administration of this contract.

a. The contractor shali notify all potential subcontractors and
suppliers and lessors of their EEO obligations under this
contract.

b. The contractor will use goad faith efforts to ensure
subcontractor compliance with their EEO obligations,

10. Assurance Required by 49 CFR 26.13(b}:

a. The reguirements of 49 CFR Part 26 and the State
DOT's U.S. DOT-approved DBE program are incorporated by
reference.

b.  The contractor or subcontractor shall not discriminate on
the basis of race, color, national origin, or sex in the
performance of this contract. The contractor shall carry out
applicable requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 in the award and
administration of DOT-assisted contracts. Faiture by the
contractor to carry out these requirements is a material breach
of this contract, which may result in the termination of this
contract or such other remedy as the contracting agency
deems appropriate.

11. Records and Reports: The contractor shall keep such
records as necessary to document compliance with the EEO
requirements. Such records shall be retained for a period of
three years following the date of the final payment to the
contractor for alf contract work and shall be available at
reasonable times and places for inspection by authorized
representatives of the contracting agency and the FHWA.

a. The records kept by the contractor shall document the
following:

(1) The number and work hours of minority and non-
minority group members and women employed in each work
classification on the project;

(2) The progress and efforts being made in cooperation
with unions, when applicable, to increase employment
opportunities for minorities and women; and

(3) The progress and efforts being made in locating, hiring,
training, qualifying, and upgrading minorities and women;

b. The contractors and subcontractors will submit an annual
report to the contracting agency each July for the duration of
the project, indicating the number of minority, women, and
non-minority group employees currently engaged in each work
classification required by the contract work. This information is
to be reported on Form FHYA1391. The staffing data should
represent the project work force on board in all or any part of
the last payroll period preceding the end of July. If on-the-job
training is being required by special provision, the contractor





will be required to collect and report training data. The
employment data should reflect the work force on board during
all or any part of the last payroll period preceding the end of
July.

. NONSEGREGATED FACILITIES

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction
contracts and to all related construction subcontracts of
$10,000 or more.

The contractor must ensure that facilities provided for
employees are provided in such a manner that segregation on
the basis of race, color, religion, sex, or national crigin cannot
result. The contractor may neither require such segregated
use by written or oral policies nor tolerate such use by
employee custom. The contractor's obligation extends further
to ensure that its employees are not assigned to perform their
services at any location, under the contractor's control, where
the facilities are segregated. The term “facilities" includes
waiting rooms, work areas, restaurants and other eating areas,
time clocks, restrooms, washrooms, locker rooms, and other
storage or dressing areas, parking lots, drinking fountains,
recreation or entertainment areas, transportation, and housing
provided for employees. The contractor shall provide separate
or single-user restrooms and necessary dressing or sleeping
areas to assure privacy between sexes.

IV. DAVIS-BACON AND RELATED ACT PROVISIONS

. This section is applicable to all Federal-aid construction
projects exceeding $2,000 and to all related subcontracts and
lower-tier subcontracts (regardless of subcontract size). The
requirements apply to all projects located within the right-of-
way of a roadway that is functionally classified as Federal-aid
highway. This excludes roadways functionally classified as
local roads or rural minor collectors, which are exempt.
Contracting agencies may elect to apply these requirements to
other projects.

The following provisions are from the U.S. Department of
Labor regulations in 29 CFR 5.5 “Contract provisions and
retated matters” with minor revisions to conform to the FHWA-
1273 format and FHWA program requirements.

1. Minimum wages

a. All laborers and mechanics employed or warkitg upon
the site of the work, will be paid unconditionally and not less
often than once a week, and without subsequent deduction or
rebate on any account (except such payroll deductions as are
permitted by regulations issued by the Secretary of Labor
under the Copeland Act (29 CFR part 3)), the full amount of
wages and bona flde fringe benefits (or cash equivalents
thereof) due at time of payment computed at rates not less
than those contained in the wage determination of the
Secretary of Labor which is attached hereto and made a part
hereof, regardiess of any contractual relationship which may
be alleged to exist between the contractor and such laborers
and mechanics.

Contributions made or costs reasonably anticipated for bona
fide fringe benefits under section 1(b)(2) of the Davis-Bacon
Act on behalf of laborers or mechanics are considered wages
paid to such laborers or mechanics, subject to the provisions

of paragraph 1.d. of this section; also, regular contributions
made or costs incurred for more than a weekly period (but not
less often than quarterly) under plans, funds, or programs
which cover the particular weekly period, are deemed to be
constructively made or incurred during such weekly period.
Such laborers and mechanics shall be paid the appropriate
wage rate and fringe benefits on the wage determination for
the classification of work actually performed, without regard to
skill, except as provided in 29 CFR 5.5(a)(4). Laborers or
mechanics performing work in more than one classification
may be compensated at the rate specified for each
classification for the time actually worked therein: Provided,
That the employer's payroll records accurately set forth the
time spent in each classification in which work is performed.
The wage determination (including any additional classification
and wage rates conformed under paragraph 1.b. of this
section) and the Davis-Bacon poster (WH-1321) shall be
posted at all times by the contractor and its subcontractors at
the site of the work in a prominent and accessible place where
it can be easily seen by the workers.

b.(1) The contracting officer shall require that any class of
laborers or mechanics, including helpers, which is not listed in
the wage determination and which is to be employed under the
contract shall be classified in conformance with the wage
determination. The contracting officer shall approve an
additional classification and wage rate and fringe benefits
therefore only when the following criteria have been met:

(i) The work to be performed by the classification
requested is not performed by a classification in the wage
determination; and

(ii) The classification is utilized in the area by the
construction industry; and

{iii) The proposed wage rate, including any bona fide
fringe benefits, bears a reasonable relationship to the
wage rates contained in the wage determination.

(2) if the contractor and the laborers and mechanics to be
employed in the classification (if known), or their
representatives, and the contracting officer agree on the
classification and wage rate (including the amount
designated for fringe benefits where appropriate), a report of
the action taken shall be sent by the contracting officer to the
Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division, Employment
Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor,
Washington, DC 20210. The Administrator, or an authorized
representative, will approve, modify, or disapprove every
additional classification action within 30 days of receipt and
so advise the contracting officer or will notify the contracting
officer within the 30-day period that additional time is
necessary.

