Energy Update

Oil prices hit a three-year high last week. WTI closed at $64.30/bbl., up from $61.44
prior week, while Brent crude closed at $69.87/bbl., up from $67.62 prior week.

OPEC and its allies, particularly Saudi Arabia, have shown discipline in adhering to the
recently-extended output cut agreement, but the main factor last week was lingering
concern that the US would reimpose sanctions on Iranian oil exports.

Some market players, including Iran’s oil minister, expressed concern last week that

-sustaining prices at current levels would invite higher production levels from US

producers who will capture market share from OPEC.

That concern appears justified given that the US Department of Energy forecasted last
week that US crude production would surpass 11 mm. bbl. per day by November 2019.
(Russia surpassed Saudi Arabia in 2017 to become the world's largest oil producer with
an annual output of 10.5 mm. bbl./year.)

The US Energy Information Agency reported a massive 6.3 mm. bbl. draw in propane
stocks the week ending January 5, the fifth-largest draw ever recorded.

Polyethylene

The polyethylene market is little changed from last week. CDI's estimate published on
December 27, 2017 reported the market as down by $0.03/Lb. IHS reported the market
settled flat.

All PE suppliers have rejected CDI’s position on December pricing and announced an
increase of $0.04/Lb. effective February 2, 2018.

NOVA Chemicals is up and running following simultaneous turnarounds on both their
Eastern and Western assets, but remains on sales control as they work to rebuild
depleted inventories.

Celanese and Lyondell Basell are no longer on allocation, and are supplying to forecast.
Westlake remains under Force Majeure on all autoclave LDPE products.
ChevronPhillips continues to operate under Force Majeure. Most units at Cedar Bayou
are now operational, but the LDPE line has not yet restarted. Plants in Pasadena and
Orange Texas are producing normally. '

Polypropylene

Polymer grade propylene monomer (PGP) settled up $.01/Lb. in December to $.50/Lb.
In January, the market is bracing for a major upward move, which is anticipated to be in
the range of $.06 to $.12/Lb.

Our best guess is an increase of $.08/Lb., bring PGP up to $.58/Lb.

Non-fuel use Propylene inventory finished 2017 at 2.53 million barrels which is 45%
lower than end of year 2016 inventory. In the last two weeks inventories have quickly
declined from that level to 2.43 million barrels, which is a 5-year low.

Polypropylene (Cont’'d.)

Continued high crude oil and propane prices are combining with low PGP inventory
levels to keep upward pressure on PGP pricing.

As much as 8.6% of propylene cracker and PDH capacity is reported to be offline
currently.

The Enterprise PDH unit is reported to be making on spec product, but is not expected
to make a significant impact on PGP supply untit the end of Q1 2018.

Phillips 66 will shut down its PP production unit for two months in February and March,
due to a mandatory turnaround at the refinery which supplies PGP to the unit.

Exxon and Ineos also have previously scheduled maintenance shutdowns in Q1, which
will further reduce supply.

ADDENDUM TO PURINA SHELTER CHAMPIONS PARTNER PROGRAM

AND
THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE

THIS ADDENDUM to Pyrina Shelter Champions Partner Program is made and
entered into this day of , 2018, by and between the CITY
OF JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA} a municipal dorporation (the “City”), and NESTLE
PURINA PETCARE COMPANY! a foreign profit corporation with an address at 1
Checkerboard Square, Income Tax-4C, St. Louis, Missouri 63164 (“Purina”).

WHEREAS, contemporaneously herewith, the parties are making and entering
into the Purina Shelter Champions Partner Program (the “Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, the City’s authority to make and enter into said Agreement comes
from its Procurement Code, and

WHEREAS, by legislative fiat, there are certain contractual provisions that must
be contained in any procurement contract of the City; and

WHEREAS, this Addendum should be executed by the parties to ensure that all
lawful provisions are contained in the Agreement; now therefore

IN CONSIDERATION of the Agreement and of the mutual covenants
hereinafter contained and for other good and valuable consideration, the parties agree as
follows:

1. The above-stated recitals are accurate, true, and correct and are made a
part hereof and are incorporated herein by this reference.

