The Neighborhoods Department, on behalf of Animal Care ang Protective Services, respectfully request to increase the
Single Source Award to HLP, Inc. from $65,1( %5.1W%d of service remains unchanged, October 1, 2018 to
September 30, 2019. Source of funds is ERAC011-03410 to be encumbered through increasing the existing blanket
purchase order.

HLP provides data input services of City of Jacksonville animal licenses into the Chameleon system. Animal Care and
Protective Services uses Chameleon Shelter Management software for all record keeping pertaining to the animals housed
at the facility as well as animal licenses sold to the public, either directly or by veterinary clinics. Section 462.502 of the City
of Jacksonville Ordinance Code establishes the requirements for vaccination, registration, and licensing of dogs, cats, and
ferrets.

ACPS has experienced an increase in license reporting from veterinary clinics during this fiscal year. The increase is
attributed to the Failure to remit letters sent by OGC's to veterinary clinics who are past due. Our original estimate was
80,000 documents would be received and scanned for FY19. As of June 30", we have already scanned 78,678 documents.

Based on averages for FY19, we expect to scan approximately 26,400 more documents through the end of the fiscal year.
As of June 30, 2019, the remaining balance on the blanket purchase order is $1,044.38. Please approve an additional
$20,000 to cover the cost of scanning and storing rabies vaccination certificates and licensing records for the remainder of
FY19.
