Our current cycle originally elected Sheriff left in June 2022 before his term expired. As a result, the Governor appointed
an interim Sheriff until a new election could be held. We have now conducted two elections, a primary and general,
resulting in Sheriff Waters being sworn into office November 22,

However, the election of Sheriff Waters only covers the remaining term of our originally elected Sheriff, so Sheriff
Waters' term expires 7/1/2023. We have a new primary election in March 2023 with a possible runoff election in May to
elect a Sheriff for the regular 4 year term. Sheriff Waters is running for the 4 year term in March and we are planning
that he will be elected to the new 4 year term. However, we also need to have a contingency pian for the remote
possibility that another Sheriff could be elected.

Sheriff Waters' staff is currently working on some realignments that will help us to conform to certain criteria for Florida
Sheriff agencies. One of these changes may be that we will change the title on Police badges from “officer” to "deputy.”

Attachment B- Evaluation Criteria

General:

Upon approval of the ranking of DBF responses under each category, the City shall conduct oral interviews for the top ranked
firms in accordance with Section 287.055, F.S.. The QES will again serve as the selection committee under the auspices of
CSPEC. Separate criteria and schedules will be provided to the top ranked firms under consideration for the interviews.

At the conclusion of the ranking process, the City intends to select the top-ranked DBF as specified within this RFQ. The City
intends to contract with the top-ranked DBF.

The City reserves its right to terminate the design build solicitation for any proposed project and transfer it for execution
through the design-bid-build delivery method.

A DBF selected to receive a DCP for a specific project shall be required to retain all employees, consultants, sub-consultants,
contractors, sub-contractors, and suppliers necessary for the proper execution of the project as it has been listed in the DBF SOQ
submitted in response to this solicitation unless otherwise agreed between the parties and approved by the City.

I. EXPERIENCE, COMPETENCE IN, AND APPROACH TQ DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTION OF FIRE
STATIONS OR SIMILAR DESIGN-BUILD PROJECTS (ABILITY OF PROFESSIONAL PERSONNEL) (30 Point

Section 4
Description of Services and Deliverables

4.1 Project Scope

The scope of work required of the selected Design-Build Firm for this project shall include, but it shall not be limited to, the
following design, permitting, and construction elements in accordance with the requirements specified in the Design Criteria
Package prepared by City.

A. DESIGN

Design elements of the project (drawings, engineering calculations, reports and specifications) shall cover the following:
* Providing Preliminary (60%) and Final (100%) Design Drawings and Specifications
* Providing Final Construction Contract Documents
* Obtaining all permits and approvals from government agencies and utility companies
* Providing Quality Control for the Design Phase

A DBF selected by the City for negotiating the GMP and the GCD shall provide to the City Project Manager the
complete Preliminary (60%) Design at least one week before the date established for commencing the GMP & GCD
negotiations,

Design Documents prepared by the DBF shall meet all technical and formal requirements of all pertinent building codes
and construction standards as prescribed by the State of Florida and the City of Jacksonville laws and ordinances. All
design documents shall be prepared, signed. and sealed by licensed design professionals authorized to practice architecture,
landscape architecture, and engmeering in the State of Florida. Minimum 2012 AutoCAD Version shall be used in the
preparation of the design drawings (AutoCAD plans to be provided to the City).

The City will make available to the selected Design Builder design drawings and specifications in the electronic format for the
latest 2 fire stations building designed and for applicable site elements such as storage room/building, trash enclosure. . etc.

In the Design Criteria Package, the City may also provide the Design Build Firm selected for preparing the TP and negotiating
the GMP & GCD with the following design documents for a specific project:

B. PERMITTING

DBF shall secure and obtain all required permits and approvals from the State of Florida and the City of Jacksonville
regulatory agencies as required by law. In addition, the DBF will be required to secure approval or statement of concurrence
from applicable utility companies such as JEA, TECO Peoples Gas andior Sawyer Gas, AT&T Telephone (BellSouth),
Comcast, MCI Telecommunications, etc.

