Thank you for reaching out to us earlier this week. We write on behalf of our client, City of 
Jacksonville, Procurement Division. 


We are in receipt of your client, C.C. Borden Construction, lnc.'s bid protest regarding the 
Southside Senior Center project, in which you explain that C.C. Borden's Base Bid amount was 
erroneously transcribed on the Proposal Form in the amount of $1,830,615 versus the intended 
$1,380,615. Your client' s argument is that the dollar amount entered on the Total Bid accurately 
reflected the intended total of $3,281, 726, and that the City would have known this if it subtracted the Bid 
Alternate 1 amount of$1,901,lll from the Total Bid revealing an intended Base Bid of$1,380,615. 
Accordingly, your client has requested a bid protest hearing to be heard on same.

Pursuant to paragraph B of the Lump Sum Bid Proposal, "The project may be awarded to the 
lowest responsive, responsible Bidder contingent on the availability of funds within the project's 
approved budget. The Total Base Bid plus selected Altcrnate(s), if any, will be used to determine the 
lowest bidder. If selected, Alternate(s) will be awarded in the order listed (i.e. - l,2,3 ... ). The ClTY 
has the right to reject any or all bids." Accordingly, the City detennined that Warden Construction Corp. 
is the lowest bidder based upon its Total Base Bid of $1,037,302 plus its Bid Alternate of$2,359,l 18, as 
opposed to the higher total of C.C. Borden's Total Base Bid of $1,830,615 plus its Bid Alternate of 
$1,901,l l l. As you can understand, the Total Base Bid controls because the City may not choose to 
award any Alternate at all. 


Further, section 2.8.2 of the City's Invitation to Bid states: "ln the event of mathematical errors in 
the extension of prices or in the addition total for any base bid, unit prices will prevail." In this instance, 
the City had no way of knowing that C.C. Borden's Base Bid dollar amount (which was incorrectly 
submitted in both numeric and written fonn) was erroneous due to scrivener's error, as there was no unit 
pricing to support same and justify a corrected base bid. 


For these reasons, the City awarded the Southside Senior Center bid to Warden Construction as 
the lower bidder. In accordance with the City's bid protest procedures, your client's bears the burden of 
proving that the intended decision is clearly erroneous, arbitrary or capricious, fraudulent, or otherwise 
without any basis in law or fact. Accordingly, the likelihood of success in this case is very low. Lastly, 
the City was never notified of any bid errors prior to bid opening, which is also fatal for this claim. 


If you would like to discuss this matter further, please give me a call anytime. Meanwhile, my 
client continues to schedule a hearing in this matter.
