Metro North Community Development Corporation (“Metro North”) entered into three (3) contracts for the above
referenced Procurement Approval # ESC-0472-18 on December 18, 2018. The contracts are for Appraisal GAP
Financing to fund the development Gap of three (3) affordable single family homes in the amount of $148,860.00.

On May 16, 2022 Metro North requested a contract extension in order to give additional time to complete the on-
going projects. This would be their 3™ contract extension. These are affordable housing projects and each parcel
is currently in development with qualified homebuyers under contract. Construction has started on all parcels
with one project at 80% completion and the other two are at the foundation stage of development.

On June 13, 2022 it was requested of Metro North {o provide evidence as to the nature of the delays, if these
delays were outside of their control and if a contract extension is the sole remedy for completing the project. By
this request invoking Section 3.27 Force Majeure, Notice of Delay and No Damages for Delay clause of the RFP
dated 6/27/2018.

On June 28, 2022 Metro North responded back providing details as to why these delays occurred and why they
were outside of their control.

2. Supporting documentation for each of the project delays including permit information, court docket information
for quiet title clean up, increased quotes from contractor for project cost and appraisal information.

Per our discussion, Metro North CDC and our builder Joseph Andrews Homes have had a few
unaveidable delays beyond our cantrol that has delayed completing construction on the properties with
a GAP contract with the City of Jacksonville. Several factors beyond the control on Metro North CDC has
delayed the new home projects and we are now on schedule to complete all projects by the end of the
year provided the GAP contacts are extended. The factors that caused the delays are described below.

During the years, 2020 and 2021 the COVID-19 pandemic was raging and created the following
conditions beyond our control:

1.

The COJ's permitting process was changed to a new process that extended the process by several
months. We made permit application on two (2} lots that took over six {6) months to approve.
Permit applications and required documents were submitted online in 2020 and were not
approved until June 2021. The permit numbers are:

411 Birch Street - Building Permit - 8-20-359581.000,
4545 Lincrest Drive - Building Permit - B-21-411321.000

In addition to the permit process being extended by the City of Jacksorwille. 4545 Lincrest was a
property donated to Metro North CDC by the City of Jacksonville's property surplus program and
there was a titfe cleanup process that began in December 2019 and was not completed until
October 2020 which also prohibited Metro North CDC from selling to a home buyer until title was
clean and starting construction.

Metro North CDC will complete 4545 Lincrest and 3945 Notter. Earlier this year I obtained my
Certified Builders Contractors licensed to perform all construction for Metro North CDC going
forward.

Material and labor cost increased to the point that the GAP on 411 Birch went from $49,000 to
$84,000 exceeding the contract. We had to detay to allow prices to stabilize and get new
appraisals. In 2022, appraisals increased on the property from $159,000 to $180,000 and material
and labor prices stabilized reducing the gap to $38,000, which allowed us to proceed with
construction.

4545 Lincrest gap during the same period went from $39,000 to $64,000 exceeding the contract.
Again, we had to delay starting to get prices stabilized and get new appraisals. In 2022 appraisal
increased on the property from $160,000 to $190,000 and material and labor prices stabilized
reducing the gap to $26,000, which allowed us to proceed with construction.

3845 Notter Ave. Gap during the same period went from $49,000 to $84,000 exceeding the
contract. Again, we had to delay starting to allow prices to stabilize and get new appraisals. In 2022
appraisal increased on the property fram $159,000 to $180,000 and material and labor prices
stabilized reducing the gap to $28,000, which aliowed us to proceed with construction

Currently all homes are under construction and we have significant expenses on the projects and
would loss significant if the projects gap is not extended. The current cost for 4545 Lincrest Dr., is
$15,000 spent with another $20,000 in committed cost for foundation.

The current cost for 3845 Notter Ave., is $11,000 spent with another $20,000 in committed cost
for foundation.

411 Birch is being built by Joseph Andrews Homes. Construction is 70% complete, with cost in
excess of $120,000 to date. Construction is scheduled to completed in August 2022.

Total cost to date is for all projects to date is $186,000
Both 4545 Lincrest and 3845 Notter Ave are having structural engineering completed for

foundation, roof trusses completed and framing lumber package completed. Both 3845 Notter
Ave and 4545 Lincrest construction will be completion before the end of the year.

Once the presentations, if
any, are completed, the CSPEC will forward their recommendation of rankings (first,
second, and third ranked Firms) to the Mayor’s Office for approval.

Once the City has obtained approval of the rankings, the City shall negotiate with the
highest ranked Firm for professional design services pursuant to Section 287.055(5), F.S,,
at compensation which the City determines is fair, competitive and reasonable for the
Project. Should the City be unable to negotiate satisfactory compensation with the
highest ranked Firm, the City will terminate negotiations with the highest ranked Firm.
The City shall then undertake negotiations with the second highest ranked Firm for
comnpensation which the City determines is fair, competitive and reasonable for the
Project.

The Jacksonville Public Library (JPL) is requesting consent to use the Competitive

These are the updates, but I want to run this by my other Supervisor he will return on
Monday. He’s been providing guidance with the Section 3 new rule.
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On November 30, 2020, the Section 3 implementing regulations (24 CFR Part 75) became
effective (see electronic version at: https://www .ecfr.gov/current/title-24/subtitle-A/part-75 ).
Below are the primary changes required by the new final rule:

1. Applicability — A Section 3 project means housing rehabilitation, housing construction,
and other public construction projects that are assisted under HUD programs which
provide housing and community development financial assistance for the project that
exceeds the threshold of $200,000. The threshold is $100,000 where the assistance is
from the Lead Hazard Control and Healthy Homes programs, as authorized by Sections
501 or 502 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1970 (12 U.S.C.1701z-1 or
1701z-2), the Lead-Based Paint Poisoning Prevention Act (42 U.S.C. 4801 et seq).

Therefore, the City of Jacksonville and the entities to which it provides HOME, NHTF and NSP
funds (collectively HUD Funds) in excess of $200,000 must comply with Section 3, as
amended. Whether the project is fully or partially assisted under HOME, NHTF, or NSP,
Section 3 applies to the entire project [24CFR 75.3(a)(2)(i11}]. All Contractors and
Subcontractors must be made aware of the need to comply with Section 3 requirements.
