Pursuant to your request an Asbestos Demolition Survey has been performed at the above
location for the purpose of identifying asbestos that needs to be removed prior to the planned
demolition of the structure. The purpose of the investigation was to visually identify
homogenous materials that need to have bulk samples obtained for analysis to determine the
presence of Asbestos Containing Building Materials with in the structure. The scope of this
survey was limited to the referenced one (1) single story structure in Jacksonville, Florida. The
building was inspected for demolition. The facility has one single story structure for demolition,
which is constructed with period building materials. There were four (4) suspected materials that
were sampled for Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM) analysis. Based on the visual inspection, it
was evident that National Emission Standard for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) 40 CFR
Part 61 regulated Asbestos Material was found to be present at the facility. The scope of work
for this survey included sampling and analysis of suspect homogenous building materials. The
asbestos demolition inspection process was initiated on November 21, 2018. Materials must
contain greater than 1% asbestos to be regulated. The following recommendations are provided
for the materials that were found to contain Asbestos Fibers within the referenced structure.

Section 3
General Terms and Conditions of Agreement

Provision of Services

Contractor shall provide Buyer with all of the services and deliverables described in this RFP, the Response and the
resulting Contract. If any services, functions or responsibilities are not specifically described in this RFP, the
Response or the resulting Contract but are necessary for the proper performance and provision of the Services, they

~ shall be deemed to be implied by and included within the scope of the Services to the same extent and in the same

manner as if specifically described herein.

Relationship of the Parties

In performance of the Services, Contractor shall be acting in the capacity of an independent Contractor and not as an
agent, employee, partner, joint venture or associate of Buyer. Contractor shall be solely responsible for the labor,
supplies, materials, means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures utilized to perform the Services in
accordance with the Contract.

Buver’s Right to Make Changes

Buyer may unilaterally require, by written order, changes altering, adding to, or deducting from the Services
(“Changes”), provided that such Changes are within the general scope of the Contract. Buyer will make an
equitable adjustment in the Contract price or delivery date if the Change materially affects the cost or time of
performance. Such equitable adjustments require the written consent of Contractor, which shall not be
unreasonably withheld. The parties will cooperate with each other in good faith in discussing the scope and nature
of the Change, the availability of Contractor personnel, the expertise and resources to provide such Change, and the
time period in which such Change will be implemented.

Service Warranties

Contractor warrants that the Services shall be performed and delivered in a professional, first class manner in
accordance with the Contract and the standards prevailing in the industry. Contractor shall also undertake the
following actions without additional consideration during the term of the Contract and for one year thereafter: (i)
promptly making necessary revisions or corrections to resolve any errors and omissions on the part of Contractor;
and (ii) conferring with Buyer for the purpose of interpreting any of the Services or information furnished.
Acceptance of the Services by Buyer shall not relieve Contractor of these responsibilities. The warranties and
covenants in this paragraph will extend to all subcontractors as well.

Except with respect to the obligations of the Lead Contractor described in Section 1.3 of this RFP, the foregoing
warranties and covenants shall not apply (i) with respect to any portions of the Services that have been produced by
anyone other than Contractor or its subcontractors; (ii) to any modifications made by anyone other than Contractor
or its subcontractors or without Contractor's specific prior written consent; or (iii) to any use of the Services in a
manner or for any purpose other than those contemplated in the Contract. EXCEPT AS EXPRESSLY STATED IN
THE CONTRACT, THERE ARE NO WARRANTIES, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING WITHOUT
LIMITATION ANY IMPLIED WARRANTIES REGARDING MERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS FOR A
PARTICULAR PURPOSE. CONTRACTOR’'S WARRANTIES EXTEND SOLELY TO BUYER.

Limitation of Liability

Notwithstanding any other provision herein to the contrary and to the extent permitted by Florida law, neither
Buyer nor Contractor shall be liable for any speculative or unforeseeable damages or for any incidental, indirect,
special, consequential or punitive damages or lost savings under any theory of relief, including, without limitation,
breach of warranty, breach of contract, tort including negligence, strict liability or otherwise, arising out of or related
to Buyer’s or Contractor’s acts or omissions. Notwithstanding any other provision herein to the contrary and to the
extent permitted by Florida law, for all direct damages arising out of or related to the Contract, Contractor’s
cumulative liability for such damages under the Contract will be limited to an amount equal to two times the
maximum indebtedness under the Contract. This limitation of liability is separate and apart from the insurance
requirements under the Contract. The foregoing limitations of liability do not apply to (i) personal injury, death,

* tangible or real property damage, (ii) third party claims arising under any of the indemnity or warranty provisions

of the Contract, including but not limited to indemnification obligations related to third party intellectual property
rights, (iii) claims covered by any insurance policies required under the Contract, (iv) claims covered by any specific

performance requirements, or (v) costs or attorneys’ fees that the Buyer is entitled to recover as a prevailing party in
any action. These limitations of liability are in no way to be construed as a waiver or limitation by Buyer of its
sovereign immunity accorded by the Florida Constitution as codified in § 768.28, Florida Statutes.

If Buyer and any Contractor enter into two or more separate contracts for Services, the “maximum indebtedness
under the Contract” for purposes of calculating the foregoing limitation of liability shall be the aggregate maximum

indebtedness of all such contracts.

Buyer Will Assist Contractor

At Contractor’s request, Buyer will provide reasonable assistance and cooperation to Contractor, including the
supply of any data and information necessary for Contractor to provide the Services. Buyer will also designate a
Contract Manager who will, on behalf of Buyer, work with Contractor and administer the Contract in accordance
with its terms.

Location Requirements for Services

Unless otherwise stated in the RFP or the Response, the majority of the Services shall be performed within Duval
County, Florida and no Services will be performed outside of the United States. These restrictions may be modified
in writing if Buyer determines, in its sole discretion, that the restrictions impose an undue burden on Contractor’s
ability to perform the Services as contemplated in the Contract.

Use of Subcontractors; Flow-Down Provisions

Except to the extent the use of subcontractors is disclosed in the Response or consented to in writing by Buyer,
Contractor shall not be allowed to subcontract or assign any of its duties and obligations hereunder. In all cases,
Contractor will be responsible for the acts or omissions of its subcontractors. Contractor will ensure that all relevant
contractual obligations will flow down to the subcontractors and will be incorporated into the subcontracts
(including the obligations relating to insurance, indemnification, delays, intellectual property rights, public records,
non-discrimination, audits, security, location of services, termination, transition assistance, warranties, and the
manner in which the Services are to be performed).

Meetings and Reports

Contractor must attend all meetings and public hearings relative to the Services where its presence is determined to
be necessary and requested by Buyer and Contractor can reasonably schedule its appearance. Unless otherwise
agreed, Contractor shall provide a monthly report summarizing Contractor’s performance. Contractor shall provide
other periodic reports respecting the Services as Buyer reasonably requests.

Ownership of Works

(a) As used in Sections 3.10 and 3.11, the term “Work” shall mean each Deliverable, drawing, design, specification,
rendering, notebook, tracing, photograph, reference book, equipment, expendable equipment and material,
negative, report, finding, recommendation, data and memorandum of every description, shared with or
delivered to Buyer pursuant to the Contract.