(3) In the event the contractor, the laborers or mechanics
to be employed in the classification or their representatives,
and the contracting officer do not agree on the proposed
classification and wage rate (including the amount
designated for fringe benefits, where appropriate), the
contracting officer shall refer the questions, including the
views of all interested parties and the recommendation of the
contracting officer, to the Wage and Hour Administrator for
determination. The Wage and Hour Administrator, or an
authorized representative, will issue a determination within
30 days of receipt and so advise the contracting officer or





will notify the contracting officer within the 30-day period that
additional time is necessary.

(4) The wage rate (including fringe benefits where
appropriate) determined pursuant to paragraphs 1.b.(2) or
1.b.(3) of this section, shall be paid to all workers performing
work in the classification under this contract from the first
day on which work is performed in the classification.

¢. Whenever the minimum wage rate prescribed in the
contract for a class of laborers or mechanics includes a fringe
- benefit which is not expressed as an hourly rate, the contractor
shall either pay the benefit as stated in the wage determination
or shall pay another bona fide fringe benefit or an hourly cash
equivalent thereof.

d. If the contractor does not make payments to a trustee or
other third person, the contractor may consider as part of the
wages of any laborer or mechanic the amount of any costs
reasonably anticipated in providing bona fide fringe benefits
under a plan or program, Provided, That the Secretary of
Labor has found, upon the written request of the contractor,
that the applicable standards of the Davis-Bacon Act have
been met. The Secrstary of Labor may require the contractor
to set aside in a separate account assets for the meeting of
cbligations under the plan or program.

2. Withholding

The contracting agency shall upon its own action or upon
written request of an authorized representative of the
Department of Labor, withhold or cause to be withheld from
the contractor under this contract, or any other Federal
contract with the same prime contractor, or any other federally-
assisted contract subject to Davis-Bacon prevailing wage
requirements, which is held by the same prime contractor, so
much of the accrued payments or advances as may be
considered necessary to pay laborers and mechanics,
including apprentices, trainees, and helpers, employed by the
contractor or any subgontractor the full amount of wages
required by the contract. In the event of failure to pay any
laharer or mechanic, including any apprentice, trainee, or
helper, employed or working on the site of the work, all or part
of the wages required by the contract, the contracting agency
may, after written notice to the contractor, take such action as
may be necessary to cause the suspension of any further
payment, advance, or guarantee of funds until such violations
have ceased.

3. Payrolls and basic records

a. Payrolls and basic records relating thereto shall be
maintained by the contractor during the course of the work and
preserved for a period of three years thereafier for all laborers
and mechanics working at the site of the work. Such records
shall contain the name, address, and social security number of
each such worker, his or her correct classification, hourly rates
of wages paid (including rates of contributions or costs
anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits or cash equivalents
thereof of the types described in section 1(b)(2)(B) of the
Davis-Bacon Act), daily and weekly number of hours worked,
deductions made and actual wages paid. Whenever the
Secretary of Labor has found under 28 CFR 5.5(a)(1)(iv) that
the wages of any laborer or mechanic include the amount of
any costs reasonably anticipated in providing benefits under 2
plan or program described in section 1(b}(2)(B} of the Davis-

Bacon Act, the contractor shall maintain records which show
that the commitment to provide such benefits is enforceable,
that the plan or program is financially responsible, and that the
plan or program has been communicated in writing to the
laborers or mechanics affected, and records which show the
costs anticipated or the actual cost incurred in providing such
benefits. Contractors employing apprentices or trainees under
approved programs shall maintain written evidence of the
registration of apprenticeship programs and certification of
trainee programs, the registration of the apprentices and
trainees, and the ratios and wage rates prescribed in the
applicable programs.

b.(1) The contractor shall submit weekly for each week in
which any contract work is performed a copy of all payrolls to
the contracting agency. The payrolls submitted shall set out
accurately and completely all of the information required to be
maintained under 29 CFR 5.5(a)(3)(i), except that full social
security numbers and home addresses shall not be included
on weekly transmittals. Instead the payrolls shall only need to
include an individually identifying number for each employee (
e.g., the last four digits of the employee's social security.
number). The required weekly payroll information may be
submitted in any form desired. Optional Form WH-347 is
available for this purpose from the Wage and Hour Division
Web site at hitp://www.dol.gov/esa/whd/forms/wh34 7instr.htm
or its successor site. The prime contractor is responsible for
the submission of copies of payrolis by ali subcontractors,
Contractors and subcontractors shall maintain the full social
security number and current address of each coverad worker,
and shall provide them upon request to the contracting agency
for transmission to the State DOT, the FHWA or the Wage and
Hour Division of the Department of Labor for purposes of an
investigation or audit of compliance with prevaifing wage
requirements. It is not a violation of this section for a prime

. contractor to require a subcontractor to provide addresses and

social security numbers to the prime contractor for its own
records, without weekly submission to the contracting agency..

(2) Each payroll submitted shall be accompanied by a
“Statement of Compliance,” signed by the contractor or
subcontractor or his or her agent who pays or supervises the
payment of the persons employed under the contract and shall
certify the following:

(i) That the payroll for the payroll period contains the
information required to be provided under §5.5 (a}(3Xif) of
Regulations, 29 CFR part 5, the appropriate information is
being maintained under §5.5 (a)(3)(i) of Regulations, 29
CFR part 5, and that such information is correct and
complste;

(i) That each laborer or mechanic (including each
helper, apprentice, and trainee) employed on the contract
during the payroll period has been paid the full weekly
wages earned, without rebate, either directly or indirectly,
and that no deductions have been made either directly or
indirectly from the full wages earned, other than
permissible deductions as set forth in Regulations, 28 CFR
part 3;

(iiiy That each laborer or mechanic has been paid not
less than the applicable wage rates and fringe henefits or
cash equivalents for the classification of work performed,
as specified in the applicable wage determination
incorporated into the contract.





(3) The weekly submission of a properly executed
certification set forth on the reverse side of Optional Form
WH-347 shali satisfy the requirement for submission of the
"Statement of Compliance” required by paragraph 3.5.(2) of
this section.

(4) The falsification of any of the above certifications may
subject the contractor or subcontractor to civil or criminal
prosecution under section 1001 of title 18 and section 231 of
title 31 of the United States Code.

¢. The contractor or subcontractor shall make the records
required under paragraph 3.a. of this section available for
inspection, copying, or transcription by authorized
representatives of the contracting agency, the State DOT, the
FHWA, or the Department of Labor, and shall permit such
representatives to interview employees during working hours
on the job. If the contractor or subcontractor fails to submit the
required records or to make them available, the FHWA may,
after written notice to the contractor, the contracting agency or
the State DOT, take such action as may be necessary to
cause the suspension of any further payment, advance, or
guarantee of funds. Furthermore, failure to submit the required
records upon request or to make such records available may
be grounds for debarment action pursuant to 29 CFR 5.12.