2. This Addendum shall be attached to said Agreement, shall be a part of said
Agreement, and shall be binding upon the parties.

3. As required by Section 106.431, Ordinance Code, the City’s maximum
indebtedness for all products and services under the Agreement shall be a fixed monetary
amount not-to-exceed ONE HUNDRED THOUSAND AND 00/100 DOLLARS
($100,000.00) for the term of the Agreement.

4. As required by Section 126.108, Ordinance Code, in its performance of
the Agreement, Purina must comply with any and all applicable federal, state, and local
laws, rules, regulations, and ordinances (hereinafter collectively referred to as the
“Laws”), only with respect to the Agreement, as such Laws exist and may be amended
from time to time. Such Laws shall include, but are not limited to, Chapter 119, Florida
Statutes (the Florida Public Records Law), and Section 286.011, Florida Statutes (the
Florida Sunshine Law).





5. Purina represents that it has adopted and will maintain throughout the term
of this Agreement a policy of nondiscrimination or nonharrassment against any person
with regard to race, color, sex (including pregnancy), sexual orientation, gender identity
or expression, religion, political affiliation, national origin, disability, age, marital status,
veteran status, or any other impermissible factor in recruitment, hiring, compensation,
training, placement, promotion, discipline, demotion, transfers, layoff, recall, termination,
working conditions, and related terms and conditions of employment. On written
request, Purina shall permit access to its records of employment, employment
advertisements, application forms, and other pertinent data and records by the Executive
Director of the Community Relations Commission of City for the purpose of
investigation to ascertain compliance with the non-discrimination provisions of this
Agreement. Purina shall not be required to produce for inspection any records covering
periods of time more than one (1) year prior to the date of this Agreement. Purina agrees
that if any of the obligations of this Agreement are to be performed by a subcontractor,
the provisions above shall be incorporated into and become a part of the subcontract.

6. The rights, obligations, and remedies of the parties as specified under the
Agreement shall be interpreted and governed in all aspects by the laws of the State of
Florida. Should any provision of the Agreement be determined by the courts to be illegal
or in conflict with any law of the State of Florida, the validity of the remaining provisions
shall not be impaired. Venue for litigation of the Agreement shall be in courts of
competent jurisdiction located in Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida.

7. The parties agree that for the execution of the Agreement, time is of the
essence. Therefore, the Agreement and all amendments thereto may be executed in
several counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, and all of such
counterparts together shall constitute one and the same instrument. The parties further
agree that facsimile (“fax™) transmission of all signatures with originals to follow shall
constitute and be evidence of an executed Agreement.

8. TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF PURINA SHELTER FEED
PROGRAM AGREEMENT Sections 5 and 6 are deleted in their entirety and replaced
with Attachments A & B.

9. To the extent that there is any conflict between the terms of the Agreement
and the terms of this Addendum, the terms of this Addendum shall control.

10. Public Records. In accordance with Section 119.0701, Florida Statutes,
Purina shall:

(a) Keep and maintain public records required by City to perform the
services; and

(b) Upon request from City’s custodian of public records, provide City
with a copy of the requested records or allow records to be inspected or copied
within a reasonable time at a cost that does not exceed the cost provided for in
Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, or as otherwise provided by law; and





(c) Ensure that public records that are exempt or confidential and
exempt from public records disclosure requirements are not disclosed except as
authorized by law for the duration of the Agreement term and following
completion of the Agreement if Purina does not transfer the records to City; and

(d  Upon completion of this Agreement, transfer to City at no cost all
public records in possession of Purina or keep and maintain public records
required by City to perform the service. If Purina transfers all public records to
City upon completion of the Agreement, Purina shall destroy any duplicate public
records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public records disclosure
requirements. If Purina keeps and maintains public records upon completion of
this Agreement, Purina shall meet all applicable requirements for retaining public
records. All records stored electronically must be provided to City upon request
from City’s custodian of public records in a format that is compatible with City’s
information technology systems.