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C. CONSTRUCTION

The DBF shall be responsible for fully providing the following elements of each facility-work type improvement project as it
may be required in the DCP for a specific project:

* Demolition of existing aboveground and/or subsurface site elements, buildings, utilities, and trees as specified in
construction coniract documents and a removal and lawful disposal of site/construction debris.

= Fumishing all materials, equipment, labor, and incidentals, and to execule all operations necessary for the full
completion of buildings and other pertinent work including: roof repair and replacement, facility renovation,
library design and construction, community center design and construction and any other facility-type as specified in
the associated DCP; providing all utilities and utility connections; and all other project elements as stipulated in
the approved project design drawings and specifications.

* Providing maintenance of traffic.

* Providing erosion and sediment control work.

* Providing environmental coordination.

* Providing construction project management.

* Providing Quality Control for construction.

* Obtaining the Certificate of Occupancy issued by the Building Inspection Division.

* Providing as-built drawings and certifications and obtaining acceptance of Using Agencies.

* Providing all warranty services.

The DBF shall provide all construction work, materials, products, equipment, and methods that fully comply with all
appropriate building codes and construction standards as prescribed by laws and ordinances of the State of Florida and City
of Jacksonville as they may relate to a specific scope of the category of facility-work type improvement project.

D. Design-Build Responsibility

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for survey. geotechnical investigation, design, acquisition of all permits not
acquired by the City, any and all information required to modify permits acquired by the City, maintenance of traffic, erosion
control, demolition, and construction on or before the Project completion date indicated in the Proposal. The Design-Build Firm
will coordinate all utility relocations.

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for compliance with Design and Construction Criteria (Section 4.7) which sets forth
requirements regarding survey, design, construction, and maintenance of traffic during construction, requirements relative to
project management, scheduling, and coordination with other agencies and entities such as state and local government, utilities
and the public.

The Design-Build Firm may propose changes which differ from the plans. Proposed changes must be approved by the JFRD and
coordinated through the City. If changes are proposed to the configuration, the Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for
preparing the necessary analyses and documentation required to satisfy requirements to obtain approval of the City. The Design-
Build Firm shall provide the required documentation for review and processing. The Design-Build Firm will not be
compensated for any additional costs or time resulting from proposed changes,

The Design-Build Firm shall examine the Contract Documents and the site of the proposed work carefully before submitting a
Proposal for the work contemplated and shall investigate the conditions to be encountered, as to the character, quality, and
quantities of work to be performed and materials to be furnished and as to the requirements of all Contract Documents. Written
notification of differing site conditions discovered during the design or construction phase of the Project will be given to the
City Project Manager.

The Design-Build Firm shall examine boring data, where available, and make their own interpretation of the subsoil
investigations and other preliminary data, and shall base their bid on their own opinion of the conditions likely to be
encountered. The submission of a proposal is prima facie evidence that the Design-Build Firm has made an examination as
described in this provision.

The Design-Build Firm shall demonstrate good project management practices while working on this project. These include
communication with the City and others as necessary, management of time and resources, and documentation.
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E. City Responsibility

The City of Jacksonville will provide a detailed description, location, classification, scope, availability of funds, and
other requirements for each project with the Design Criteria Package.

The City will provide contract administration, management services, construction engineering inspection services,
environmental oversight, and quality acceptance reviews of all work associated with the development and preparation of the
contract plans, permits, and construction of the improvements. The City will provide job specific information and/or functions
as outlined in this document. The cost of project administration performed by employees or consultants of the City including,
but not limited to, planning, programming, design and construction project management, construction engineering inspection,
preparation of the Design Criteria Package, and other administrative tasks ordinarily conducted by the City shall be excluded
from the maximum cost for design and construction.

This Request for Qualifications does not commit the City to make studies or designs for the preparation of any proposal, nor to
procure or contract for any articles or services.