(b) With the exception of Contractor’s pre-existing intellectual capital and third-party intellectual capital as
described in Section 3.11 below, Buyer shall own all right, title and interest, including ownership of copyright
(limited to the extent permitted by the terms of any governing licenses), in and to each Work including, but not
limited to, software, source code, reports, Deliverable, or work product developed by Contractor specifically
for Buyer in connection with the Services, and derivative works relating to the foregoing. The use of these
Works in any manner by Buyer shall not support any claim by Contractor for additional compensation.

(c) Each Work, and any portion thereof, shall be a "work made for hire" for Buyer pursuant to federal copyright
laws. Any software, report, Deliverable, or work product as used in connection with the Work, but previously
developed by Contractor specifically for other customers of Contractor or for the purpose of providing
substantially similar services to other Contractor customers, generally shall not be considered "work made for
hire", so long as the foregoing are not first conceived or reduced to practice as part of the Work. To the extent
any of the Works are not deemed works made for hire by operation of law, Contractor hereby irrevocably
assigns, transfers, and conveys to Buyer, or its designee, without further consideration all of its right, title and
interest in such Work, including all rights of patent, copyright, trade secret, trademark or other proprietary
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rights in such materials. Except as provided in the foregoing sentences, Contractor acknowledges that Buyer
shall have the right to obtain and hold in its own name any intellectual property right in and to the Work.
Contractor agrees to execute any documents or take any other actions as may reasonably be necessary, or as
Buyer may reasonably request, to perfect or evidence Buyer's ownership of the Work.

3.11 Intellectual Property

(@) Contractor grants to Buyer an irrevocable, perpetual, royalty free and fully paid-up right to use (and such right
includes, without limitation, a right to copy, modify and create derivative works from the subject matter of the
grant and the right to sublicense all, or any portion of, the foregoing rights to an affiliate or a third party who
provides service to Buyer) Contractor’s intellectual property (including, without limitation, all trade secrets,
patents, copyright and know-how) that is contained or embedded in, required for the use of, that was used in
the production of or is required for the reproduction, modification, maintenance, servicing, improvement or
continued operation of any applicable unit of Work.

(b) If the Work contains, has embedded in, or requires for the use of, any third party intellectual property, or if the
third party intellectual property is required for the reproduction, modification, maintenance, servicing,
improvement or continued operation of the Work, Contractor shall secure for Buyer an irrevocable, perpetual,
royalty free and fully paid-up right to use all third party intellectual property. Contractor shall secure such
right at its expense and prior to incorporating any third party intellectual property (including, without
limitation, all trade secrets, patents, copyright and know-how) into any Work, including, without limitation, all
drawings or data provided under the Contract, and such right must include, without limitation, a right to copy,
modify and create derivative works from the subject matter of the grant of the right and a right to sublicense all
or any portion of the foregoing rights to an affiliate or a third party service provider. This subparagraph does
not apply to standard office software (e.g., Microsoft Office).

(c) Should Buyer, or any third party obtaining such Work through Buyer, use the Work or any part thereof for any
purpose other than that which is specified in the Contract, it shall be at Buyer’s and such third party’s sole risk.

3.12 Software Development Processes and Standards

To the extent any software is developed, modified, or otherwise procured under the Contract, Contractor will use
commercially-accepted software development and documentation processes and standards.

3.13 Limitation of Warranty for Buyer-Furnished Software

In lieu of any other warranty expressed or implied herein, Buyer warrants that any programming aids and software
packages supplied for Contractor use as Buyer-furnished property shall be suitable for their intended use on the
system(s) for which designed. In the case of programming aids and software packages acquired by Buyer from a
commercial source, such warranty is limited to that set forth in the contractual document covering the product(s).
Should Buyer furnish Contractor with any programming aids or software packages that are found not to be suitable
for their intended use on the system(s) for which designed, Contractor shall notify Buyer and supply documentation
regarding any defects and their effect on progress on the Contract. Buyer will consider equitably adjusting the
delivery performance dates or compensation, or both, and any other contractual provision affected by the Buyer-
furnished property in accordance with the procedures provided for in Section 3.3 above ("City’s Right to Make
Changes").

3.14 Loss of Data

If any Buyer data or record is lost or corrupted due to the negligence of Contractor or any of its subcontractors or
agents, Contractor shall be responsible for correcting and recreating all production, test, acceptance and training
files or databases affected which are used in the provision of services, at no additional cost to the Customer in the
manner and on the schedule set by Buyer. This remedy shall be in addition to any other remedy Buyer may be
entitled to by law or the Contract.

3.15 Purchase Orders

If the Contract requires a Service to be ordered by Buyer via purchase order, Contractor shall not deliver or furnish
the Service until a Buyer transmits a purchase order. All purchase orders shall bear the Contract or solicitation
number, shall be placed by Buyer directly with Contractor, and shall be deemed to incorporate by reference the
Contract. Any discrepancy between the Contract terms and the terms stated on the Contractor’s order form,
confirmation, or acknowledgement shall be resolved in favor of terms most favorable to Buyer.

3.16 Best Pricing for Comparable Services to Other Government Entities

Compensation for the Services shall be as set forth in the Contract. During the Contract term, if Contractor offers
better pricing to other government entities for substantially the same or a smaller quantity of Services upon the
same or similar terms of the Contract (“Better Pricing”), then the price under the Contract shall be immediately
reduced to the better price. Buyer may require Contractor to certify on an annual basis that Better Pricing (as
defined above) does not exist.

3.17 Deliverable Acceptance

(a) The term “Acceptance” shall mean written notice by City’s Project Manager to Contractor’s Project Manager

that a Deliverable has been completed to City's satisfaction. Acceptance does not in any way limit City's rights
under the Contract or applicable laws, rules and regulations.

(b) The term “Deliverable” shall mean each deliverable set forth this RFP, and any additional deliverables

identified and documented in the Contract, and includes all work product, supporting documentation and other
services that Contractor is required to, or otherwise does, deliver to City in connection with that deliverable.

City’s Project Manager will make the determination when a Deliverable is completed and there is Acceptance by
City. Acceptance will be made by City only in writing and after adequate time to ensure a Deliverable has been
delivered in accordance with the Contract. City will reject any Deliverable that is not in accordance with the
Contract, and shall not be deemed to have Accepted any Deliverable until City has had a reasonable time to test
the Deliverable following delivery or, if later, within a reasonable time after any deficiency in the Deliverable
has become apparent. City may partially accept a Deliverable. If City elects to accept nonconforming
Deliverables, City may in addition to other remedies, be entitled to deduct a reasonable amount from payments
otherwise due to Contractor as compensation for the nonconformity. Any Acceptance by City, even if non-
conditional, shall not be deemed a waiver, or settlement or Acceptance of any nonconforming Deliverable.

(d) The following Acceptance procedure will be used for each Deliverable:

1. Once Contractor’s Project Manager presents a Deliverable as completed to City, City will have the time
period, as is agreed upon in writing in advance by City and Contractor, to inspect and test such Deliverable (the
“Testing Period”) to ensure that it conforms to the Contract, including all specifications and requirements
contained in this RFP and the Response. City will either (i) Accept the Deliverable; or (ii) provide written notice
to Contractor stating how the Deliverable does not conform to the Contract (the "Non-Acceptance Notice").

2. Upon receipt of the Non-Acceptance Notice, Contractor, at Contractor’s sole cost and expense, shall as
promptly as commercially reasonable and without delay, and in any case within ten (10) business days (or such
other time period as is agreed upon in writing in advance by City and Contractor), correct the non-
conformances specified in the Non-Acceptance Notice and redeliver the Deliverable to City.