4. Apprentices and trainees
a. Apprentices (programs of the USDOL).

Apprentices will be permitted to work at less than the
predetermined rate for the work they performed when they are
employed pursuant to and individually registered in a bona fide
apprenticeship program registered with the U.S. Department of
Labor, Employment and Training Administration, Office of
Apprenticeship Training, Empioyer and Labor Services, or with
a State Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the Office, orifa
person is employed in his or her first 80 days of probationary
employment as an apprentice in such an apprenticeship
program, who is not individually registered in the program, but
who has been certified by the Office of Apprenticeship
Training, Employer and Labor Services or a State
Apprenticeship Agency (where appropriate) to be eligible for
probationary empfoyment as an apprentice.

The allowable ratio of apprentices to journeymen on the job
site in any craft classification shall not be greater than the ratio
permitted to the contractor as to the entire work force under
the registered program. Any worker listed on a payroll at an
apprentice wage rate, who is not registered or otherwise
employed as stated above, shall be paid not less than the
applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the
classification of wark actually performed. In addition, any
apprentice performing work on the job site in excess of the
ratio permitted under the reglstered program shall be paid not
less than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination
for the work actually performed. Where a contractor is
performing construction on a project in a locality other than
that in which its program is registered, the ratios and wage
rates (expressed in percentages of the journeyman's hourly
rate) specified in the contractor's or subcontractor's registered
program shall be observed.

Every apprentice must be paid at not less than the rate
specified in the registered program for the apprentice's leve! of
progress, expressed as a percentage of the journeymen hourly

*

rate specified in the applicable wage determination.
Apprentices shall be paid fringe benefits in accordance with
the provisions of the apprenticeship program. If the
apprenticeship program does not specify fringe benefits,
apprentices must be paid the full amount of fringe benefits
listed on the wage determination for the applicable
classification. If the Administrator determines that a different
practice prevails for the applicable apprentice classification,
fringes shall be paid in accordance with that determination.

In the event the Office of Apprenticeship Training, Employer
and Labor Services, or a State Appreniiceship Agency
recognized by the Office, withdraws approval of an
apprenticeship program, the contractor will no longer be
permitted to utifize apprentices at less than the applicable
predetermined rate for the work performed until an acceptable
program is approved.

b. Trainees (programs of the USDOL)»

Except as provided in 29 CFR 5,16, trainees will not be
permitted to work at less than the predetermined rate for the
work performed unless they are employed pursuant to and
individually registered in a program which has received prior
approval, evidenced by formal certification by the U.S.
Department of Labor, Employment and Training
Administration.

The ratio of trainees to journeymen on the job site shall not be
greater than permitted under the plan approved by the
Employment and Training Administration.

Every trainee must be paid at not less than the rate specified
in the approved program for the trainee’s level of progress,
expressed as a percentage of the journeyman hourly rate
specified in the applicable wage determination. Trainees shall
be paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of the
trainee program. If the trainee program dogs not mention
fringe benefits, trainees shall be paid the full amount of fringe
benefits listed on the wage determination unless the
Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division determines that
there is an apprenticeship program assaciated with the
corresponding journeyman wage rate on the wage
determination which provides for less than full fringe benefits
for apprentices. Any employee listed on the payroll at a trainee
rate who is not registered and participating in a training plan
approved by the Employment and Training Administration shall
be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage
determination for the classification of work actually performed.
In addition, any trainee performing work on the job site in
excess of the ratio permitted under the registered program
shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the
wage determination for the work actually performed.

In the event the Employment and Training Administration
withdraws approval of a training program, the contractor will no
longer be permitted to utilize trainees at less than the
applicable predetermined rate for the work performed until an
acceptable program is approved,

¢. Equal employment opportunity. The utifization of
apprentices, trainees and journeymen under this part shall be
in conformity with the equal employment opportunity
requirements of Executive Order 11246, as amended, and 29
CFR part 30.





d. Apprentices and Trainees (programs of the U.S. DOT),.

Apprentices and trainees working under apprenticeship and
skifi training programs which have been certified by the
Secretary of Transportation as promoting EEC in connection
with Federal-aid highway construction programs are not
subject to the requirements of paragraph 4 of this Section iV.
The straight time hourly wage rates for apprentices and
trainees under such programs will be established by the
particular programs. The ratio of apprentices and trainees to
journeymen shall not be greater than permitted by the terms of
the particular program.

5. Compliance with Copeland Act requirements. The
contractor shall comply with the requirements of 29 CFR part
3, which are incorporated by reference in this contract.

6. Subcontracts. The contractor or subcontractor shail insert
Form FHWA-1273 in any subcontracts and also require the
subcontractors to include Form FHWA-1273 in any lower tier
subcontracts. The prime contractor shall be responsible for the
compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor
with all the contract clauses in 28 CFR 5.5.

7. Contract termination: debarment. A breach of the
contract clauses in 28 CFR 6.5 may be grounds for termination
of the contract, and for debarment as a contractor and a
subcontractor as provided in 29 CFR 5.12.

8. Compliance with Davis-Bacon and Related Act
requirements. All rulings and interpretations of the Davis-
Bacon and Related Acts contained in 29 CFR parts 1, 3, and 5
are herein incorporated by reference in this contract.

9. Disputes concerning labor standards. Disputes arising
out of the labor standards provisions of this contract shall not
be subject to the general disputes clause of this contract. Such
disputes shall be resolved in accordance with the procedures
of the Department of Labor set forth in 28 CFR parts 5, 8, and
7. Disputes within the meaning of this clause inciude disputes
between the contractor (or any of its subcontractors) and the
contracting agency, the U.S. Department of Labor, or the
employees or their representatives.

10. Certification of eligibility.

a. By entering into this contract, the contractor certifies that
neither it (nor he or she) nor any person or firm who has an
interest in the contractor's firm is a person or firm ineligible to
be awarded Government contracts by virtue of section 3(a) of
the Davis-Bacon Act or 29 CFR 5.12(a)(1).

b. No part of this contract shall be subcontracted to any person
or firm ineligible for award of a Government contract by virtue
of section 3(a) of the Davis-Bacon Act or 28 CFR 6.12(a)(1).

¢. The penalty for making false statements fs prescribed in the
U.S. Criminal Code, 18 U.S.C. 1001.