The above requirements apply to a “Contractor” as defined in Section, 119.0701,
Florida Statutes.

EXHIBIT A
INDEMNIFICATION

(a) City’s Indemnity

1. City agrees to hold harmless, indemnify and defend Purina against any claims that the
City, its members, elected officials, officers, employees or agents caused injury to persons or the
death of persons or damage to or destruction of property arising out of or being incidental to
City’s negligent acts or omissions. It is expressly understood and agreed, by and between the
parties that City’s indemnity for its negligence, expressed herein, is not and shall not be
construed as any alteration or waiver of sovereign immunity, in tort, beyond that which has
provided by the Florida Legislature in Section 768.28 Florida Statutes.

2. With respect to any breach of or Default under this Lease, each party shall be
responsible for its own costs and attorneys’ and other professionals’ fees, at no cost or expense to
the other party. Nothing in this EXHIBIT C shall constitute a waiver by either City or Purina or
limit City or Purina’s right to recover with respect to any tort action against the other party,
subject to the limitations and provisions of Section 768.28, Florida Statutes, which are not hereby
altered, expanded or waived. In the event of any joint negligence on the part of City and Purina,
any loss shall be apportioned in accordance with the provisions of the Uniform Contribution
Among Tortfeasors Act (Section 768.31, Florida Statutes) and subject to the limitations and
provisions of Section 768.28, Florida Statutes, which are not hereby altered, expanded or waived.
This EXHIBIT C relating to indemnification shall survive the Agreement, and any holdover
and/or contract extensions thereto, whether such term expires naturally by the passage of time or
is terminated earlier pursuant to the provisions of this Agreement.

(b) Purina’s Indemnity

Purina shall hold harmless, indemnify, and defend the City of Jacksonville and City’s
members, officers, officials, employees and agents (collectively the “Indemnified Parties”) from
and against, without limitation, any and all claims, suits, actions, losses, damages, injuries,
liabilities, fines, penalties, costs and expenses of whatsoever kind or nature, which may be
incurred by, charged to or recovered from any of the foregoing Indemnified Parties for:

1. General Tort Liability, for any negligent act, error or omission, recklessness or
intentionally wrongful conduct on the part of the Indemnifying Parties that causes injury
(whether mental or corporeal) to persons (including death) or damage to property, whether
arising out of or incidental to the Indemnifying Parties’ performance of the Agreement,
operations, services or work performed hereunder; and

2. Environmental Liability, to the extent this Agreement contemplates environmental
exposures, arising from or in connection with any environmental, health and safety liabilities,
claims, citations, clean-up or damages whether arising out of or relating to the operation or other
activities performed in connection with the Agreement; and

3. Intellectual Property Liability, to the extent this Agreement contemplates intellectual
property exposures, arising directly or indirectly out of any allegation that the Services, any
product generated by the Services, or any part of the Services as contemplated in this Agreement,
constitutes an infringement of any copyright, patent, trade secret or any other intellectual






property right. If in any suit or proceeding, the Services, or any product generated by the
Services, is held to constitute an infringement and its use is permanently enjoined, the
Indemnifying Parties shall, immediately, make every reasonable effort to secure within 60 days,
for the Indemnified Parties a license, authorizing the continued use of the Service or product. If
the Indemnifying Parties fail to secure such a license for the Indemnified Parties, then the
Indemnifying Parties shall replace the Service or product with a non-infringing Service or
product or modify such Service or product in a way satisfactory to Buyer, so that the Service or
product is non-infringing.