The City does not guarantee the details pertaining to borings, as shown on any documents supplied by the City, to be more than
a general indication of the materials likely to be found adjacent to holes bored at the site of the work, approximately at the
locations indicated.

4.3  Project Requirements
A, Governing Regulations:

The services performed by the Design-Build Firm shall be in compliance with all applicable Manuals and Guidelines including
the City, Department, FHWA, AASHTO, and additional requirements specified in this document. Except to the extent
inconsistent with the specific provisions in this document, the current edition, inciuding updates, of the following Manuals and
Guidelines shall be used in the performance of this work. Current edition is defined as the edition in place and adopted by the
City at the date of advertisement of this contract with the exception of the Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge
Construction (Divisions I1 & III), Special Provisions and Supplemental Specifications, Manual on Uniform Traffic Control
Devices (MUTCD), Design Standards and Design Standards Modifications, The Design-Build Firm shall use the edition of the
Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction (Divisions II & III), Special Provisions and Supplemental
Specifications, Design Standards and Design Standard Modifications that is in effect at the time the Bid Price Proposals are due
in the City Office. The Design-Build Firm shall use the 2009 edition of the MUTCD as amended in 2012. It shall be the Design-
Build Firm's responsibility to acquire and utilize the necessary manuals and guidelines that apply to the work required to
complete this Project. The services will include preparation of all documents necessary to complete the Project as described in
Section I of this document.

All innovative aspects shall be identified separately as such in the Technical Proposal. An innovative aspect does not include
revisions to specifications, standards, or established City policies. Innovation should be limited to Design-Build Firm’s means
and methods, approach to Project, etc.

C. Geotechnical Services:

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for identifying and performing any geotechnical investigation, analysis and design
of foundations, foundation construction, foundation load and integrity testing, and inspection dictated by the Project needs in
accordance with City guidelines, procedures, and specifications. All geotechnical work necessary shall be performed in
accordance with the Governing Regulations. The Design-Build Firm shall be solely responsible for all geotechnical aspects of
the Project.

D. City Commitments:

The Design-Build Firm will be responsible for adhering to the project commitments identified below: N/A
E. Environmental Permits:

1. Storm Water and Surface Water:

Plans shall be prepared in accordance with Chapters 373 and 403 (F.S.) and Chapters 40 and 62 (F.A.C.).

2. Permits:

All applicable data shall be prepared in accordance with Chapter 373 and 403, Florida Statutes, Chapters 40 and 62, Florida
Administrative Code; Rivers and Harbors Act of 1899, Section 404 of the Clean Water Act, 23 CFR 771, 23 CFR 636, and parts
114 and 115, Title 33, Code of Federal Regulations. In addition to these Federal and State permitting requirements, any dredge
and fill permitting required by local agencies shall be prepared in accordance with their specific regulations. Acquisition of all
applicable permits will be the responsibility of the Design-Build Firm. Preparation of complete permit packages will be the
responsibility of the Design-Build Firm, including but not limited to Environmental Resource Permitting (SJRWMD),
submerged land lease, the Florida Department of Environmental Protection/the City Environment Resources Management
Department. and Construction Permitting (FDOT Connection Permit and Drainage Permit). As the permittee, the city is
responsible for reviewing, approving, and signing, the permit application package including all permit modifications, or
subsequent permit applications. If any agency rejects or denies the permit application, it is the Design-Build Firm's
responsibility to make whatever changes necessary to ensure the permit is approved.
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The Design-Build Firm will be required to pay all permit fees. Any fines levied by permitting agencies shall be the
responsibility of the Design-Build Firm.

However, notwithstanding anything above to the contrary, upon the Design-Build Firm’s preliminary request for extension of
Contract Time being made directly to the City Engineer, the City reserves unto the City Engineer, in their sole and absolute
discretion, according to the parameters set forth below, the authority to make a determination to grant a non-compensable time
extension for any impacts beyond the reasonable control of the Design-Build Firm in securing permits. Furthermore, as to any
such impact, no modification provision will be considered by the City Engineer unless the Design-Build Firm clearly establishes
that it has continuously from the beginning of the Project aggressively, efficiently and effectively pursued the securing of the
permits including the utilization of any and ali reasonably available means and methods to overcome all impacts. There shall be
no right of any kind on behalf of the Design-Build Firm to challenge or otherwise seek review or appeal in any forum of any
determination made by the City Engineer under this provision.