3. The parties shall repeat the process set forth in the immediately preceding two paragraphs until the
Deliverable has been Accepted; provided, however, if Contractor: (i) fails to re-deliver any Deliverable within
the time period specified, or (ii) fails more than twice to remedy a non-conformity, City will have the right, at
City’s option, to: (w) provide Contractor with an additional cure period; (x) accept the Deliverable as
nonconforming, in which case payments otherwise due to the Contractor will be reduced equitably to reflect the
value of the Deliverable as received relative to the value of the Deliverable had it conformed to the
specifications and requirements set forth in the Contract; (y) reject the Deliverable, in which case payments
otherwise due to the Contractor will be reduced equitably to reflect the value of the Deliverable as received
relative to the value of the Deliverable had it conformed to the specifications and requirements set forth in the
Contract; or, if the Deliverable is material to City’s operations, (z) treat such failure as a material breach that is
incapable of cure and terminate the appropriate Contract.

4. Notwithstanding City’s Acceptance of any Deliverable, upon delivery of any associated Deliverable or the
final completed Deliverable, City shall have the right to perform additional tests on each previously accepted
Deliverable to ensure full integration and compatibility with all other Deliverables. City shall perform such
testing, and Contractor shall correct any nonconformities, in accordance with the procedures set forth in this
Section, as though each such Deliverable was delivered on the date of delivery of the associated or final
Deliverable.
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3.18 Data Security Requirements

In performing the Services under the Contract, Contractor will need access to certain personal information as well
as other confidential information including confidential business information of the City, and must safeguard such
information in accordance with the requirements set forth in this Section 3.18, which shall be incorporated into any
agreement between the City and the Contractor.

Protected Information Defined. This Section 3.18 shall apply to information that is accessed, created,
received, maintained, processed, modified, used, disclosed or destroyed in connection with the Services by
Contractor, in whatever form including but not limited to paper, electronic or oral, that is (a)
individually identifiable information about City employees, employees’ family members, residents,
independent contractors, and other individuals, including but not limited to any individually identifiable
health or financial information, (b) other confidential or proprietary information concerning City, and (c)
marked or otherwise designated in writing as confidential or would appear to a reasonably prudent
person to be non-public, confidential or proprietary in nature ("Protected Information").

All Protected Information shall remain the sole and exclusive property of City.

As used herein, Protected Information does not include information that (i) was publicly known through
no unauthorized act of the Contractor, or otherwise known to the Contractor without an obligation
of confidentiality, at the time of disclosure, (ii) subsequently becomes publicly known through no
unauthorized act or omission of the Contractor, (iii) rightfully received from a third party without an
obligation of confidentiality; or (iv) independently developed by the Contractor without the use of the
Protected Information.

The Contractor shall maintain any Protected Information in confidence to be used solely for purposes of
conducting Services.

The Contractor shall ensure that, except as required by law, Protected Information will be accessed, created,
received, maintained, processed, modified, used, disclosed or destroyed by only Contractor’'s employees,
officers, subcontractors, independent contractors or agents and solely as necessary and appropriate to
perform the Services.

In the event access to Protected Information to perform the Services requires access to the City's computer

network, Contractor shall:

*  Permit access only to Authorized Parties and no other persons. (As used herein: (i) “ Authorized Party”
means an employee or Affiliate of the Contractor or a third party engaged by Contractor who has a
need to know or otherwise access Protected Information to enable Contractor to perform its obligations
under the Contract, and who is bound in writing as provided in Section 2.4 below, and (ii) Affiliate”
of any specified person means and includes any other person or entity directly or indirectly controlling
or controlled by or under direct or indirect common control with such specified person. For purposes
of this definition, “control,” “controlling,” and “controlled,” when used with respect to such other
person means the power to direct the management and policies of such other person, directly or
indirectly, whether through the ownership of voting securities, by contract, or otherwise.)

*  Be responsible for any unauthorized access to City's computer network by Contractor's employees,
affiliates, or third party contractors.

*  Not knowingly introduce any viruses, worms, time bombs, time locks, drop dead devices, traps, access
codes, trap door devices, or any other malicious software that is designed to disrupt, disable, erase,
alter, harm, or otherwise impair City, City information available through the computer network, or
City's computer network.

*  Maintain the confidentiality of access credentials to the City computer network.

*  Promptly notify City of any actual or potential loss, disclosure, or unauthorized access of access
credentials to the City computer network or any City information available through the computer
network. '

Contractor will not, directly or indirectly, disclose Protected Information to a third party (subcontractor,

independent contractor, agent, etc.) without express written consent from City unless and to the extent

required by law enforcement or government bodies or as otherwise to the extent expressly required by

applicable law or regulations or in the Contract; provided, however, that in the event such information is
requested by a law enforcement authority or governmental authority (or is required to be divulged by law
or regulation) Contractor shall give advance notice of such disclosure requirement to City and shall give
City a reasonable opportunity to object to and contest such disclosure, including by seeking a protective
order or other appropriate remedy. In the event Contractor is permitted hereunder to disclose Protected
Information to a third party, the Contractor must obtain the written agreement from such third party
agreeing to be subject to the same terms, conditions, protections, and limitations with respect to Protected
Information contained in this Section 3.18, and Contractor shall remain liable to City for the actions and
omissions of the third party concerning the treatment of the Protected Information, in accordance with the
terms herein.

Contractor will not use, sell, rent, transfer, barter, exchange, assign, distribute, or otherwise process or make
available Protected Information for Contractor's own purposes or for the benefit of anyone other than City
without City's express written consent.

In the case of individually identifiable health information subject to the privacy regulations issued
under the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA), as amended, that is
accessed, created or received by Contractor on behalf of City, Contractor will be subject to the terms
of the Business Associate Agreement entered into between the parties and incorporated herein by
reference.

In the event Protected Information or protected health information under HIPAA is accessed, created
or received by Contractor on behalf of City and pursuant to an authorization, such information may be
used or further disclosed only as specifically set forth in such authorization.

Except as directed by City in writing or as required under Section 6.2 below, Contractor may not modify or
destroy any Protected Information. In the event Contractor is permitted to destroy Protected Information
under this Section 3.18, Contractor shall burn, pulverize, or shred papers or destroy or erase electronic files
or media so that the information on such papers, files, and media cannot be read or reconstructed as per
industry accepted frameworks such as NIST Special Publication 800-53 or ISO/IEC 27000.

Contractor shall use appropriate safeguards to prevent any access, use, modification, disclosure or
destruction of Protected Information other than as permitted under this Section 3.18, which shall include
but not be limited to administrative, physical and technical safeguards as necessary and appropriate to
protect the confidentiality, security, integrity and availability of Protected Information, and which shall
be no less rigorous than accepted industry practices (such as 1SO 27002, ITIL or COBIT or other industry
standards of information security). Such safeguards shall include, without limitation, all of the following;

*  ahigh level member of management with responsibility for safeguarding of Protected Information;

*  periodic risk assessments (no less frequently than annually) for appropriateness of safeguards and
make appropriate modifications;

*  information systems authentication and access controls;
*  data breach response protocol;

* securing physical facilities, data centers, servers, back-up systems and computing equipment,
including, but not limited to, encryption and password protection for all mobile devices and other
equipment with information storage capability to the extent technically feasible;

*  network, device application, database and platform security;

*  encryption of Protected Information at rest and in transit;

*  authentication and access controls within media, applications, operating systems and equipment;
*  disaster recovery and business continuity protocols;

*  securing all paper files;

*  securing transmission, storage and disposal of Protected Information;

*  personnel security and integrity measures including, but not limited to, background checks consistent
with applicable law;

* conducting external and internal penetration testing and vulnerability scans and promptly
implementing, at Contractor’s sole cost and expense, a corrective action plan to correct the issues that
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are reported as a result of the testing;

»  conducting and documenting training for all employees and other workforce members who will have
access to Protected Information; and

*  access controls, including logging of all access and exfiltration, and retention of such access control
logs for a period of no less than one (1) year.