V. CONTRACT WORK HOURS AND SAFETY
STANDARDS ACT

The following clauses apply to any Federal-aid construction
contract in an amount in excess of $100,000 and subject to the
overtime provisions of the Contract Work Hours and Safety
Standards Act. These clauses shall be inserted in addition to
the clauses required by 29 CFR 5.5(a) or 29 CFR 4.6. As
used in this paragraph, the terms laborers and mechanics
include watchmen and guards.

1. Overtime requirements. No contractor or subcontractor
contracting for any part of the contract work which may require
or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall
require or permit any such laborer or mechanic in any
workweek in which he or she is employed on such work to
work in excess of forty hours in such workweek unless such
laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a rate not less
than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay for all hours
worked in excess of forty hours in such workweek.

2. Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated
damages. In the event of any violation of the clause set forth
in paragraph (1.) of this section, the contractor and any
subcontractor responsible therefor shall be liable for the
unpaid wages. [n addition, such contractor and subcontractor
shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done
under contract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such
District or to such territory), for liquidated damages. Such
liquidated damages shall be computed with respect to each
individual laborer or mechanic, including watchmen and
guards, employed in violation of the clause set forth in
paragraph (1.) of this section, in the sum of $10 for each
calendar day on which such individual was required or
permitted to work in excess of the standard workweek of forty
hours without payment of the overtime wages required by the
clause set forth in paragraph (1.) of this section.

3. Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages.
The FHWA or the contacting agency shall upon its own action
or upon written request of an authorized representative of the
Department of Labor withhold or cause to be withheld, from
any moneys payable on account of work performed by the
contractor or subcontractor under any such contract or any
other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any
other federally-assisted contract subject to the Contract Work
Hours and Safety Standards Act, which is held by the same
prime contractor, such sums as may be determined to be

" necessary to satisfy any liabilities of such contractor or

subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as
provided in the clause set forth in paragraph (2.) of this
section,

4. Subcontracts. The contractor or subcontractor shall insert
in any subcontracts the clauses set forth in paragraph (1.)
through (4.) of this section and also a clause requiring the
subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower tier
subcontracts. The prime contractor shall be responsible for
compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor
with the clauses set forth in paragraphs (1.) through (4.) of this
section,





V1. SUBLETTING OR ASSIGNING THE CONTRACT

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction
contracts on the National Highway System.

1. The contractor shail perform with its own organization
contract work amounting to not less than 30 percent (ora
greater percentage if specified elsewhere in the contract) of
the total original contract price, excluding any specialty items
designated by the contracting agency. Specialty items may be
performed by subcontract and the amount of any such
specialty items performed may be deducted from the total
original contract price before computing the amount of work
required to be performed by the contractor's own organization
(23 CFR 635.116).

a. The term "perform work with its own organization” refers
to workers employed or leased by the prime contractor, and
equipment owned or rented by the prime contractor, with or
without operators. Such term does not include employees or
equipment of a subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor,
agents of the prime contractor, or any other assignees, The
term may include payments for the costs of hiring leased
employees from an employee leasing firm meeting all relevant
Federal and State regulatory requirements. Leased
employees may only be included in this term if the prime
contractor meets all of the following conditions:

(1) the prime contractor maintains control over the
supervision of the day-to-day activities of the leased
employees;

(2) the prime contractor remains responsible for the quality

of the work of the leased employees;

(3) the prime contractor retains all power to accept or
exclude individual employees from work on the project; and

(4) the prime contractor remains ultimately responsible for

the payment of predetermined minimum wages, the
submission of payrolls, statements of compliance and all
other Federal regulatory requirements.

b. "Specialty items" shall be construed to be limited to work
that requires highly specialized krnowiedge, abilities, or
equipment not ordinarily available in the type of contracting
organizations qualified and expected to bid or propose on the
contract as a whole and in general are to be limited to minor
components of the overall contract.

2. The contract amount upon which the requirements set forth
in paragraph (1) of Section Vi is computed includes the cost of
material and manufactured products which are to be
purchased or produced by the contractor under the contract
provisions.

3. The contractor shall furnish (a) a competent superintendent
or supervisor who is employed by the firm, has full authority to
direct performance of the work in accordance with the contract
requirements, and is in charge of all construction operations
(regardless of who performs the work) and (b) such other of its
own organizational resources (supervision, management, and
engineering services) as the contracting officer determines is
necessary to assure the performance of the contract.

4. No portion of the contract shall be sublet, assigned or
otherwise disposed of except with the written consent of the
contracting officer, or authorized representative, and such
consent when given shall not be construed to relieve the
contractor of any responsibility for the fulfillment of the
contract. Written consent will be given only after the
contracting agency has assured that each subcontract is

evidenced in writing and that it contains all pertinent provisions
and requirements of the prime contract.

5. The 30% self-performance requirement of paragraph (1) is
not applicable to design-build contracts; however, contracting
agencies may establish their own seif-performance
requirements.

VIl SAFETY: ACCIDENT PREVENTION

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid
construction cantracts and to all related subcontracts.

1. In the performance of this contract the contractor shall
comply with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws
governing safety, health, and sanitation (23 CFR 635). The
contractor shall provide all safeguards, safety devices and
protective equipment and take any other needed actions as it
determines, or as the contracting officer may determine, to be
reasonably necessary to protect the life and health of
employees on the job and the safety of the public and to
protect property in connection with the performance of the
work covered by the contract.

2. ltis a condition of this contract, and shall be made a
condition of each subcontract, which the contractor enters into
pursuant to this contract, that the contractor and any
subcontractor shall not permit any employee, in performance
of the contract, to work in surroundings or under conditions
which are unsanitary, hazardous or dangerous to his/her
heaith or safety, as determined under construction safety and
health standards (29 CFR 1926) promulgated by the Secretary
of Labor, in accordance with Section 107 of the Contract Work
Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 3704).

3. Pursuant to 29 CFR 1926.3, it is a condition of this contract
that the Secretary of Labor or authorized representative
thereof, shall have right of entry to any site of contract
performance to inspect or investigate the matter of compliance
with the construction safety and health standards and to carry
out the duties of the Secretary under Section 107 of the
Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (40
U.S.C.3704).

VI FALSE STATEMENTS CONCERNING HIGHWAY
PROJECTS

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid
construction contracts and to all related subcontracts.