If an Indemnifying Party exercises its rights under this Agreement, the Indemnifying Party will
(1) provide reasonable notice to Indemnified Parties of the applicable claim or liability, and (2)
allow Indemnified Parties, at their own expense, to participate in the litigation of such claim or
liability to protect their interests. The scope and terms of the indemnity obligations herein
described are separate and apart from, and shall not be limited by any insurance provided
pursuant to the Agreement or otherwise. Such terms of indemnity shall survive the expiration
or termination of the Agreement.

In the event that any portion of the scope or terms of this indemnity is in derogation of Section
725.06 or 725.08 of the Florida Statutes, all other terms of this indemnity shall remain in full force
and effect. Further, any term which offends Section 725.06 or 725.08 of the Florida Statutes will
be modified to comply with said statutes.





Exhibit B
INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

Without limiting its liability under this Agreement, Purina shall at all times during the term of
this Agreement procure and maintain at its sole expense during the life of this Agreement (and
Purina shall require its, subcontractors, laborers, materialmen and suppliers to provide, as
applicable), insurance of the types and limits not less than amounts stated below:

Such insurance shall be no more restrictive than that provided by the most recent version of the
standard Commercial General Liability Form (ISO Form CG 00 01) as filed for use in the State of
Florida without any restrictive endorsements other than those reasonably required by the City’s
Office of Insurance and Risk Management. An Excess Liability policy or Umbrella policy can be
used to satisfy the above limits.

Additional Insurance Provisions

A. Additional Insured: All insurance shall be endorsed to name the City of Jacksonville and
City’s members, officials, officers, employees and agents as Additional Insured. Additional
Insured for General Liability shall be in a form no more restrictive than CG2026.

B. Waiver of Subrogation. All required insurance policies shall be endorsed to provide for a
waiver of underwriter’s rights of subrogation in favor of the City of Jacksonville and its
members, officials, officers employees and agents.

C. Purina’s Insurance Primary. The insurance provided by Purina shall apply on a primary
basis to, and shall not require contribution from, any other insurance or self-insurance
maintained by the City or any City members, officials, officers, employees and agents.

D. Deductible or Self-Insured Retention Provisions. All deductibles and self-insured retentions
associated with coverages required for compliance with this Agreement shall remain the sole
and exclusive responsibility of the named insured Purina. Under no circumstances will the
City of Jacksonville and its members, officers, directors, employees, representatives, and
agents be responsible for paying any deductible or self-insured retentions related to this
Agreement.

E. Purina’s Insurance Additional Remedy. Compliance with the insurance requirements of this





Agreement shall not limit the liability of Purina or its Subcontractors, employees or agents to
the City or others. Any remedy provided to City or City's members, officials, officers,
employees or agents shall be in addition to and not in lieu of any other remedy available
under this Contract or otherwise.

Waiver/Estoppel. Neither approval by City nor failure to disapprove the insurance
furnished by Purina shall relieve Purina of Purina’s full responsibility to provide insurance as
required under this Agreement.

. Certificates of Insurance. Purina shall provide the City Certificates of Insurance that shows
the corresponding City Contract Number in the Description, if known, Additional Insureds
as provided above and waivers of subrogation. The certificates of insurance shall be mailed
to the City of Jacksonville (Attention: Chief of Risk Management), 117 W. Duval Street, Suite
335, Jacksonville, Florida 32202.

. Carrier Qualifications. The above insurance shall be written by an insurer holding a current
certificate of authority pursuant to chapter 624, Florida State or a company that is declared as
an approved Surplus Lines carrier under Chapter 626 Florida Statutes. Such Insurance shall
be written by an insurer with an A M. Best Rating of A- VII or better.

Notice. Purina shall provide an endorsement issued by the insurer to provide the City thirty
(30) days prior written notice of any change in the above insurance coverage limits or
cancellation, including expiration or non-renewal. If such endorsement is not provided,
Purina shall provide a thirty (30) days written notice of any change in the above coverages or
limits, coverage being suspended, voided, cancelled, including expiration or non-renewal.