F. Survey:

The Design-Build Firm shall perform all surveying and mapping services necessary to complete the Project including a
comprehensive survey of all protected trees within the construction limits. Survey services must also comply with all pertinent
Florida Statutes and applicable rules in the Florida Administrative Code. All field survey data will be furnished to the City
Surveyor in a City approved digital format, readily available for input and use in CADD Design files. All surveying and
mapping work must be accomplished in accordance with the Department’s Surveying Procedure, Topic Nos. 550-030-101;
Right-of-Way Mapping Procedure, Topic No. 550-030-015; Aerial Surveying Standards for Transportation Projects Procedure,
Topic No. 550-020-002. This work must comply with the Minimum Technical Standards for Professional Surveyors and
Mappers, Chapter 5J-17, F.A.C,, pursuant to Section 472.027, F.S. This survey also must comply with Chapter 177, F.S.

In the Design Criteria Package, the City may provide the site survey to the Design Build Firm selected for preparing the
GMP & GCD (Section 4.1.A).

G. Verification of Existing Conditions:

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for verification of existing conditions, including research of all existing City
records and other information,

By execution of the contract, the Design-Build Firm specifically acknowledges and agrees that the Design-Build Firm is
contracting and being compensated for performing adequate investigations of existing site conditions sufficient to support the
design developed by the Design-Build Firm and that any information is being provided merely to assist the Design-Build Firm
in completing adequate site investigations. Notwithstanding any other provision in the contract documents to the contrary, no
additional compensation will be paid in the event of any inaccuracies in the preliminary information.

H. Submittals:

Plans must meet the minimum contents of a particular phase submittal prior to submission for review. The particular phase of
each submittal shall be clearly indicated on the cover sheet. Component submittals must be accompanied by sufficient
information for adjoining components or areas of work to allow for proper evaluation of the component under review. Prior to
providing the City with any submittals, the Design-Build Firm is required to perform a quality check of the submittal. If the
submittal is incomplete or contains substantial errors, then the City will reject the submittal,

Construction Set:
I set of 11"X 17" copies of the signed and sealed plans for the City to sign “Released for construction”.

Final signed and sealed plans will be delivered to the City Project Manager a minimum of fifieen (15) calendar days (excluding
Holidays) prior to construction of that component. The City Project Manager will send a copy of the final signed and sealed
plans to the appropriate office for review and comment. Once all comments have been satisfactorily resolved as determined by
the City, the City Project Manager will initial, date, and sign each submittal as “Released for Construction”. Only signed and
sealed plans which are signed “Released for Construction” by the City Project Manager are valid and all work that the Design-
Build Firm performs in advance of the City release of Plans will be at the Design-Build Firm’s risk. To work at risk, the Design-
Build Firm must submit signed and sealed plans and can begin working prior to the City’s Project Manager providing signed
“Release for Construction” plans. The Design-Build Firm shall notify the City five (5) days prior to starting work at risk. All
work that the Design-Build Firm performs in advance of the City’s release of Plans will be at the Design-Build Firm’s risk.

As-Built Set:

The Design-Build Firm's Professional Engineer in responsible charge of the Project’s design shall professionally endorse (sign,
seal, and certify) the As-Built Plans, the special provisions and all reference and support documents.

The Design-Build Firm shall complete the As-Built Plans as the Project is being constructed. All changes made subsequent to
the “Released for Construction” Plans shall be signed/sealed by the EOR. The As-Built Plans shall reflect all changes initiated
by the Design-Build Firm or the City in the form of revisions. The record set shall be submitted prior to Project completion for
City review and acceptance as a condition precedent to the City issuance of Final Acceptance.