(m) A “Breach of Protected Information” shall mean (i) any act or omission that materially compromises either

Personal Information or the physical, technical, administrative, or organizational safeguards put in place by
Contractor (or its agents or subcontractors), or by City should Contractor have access to City’s systems, that
relate to the protection of Personal Information, (i) any unauthorized access, uses, disclosure,
modification, or destruction of Protected Information known to Contractor whether or not harm is
likely to result from the Breach, or (jii) receipt of a complaint in relation to the privacy practices of
Contractor. Contractor shall report a Breach of Protected Information to City without unreasonable delay
but not later than 24 hours after becoming aware of the Breach of Protected Information. Contractor
shall provide such report by e-mailing ITDSecurityAlert@coj.net with a read receipt with a copy to City
under the notice provisions of this Section 3.18. In the event of a Breach of Protected Information, the
Contractor shall (i) shall not inform any third party of any Breach of Protected Information without first
obtaining City’s prior written consent; (ii) provide City with the name and contact information for an
employee of Contractor who shall serve as City’s primary contact and shall be available to assist City at
all times in resolving obligations associated with a Breach of Protected Information; (iii) abide by City’s
determination concerning whether a reportable breach has occurred under applicable law and the steps
necessary to comply with the notice requirements, including the content of the notices; and (iv) comply
with all reasonable requests to assist in the investigation and mitigation of the Breach of Protected
Information, including permitting access by City personnel and or its designees to Contractor’s affected
facilities and personnel and records involved in the matter, cooperating with City in any litigation or other
formal action against third parties deemed necessary by City to protect its rights, and using its best efforts
to prevent a recurrence of any such Breach.

Notwithstanding any provision in the RFP to the contrary, the Contractor shall indemnify, defend and
hold harmless City, its affiliates, members, directors, officers and employees (“City Indemnified
Person”) from and against any and all claims, suits, causes of action, inquiries, investigations,
proceedings (a “Claim”), and the resulting damages, fees, costs, penalties, resolutions, assessments, losses,
liabilities, or judgments (including reasonable attorneys’ fees) which may be imposed on or incurred
by or instituted against any such City Indemnified Person relating to or arising out of: (a) any
access, use, disclosure, modification, or destruction of Protected Information that is not permitted under
this Section 3.18 or applicable law; or (b) Contractor’s breach of this Section 3.18; provided, that the
Contractor will not be liable under this section to the extent any losses are determined, in a final
judgment by a court, not subject to further appeal, to have resulted primarily from the gross negligence,
willful misconduct or bad faith of such City Indemnified Person. Contractor's obligations under this
section extend to its acts and omissions, as well as the acts and omissions of Contractor’s employees,
officers, subcontractors, independent contractors, or agents.

The City Indemnified Person shall provide Contractor with prompt written notice of the existence of any
Claim; non-financial assistance at Contractor’s request and expense to the extent reasonably necessary for
the defense of such Claim; and control over the defense or settlement of such Claim, provided that no
settlement requiring any financial payment from City Indemnified Person, admission of liability by City
Indemnified Person, or equitable or injunctive relief shall be made without City Indemnified Person’s prior
written consent. Indemnitee shall have the right to participate in the defense of any such Claim at its
expense and through counsel of its choosing.

The duties and obligations under this Section 3.18 shall commence as of the effective date of any Contract
(or, if earlier, the first date any Protected Information was provided to Contractor), and shall terminate
upon the eatlier of the termination of the Contract or the date the Contractor no longer maintains or has
access to any Protected Information; provided, however, subsection (o) shall survive the
termination of the Contract and this Section 3.18, and this Section 3.18 shall survive so long as the
Contractor retains any Protected Information.

Upon termination of the Contract for any purpose, Contractor shall return to City or destroy all Protected
Information in its possession that is not necessary to perform any remaining services under the Contract.
Contractor will contact City to determine whether the Protected Information (regardless of how stored by
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Contractor) must be: (a) returned to City; or (b) destroyed. This provision shall apply to Protected
Information that is in the possession of subcontractors, independent contractors or agents of Contractor.
Except as otherwise agreed to by the Parties, Contractor shall retain no copies of Protected Information. In
the event that City does not respond to such inquiry within sixty (60) days of receipt thereof, Contractor
shall destroy all such Protected Information in its possession. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Contractor
may retain a copy of such Protected Information as Contractor is required to retain for its regulatory
purposes (but only the Protected Information necessary for compliance and only for as long as it is so
required), provided that such copy must be safeguarded by Contractor consistent with the terms of this
Section 3.18. At such time as the Protected Information is no longer required to be maintained by
Contractor for its regulatory purposes, Contractor shall destroy said information.

(p) Upon City's request, Contractor shall grant City, or a third party on City's behalf, permission to perform
(at City's cost) an assessment, audit, examination, or review of controls in Contractor's environment in
relation to the Protected Information being accessed, created, received, maintained, processed, modified,
used, disclosed or destroyed in connection with the Services. Contractor shall fully cooperate with such
assessment by providing access to knowledgeable personnel, physical premises, documentation,
infrastructure, and application software that processes Protected Information for City pursuant to this
Section 3.18. Any assessment, audit, examination, or review of controls under this subsection (p) must be
preceded by reasonable prior written notice of the audit and shall be designed to assess compliance with
applicable law and this Section 3.18.

1. Upon City's request, Contractor shall promptly and accurately complete an information security
questionnaire provided by City or a third party on City's behalf regarding Contractor's environment in
relation to the Protected Information being accessed, created, received, maintained, processed,
modified, used, disclosed or destroyed in connection with the Services, City computer networks
accessed, and/ or services being provided to confirm compliance with this Section 3.18, as well as any
applicable laws, regulations, and industry standards. Contractor shall fully cooperate with such
inquiry. City shall treat the information provided by Contractor in the security questionnaire as
confidential.

2. Upon City's request, Contractor shall provide City with the results of any audit performed that
assesses the effectiveness of Contractor's information security program as relevant to the security and
confidentiality of Protected Information processed or City computer networks accessed during the
course of this RFP. Contractor acknowledges that any such results are not intended and do not provide
a basis to conclude that Contractor is compliant with any particular provision of this Section 3.18 or
applicable law.

3.19 Special Terms and Conditions

Notification of Legal Requests. The Contractor shall contact the City upon receipt of any electronic discovery,
litigation holds, discovery searches and expert testimonies related to the City’s data under the contract, or which
in any way might reasonably require access to the data of the City. The Contractor shall not respond to
subpoenas, service of process and other legal requests related to the City without first notifying the City, unless
prohibited by law from providing such notice. The Contractor shall contact the City upon receipt of any request
from a third party for the City’s data as such request may constitute a public records request under applicable
Florida law.