In order to assure high quality and durable construction in
conformity with approved plans and specifications and a high
degree of refiability on statements and representations made
by engineers, contractors, suppliers, and workers on Federal-
aid highway projects, it is essential that all persons concermned
with the project perform their functions as carefully, thoroughly,
and honestly as possible. Williul falsification, distortion, or
misrepresentation with respect to any facts related to the
project is a violation of Federal ia#: To prevent any
misunderstanding regarding the seriousness of these and
similar acts, Form FHWA-1022 shall be posted on each
Federal-aid highway project (23 CFR 635) in one or more
places where it is readily available to all persons concerned
with the project:

18 U.S.C. 1020 reads as follows:





"Whoever, being an officer, agent, or employee of the United
States, or of any State or Territory, or whoever, whether a
person, association, firm, or corporation, knowingly makes any
false statement, false representation, or false report as to the
character, quality, quantity, or cost of the material used or to
be used, or the quantity or quality of the work performed or to
be performed, or the cost thereof in connection with the
submission of plans, maps, specifications, contracts, or costs
of construction on any highway or related project submitted for
approval to the Secretary of Transportation; or

Whoever knowingly makes any false statement, false
representation, false report or false claim with respect to the
character, quality, quantity, or cost of any work performed or to
be performed, or materials furnished or to be furnished, in
connection with the construction of any highway or related
project approved by the Secretary of Transportation; or

Whaever knowingly makes any false statement or false
representation as to material fact In any statement, cerificate,
ar report submitted pursuant to provisions of the Federai-aid
Roads Act approved July 1, 1916, (39 Stat. 355), as amended
and supplemented;

Shali be fined under this titie or imprisoned not more than 5
years or both."

IX. IMPLEMENTATION OF CLEAN AIR ACT AND FEDERAL
WATER POLLUTION CONTROL ACT

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction
contracts and to all related subcontracts.

By submission of this bid/proposal or the execution of this
contract, or subcontract, as appropriate, the bidder, proposer,
Federal-aid construction contractor, or subcontractor, as
appropriate, will be deemed to have stipulated as follows:

1. That any person who is or will be utilized in the
performance of this contract is not prohibited from receiving an
award due to a violation of Section 508 of the Clean Water Act
or Section 306 of the Clean Air Act.

2. That the contractor agrees to include or cause to be
included the requirements of paragraph (1) of this Section X in
every subcontract, and further agrees {o take such action as
the contracting agency may direct as a means of enforcing
such requirements.

X. CERTIFICATION REGARDING DEBARMENT,
SUSPENSION, INELIGIBILITY AND VOLUNTARY
EXCLUSION

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction
contracts, design-build contracts, subcontracts, lower-tier
subcontracts, purchase orders, lease agreements, consultant
contracts or any other covered transaction requiring FHWA
approvatl or that is estimated to cost $25,000 or more —~ as
defined in 2 CFR Parts 180 and 1200.

1. Instructions for Certification - First Tier Participants:

a. By signing and submitting this proposal, the prospective
first tier participant is providing the cerlification set out below.

b. The inability of a person to provide the certification set out
below will not necessarily result in denial of participation in this

covered transaction. The prospective first tier participant shall
submit an explanation of why it cannot provide the certification
set out below. The certification or explanation will be
considered in connection with the department or agency's
determination whether to enter into this fransaction. However,
failure of the prospective first tier participant to furnish a
certification or an explanation shall disqualify such a person
from participation in this transaction.

¢. The certification in this clause is a material representation
of fact upon which reliance was placed when the contracting
agency determined to enter into this transaction. if it is later
determined that the prospective participant knowingly rendered
an erroneous certification, in addition o other remedies
available to the Federal Government, the contracting agency
may terminate this transaction for cause of default.

d. The prospective first tier participant shall provide
immediate written notice to the contracting agency to whom
this proposal is submitted if any time the prospective first tier
participant learns that its certification was erroneous when
submitted or has become erroneous by reason of changed
circumstances.

e. The terms "covered transaction," "debarred,"
“suspended,” "ineligible,” "participant,” "person,” "principal,”
and "voluntarily excluded," as used in this clause, are defined
in 2 CFR Parts 180 and 1200. “First Tier Covered
Transactions” refers to any covered transaction between a
grantee or subgrantee of Federal funds and a participant (such
as the prime or general coniract). “Lower Tier Covered
Transactions” refers to any covered transaction under a First
Tier Covered Transaction (such as subcontracts). "First Tier
Participant” refers to the participant who has entered into a
covered transaction with a grantee or subgrantee of Federal
funds (such as the prime or general contractor). “Lower Tier
Participant” refers any participant whe has entered into a
covered transaction with a First Tier Participant or other Lower
Tier Paricipants (such as subcontractors and suppliers).

f. The prospective first tier participant agrees by submitting
this proposal that, should the proposed covered transaction be
entered into, it shall not knowingly enter into any lower tier
covered transaction with a person who is debarred,
suspended, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from
participation in this covered transaction, unless authorized by
the department or agency entering into this transaction.

g. The prospective first tier participant further agrees by
submitting this proposal that it will include the clause titled
"Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibitity
and Voluntary Exclusion-Lower Tier Covered Transactions,”
provided by the department or contracting agency, entering
into this covered transaction, without modification, in all lower
tier covered transactions and in all solicitations for lower tier
covered transactions exceeding the $25,000 threshold.

h. A parlicipant in & covered transaction may rely upon a
certification of a prospective participant in a lower tier covered
transaction that is not debarred, suspended, ineligible, or
voluntarily excluded from the covered transaction, unless it
knows that the certification is erroneous. A participant is
responsible for ensuring that its principals are not suspended,
debarred, or otherwise ineligible to participate in covered
transactions. To verify the eligibility of its principals, as well as
the eligibility of any lower tier prospective participants, each
participant may, but is not required to, check the Excluded
Parties List System website (Iltps:/fwww.epls.govly, which is
compiled by the General Services Administration.





i. Nothing contained in the foregoing shall be construed to
require the establishment of a system of records in order to
render in good faith the certification required by this clause.
The knowledge and information of the prospective participant
is not required to exceed that which is normally possessed by
a prudent person in the ordinary course of business dealings.

j. Except for transactions authorized under paragraph (f) of
these instructions, if a participant in a covered transaction
knowingly enters into a lower tier covered transaction with a
person who is suspended, debarred, ineligible, or voluntarily
excluded from participation in this transaction, in addition to
other remedies available to the Federal Government, the
department or agency may terminate this transaction for cause
or default,
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2. Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension,
Ineligibility and Voluntary Exclusion — First Tier
Participants:

a. The prospective first tier participant certifies to the best of
its knowledge and belief, that it and its principats:

(1) Are not presently debarred, suspended, proposed for
debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily exciuded from
participating in covered transactions by any Federal
department or agency;

(2) Have not within a three-year period preceding this
proposal been convicted of or had a civil judgrnent rendered
against them for commission of fraud or a criminal offense in

Contractor shall hold harmless, indemnify, and defend the City of Jacksonville and City’s
members, officers, officials, employees and agents (collectively the “Indemnified Parties”) from
and against, without limitation, any and all claims, suits, actions, losses, damages, injuries,
liabilities, fines, penalties, costs and expenses of whatsoever kind or nature, which may be
incurred by, charged to or recovered from any of the foregoing Indemnified Parties for:

1. General Tort Liability, for any negligent act, error or omission, recklessness or
intentionally wrongful conduct on the part of the Indemnifying Parties that causes injury
(whether mental or corporeal) to persons (including death) or damage to property, whether
arising out of or incidental to the Indemnifying Parties’ performance of the Contract, operations,
services or work performed hereunder; and

2. Environmental Liability, to the extent this Contract contemplates environmental
exposures, arising from or in connection with any environmental, health and safety liabilities,
claims, citations, clean-up or damages whether arising out of or relating to the operation or other
activities performed in connection with the Contract; and

3. Intellectual Property Liability, to the extent this Contract contemplates intellectual
property exposures, arising directly or indirectly out of any allegation that the Services, any
product generated by the Services, or any part of the Services as contemplated in this Contract,
constitutes an infringement of any copyright, patent, trade secret or any other intellectual
property right. If in any suit or proceeding, the Services, or any product generated by the
Services, is held to constitute an infringement and its use is permanently enjoined, the
Indemnifying Parties shall, immediately, make every reasonable effort to secure within 60 days,
for the Indemnified Parties a license, authorizing the continued use of the Service or product. If
the Indemnifying Parties fail to secure such a license for the Indemnified Parties, then the
Indemnifying Parties shall replace the Service or product with a non-infringing Service or
product or modify such Service or product in a way satisfactory to Buyer, so that the Service or

A maximum $10,000
deductible for other than windstorm and hail. For windstorm and hail coverage, the maximum
deductible applicable shall be 2% of the completed value of the project. Named insured’s shall be:
Bidder, the City, and respective members, officials, officers, employees and agents, the Engineer,
and the Program Management Firms(s) (when program management services are provided). The
City of Jacksonville, its members, officials, officers, employees, and agents are to be named as a
loss payee.

Pollution Liability $2,000,000 per Loss

Any entity hired to perform services as part of this contract for environmental or pollution-related
concerns shall maintain Design-Builder’s Pollution Liability coverage. Such Coverage will include
bodily injury, sickness, disease, and mental anguish or shock sustained by any person, including
death; property damage, including physical injury to, or destruction of, tangible property,
including resulting loss of use thereof, cleanup costs, and the loss of use of tangible property that
has not been physically injured or destroyed; defense, including costs, charges, and expenses
incurred in the investigation, adjustment, or defense of claims for such compensatory damages;
coverage for losses caused by pollution conditions that arise from the operations of Design-
Builder, including transportation.

Pollution Legal Liability $2,000,000 per Loss
$2,000,000 Aggregate

Any entity hired to perform services as a part of this contract that require disposal of any
hazardous material off the job site shall maintain Pollution Legal Liability with coverage for bodily
injury and property damage for losses that arise from the facility that is accepting the waste under
this contract.

In the event that any part of the work to be performed hereunder shall require the Design-Builder
or its subcontractors to enter, cross, or work upon or beneath the property, tracks, or right-of-way





of a railroad or railroads, Design-Builder shall, before commencing any such work, and at its

expense, procure and carry liability or protective insurance coverage in such form and amounts as
each railroad shall require.

The original of such policy shall be delivered to the railroad involved, with copies to the City and its
respective members, officials, officers, employees, and agents, Engineer, and Program
Management Firm(s) (when program management services are provided).

Design-Builder shall not be permitted to enter upon or perform any work on the railroad's property
until such insurance has been furnished to the satisfaction of the railroad. The insurance herein
specified is in addition to any other insurance which may be required by the City, and shall be
kept in effect at all times while work is being performed on or about the property, tracks, or right-
of-way of the railroad.

Additional Insurance Provisions

A. Additional Insured: All insurance except Workers’ Compensation and Professional Liability
shall be endorsed to name the City of Jacksonville and City’s members, officials, officers,
employees, and agents as Additional Insured. Additional Insured for General Liability shall be
in a form no more restrictive than CG2010 and CG2037, and for Automobile Liability no more
restrictive than CA2048.

B. Waiver of Subrogation. All required insurance policies shall be endorsed to provide for a
waiver of underwriter’s rights of subrogation in favor of the City of Jacksonville and its
members, officials, officers employees, and agents.

C. Design-Builder’s Insurance Primary. The insurance provided by Design-Builder shall apply on
a primary basis to, and shall not require contribution from, any other insurance or self-
insurance maintained by the City or any City members, officials, officers, employees and
agents.

D. Deductible or Self-Insured Retention Provisions. All deductibles and self-insured retentions
associated with coverages required for compliance with this Contract shall remain the sole and
exclusive responsibility of the named insured Design-Builder. Under no circumstances will the
City of Jacksonville and its members, officers, directors, employees, representatives, and agents
be responsible for paying any deductible or self-insured retentions related to this Contract.

E. Design-Builder’s Insurance Additional Remedy. Compliance with the insurance requirements
of this Contract shall not limit the liability of Design-Builder or its subcontractors, employees,
or agents to the City or others. Any remedy provided to City or City’s members, officials,
officers, employees, or agents shall be in addition to and not in lieu of any other remedy
available under this Contract orotherwise.

F. Waiver/Estoppel. Neither approval by City nor its failure to disapprove the insurance
furnished by Design-Builder shall relieve Design-Builder of Design-Builder’s full responsibility
to provide insurance as required under this Contract.

G. Certificates of Insurance. Design-Builder shall provide the City Certificates of Insurance that
show the corresponding City Contract Number in the Description, if known, Additional
Insureds as provided above, and waivers of subrogation. The certificates of insurance shall be

. Carrier Qualifications. The above insurance shall be written by an insurer holding a current
certificate of authority pursuant to Chapter 624, Florida Statutes, or a company that is declared
as an approved Surplus Lines carrier under Chapter 626, Florida Statutes. Such Insurance shall
be written by an insurer with an A.M. Best Rating of A- VII or better.