Survival. Anything to the contrary notwithstanding, the liabilities of Purina under this
Agreement shall survive and not be terminated, reduced or otherwise limited by any’
expiration or termination of insurance coverage.

. Additional Insurance. Depending upon the nature of any aspect of any project and its
accompanying exposures and liabilities, the City may reasonably require additional
insurance coverages in amounts responsive to those liabilities, which may or may not require
that the City also be named as an additional insured.

Special Provisions: Prior to executing this Agreement, Purina shall present this Agreement
and Exhibits A & B to its Insurance Agent affirming: 1) That the Agent has personally
reviewed the insurance requirements of the Agreement Documents, and (2) That the Agent is
capable (has proper market access) to provide the coverages and limits of liability required
on behalf of Purina.

By selecting the “I accept the Terms & Conditions and Contract on behalf of my Shelter Organization” button, you
are signing this Agreement electronically and consenting to be legally bound by its terms and conditions. You agree
your electronic signature is the legal equivalent of your manual signature on this Agreement. You also represent
that you are authorized to enter into this Agreement on behalf of the Shelter as indicated on the application
(hereinafter, “SHELTER”) and that such SHELTER will be bound by the terms of this Agreement.

This agreement and the Terms and Conditions, which are attached hereto and are incorporated herein by reference,
(collectively, the “Agreement”) sets forth below the agreement between Purina and SHELTER with respect to your
participation in the Program.

1.

Participation by SHELTER in the Program: SHELTER agrees to participate in the Program as outlined herein
and agrees to be bound by the Terms and Conditions attached hereto.

Term: The initial term of this Agreement shall commence upon signature on this Agreement and shall continue
thereafier for a period of two (2) years unless terminated earlier as provided for in this Agreement (“Term”). This
Agreement shall automatically renew for an additional one (1) year term, unless either party provides notice to the
other of its intent to terminate this Agreement not less than thirty (30) days before the end of the then current term.

Pet Products Discount by Purina: During the Term of this Agreement, Purina shall provide the opportunity to
purchase certain discounted Purina® brand dog and cat food and litter to SHELTER as set forth in greater detail
below (the “Pet Products Discount™). To receive the Pet Products Discount, SHELTER shall provide estimates of
amount of product to be purchased by SHELTER to Purina on an annual basis. All Pet Products Discounts and any
pet product purchases made by SHELTER as described below shall be subject to minimum and maximum order
quantities as required by Purina and SHELTER may place up to two (2) orders maximum per month.

Exclusivity: In consideration for the Pet Products Discount and Purina’s other agreements herein, SHELTER agrees
that: (a) during the Term, SHELTER will not accept sponsorships from any company or entity directly competitive
with Purina in the dog and cat food, treats and litter categories without Purina’s prior written consent, which such
consent may be withheld or conditioned in Purina’s sole discretion; (b) SHELTER will name Purina as its exclusive
sponsor and Pet Products provider in the dog and cat food and litter (c¢) SHELTER will exclusively feed, use,
recommend Purina brand dog and cat food and Purina® Tidy Cats® brand litter at the SHELTER facilities and at
all on and off-site adoption, fundraising, and other events. Notwithstanding the foregoing, SHELTER may
recommend other brands of pet food to feed a particular cat or dog in order to accommodate special medical
requirements specified by a licensed veterinarian; provided, however, that SHELTER may only feed a non-Purina
brand if Purina does not offer a product that meets such medical requirements. SHELTER further covenants and
agrees not to portray Purina in an unfavorable manner in any way to the general public or any third parties pertaining
to any matters, including, but not limited to, media exposure and publicity.