The City shall review, certify, and accept the As-built Plans prior to issuing Final Acceptance of the project in order to complete
the As-built Plans.

The Design-Build Firm shall furnish to the City, upon Project completion, the following:

I. Contract Term:

K. Key Personnel/Staffing:

The Design-Build Firm’s work shall be performed and directed by key personnel identified in the Technical Proposal by the
Design-Build Firm. Any changes in the indicated personnel shall be subject to review and approval by the City Project
Manager. The Design-Build Firm shall have available a professional staff that meets the minimum training and experience set
forth in Florida Statute Chapter 455.

L. Meetings and Progress Reporting:

The Design-Build Firm shall anticipate periodic meetings with City personnel and other agencies as required for resolution of
design and/or construction issues. These meetings may include:

Technical issue resolution
Permit agency coordination
Scoping meetings

Utility meetings

Design kickoff meeting
Comment resolution meetings
Pre-construction meeting

During design, the Design-Build Firm shall meet with the City Design Project Manager on a monthly basis and provide a one-
month look ahead of the activities to be completed during the upcoming month.

During construction, the Design-Build Firm shall meet with the City Construction Project Manager on a weekly basis and
provide a one-week look ahead of the activities to be performed during the coming week.

The Design-Build Firm shall, on a monthly basis, provide written progress reports that describe the items of concern and the
work performed on each task.

M. Public Involvement:

The Design-Build Firm may be required to attend and participate in Public Meetings at a time, date, and location to be
determined by the City.

N. Quality Management Plan (QMP);

1. Design:

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for the professional quality, technical accuracy and coordination of all surveys,
designs, drawings, specifications, geotechnical and other services furnished by the Design-Build Firm under this contract.
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The Design-Build Firm shall provide a Design Quality Management Plan, which describes the Quality Control (QC) procedures
to be utilized to verify, independently check, and review all design drawings, specifications, and other documentation prepared
as a part of the contract. In addition, the QMP shall establish a Quality Assurance (QA) program to confirm that the Quality
Control procedures are followed. The Design-Build Firm shall describe how the checking and review processes are to be
documented to verify that the required procedures were followed. The QMP may be one utilized by the Design-Build Firm, as
part of their normal operation or it may be one specifically designed for the Project. The Design-Build Firm shall submit a QMP
within fifteen (15} working days following issuance of the writien Notice to Proceed. A marked up set of prints from the Quality
Control review will be sent in with each review submittal. The responsible Professional Engineers or Professional Surveyor that
performed the Quality Control review, as well as the QA manager, will sign a statement certifying that the review was
conducted.

The Design-Build Firm shall, without additional compensation, correct all errors or deficiencies in the surveys, designs,
drawings, specifications, and/or other services.

No fabrication, casting, or construction will occur until all related design review and shop drawing review comments are
resolved.

2. Construction:

The Design-Build Firm shall be responsible for developing and maintaining a Construction Quality Control Plan which
describes their Quality Control procedures to verify, check, and maintain control of key construction processes and materials.

The Construction QC Plan will describe the sampling, testing, and reporting of all materials tests that are anticipated to be
needed during the construction phase of the Project. The Design-Build Firm will ensure that the requirements of the City and
Department technical standards are met, As the City will be performing QA Reviews and Materials Testing as part of their CEl
Process, the Design-Build Firm will provide a schedule of all anticipated testing for at least fifteen (15) days prior to any test.

The City shall maintain its rights to inspect construction activities and request any documentation from the Design-Build Firm
to ensure quality products and services are being provided in accordance with City requirements and the Construction QC Plan.

O. Schedule of Values:
The Design-Build Firm will be responsible for invoicing the City based on current invoicing policy and procedure. Invoicing
will be based on the completion or percentage of completion of major, well-defined tasks as defined in the schedule of values.
Final payment will be made upon final acceptance by the City of the Design-Build Project. Tracking DBE participation will be
required under normal procedures. The Design-Build Firm must submit the schedule of values to the City for approval. No
invoices shall be submitted prior to City approval of the schedule of values.