Termination and Suspension of Service. In the event of a termination of the Services, the Contractor shall
implement an orderly return of City data in a CSV or another mutually agreeable format that is easily accessible,
readable, and importable into other applications, whether running internally or in another provider’s cloud, at a
time agreed to by the parties and the subsequent secure disposal of all City data. In the event of any
termination of the Services, or during any period of suspension of the Services, the Contractor shall not take any
action to intentionally erase any City data without the prior written consent of the City. In the event of
termination of the Services or Contract in entirety, the Contractor shall not take any action to intentionally erase
any City data for a period of:

¢ 10 days after the effective date of termination, if the termination is in accordance with the contract

period
* 30 days after the effective date of termination, if the termination is for convenience
¢ 60 days after the effective date of termination, if the termination is for cause
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After such period, the Contractor shall have no obligation to maintain or provide any City data and shall
thereafter, unless legally prohibited, delete all City data in its systems or otherwise in its possession or
under its control. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Section 3.19, the City shall be entitled to
Transition Assistance as provided in Section 3.30 of this RFP. If deletion of City data is requested by the
City, the Contractor shall securely dispose of all City data in all of its forms, such as disk, CD/DVD, backup
tape and paper. All such data shall be permanently deleted and shall not be recoverable, according to NIST-
approved methods. Contractor shall provide appropriate certificates of destruction to the City.

Access to Security Logs and Reports. The Contractor shall provide reports to the City in a format agreed to by
both the Contractor and the City. Reports shall include latency statistics, user access, user access IP address,
user access history and security logs for all City files related to the contract.

Change Control and Advanced Notice. The Contractor shall give reasonable advance notice (to be determined
at the contract time and included in a service level agreement) to the City of any upgrades (e.g., major upgrades,
minor upgrades, system changes) that may impact service availability and performance. For the purposes of
this RFP, a major upgrade is a replacement of hardware, software or firmware with a newer or better version in
order to bring the system up to date or to improve its characteristics and usually includes a new version
number.

Security. The Contractor shall disclose its non-proprietary security processes and technical limitations to the
City such that adequate protection and flexibility can be attained between the City and the Contractor. For
example: virus checking and port sniffing - the City and the Contractor shall understand each other’s roles and
responsibilities.

Non-disclosure and Separation of Duties. The Contractor shall enforce separation of job duties, require
commercially reasonable non-disclosure agreements, and limit staff knowledge of City data to that which is
absolutely necessary to perform job duties.

Import and Export of Data. The City shall have the ability to import or export data in piecemeal or in entirety at
its discretion without interference from the Contractor. This includes the ability for the City to import or export
data to/from other service providers.

Responsibilities and Uptime Guarantee. The Contractor shall be responsible for the acquisition and operation of
all hardware, software and network support related to the Services being provided. The technical and
professional activities required for establishing, managing, and maintaining the environments are the
responsibilities of the Contractor.

Subcontractor Disclosure. The Contractor shall identify all of its strategic business partners related to the
Services, including but not limited to all subcontractors or other entities or individuals who may be a party to a
joint venture or similar agreement with the Contractor, and who shall be involved in any application
development and/ or operations.

Right to Remove Individuals. The City shall have the right at any time to require that the Contractor remove
from interaction with City any Contractor representative whom the City believes is detrimental to its working
relationship with the Contractor. The City shall provide the Contractor with notice of its determination, and the
reasons it requests the removal. If the City signifies that a potential security violation exists with respect to the
request, the Contractor shall immediately remove such individual. The Contractor shall not assign the person to
any aspect of the Services without the City’s consent.

Business Continuity and Disaster. The Contractor shall maintain a business continuity and disaster recovery
plan that meets the City’s requirements for business continuity and disaster recovery.

Compliance with Accessibility Standards. The Contractor shall comply with and adhere to Accessibility
Standards of Section 508 Amendment to the Rehabilitation Act of 1973.

(m) Web Services. The Contractor shall use Web services exclusively to interface with the City’s data in near real

time when possible.

Unless otherwise specified in the RFP, payment to Contractor for Services shall be made on a monthly basis for
the Services provided by Contractor for the preceding month. Invoices shall contain the Contract number,
purchase order number if applicable, and the appropriate vendor identification number. Buyer may require any
other information from Contractor that Buyer deems necessary to verify its obligation to pay under the
Contract. Payments will be made to Contractor approximately forty-five (45) days after receipt and acceptance
of a proper invoice. Buyer does not pay service charges, interest or late fees unless required by law.

To the extent Contractor’s fees include reimbursement for travel or travel- related expenses, such travel and
travel-related expenses shall be subject to and governed by the provisions and limitations of Chapter 106, Part 7,
Jacksonville Ordinance Code.

Buyer’s obligations to make payment are contingent upon availability of lawfully appropriated funds for the
Services.

3.21 Taxes

Buyer is generally exempt from any taxes imposed by the State of Florida or the Federal Government. Exemption
certificates will be provided upon request. Contractor shall not include any state, local and federal taxes in any
prices quoted to Buyer.

3.22 Right of Setoff

Buyer may, in addition to other remedies available at law or equity and upon notice to Contractor, retain such
monies from amounts due Contractor as may be necessary to satisfy any claim for damages, penalties, costs and the
like asserted in good faith by Buyer (or any other local government entity or authority located in Duval County,
Florida) against Contractor.

3.23 Retention of Records / Audits

Contractor must establish and maintain books, records, contracts, sub-contracts, papers, financial records,
supporting documents, statistical records and all other documents pertaining to the Contract (collectively, the
“Records”), in whatsoever form or format (including electronic storage media) is reasonable, safe and sufficient.

Contractor must retain all Records for a minimum period of three (3) years after the final payment is made
under the Contract. If an audit has been initiated and audit findings have not been resolved at the end of the
three (3) year period, the Records shall be retained until resolution of the audit findings or any litigation which
may be based on the terms of the Contract, at no additional cost to Buyer. Records shall be retained for longer
periods when the retention period exceeds the time frames required by law or ordinance.

At all reasonable times for as long as the Records are maintained, Contractor must allow persons duly
authorized by Buyer (including Buyer’s auditor and inspector general offices), and to have full access to and the
right to examine, copy or audit any of the Records, regardless of the form in which kept. Contractor will not
charge Buyer for any setup, supervision or space in connection with the examination and audit. Photocopying
charges will not exceed the actual and reasonable cost of the copies to Contractor, and Buyer shall be permitted
to bring its photocopying equipment if Buyer so desires.

Contractor must comply with and cooperate in any audits or reports requested by Buyer, and must ensure that
all related party transactions are disclosed to the auditor.

Contractor must permit Buyer to interview any of Contractor’s employees, subcontractors and subcontractor
employees to assure Buyer of the satisfactory performance of the terms and conditions of the Contract. Unless
the parties agree otherwise or Buyer is willing to pay for the employee’s reasonable travel expenses, the
interviews will be conducted at the employee’s primary place of work. Contractor will not charge Buyer for any
employee time unless the interview time for that employee exceeds eight (8) hours in a calendar year.

Following any audit or review, if performance of Contractor is, in the opinion of Buyer, deficient, Buyer will

deliver to Contractor a written report of the deficiencies and request for development by Contractor of a
corrective action plan. Contractor hereby agrees to prepare and submit, to Buyer, said corrective plan within ten
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(10) days of receiving Buyer’s written report. Thereafter, Contractor must correct all deficiencies in the
corrective action plan within a reasonable time after Buyer’s receipt of the corrective action plan.