Notice. Design-Builder shall provide an endorsement issued by the insurer to provide the City
thirty (30) days’ prior written notice of any change in the above insurance coverage limits or
cancellation, including through expiration or non-renewal. If such endorsement is not
provided, Design-Builder shall provide thirty (30) days’ written notice of any change in the
above coverages or limits, and of coverages’ being suspended, voided, or cancelled, including
through expiration or non-renewal.

Survival. Anything to the contrary notwithstanding, the liabilities of the Design-Builder under
this Contract shall survive and not be terminated, reduced or otherwise limited by any
expiration or termination of insurance coverage. '

Additional Insurance. Depending upon the nature of any aspect of any project and its
accompanying exposures and liabilities, the City may reasonably require additional insurance
coverages in amounts responsive to those liabilities, which may or may not require that the
City also be named as an additional insured.

Special Provisions: Prior to executing this Agreement, Design-Builder shall present this
Contract and Attachment E & F to its Insurance Agent affirming: 1) that the Agent has
personally reviewed the insurance requirements of the Contract Documents, and(2) that the
Agent is capable (has proper market access) to provide the coverages and limits of liability
required on behalf of Bidder.

Bonds and Other Performance Security. Design-Builder shall not perform or commence any
construction services for a Project until the following performance bond and labor and material
payment bond or other performance security have been delivered to Owner: Bonds - In
accordance with the provisions of Section 255.05, Florida Statutes, Design-Builder shall
provide to Owner, on forms furnished by Owner, a 100% Performance Bond and a 100% Labor
and Material Payment Bond for each Project performed under this Agreement, each in an
amount not less than the GMP as defined in Article 6 and inclusive of Design- Builder’s fees.
No qualification or modifications to the Bond forms are permitted.

To be acceptable to Owner as Surety for Performance Bonds and Labor and Material Payment
Bonds, a Surety Company shall comply with the following provisions:

1. The Surety Company shall have a currently valid Certificate of Authority, issued by the
State of Florida, Department of Insurance, authorizing it to write surety bonds in the State of
Florida.

2. The Surety Company shall have a currently valid Certificate of Authority issued by the
United States Department of Treasury under Sections 9304 to 9308 of Title 31 of the United

The City intends to commence project negotintions within 1 week after the proposal is
received,

The provisions of this DCP represent the technical, material, and quality requirements for the
foregoing project. The Design Build Firm is bound by these requirements during the design,
permitting and construction of the project.

The Design Criteria Professional may amend the provisions of the DCP after it has been
released to the Design Build Firm but prior to the expiration of the 14-day period designated
for submitting the TP, the GMP, and the GCD to the City.

A DCP amendment may be issued at the City’s initiative or at the request of the Design Build
Firm, if the amendment is in the best interest of the City.

Sentences that direct the Design Build Firm to perform work are writien in the active voice-
imperative mode in the form of commands. The subject of these commands is clearly
understood as the “Design Build Firm”.

INCINERATOR ASH MATERIAL
MANAGEMENT PLAN

Introduction

The following Management Plan (hereinafter referred to as the “Plan”) has been
prepared as guidance on Incinerator Ash Material (hereinafier referred to “Ash™)
that may be encountered by Contractors performing construction/excavation
projects for the City of Jacksonville (herein aRer referred to as “City™), This Plan
may be incorporated into City construction contracts. If the contract does not
include provisions on encounters with contaminated media generally, or Ash
specifically, this guidance should be followed. The Plan includes the following:

Procedures for identification of Ash,
Procedures for notifications to City and reguiatory officials,
Procedures for handling, storing, and characterizing the Ash for proper
disposal,

 Procedures for transporting the Ash to an approved facility for disposal,
and

e Minimum requirements for documenting Ash handling and disposal
activities.

The following sections detail the minimum procedures necessary for handling
encountered Ash material.

Identification of Ash

Ash is referred to as material generated by melting and burning of municipal and
household waste at incincrator Facilities. According to City of Jacksonville -
Solid Waste and Resource Management, most of the incinerator activities were
conducted between the 1950s and 1960s. The Ash may be found in areas of the
City where non-native material was used as backfil] for parks, small creeks,
ponds, eic,

The Ash may be visually identified by inspecting excavated soils for the presence
of broken glass, pottery, pieces of metal, etc,, darkened by the burning process.
Ash is also commonly found fused together into uneven-shaped, variable-size
pieces, with a reddish-orange color.

Notification and Suspension of Work

Immediately upon unexpectedly encountering suspected Ash-laden soils and
unless the contract provides other procedures, the contractor must suspend work

into Ash-laden media and notify the City’s Project Manager. If the Project
Manager and contractor disagree that Ash-laden soils have been encountered, an
environmental consultant should be engaged to positively identify the material.
Regardless of any disagreement between the Project Manager and the contractor
about the nature of the material, the Project Manager shall immediately notify the
Environmental Law Division, Office of General Counsel {OGC) at 904/630-1723
or 6301700, OGC shall advise the Project Manager about which federal, state,
and/or local environmental regulatory authorities to notify, to include contacting
FDEP representative Ashwin B, Patel at (504) 448-4320, ext 378,

22.4 Handling, Sampling and Characterization of Ash

All Ash excavated before the suspension of work in contaminated soil shall be
temporarily stored on-site, in lined roll-offs or, depending upon quantity,
hazardous waste containers. On-site storage cannot exceed 90 days without a
hazardous waste storage permit from the Florida Department of Environmental
Protection (FDEP). Every reasonable effort should be made to remove Ash
determined to be hazardous waste (HW) from the site within 30 days after
characterization. In order to ensure disposal of HW within 90 days, if ash
material is determined to be HW, the sampling should be completed within 15
days of discovery/excavation and sent for analysis. Under no circumstance
should hazardous waste be stored on site for so long that a hazardous waste
storage permit must be sought. Unless otherwise provided in the contract, the
contractor, in consultation with the Project Manager, shall arrange for suitable
storage containers, including roll-offs, and if necessary, off-site treatment or
disposal. The City’s Project Manager shall be responsible for determining when
construction may resume.