Supply of Dog and Cat Products: Unless otherwise agreed upon by the parties in writing or an addendum hereto, the
Pet Products Discount shall be provided on purchases of certain Purina ONE®, Purina Pro Plan®, Purina Cat
Chow®, Purina Kitten Chow®, Purina Dog Chow® and Purina Puppy Chow® brand dry dog and cat food, Purina
ONE® brand wet dog food, Friskies® and Fancy Feast® brand wet cat food, Purina Pro Plan® brand wet kitten food
and Purina® Tidy Cats® brand litter. The Pet Products Discount shall be used by SHELTER only for the benefit
of dogs and cats housed at SHELTER’s shelter and may not be transferred, sold, or used for any other purpose.
Purina will provide SHELTER with the discount list prices for each available product; however, such pricing and
product availability is subject to change on an annual basis in Purina’s sole discretion. No refunds will be issued for
incorrect product ordered. If an item is damaged upon receipt, or an item is shipped incorrectly by Purina, Purina
will replace the product at no additional cost to SHELTER.

Purina, or its third party carrier, shall provide shipping guidelines that state product will ship LTL in 7-10 business
days from time of order, to SHELTER for each order. If shipment is not accepted by SHELTER at the time of
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delivery by Purina, or if the shipment is redirected to any location other than what is stated on the original order,
SHELTER shall be responsible for any additional shipping charges.

a. Purchase of Additional Purina Products: SHELTER may purchase Purina® Pro Plan Veterinary Diets products
for sale or use at Purina’s then current recommended clinic prices applicable to veterinary hospitals and clinics.

If the SHELTER has a retail space, the SHELTER will make Purina® products available for sale. SHELTER may
purchase Purina® product through a distributor that carries Purina products. Purina will advise on distributor
information and coordinate with the SHELTER to develop and implement retail displays for such products.

b. Reporting and Compliance: On or before the yearly anniversary of this Agreement, SHELTER shall submit
adoption and intake statistics for the prior 12-month period ending December 31% (or the applicable portion thereof
if Purina was not the provider of pet food during the entire 12-month period) (the “Adoption Statistics”), and
requested pet food quantities under this Agreement will then be compared to the Adoption and intake Statistics.
Purina may require SHELTER to explain any resulting variances to Purina’s reasonable satisfaction. SHELTER

b. SHELTER agrees to provide each adopter with an adopter kit provided by Purina, which may include Purina
product samples and/or other promotional material at no cost to SHELTER.

f. SHELTER will apply to become a member of Petfinder and actively post adoptable pets on the online Pet finder
platform.

g. SHELTER will make a good faith effort to encourage SHELTER employees to apply for enrollment in the
Purina for Professionals program, which provides Purina brand products at discount prices to its Professional
Members, and Purina shall provide SHELTER will all necessary enrollment materials and application
information.

Purina Promotion or Other Use of SHELTER Logo and Marks: Purina may promote itself as a sponsor and

Use of Trademarks; Intellectual Property:

2.1 Purina hereby grants to SHELTER, during the Term, the right to use and/or display Purina’s logo(s), brand
name(s), trademark(s), logotype(s) and/or design(s) as provided by Purina (hereinafter “Purina Marks”) to
SHELTER during the Term solely for the purpose of fulfilling its obligations as outlined in this Agreement.
SHELTER acknowledges that such Purina Marks are and shall remain the sole and exclusive property of Purina
and that this Agreement in no way confers upon SHELTER any rights or interest whatsoever in such Purina Marks
or the use/display thereof. All uses of the Purina Marks shall be subject to Purina’s prior written approval. All
use of Purina Marks by SHELTER shall inure to the benefit of Purina.

2.2 SHELTER hereby grants to Purina, during the Term, a non-exclusive right to use and/or display the
SHELTER’s logo, name, trademarks, logotypes and/or designs (hereinafter “SHELTER Marks”) for the purpose
of fulfilling its obligations as outlined in this Agreement including, advertising and promoting the relationship to
the trade and the general consuming public. Purina acknowledges that use and/or display of any SHELTER Marks
in no way confers upon Purina any right or interest in or to such SHELTER Marks or the use of them. Such
SHELTER Marks are and shall remain the sole and exclusive property of SHELTER.