Upon receipt of the invoice, the City Project Manager will make judgment on whether or not work of sufficient quality and
quantity has been accomplished by comparing the reported percent complete against actual work accomplished.
P. Construction Engineering and Inspection:

The City is respensible for providing Censtruction Engineering and Inspection (CEI) and Quality Assurance Engineering,
The Design-Build Firm is subject to the City’s Independent Assurance (IA) Procedures.
Q. Testing:

The City or its representative will perform verification and resolution testing services in accordance with the latest
Specifications.

R. Adjoining Construction Projects:

The Design-Build Firm shall be respensible for coordinating construction activities with other construction Projects that are
impacted by or impact this Project. This includes Projects under the jurisdiction of local governments, the City, or other regional
and state agencies.
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8. Use of City Owned Right of Way and Easements:

Use of City owned Right of Way by the Design-Build Firm for the purpose of equipment or material storage, lay-down
facilities, pre-cast material fabrication sites, batch plants for the production of asphalt, concrete or other construction related
materials, etc. shall require advance approval by the City. Use of City owned Right of Way by the Design-Build Firm for these
purposes is expressly limited to the Projects contemplated as part of this RFQ.

T. Design Issue Escalation:

All issues are to be directed to the City Project Manager. If the issue cannot be resolved at this level the City Project Manager
shall forward the issue to the next level in the process. The escalation process begins with the City Project Manager, followed
by the City Paving and Drainage Design Section Manager, and, if necessary to the City Engineer. Each level shall have a
maximum of seven (7) calendar days (excluding weekends and City abserved holidays), to answer, resolve or address the issue.
The seven (7) calendar days (excluding weekends and City observed holidays) period is a response time and does not infer
resolution. Questions may be expressed verbally and followed up in writing. The City Project Manager will respond in a timely
manner but not to exceed seven (7) calendar days {excluding weekends and City observed holidays). The Design-Build Firm
shall provide any available supporting documentation. The Design-Build Firm shall provide a similar issue escalation process
for their organization with personnel of similar levels of responsibility.

The City Engineer will have the final authority on design decisions.

U. Construction Clarification, Conflict Resolution, and Issue Escalation:

In the event that construction problems occur, the resolution of those problems will be processed in one of the following two
ways unless revised by a Partnering agreement:

. If the resolution does not change the original intent of the technical proposal/RFQ, then the Design-Build Firm Engineer of
Record (EOR) will be responsible for developing the design solution to the construction problem and the City Project Manager
will be responsible for review and response within ten (10) calendar days (excluding weekends and City observed holidays).
The City Project Manager will either concur with the proposed solution or, if the City Project Manager has concerns, the issue
will be escalated as described in the process below.

. If the resolution does alter the original intent of the technical proposal/RFQ then the EOR will develop the proposed
solution, and send it to the City Project Manager for review and response. The City Project Manager will respond to the
proposed solution within ten (10) calendar days (excluding weekends and City observed holidays). The City Project Manager
will either concur with the proposed solution or the issue will be escalated as described in the process below. Changes to the
original intent of the technical proposal/RFQ will require a contract change order.

*  All issues are to be directed to the City Project Manager. If the issue cannot be resolved at this level the City Project
Manager shall forward the issue to the next level in the process. The escalation process begins with the City Project Manager,
followed by the City Construction Management Section Manager, and, if necessary, is escalated to the City Engineer. Each
level shall have a maximum of seven (7) calendar days (excluding weekends and City observed holidays) to answer, resolve or
address the issue. The seven (7) calendar days (excluding weekends and City observed holidays) period is a response time and
does not infer resolution. Questions may be expressed verbally and followed up in writing. The City Project Manager will
respond in a timely manner but not to exceed seven (7) calendar days (excluding weekends and City observed holidays). The
Design-Build Firm shall provide any available supporting documentation,
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