(g) All reports and other information provided by Contractor pursuant to this Section shall be submitted under
penalties of perjury, under Section 837.06, Florida Statutes.

(h) Contractor must include the aforementioned audit, inspection, investigation and record-keeping requirements
in all subcontracts and Contract assignments.

(i) Contractor agrees to reimburse Buyer for the reasonable costs of investigation incurred by Buyer for audits,
inspections and investigations that uncover a material violation of the Contract. Such costs shall include the
salaries of investigators, including overtime, travel and lodging expenses, and expert witness and documentary
fees. Contractor shall not be responsible for any costs of investigations that do not uncover a material violation
of the Contract.

3.24 Indemnification

3.26 Buyer’s Right to Suspend Work

Buyer may in its sole discretion suspend any or all activities under the Contract by providing a written notice to
Contractor at least five (5) days in advance that outlines the particulars of suspension. Within ninety (90) days of
providing such notice, or within any longer period agreed to by Contractor, Buyer shall either (1) authorize the
resumption of work, at which time activity shall resume, or (2) terminate the Contract in accordance with the
applicable termination provisions. Suspension of work shall not entitle Contractor to any additional compensation.
The parties will reasonably amend any schedules relating to performance of the Services to reflect the suspension of
work hereunder. Contractor shall not be entitled to receive compensation for any work it performs after being
excused from providing it hereunder.

3.27 Buyer’s Right to Terminate for Convenience

Buyer reserves the right to terminate any Contract at any time and for any reason by giving written notice to
Contractor. If a Contract is terminated for convenience as provided herein, Buyer will be relieved of all further
obligations other than payment for that amount of Services actually performed prior to the date of termination.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, Buyer shall not be obligated to pay for any such Services actually performed if
payment would not be owing for such Services under the terms of this RFP had Buyer not terminated the Contract
for convenience. Access to any and all City data and work papers will be provided to the Buyer after the
termination of the Contract. The parties understand and agree that Contractor shall not have a reciprocal right to
terminate the Contract for convenience; it being understood that Buyer's payment for Services forms the
consideration for Contractor not having this right. In the event of Buyer’s termination of the Contract, Contractor
shall return all City data to Buyer as provided in Section 3.18 (g), and Buyer (in its sole discretion) may also require
Contractor to provide the Transition Services as set forth in Section 3.29 below.

3.28 Buver's Remedies Upon Contractor Default

Any one or more of the following events, if not cured within ten (10) calendar days after Contractor’s receipt of
written notice thereof, shall constitute an “Event of Default” on the part of Contractor: (1) Contractor fails to
perform the Services within the time specified in the Contract or any extension, (2) Contractor fails to maintain
adequate progress, thus endangering performance of the Contract, (3) Contractor fails to honor any other material
term of the Contract, or (4) Contractor fails to abide by any statutory, regulatory, or licensing requirement. Buyer
may extend the 10-day cure period in its discretion.

In addition, the following shall constitute an immediate Event of Default with no right cure: (i) Contractor is found
to have made a false representation or certification in its Response, or (ii) Contractor has been placed on the list
maintained under Section 287.135, Florida Statutes, of companies with activities in Sudan or in Iran Petroleum
Energy Sector.

Upon an “Event of Default” on the part of Contractor, Buyer will be entitled to terminate the Contract and pursue
such other remedies available at law or equity, including the recovery of any re-procurement costs and delay
damages. The rights and remedies available to Buyer under the Contract are distinct, separate and cumulative
remedies, and no one of them, whether or not exercised by a party, shall be deemed to be in exclusion of any other.

If, after termination, it is determined that Contractor was not in default, or that the default was excusable, the rights
and obligations of the parties shall be the same as if the termination had been issued for the convenience.

Contractor Remedies upon Buyer Default

Buyer shall be in default if Buyer fails to honor any material term of the Contract, and such failure is not cured
within forty-five (45) calendar days after receipt of written notice thereof from Contractor. In the event of Buyer’s
default, Contractor will be entitled to terminate the Contract and pursue such other remedies available at law or
equity as it deems appropriate. Except as expressly provided elsewhere in the Contract, Contractor will not be
entitled to recover any lost profits or consequential damages. The rights and remedies available to Contractor
under the Contract are distinct, separate and cumulative remedies, and no one of them shall be deemed to be in
exclusion of any other.

Transition Services

At any time prior to the date that any of the Contract expires or terminates for any reason (the “Termination Date”),
Buyer may request Contractor to provide reasonable transition assistance services (“Transition Assistance”).
Contractor shall provide such Transition Assistance for up to 180 days following the Termination Date (or a time
period as agreed upon by both the Buyer and Contractor), or until such time as Buyer notifies Contractor that Buyer
no longer requires such Transition Assistance.

Transition Assistance shall mean any services, functions or responsibilities that are ordinarily or customarily
provided to a purchaser to ensure that the services provided to that purchaser by a contractor are fully transitioned
in a smooth and efficient manner to a new service provider (either Buyer itself or a third party contractor).
Transition Assistance includes the development and implementation of a detailed transition plan. The plan shall
contain the transition responsibilities, descriptions and schedules for the required tasks and must be produced for
Buyer review and approval no more than 30 days from the notice of contract termination. During execution of the
approved transition plan, the Transition Team (composed of City staff, Contractor(s), and personnel of another
service provider) shall meet regularly to review and update the Transition Plan to reflect revisions to schedules,
resource requirements, dependencies, and priorities; and to summarize the progress on the Transition Plan to date.
To the extent that Transition Assistance will involve third parties hired by Buyer, those third parties shall cooperate
with Contractor(s) in its provision of Transition Assistance and sign any reasonable non-disclosure agreements
required by Contractor(s).

Transition Assistance rendered before the Termination Date shall be provided at no additional cost to Buyer.
Transition Assistance rendered after the Termination Date shall be provided at the rates negotiated by the parties prior
to the rendering of such service, which rates shall not exceed the standard market rates that Contractor charges to
government entities for comparable services; provided however, that if Buyer terminates a Contract because of a
breach by Contractor, then (i) the Transition Assistance shall be provided at no cost to Buyer, and (ii) Buyer will be
entitled to any other remedies available to it under law. Contractor(s) may withhold Transition Assistance after the
Termination Date if Buyer does not provide reasonable assurance that the charges for such Transition Assistance will
be paid to Contractor(s) in accordance with the invoicing and payment provisions of the Contract.

Transition Assistance shall include the orderly return of all City data as provided in Section 3.18 (g) of this RFP
which return and deletion shall be accomplished by Contractor at no additional cost to buyer.

Force Majeure, Notice of Delay, and No Damages for Delay

Neither party shall be responsible for delays in performance if the delay was beyond that party’s control (or the
control of its employees, subcontractors or agents). Contractor shall notify Buyer in writing of any such delay or
potential delay and describe the cause of the delay either (1) within ten (10) calendar days after the cause that
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creates or will create the delay first arose, if Contractor could reasonably foresee that a delay could occur as a result,
or (2) if delay is not reasonably foreseeable, within five (5) calendar days after the date Contractor first had reason to
believe that a delay could result. Based upon such notice, Buyer will give Contractor a reasonable extension of time
to perform; provided, however, that Buyer may elect to terminate the Contract in whole or in part if Buyer
determines, in its sole judgment, that such a delay will significantly impair the value of the Contract to Buyer.
Providing notice in strict accordance with this paragraph is a condition precedent to such remedy. THE
FOREGOING SHALL CONSTITUTE CONTRACTOR’S SOLE REMEDY OR EXCUSE WITH RESPECT TO
DELAY. No claim for damages, other than for an extension of time, shall be asserted against Buyer. Contractor
shall not be entitled to an increase in the Contract price or payment of any kind from Buyer for direct, indirect,
consequential, impact or other costs, expenses or damages, including but not limited to costs of acceleration or
inefficiency arising because of delay, disruption, interference, or hindrance from any cause whatsoever.