The following is a recommended schedule of activities to ensure that excavated
material gets disposed of in less than 90 days:

e Dayl Discovery or Removal and containerization of ash
material

s Dayl5 Sampling

= Day 16-60 Analysis

+=  Day 60-70 Review analytical data/report and make HW
determination

* Day70-75 Arrange for waste disposal

=+ Day 80-85 Waste shipped off-site

Recognizing that some small amount of Ash-laden soil may have been excavated
before the contractor’s personnel conclude or suspect that Ash has been
encountered, such excavated Ash material must initially be covered with
visqueen, surrounded with a temporary fence, and posted with signs warning that
the material may be hazardous. This work shall be performed by the contractor,
This will limit the public’s exposure to potential hazardous waste until suitable

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containers or roil-offs are mobilized onto the site, the appropriate regulatory
authorities have been notified, and sampling the excavated soils has been done.

At & minimum, three to five samples from each roll-off, or one from each
container must be collected for analyses of the eight Resource Conservation and
Recovery Act {(RCRA) metals {arsenic, barfum, cadmium, chromium, lead,
selenium, silver, and mercury) sccording to the Toxicity Characteristic Leaching
Procedure (TCLP) (EPA Method 1311) to evaluate whether the excavated Ash is
hazardous waste. Three to five samples with evidence of Ash from each roll-off
or container must also be submitted for analyses of the parameters listed in EPA
Method 6010 for total metal, EPA Method 8260 for Volatile Organic Compounds
{(VOCs), EPA Method 8270 for Semi-Volatile Organic Compounds (S8VOCs),
Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs), Pesticides and Herbicides, Oil & Grease, and
Total Recoverable Petroleum FHydrocarbons (TRPH) by the FL-PRO Method.
Sample collection must be conducted under FDEP-approved Comprehensive
Quality Assurance Project Plan {(CQAPP), in accordance with the requirements
listed by FDEP in DER QA-O01-"Standard Operating Procedures for Laboratory
Operations and Sample Collection Activities.”

When the environmental consuliant for the contractor receives the laboratory
analyses a copy of the laboratory reports shall be provided to the City’s Project
Manager. Also, copies of all analytical results should be provided to Ashwin B.
Patel, FDEP. If the City has arranged for the laboratory analyses, copies of the
laboratory report will be given to the contractor upon receipt. The contractor, or
authorized environmental consultant, must review the results of the laboratory
analyses to determine the hazardous characteristics of the Ash material. If the
results of the TCLP (lower detection limits would have to be requested from the
lab before the samples are run) or of the Synthetic Precipitation Leaching
Procedure (SPLP) (EPA Method 1312) exceed the groundwater cleanup levels
established in Chapter 62-277, FAC, or if tolal analyses concentrations exceed the
Florida residential cleanup target goals, the material shall not be returned to the
original excavation. If the results from the SPLP or the TCLP {modified for
lower detection limits) are below the Florida groundwater cleanup levels and the
total analyses concentrations are below Florida residential soil cleanup targets
goals, the material may be returned to the original excavation area only with
approval from the OGC and the FDEP.

Transportation and Disposal of Ash

If the ash has not been characterized as hazardous waste by TCLP, has SPLP {(or
TCLP with lower detection limits) results below Florida groundwater cleanup
fevels, and any hazardous substances in the material are below Florida residential
soil cleanup target goals under Chapter 62-277, FAC, it may be returned to the
excavation or used elsewhere in the vicinity of the excavation/construction (if the
material is suitable for that purpose). If the ash is characterized as containing a
hazardous substance in excess of State soil cleanup targel goals, but not as
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hazardous waste, arrangements may be made, with guidance from 0QGC, to
dispose of the material as a special waste at an appropriately licensed landfill. If,
however, the Ash is characterized as hazardous wasie, it must be faken to a
licensed hazardous waste treatment or disposal facility.

Upon characterization of the Ash by TCLP as a hazardous waste that must be
taken to a licensed hazardous waste treatment or disposal facility, it need not be
further characterized using the Toxicity Characteristic Leaching Procedure
(TCLP;) for the eight RCRA metals, unless required by the treatment or disposal
facility. The fencing and signage originally installed shall remain in place until
the material has been removed from the site.

- Disposal of excavated Ash that has been characterized as hazardous waste shall
be properly packaged for transportation, which shall be conducted by a licensed
hazardous waste transporter to a licensed treatment or disposal facility.

Ash that is not hazardous waste may, with the concurrence of the City’s Solid Waste and
Resource Management Department, be sent to Trail Ridge Landfill in Jacksonville,
Florida for proper disposal. The procedures for non-hazardous waste transport to and
disposal at Trail Ridge Landfill are as follows:

» Notify Trail Ridge Landfill with the estimated amount of material requiring
disposal,

e Prepare and submit disposal profiles to the landfill for approval. Profiles
sheets may be obtained directly from the landfill by calling Linda Hair at
(904) 289-9100. Laboratory results must be included with the profile sheets
for approva! by the landfill,

¢ Obtain transportation manifests after approval of the profiles by the landfill,
and :

s Mobilize roli-offs to landfill for disposal.

Note: Transportation manifests will be provided by the londfill upon approval of
the material for disposal. The number of manifests will depend on the
number of loads or roli-affs requiring transportation to the landfill.

The contractor or designated environmental consultant will be responsible
Jor signing the transportation manifest on behalf of the City.

In the event large quantities must be handled, the contractor or environmenta! consultant
shall:

e Properly identify the analytes exceeding TCLP levels that characterize the
Ash as a hazardous waste. The contractor or environmental consuliant must
notify the City immediately upon deiermining that the Ash is a hazardous
waste,

» Determine the most cost effective method for transportation and disposal of
the hazardous waste,

¢ Contact an approved hazardous waste transportation facility to mobilize the
Ash material. The contractor or environmental consultant will be responsible
for obtaining all applicable transportation manifests,

¢ Obtain acceptance of the material for disposal into an approved hazardous
waste disposal facility, and ensure compliance with all local, State and
Federal disposal requirements.

Documentation

The environmental consultant conducting the analyses shall submita report to the
contractor and the Project Manager indicating the results of the laboratory
analyses, If the material is to be disposed of as hazardous waste or non-hazardous
special waste, the contractor shall determine the amount of Ash material to be
containerized and/or transported to an appropriate treatment or disposal facility.
The contractor shall be responsible for documenting the proper disposition of the
Ash, including but not limited to, transportation and disposal manifest,
characterization reports, and disposal weigh tickets,

Safety

Depending upon the laboratory analyses of the Ash material, further excavation of
Ash may require the use of 40-hour OSHA trained personnel. Ordinarily,
environmental consultants assign such trained personnel to conduct Ash sample
collection. Investigations have concluded that Ash may contsin elevated levels of
arsenic and lead; therefore, proper handling of the material by trained OSHA
personnel may be necessary,