Confidentiality:

3.1 Each party acknowledges that as a result of entering into this Agreement and performing its obligations
hereunder, it may obtain or gain access to the other party’s Confidential Information. For purposes of this
Agreement, the term “Confidential Information” shall be defined as all information provided by one party to the
other orally or in writing and which relate to new or existing products and/or business operations, including,
without limitation, distribution data, accounting and financial information, new product concepts and capabilities,
and the existence and provisions of this Agreement. To the extent practical, Confidential Information shall be
disclosed in documentary or tangible form marked “Confidential” or “Proprietary.” In the case of disclosures in
non-documentary form or made orally, the disclosing party shall have the right, or, if requested by the recipient,
the obligation to confirm in writing the fact and general nature of each such disclosure within thirty (30) days after
it is made. Purina will abide by any privacy restrictions as set forth by SHELTER. Purina will abide by any
reasonable privacy restrictions required by SHELTER with respect to the identity of any SHELTER contributor
or person who adopts an animal from SHELTER.

3.2 Each party hereby agrees to keep the Confidential Information of the other in confidence and will not publish
or directly or indirectly disclose or otherwise make available to any third party without the prior written consent
of the disclosing party. The recipient of Confidential Information will limit access of such information to only
those of its employees and/or subcontractors who need to know the same in order to perform their duties under
this Agreement and who have been apprised of its confidential nature and have agreed (in the case of
subcontractors, such agreement must be in writing) to be bound by the terms set forth in this Section 8. Each
party further agrees not to use the Confidential Information of the other except in connection with performance of
its obligations and duties under this Agreement.

3.3 This Section 3 shall survive the termination of this Agreement and shall continue for each item of Confidential
Information until such time as the receiving party can show that such item of Confidential Information:

Throughout
the entire term of the contract, the successful bidder(s) will guarantee discounts.

AWARD

On November 30, 2017 Priority and Allocation Committee of the Ryan White HIV/AIDS Part A/B Metropolitan
Jacksonville Area HIV Health Services Planning Council recommended the reallocation of Fiscal Year 2017 funds for grant
period ending February 28, 2018, On December 5, 2018, the Executive Committee of the Planning Council approved this
recommendation. Some contracts have been approved for increases while other contracts have been reduced by the
projected amount of unexpended funds during the January 4, 2018, CSPEC Meeting. According to contract provision
Article IV 4.10 which states “PROVIDER agrees to voluntarily participate in the reailocation of funds authorized under
this Agreement if PROVIDER is unable, for any reason, to fully utilize the contracted amount.”

On January 17, 2018 UF Board of Trustees {UF CARES) vendor realized after end of calendar year projection that they
would have excess funds.

Lutheran Social Services had an unanticipated emergency in Transitional Housing due to a fire which occurred in
December 2017.

A. General

The Design-Build firm shall be responsible for plan production. Before construction activities can begin,
90% Drawings must be reviewed and approved by the City's Engineering Division. Any construction
initiated by the Design-Build firm prior to receiving approval from the City shall be at the sole risk of the
Design-Build firm.

B. Scope of Work

The work is to provide and install an amphitheater at least 50 feet by 50 feet in size with a standing
seam metal roof. The scope includes all necessary survey, sitework, grading, concrete/masonry, steel
railings, lighting and clean fill required to complete the project. Also included will be a new 400 amp
electrical service and 200 feet of 12 foot wide asphalt trail connecting to an existing trail.

project.

J.  Fueling of Equipment

No fueling of equipment wili be allowed on Park property. Fueling will have to take place off-site.
K. Staging Area

The Design-Build firm shall be responsible for meeting with the City on-site to gain approval for the
location of a staging area for materials. Upon completion of the project, the staging area shall be
restored to its previous condition.

L. Utility Locations

The Design-Build firm shall be responsible for calling for utility locates prior to starting construction.