3.32 No Waiver.

The delay or failure by a party to exercise or enforce any of its rights under the Contract shall not constitute or be
deemed a waiver of that party’s right thereafter to enforce those rights, nor shall any single or partial exercise of any
such right preclude any other or further exercise thereof or the exercise of any other right. Unless otherwise agreed
in writing, Buyer’s payment for the Services shall not release Contractor of its obligations under the Contract and
shall not be deemed a waiver of Buyer’s right to insist upon strict performance hereof.

3.33 Qualification of Contractor Employees, Subcontractors, and Agents

All Contractor employees, subcontractors and agents performing work under the Contract shall be properly trained
and qualified. Upon request, Contractor shall furnish a copy of technical certification or other proof of qualification.
All employees, subcontractors and agents performing work under the Contract must comply with all reasonable
administrative requirements of Buyer and with all controlling laws and regulations relevant to the services they are
providing under the Contract. Buyer may conduct, and Contractor shall cooperate in, a security background check
or other assessment of any employee, subcontractor or agent furnished by Contractor. Buyer may refuse access to,
or require replacement of, any personnel for reasonable cause.

Contractor shall take all actions necessary to ensure that Contractor's employees, subcontractors and agents are not
considered employees of Buyer. Such actions include, but are not limited to, ensuring that Contractor's employees,
subcontractors and agents receive payment and any legally mandated insurance (e.g., workers' compensation and
unemployment compensation) from an employer other than Buyer.

As a condition to providing services to Buyer, Contractor (and any subcontractor) will enroll and participate in the
federal E-Verify Program within thirty days of the effective date of the Contract. Proof of enrollment and
participation will be made available to Buyer upon request.

3.34 Security Procedures

Contractor and its employees, subcontractors and agents shall comply fully with all generally applicable security
procedures of the United States, the State of Florida and Buyer in performance of the Contract. Buyer agrees that
any security procedures imposed by Buyer specifically for the Contract will be reasonable and will not impose any
unreasonable costs or hardships.

3.35 Restrictions on the Use or Disclosure of Buyer’s Information

Contractor shall not use, copy or disclose to third parties, except in connection with performing the Services, any
information obtained by Contractor or its agents, subcontractors or employees in the course of performing the
Services, including, but not limited to, security procedures, business operations information, or commercial
proprietary information in the possession of Buyer. At Buyer’s request, all information furnished by Buyer will be
returned to Buyer upon completion of the Services. Contractor shall not be required to keep confidential any
information that has already been made publicly available through no fault of Contractor or that Contractor
developed independently without relying on Buyer’s information. To ensure confidentiality, Contractor shall take
appropriate steps as to its employees, agents, and subcontractors, including the insertion of these restrictions in any
subcontract agreement. The warranties of this paragraph shall survive the Contract.

3.36 Public Records

All documents received by Buyer in connection with the Contract are subject to Chapter 119, Florida Statutes (the
“Florida Public Records Law"). In accordance with Section 119.0701, Florida Statutes, the Contractor shall:
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(a) Keep and maintain public records required by City to perform the Services; and

(b) Upon request from City’s custodian of public records, provide City with a copy of the requested records
or allow records to be inspected or copied within a reasonable time at a cost that does not exceed the cost
provided for in Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, or as otherwise provided by law; and

(© Ensure that public records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public records disclosure
requirements are not disclosed except as authorized by law for the duration of the Contract term and following
completion of this Contract if Contractor does not transfer the records to City; and

(d) Upon completion of this Contract, transfer to City at no cost all public records in possession of
Contractor or keep and maintain public records required by City to perform the Services. If Contractor transfers
all public records to City upon completion of this Contract, Contractor shall destroy any duplicate public
records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public records disclosure requirements. If Contractor
keeps and maintains public records upon completion of this Contract, Contractor shall meet all applicable
requirements for retaining public records. All records stored electronically must be provided to City upon
request from City’s custodian of public records in a format that is compatible with City’s information
technology systems.

The above requirements apply to a “Contractor” as defined in Section, 119.0701, Florida Statutes.

IF CONTRACTOR HAS QUESTIONS REGARDING THE APPLICATION

3.37 Protection of Contractor’s Trade Secrets and Other Confidential Information.

All documents received by Buyer in connection with this Agreement are subject to Chapter 119, Florida Statutes (the
“Florida Public Records Law"). Any specific information that Contractor claims to be a trade secret or otherwise
exempt from the Florida Public Records Law must be clearly identified as such by Contractor on all copies furnished
to Buyer. Buyer agrees to notify Contractor of any third-party request to view such information, but it is
Contractor’s obligation to obtain a court order enjoining disclosure. If Contractor fails to obtain a court order
enjoining disclosure within five (5) business days of Contractor’s receiving notice of the request, Buyer may release
the requested information. Such release shall be deemed for purposes of the Contract to be made with Contractor's
consent and will not be deemed to be a violation of law, including but not limited to laws concerning trade secrets,
copy right or other intellectual property.

3.38 Assignment

Each party binds itself and its respective successors and assigns in all respects to all of the terms, conditions,
covenants and provisions of the Contract. Contractor shall not sell, assign or transfer any of its rights (including
rights to payment), duties or obligations under the Contract without the prior written consent of Buyer. In the event
of any assignment, Contractor shall remain liable for performance of the Contract unless Buyer expressly waives
such liability. Buyer may assign the Contract with prior written notice to Contractor of its intent to do so. Nothing
herein shall be construed as creating any personal liability on the part of any officer, employee or agent of Buyer.

3.39 Notice and Approval of Changes in Ownership

Because the award of the Contract may have been predicated upon Contractor’'s ownership structure, Contractor

agrees that any transfer of a substantial interest in Contractor by any of its owners shall require Buyer’s prior

written approval, which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld or unreasonably delayed. By execution of the

Contract, Contractor represents that it has no knowledge of any intent to transfer a substantial interest in

Contractor. A substantial interest shall mean at least 25% of the voting shares in Contractor. This section shall not

apply to (i) transfers occurring upon the incapacitation or death of an owner; (ii) transfers associated with an initial

public offering on the NYSE or NASDAQ markets; or (iii) transfers to a company whose stock is publicly traded on
the NYSE or NASDAQ markets.

3.40 Assignment of Antitrust Claims

Contractor and Buyer recognize that in actual economic practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are
in fact usually borne by Buyer. Therefore, Contractor hereby assigns to Buyer any and all claims under the antitrust
laws of Florida or the United States for overcharges of goods, materials or services purchased in connection with the
Contract.

3.41 Equal Employment Opportunity

The Equal Opportunity clause in Title 41, Part 60-1.4 of the Code of Federal Regulations (Paragraphs 1 through 7 of
President’s Executive Order 11246), the provisions of the Equal Opportunity for Individuals with Disabilities Act in
42 US.C. Section 12112, the Listing of Employment Openings for Veterans Clause in Title 41, Part 50-260.2 of the
Code of Federal Regulations and the Disabled Veterans and Veterans of the Vietnam era Clause in Title 41, Part 60-
250.5 of the Code of Federal Regulations, are incorporated herein by reference if and to the extent applicable. If
Contractor is exempt from any of the above cited terms, written evidence of such exempt status must be provided to
Buyer.

3.42 Other Non-Discrimination Provisions

As required by Section 126.404, Jacksonville Ordinance Code, contractor represents that it has adopted and will
maintain throughout the term of this contract a policy of nondiscrimination or harassment against any person with
regard to race, color, sex (including pregnancy), sexual orientation, gender identity or expression, religion, political
affiliation, national origin, disability, age, marital status, veteran status, or any other impermissible factor in
recruitment, hiring, compensation, training, placement, promotion, discipline, demotion, transfers, layoff, recall,
termination, working conditions and related terms and conditions of employment. Contractor agrees that, on
written request, it will permit reasonable access to its records of employment, employment advertisement,
application forms and other pertinent data and records, by the Executive Director of the Community Relations
Commission, or successor agency or commission, for the purpose of investigation to ascertain compliance with the
non-discrimination provisions of the Contract; provided however, that Contractor shall not be required to produce, for
inspection, records covering periods of time more than one (1) year prior to the effective date of the Contract.
Contractor agrees that, if any of the products or Services to be provided pursuant to the Contract are to be provided
by a subcontractor, the provisions of this Section shall be incorporated into and become a part of the subcontract.

3.43 Prompt Payment to Subcontractors and Suppliers.

The following is required by Chapter 126, Part 6, Jacksonville Ordinance Code; provided however, if Contractor
does not use JSEB or MBE subcontractors, as identified below, this Section 3.41 shall not apply:

(2) Generally. When Contractor receives payment from Buyer for labor, services or materials furnished by
subcontractors and suppliers hired by Contractor, Contractor shall remit payment due (less proper retainage) to
those subcontractors and suppliers within fifteen (15) calendar days after Contractor’s receipt of payment from
Buyer. Nothing herein shall prohibit Contractor from disputing, pursuant to the terms hereof, all or any portion
of a payment alleged to be due to its subcontractors and suppliers. In the event of such dispute, Contractor may
dispute the disputed portion of any such payment only after Contractor has provided notice to the Buyer and
to the subcontractor or supplier whose payment is in dispute, which notice shall: (i) be in writing; (ii) state the
amount in dispute; (iii) specifically describe the actions required to cure the dispute; and (iv) be delivered to
Buyer and said subcontractor or supplier within ten (10) calendar days after Contractor’s receipt of payment
from Buyer. Contractor shall pay all undisputed amounts due within the time limits imposed by this Section.

(b) Jacksonville Small and Emerging Business Enterprise and Minority Business Enterprise Participation. Notwithstanding
Chapter 126, Part 6 of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code, Contractor shall pay all contracts awarded with certified
Jacksonville Small and Emerging Business Enterprises (“JSEB”) and Minority Business Enterprises (“MBE”), as
defined therein, their pro rata share of their earned portion of the progress payments made by Buyer under the
Contract within seven (7) business days after Contractor’s receipt of payment from Buyer (less proper
retainage). The pro-rata share shall be based on all work completed, materials and equipment furnished, or
services performed by the certified JSEB or MBE at the time of payment. As a condition precedent to progress
and final payments to Contractor, Contractor shall provide to Buyer, with its requisition for payment,
documentation that sufficiently demonstrates that Contractor has made proper payments to its certified JSEB's
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or MBE’s from all prior payments Contractor has received from Buyer. Contractor shall not unreasonably
withhold payments to certified JSEB’s and MBE's if such payments have been made to Contractor. If Contractor
withholds payment to its certified JSEB's or MBE’s, which payment has been made by Buyer to Contractor,
Contractor shall return said payment to Buyer. Contractor shall provide notice to Buyer and to the certified
JSEB’s or MBE’s whose payment is in dispute, which notice shall: (i) be in writing; (ii) state the amount in
dispute; (iii) specifically describe the actions required to cure the dispute; and (iv) be delivered to Buyer and
said JSEB's or MBE's within five (5) calendar days after Contractor’s receipt of payment from Buyer. Contractor
shall pay all undisputed amounts due within the time limits imposed in this Section. The failure to pay
undisputed amounts to the JSEB’s or MBE’s within seven (7) business days shall be a breach of the Contract,
compensable by one per-cent (1%) of the outstanding invoice being withheld by Buyer, not as a penalty, but as
liquidated damages to compensate for the additional contract administration by Buyer.

(c) Third Party Liability. The Prompt Payment requirements hereunder shall in no way create any contractual
relationship or obligation between Buyer and any subconiractor, supplier, JSEB or MBE or any third party or
create any Buyer liability for Contractor’s failure to make timely payments hereunder. However, Contractor’s
failure to comply with the Prompt Payment requirements shall constitute a material breach of Contractor’s
contractual obligations to Buyer. As a result of said breach, Buyer, without waiving any other available remedy
it may have against Contractor, may: (i) issue joint checks; and (ii) charge Contractor a 0.2% daily late payment
charge or the charges specified in said Chapter 126 of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code for JSEB’s or MBE’s and
in Chapter 218, Florida Statutes, for non-JSEB’s or MBE's, whichever is greater.

3.44 Conflicts of Interest

Contractor acknowledges that Section 126.112 of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code requires that a public official who
has a financial interest in a bid or contract make a disclosure at the time that the bid or contract is submitted or at
the time that the public official acquires a financial interest in the bid or contract, including but not limited to the
public official's name, public office or position held, bid or proposal number, and the position or relationship of the
public official with the bidder or contractor.

3.45 Contingent Fees Prohibited

Contractor warrants that it has not employed or retained any company or person, other than a bona fide employee
working solely for Contractor, to solicit or secure the Contract and that it has not paid or agreed to pay any person,
company, corporation, individual or firm, other than a bona- fide employee working solely for Contractor, any fee,
commission, percentage, gift or any other consideration, contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of
the Contract. For the breach or violation of these provisions, the City shall have the right to terminate the Contract
without liability and, at its discretion, to deduct from the contract price, or otherwise recover, the full amount of
such fee, commission, percentage, gift or consideration.

3.46 Truth in Negotiation Certificate

The execution of the Contract by Contractor shall be deemed to be a simultaneous execution of a Truth-In-
Negotiation Certificate, whereby Contractor states that the wage rates and other factual unit costs supporting the
compensation hereunder are accurate, complete and current at the time of contracting. Further Contractor agrees
that the compensation hereunder shall be adjusted to exclude any significant sums where the City determines the
contract price was increased due to inaccurate, incomplete or non-current wage rates and other factual unit costs,
provided that any and all such adjustments shall be made within one (1) year following the completion date of the
Contract.

3.47 Compliance with Applicable Laws

Contractor. (and any subcontractors) must comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, rules and
regulations as the same exist and as may be amended from time to time, including, but not limited to:

3.49 Warranty of Ability to Perform

Venue for litigation of the Contract shall be exclusively in courts of competent jurisdiction located in
Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida. The parties waive any and all rights to a jury trial with respect to disputes
arising under the Contract.
