Group 1:

The #1 low bidder, Clearwater Distribution, Submitted SemperMed, SemperGuard samples and documentation.
The thickness is noted to be 4.7mil at the finger, 3.2mil at the palm and 2.8mil at the cuff. This falls short of the
thickness requirements of the bid spec. Henry Schein submitted SemperMed, SemperShield gloves, which appear
to meet the requirements. The SemperShield glove is available in both standard 9.5 length and extended cuff 127
length. Therefore, we recommend awarding Group 1 to the #2 low bid, Henry Schein.

Group 2
The #1 low bidder, Hemera Holding submitted a sample of Monalisa gloves (purple). From what [ can find, they
appear to conform to the bid specs, therefore, we recommend awarding to Hemera Holding.

Group 3:

. General Tort Liability, for any negligent act, error or omission, recklessness or
intentionally wrongful conduct on the part of the Indemnifying Parties that causes injury (whether
mental or corporeal) to persons {including death) or damage to property, whether arising out of or
incidental to the Indemnifying Parties’ performance of the Contract, operations, services or work
performed hereunder; and

2. Environmental Liability, to the extent this Contract contemplates environmental
exposures, arising from or in connection with any environmental, health and safety liabilities,
claims, citations, clean-up or damages whether arising out of or relating to the operation or other
activities performed in connection with the Contract; and

3. Intellectual Propesty Liability, to the extent this Contract contemplates inteilectual
property exposures, arising directly or indirectly out of any allegation that the Services, any
product generated by the Services, or any part of the Services as contemplated in this Contract,
constitutes an infringement of any copyright, patent, trade secret or any other intellectual property
right. If in any suit or proceeding, the Services, or any product generated by the Services, is held
to constitute an infringement and its use is permanently enjoined, the Indemnifying Parties shall,
immediately, make every reasonable effort to secure within 60 days, for the Indemnified Parties a
license, authorizing the continued use of the Service or product.

Legal Authority for and Purpose and Genesis of the
Security Addendum

Traditionally, law enforcement and other criminal justice agencies have been
responsible for the confidentiality of their information. Accordingly, until mid-1999, the
Code of Federal Regulations Title 28, Part 20, subpart C, and the National Crime Information
Center (NCIC) policy paper approved December 6, 1982, required that the management and
exchange of criminal justice information be performed by a criminal justice agency or, in
certain circumstances, by a noncriminal justice agency under the management control of a
criminal justice agency.

In light of the increasing desire of governmental agencies to contract with private
entities to perform administration of criminal justice functions, the FBI sought and obtained
approval from the United States Department of Justice (DOJ) to permit such privatization of
traditional law enforcement functions under certain controlled circumstances. In the Federal
Register of May 10, 1999, the FBI published a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking,
announcing as follows:

1. Accessto CHRI[Criminal History Record Information] and Related
Information, Subject to Appropriate Controls, by a Private Contractor Pursuant
to a Specific Agreement with an Authorized Governmental Agency To Perform
an Administration of Criminal Justice Function (Privatization). Section 534 of
title 28 of the United States Code authorizes the Attorney General to exchange
identification, criminal identification, crime, and other records for the official
use of authorized officials of the federal government, the states, cities, and
penal and other institutions. This statute also provides, however, that such
exchanges are subject to cancellation if dissemination is made outside the
receiving departments or related agencies. Agencies authorized access to
CHRI traditionally have been hesitant to disclose that information, even in
furtherance of authorized criminal justice functions, to anyone other than actual
agency employees lest such disclosure be viewed as unauthorized. In recent
years, however, governmental agencies seeking greater efficiency and
economy have become increasingly interested in obtaining support services for
the administration of criminal justice from the private sector. With the
concurrence of the FBI's Criminal Justice Information Services (CJIS)
Advisory Policy Board, the DOJ has concluded that disclosures to private
persons and entities providing support services for criminal justice agencies
may, when subject to appropriate controls, properly be viewed as permissible
disclosures for purposes of compliance with 28 U.S.C. 534.

We are therefore proposing to revise 28 CFR 20.33(a)(7) to provide
express authority for such arrangements. The proposed authority is similar to
the authority that already exists in 28 CFR 20.21(b)(3) for state and local CHRI
systems. Provision of CHRI under this authority would only be permitted
pursuant to a specific agreement with an authorized governmental agency for
the purpose of providing services for the administration of criminal justice.
The agreement would be required to incorporate a security addendum approved
by the Director of the FBI (acting for the Attorney General). The security

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addendum would specifically authorize access to CHRI, limit the use of the
information to the specific purposes for which it is being provided, ensure the
security and confidentiality of the information consistent with applicable laws
and regulations, provide for sanctions, and contain such other provisions as the
Director of the FBI (acting for the Attorney General} may require. The security
addendum, buttressed by ongoing audit programs of both the FBI and the
sponsoring governmental agency, will provide an appropriate balance between
the benefits of privatization, protection of individual privacy interests, and
presecvation of the security of the FBI's CHRI systems.

The FBI will develop a security addendum to be made available to
interested governmental agencies. We anticipate that the security addendum
will include physical and personnel security constraints historically required
by NCIC security practices and other programmatic requirements, together
with personal integrity and electronic security provistons comparable to those
in NCIC User Agreements between the FBI and criminal justice agencies, and
in existing Management Control Agreements between criminal justice
agencies and noncriminal justice governmental entities. The security
addendum will make clear that access to CHRI will be limited to those officers
and employees of the private contractor or its subcontractor who require the
information to properly perform services for the sponsoring governmental
agency, and that the service provider may not access. modify, use, or
disseminate such information for inconsistent or unauthorized purposes.

Consistent with such intent, Title 28 of the Code of Federal Regulations (C.F.R.) was
amended to read:

§ 20.33 Dissemination of criminal history record information.

a) Criminal history record information contained in the Interstate
[dentification Index (I1[} System and the Fingerprint Identification Records
System (FIRS) may be made available:

1) To criminal justice agencies for criminal justice purposes, which
purposes include the screening of employees or applicants for
employment hired by criminal justice agencies.

2) To noncriminal justice governmental agencies performing criminal
justice dispatching functions or data processing/information services
for criminal justice agencies; and

3) To private contractors pursuant to a specific agreement with an agency
identified in paragraphs (a)(1) or (a)(6) of this section and for the
purpose of providing services for the administration of criminal justice
pursuant to that agreement. The agreement must incorporate a security
addendum approved by the Attorney General of the United States,
which shall specifically authorize access to criminal history record
information, limit the use of the information to the purposes for which
it is provided, ensure the security and confidentiality of the information
consistent with these regulations, provide for sanctions, and contain
such other provisions as the Attorney General may require. The power

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and authority of the Attorney General hereunder shall be exercised by
the FBI Director (or the Director’s designee).

This Security Addendum, appended to and incorporated by reference in a
government-private sector contract entered into for such purpose, is intended to insure that
the benefits of privatization are not attained with any accompanying degradation in the
security of the national system of criminal records accessed by the contracting private party.
This Security Addendum addresses both concerns for personal integrity and electronic
security which have been addressed in previously executed user agreements and management
control agreements.

A government agency may privatize functions traditionally performed by criminal
justice agencies (or noncriminal justice agencies acting under a management control
agreement), subject to the terms of this Security Addendum. If privatized, access by a private
contractor's personnel to NCIC data and other CJIS information is restricted to only that
necessary to perform the privatized tasks consistent with the government agency's function
and the focus of the contract. If privatized the contractor may not access, modify, use or
disseminate such data in any manner not expressly authorized by the government agency in
consultation with the FBI.

The goal of this document is to augment the CJIS Security Policy to ensure adequate
security is provided for criminal justice systems while (1) under the control or management of
a private entity or (2) connectivity to FBI CJIS Systems has been provided to a private entity
(contractor). Adequate security is defined in Office of Management and Budget Circular A-
130 as “security commensurate with the risk and magnitude of harm resulting from the loss,
misuse, or unauthorized access to or modification of information.”

The intent of this Security Addendum is to require that the Contractor maintain a
security program consistent with federal and state laws, regulations, and standards (including
the CJIS Security Policy in effect when the contract is executed), as well as with policies and
standards established by the Criminal Justice Information Services (CJIS) Advisory Policy
Board (APB).

This Security Addendum identifies the duties and responsibilities with respect to the
installation and maintenance of adequate internal controls within the contractual relationship so
that the security and integrity of the FBI's information resources are not compromised. The
security program shall include consideration of personnel security, site security, system
security. and data security, and technical security.

The provisions of this Security Addendum apply to all personnel, systems, networks and
support facilities supporting and/or acting on behalf of the government agency.

1.01  Contracting Government Agency (CGA) - the government agency, whether a Criminal
Justice Agency or a Noncriminal Justice Agency. which enters into an agreement with a private
contractor subject to this Security Addendum.

1.02 Contractor - a private business, organization or individual which has entered into an
agreement for the administration of criminal justice with a Criminal Justice Agency or a
Noncriminal Justice Agency.

2.00 Responsibilities of the Contracting Government Agency.

2.01 The CGA will ensure that each Contractor employee receives a copy of the Security
Addendum and the CJIS Security Policy and executes an acknowledgment of such receipt and
the contents of the Security Addendum. The signed acknowledgments shall remain in the
possession of the CGA and available for audit purposes. The acknowledgement may be signed
by hand or via digital signature (see glossary for definition of digital signature).

3.00 Responsibilities of the Contractor.

3.01 The Contractor will maintain a security program consistent with federal and state laws,
regulations, and standards (including the CJIS Security Policy in effect when the contract is
executed and all subsequent versions), as well as with policies and standards established by the
Criminal Justice Information Services (CJIS) Advisory Policy Board (APB).

The parties are also
subject to applicable federal and state laws and regulations.

6.03  The terms set forth in this document do not constitute the sole understanding by and
between the parties hereto; rather they augment the provisions of the CJIS Security Policy to
provide a minimum basis for the security of the system and contained information and it is
understood that there may be terms and conditions of the appended Agreement which impose
more stringent requirements upon the Contractor.

2.02 — Pre-Proposal Conference

2.03 - Amendments to Proposals

Amendments to or withdrawals of Proposals will only be allowed if acceptable requests are
received prior to the deadline set for receipt of Proposals. No amendments or withdrawals
will be accepted after the deadline unless they are in response to the CCSO's request.

2.04 - Supplemental Terms and Conditions
Proposals must comply with Section 1.09 Right of Rejection. However, if the CCSO fails
to identify or detect supplemental terms or conditions conflicting with those contained in

this RFP, or that diminish the CCSQO's rights under any contract resulting from the RFP,
the term(s) or condition(s) will be considered null and void.

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2.05 - Clarification of Proposals

In order to determine if a Proposal is reasonably susceptible for award, communications
by the Purchasing Manager or the Proposal Evaluation Committee are permitted with a
Proposer to clarify uncertainties or eliminate confusion conceming the contents of a
Proposal. Clarifications may not resuit in a material or substantive change to the Proposal.

2.06 - Discussions with Proposers

The CCSO may conduct discussions with Proposers. The purpose of these discussions
will be to ensure full understanding of the requirements of the RFP and Proposal.

2.10 — Evaluation of Proposals

The Evaluation Committee is made up of selected CCSO members. The evaluation will be
based solely on the evaluation factors set out in Section 7 of this RFP. The Proposal ranked
highest per Section 7 of this RFP shall be the Proposer to be negotiated with. A second
highest ranking Proposer may also be selected as a "back-up” to the highest Proposer
should they be unavailable at time of work assignment.

After receipt of Proposals, if there is a need for any substantial clarification or material
change in the RFP, an amendment will be issued. The amendment will incorporate the
clarification or change, and a new date and time established for new or amended
Proposals. Evaluations may be adjusted as a resull of receiving new or amended
Proposals.

2.11 - Formula Used to Convert Cost to Points

The distribution of points based on cost will be determined as shown in the example below.
The lowest cost Proposal will receive the maximum number of points allocated to cost. The
point allocations for cost on the other Proposals will be determined through the method set
out below. In the generic example below, cost is weighted as 80% of the overall total score.
The weighting of cost may be different in your particular RFP.

Formula Used to Convert Cost to Points

STEP 1. List all Proposal prices, adjusted where appropriate by the application of all
applicable preferences.

2.12 - Contract Negotiation

After final evaluation, the Purchasing Manager may negotiate with the Proposer of the
highest-ranked Proposal. Negotiations, if held, shall be within the scope of the Request for
Proposals and limited to those items that would not have an effect on the ranking of
Proposals. If the highest ranked Proposer fails to provide necessary information for
negotiations in a timely manner, or fails to negotiate in good faith, the CCSO may terminate
negotiations and negotiate with the Proposer of the next highest-ranked Proposal.

2.13 - Failure to Negotiate

The CCSO may terminate negotiations with the Proposer initially selected and
commence negotiations with the next highest ranked Proposer if the selected Proposer

» fails to provide the information required to begin negotiations in a timely manner,

« fails to negotiate in good faith;

¢ indicates they cannot perform the contract within the budgeted funds available for
the project;

« the Proposer and the CCSO, after a good faith effort, simply cannot come to
terms.

2.14 ~ Notice of Intent to Award (NIA) — Proposer Notification of Selection

The Purchasing Manager will issue a written Notice of Intent to Award (NIA) and send
copies to all Proposers which identifies the highest ranked Proposer. The NIA will set out
the names of all Proposers and identify the Proposal selected.

2.15 - Protest

Any actual or prospective Proposer who has a substantial interest in and is aggrieved in
connection with the Solicitation, the RFP, the Notice of intent to Award, the award or
proposed award of a contract, or the failure to award a contract may submit a protest in
accordance with this Section.
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Any protest conceming the bid specifications or requirements must be made within
seventy-two (72) hours from the time the facts become known and, in any case, at least
twenty-four (24) hours prior to the bid opening. Such protest must be made in writing to the
person identified under General Condition 2 of this RFP and materially comply with Section
2.15.1 (a) - (f) of this RFP. Failure to timely protest bid specifications or requirements is a
waiver of the ability to protest the specifications or requirements.

Protests filed by telex or telegram are not acceptable because they do not contain a
signature. Faxed copies containing a signature are acceptable.

Any actual or prospective Proposer who has a substantial interest in and is aggrieved
in connection with the Solicitation or proposed award of a contract which is in excess
of the award authority of the Purchasing Manager may protest to the CCSO Executive
Financial Officer. Protests arising from the decisions and votes of Selection/Negotiation
Committees shall be limited to protests based upon zlleged deviation(s) from Section
7.

2.15.2 — Protest Resolution

The CCSO Executive Financial Officer shall have the authority to settle and resolve a
protest of an aggrieved Proposer, actual or prospective, concerning the solicitation or
award of a contract.

If the protest is not resolved by mutual agreement, the CCSO Executive Financial
Officer shall promptly issue a decision in writing, after consuiting with the CCSO
General Counsel. The decision shall;

State the reasons for the action taken and inform the protestant of his right to
administrative review.

A copy of this decision shall be mailed or otherwise fumished immediately to the
protestant and any other party intervening.

In the event of a timely protest under this section, the CCSO shall not proceed further
with the solicitation or with the award of this contract until a written determination is
made by the CCSO Executive Financial Officer and approved by the CCSO General
Counsel or a written determination is made that the award of the contract must be made
without delay in order to protect the substantial interest of the CCSO.

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SECTION THREE
STANDARD CONTRACT INFORMATION

3.01 - Contract Type

The contract will be based on a fee schedule for authorized services or deliverables.

3.02 - Contract Approval

This RFP does not, by itself, obligate the CCSO. The CCSO's obligation will commence
when a contract is approved by the Sheriff of Clay County, or their designee. Upon written
notice to the contractor, the CCSO may set a different starting date for the contract. The
CCSO will not be responsible for any work done by the contractor, even work done in good
faith, if it occurs prior to the contract start date set by the CCSO.

3.03 - Standard Contract Provisions

The contractor will be required to sign a contract and comply with the contract provisions
established as a result of this proposal. No alteration of these provisions wilt be permitted
without prior written approval from the CCSQO General Counsel. Objections to any of the
provisions in Appendix A or this RFP must be set out in the Proposer's Proposal.

3.04 — Proposal as a Part of the Contract

Part or all of this RFP and the successful Proposal may be incorporated into the contract.
3.05 - Additional Terms and Conditions

The CCSO reserves the right to add terms and conditions during contract negotiations.
These terms and conditions will be within the scope of the RFP and will not affect the

Proposal evaluations.
3.06 - Insurance Requirements

The Contractor shall maintain in effect during the time period of the contract, "Adequate
Insurance Coverages" as required by federal, state and local laws, regulations and
ordinances as further detailed under Attachment A of this RFP. Such coverage shall be
provided by companies approved by the CCSO. Contractor shall not commence or
continue work under the contract until evidence of "Adequate Coverage" has been provided
to and approved by the Purchasing Manager. In addition, in the event that Contractor does
commence or continue work during any period where "Adequate Insurance Coverage” is
not in force, charges assessed to the CCSO for uninsured independent Contractors will be
back charged to the Contractor.
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Should any of the required policies be canceled or undergo material change before
the expiration date, the issuing insurance company will mail sixty (60) days written
notice to: CCSO General Counsel, Clay County Sheriff's Office, 901 North Orange
Avenue, Green Cove Springs, FL 32043.

3.07 — Indemnity

The Contractor covenants and agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the CCSO, and to
defend it from all cost, expenses, damages, attomey's fees, injury or loss, to which the
CCSO may be subjected by any person, company, corporation or organization by reason
of any wrong doing, misconduct, want or need of care or skill, negligence or default or
breach of Contract, guaranty or warranty, by the Contractor, the Contractor's employees,
the Contractor’'s agent or assigns, or sub-contractors.

3.08 - Contract Funding

Approval or continuation of a contract resulting from this is contingent upon funding
appropnations from the Clay County Board of County Commissioners.

3.09 - Proposed Payment Procedures
The CCSO will make payments based on a negotiated payment schedule.
3.10 — Contract Payment

No payment will be made until the contract is approved by the Sheriff or Undersheriff. Under
no conditions will the CCSO be lable for the payment of any interest charges associated
with the cost of the contract. The CCSO is not responsible for and will not pay local, state,
or federal taxes. All costs associated with the contract must be stated in U.S. currency.

In order to be considered a proper invoice, it must be based on a proper delivery of services
to and acceptance by the CCSO; the vendor, contractor or other party who is supplying the
services has otherwise complied with all of the contract's terms and conditions and is not
in default of any of them; and if the contract requires any subcontractors or other parties to
be bound by similar other "flow-down" requirements, that those requirements have been
complied with.

All payments made under this Bid will be made in accordance with the Local Government
Prompt Payment Act; in effect, not later than forty-five 45 days from receipt of proper
invoice.

Dispute Resolution

In the event a dispute occurs between a contractor, vendor or other invoicing party and
the CCSO conceming payment of an invoice, the CCSO Executive Financial Officer
and the invoicing party shall meet to consider the disputed issues. The invoicing party
shall provide to the CCSO such material and information as the CCSO may reasonably
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require. Any such procedure shall be initiated by either party notifying the other in
writing of a dispute and stating with specificity its nature.

This procedure shall commence not later than forty-five (45) days, and be resolved not
later than sixty (60) days, after the date on which the proper invoice was received by
the CCSQ. Any decision by the CCSO Executive Financial Officer shall constitute the
final decision of the CCSO regarding these matters and shall be communicated in
writing to the invoicing party within three (3) business days after such decision. If no
decision is rendered within the time period as set out above, then a decision against
the invoicing party shall be deemed to have been issued.

3.11 — Informal Debriefing

When the contract is completed, an informal debriefing may be performed at the discretion
of the CCSO. If performed, the scope of the debriefing will be fimited to the work performed
by the contractor.

3.12 - Change in Company Ownership

Any change in ownership of the contractor's company must be approved, in advance and
in writing by the CCSO. Changes of this nature not approved by CCSO may be grounds
for the CCSO to terminate the contract.

3.13 - Inspection & Modification - Reimbursement for Unacceptable Deliverables

The contractor is responsible for the completion of all work set out in the contract. All work
is subject to inspection, evaluation, and approval by the CCSO. The CCSO may employ
all reasonable means to ensure that the work is progressing and being performed in
compliance with the contract. Should the CCSO determine that corrections or modifications
are necessary in order to accomplish its intent, the CCSO may direct the contractor to
make such changes. The coniractor will not unreasonably withhold such changes.

Substantial failure of the contractor to perform the contract may cause the CCSO to
terminate the contract. In this event, the CCSO may require the contractor to reimburse
monies paid (based on the identified portion of unacceptable work received) and may seek
associated damages.

3.14 - Contract Termination

The Clay County Sheriff's Office may terminate the contract at any time that the
Contractor fails to carry out its provisions or to make substantial progress under the terms
specified in this document.

(a) The Clay County Sheriffs Office shall provide the Contractor with thirty (30) days
written notice of conditions endangering performance. (A lesser number of days may
be specified and enforced if required by an outside agency.) If, after such notice the
Contractor fails to remedy the condition contained in the notice, the Clay County
Sheriff's Office shall issue an immediate stop work order
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{b) Should the above condition occur, the Clay County Sheriffs Office shall only be
obligated to reimburse the Contractor for services rendered prior to the date of
termination, less any non-performance liquidated damages.

(c} Notwithstanding any other provision, if funds anticipated for the continued fuifillment
of this contract are at any time not forthcoming through failure of the Clay County
Government to appropriate funds, discontinuance or material alteration of the program
under which funds were provided; the Clay County Sheriff's Office has the right to
terminate the contract without penaity by giving not less than thirty (30) days written
notice documenting the lack of funding.

{d) With the mutual agreement of the Clay County Sheriff's Office and the Contractor
upon receipt and acceptance of not less than sixty (60) days written notice, the contract
may be terminated on an agreed date prior to the end of the contract period without
penalty to either party. This clause does not restrict the CCSQ's termination rights under
the contract provisions.

3.15 - Contract Changes - Unanticipated Amendments

During the course of the contract, the Contractor may be required to perform additional
work. That work will be within the general scope of the initial contract. When additional
work is required, the CCSO will provide the Contractor a written description of the additional
work and request the Contractor to submit a company time schedule for accomplishing the
additional work and a company price for the additional work. Cost and pricing data must
be provided to justify the cost of such amendments.

The contractor will not commence additional work until the CCSO has secured any required

CCSO approvals necessary for the amendment and issued a written contract amendment,
approved by the Sheriff, the Undersheriff, or the CCSO Executive Financial Officer.

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SECTION FOUR
BACKGROUND INFORMATION

4.01 - CCSO Background Information

Clay County encompasses a 601 square mile suburban/rural county in Northeast Florida
and contains the communities of Orange Park, Middleburg, Green Cove Springs, Fleming
Island, Penney Farms, Clay Hill, Oakleaf Plantation, and Keystone Heights. It is bordered
to the north by Jacksonville and is part of the Jacksonville MSA which has a major influence
on the county. Clay County has a council-manager form of government.

The Clay County Sheriff is one of five constitutional officers in Clay County. The others
are Clerk of Court, Property Appraiser, Tax Collector, and Supervisor of Elections.

SECTION FIVE
SCOPE OF WORK

5.01 — General Background

The Contractor shall be required and agree to accept the following responsibilities and
provide the following services to the CCSO. The Contractor also understands that Inmate
Transport and Hospital Watch Services as set forth herein are not exclusive to the
successful bidder and that the CCSO may elect to utilize multiple Contractors to provide
these services.

5.02 - General Requirements

The Contractor shall, upon request from the CCSO, assume custody of inmates committed
to the custody of the CCSQO and provide both interstate and intrastate transportation as
required of said inmates from and to locations as required by the CCSO. The Contractor
shall inform the CCSO in response to this RFP of inmate transportation capacities,
transportation notice requirements, holidays on which the Contractor does not operate,
inmates that the Contractor will not transport via ground transportation, and fee schedules
for specialized transport services.

The Contractor shall assume custody of inmates from the CCSO or from the agency
designated by the CCSO at the location of incarceration and shall transport said inmate(s)
to their destination or other location specified by the CCSO. All inmates will be
appropriately secured during transport; that includes feg restraints and double locked
handcuffs. Upon arrival at the destination, the Contractor shall surrender custody of such
inmate(s) to the CCSO or the agency designated by the CCSO.

The Contractor shall be responsible for the movement of the inmate’s required legat
documents, prescribed medications, and limited comfort items. The Contractor shalt not
be required to move bulkk inmate items. All inmate property will be turned over to the CCSO
or other designee at the same time as the inmate.
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In assuming control of inmates from the CCSO, the Contractor’s agents shali perform their
responsibilities regarding security, control and safety of said inmates in a professional
manner and in accordance with policies, procedures and directives promulgated by the
Contractor and approved by the CCSO.

The Contractor shall only surrender inmates to duly authorized representatives of the
CCSO, or designated agency, who shall identify themselves with proper identification. The
Contractor shail not surrender any inmate unless proper identification is presented.

The CCSO shall have the right to cancel its pick up order at any time prior to an officer
being physically dispatched to pick up the inmate. Any cancellation shail be made only
upon consultation with the Contractor and will not result in additional charges being
assassed by the Contractor.

In the event of detays while in transit, whether or not beyond the control of the Contractor
including inclement weather, mechanical failure, or other cause, the Contractor shali
provide for all inmate costs, with the exception of medical expenses, related to such delays
including but not limited to food and lodging.

The Contractor shall inform the CCSO in writing of any unusual incidents, emergencies or
controversial situations that occur during any time that the Contractor has custody or
control of an inmate. Examples of "unusual incidents" include but are not limited to: any
act of violence by an inmate or other passengers, any escape or attempt to escape or any
other breach of security, any excessive delay in the transportation of an inmate, any
medical condition of an inmate or other passenger requiring emergency medical treatment,
any mechanical failure that would normally require formal reports to the cognizant
regulatory agency, any refusal or delay by law enforcement or correctional officers to
release or receive an inmate as authorized or directed by the CCSO, or the filing of any
complaint by a inmate against the Contractor and its agents.

The Contractor shall ensure that any contraband, found by its employees during the course
of their duties, are to be recorded and handed over to the CCSO Director of Detention, or

designee, for proper disposal.

Employees of the Contractor are under no circumstances to accept or solicit gratuities in
any form from any employee, citizen, or other persons using the premises.

The Contractor shall not conduct any activities or maintain any materials or items on
County property which will in any way conflict with any law, ordinance, rule, or regulation
of any goveming public authority; or create a safety hazard or nuisance, except as
reasonably required in the performance of its obligations under this solicitation.

The Contractor, and its employees, shall consent to reasonable searches and/or
inspections of its employees, handbags, purses, backpacks, briefcases, etc., its
employee's lockers (if any) and vehicles used for transport. The Contractor warrants, by
submitting a response 1o this RFP, that it will require consent from its employees to these
searches and/or inspections as part of the employee’s employment contract. Failure by
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any of the Contractor's employees to submit to such search will resuit in the employee
being disallowed to perform services.

Contractor must have 24-hour 7 days per week operational staff and equipment to
constantly monitor activities in the field.

Every vehicle must have two (2) transport employees during all times of transport, with an
employee-to-inmate ratio of no mare than one to six. Transportation of female inmates will
require at least one of the employees to be female.

The Contractor shall maintain compliance with the Federal Motor Carrier Safety
Administration Regulation 395.3 regarding maximum driving time for employees, and any
revision, amendment or modification of that regulation.

The Contractor must have the capability of providing armed watch over Clay County Sheriff
Office inmates while they are being treated at a medical facility. Employees assigned to
a watch at a medical facility must foliow security protocols as established by the CCSO,

The Contractor shall abide by all State and Federal regulations governing wages and
hours of their employees.

Any willful disregard or violation of any part of this section will be deemed by the CCSO to
be a default under this solicitation, and the resulting contract, and shall entitle the CCSO
to all remedies for default provided by law.

5.03 — Staffing

The Contractor shall provide adequate staffing to provide listed services, operate the
equipment listed herein and to provide a safe and secure environment for the general
public, the inmate(s) being transported or watched, and for its own personnel while on

duty.

The Contractor shall hire, train, test and supervise all of its employees providing Inmate
Transport or Hospital Watch services in such a manner as to ensure effective, continuous
services, and shall ensure that all personnel performing services are capable of performing
those services as identified in this RFP and subsequent contract.

All Contractor personnel providing services as part of this solicitation must be well
proportioned as to height and weight; be in good health without physical defects or
abnormalities which would interfere with the performance of their duties; possess binocuiar
vision correctable to 20/30; be free of color blindness; and be capable of hearing ordinary
conversation at fifteen feet with either ear and without benefit of hearing aids.
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The Contractor shall require a physical examination, including drug and alcohol screening,
of all employees who are to be employed under this solicitation, and show written
certification to the CCSO Director of Detention, or his designee, that each employee is
physically capable of performing the duties required.

The Contractor shall provide proof that all of its employees who are to be employed under
this solicitation are citizens of the United States, or are legal residents, and that they can
clearly speak and understand English and can read and write in English with proficiency.

5.03.01 — Pre-Employment Checks

A comprehensive pre-employment check of each person to be employed by the Contractor
as part of this solicitation will be conducted and maintained by the Contractor to determine
suitability of employment.

5.04.02 — Recurring Training

All persannel shall be given recurrent training as required to ensure satisfaction of
perfermance standards and as necessary for required certifications, if any

5.04.03 - Training Records

Accurate training records shall be maintained for each employee which reflects the
date and type of training given. These records shall be made available to the CCSO
Director of Detention, or designee, upon request. Training records shall be maintained
for at least ninety (90) days following termination of an employee.

5.05 — Equipment

Vehicles utilized to transport inmates shall be in good operating condition, with current
maintenance and repair records on file, and meet the following minimal criteria;

a. Separate and safely secure the driving team from the inmate.

Doors and windows unable to be opened from the inside of the inmate
compartment.

Welded steel screens covering the windows.

Operational heater and air conditioner for the entire vehicle.

Equipped with some form of mobile communication.

Readily identifiable by air as inmate transport vehicles.

g. Maintain manufacturers recommended occupancy rating.

5.06 - Compliance

The Contractor shall perform its obligations and functions hereunder in full compliance
with all applicable laws of the United States or any of its agencies; the State of Florida;
the County of Clay, and any applicable rules, regulations, or directives of any agency
thereof.

§5.07 — Records

5.08 — Performance

professional and businesslike manner.

The Contractor shall at all times provide and maintain adequate numbers of properly
trained male and female personnel and all necessary supplies and equipment in order to
be able to fully and timely perform its obligations and functions under this contract.

6.03 — Methodology & Management Plan for the Project

Proposers must provide comprehensive narrative statements that set out the methodology
and management plan they intend to employ and illustrale how they serve to accomplish
the work as listed in Section 5 of this RFP and meet the CCSO’s project deadline.

6.04 — Experience and Qualifications

Proposals must include the length of time bidder has been in the business of providing
similar services to those requested in this RFP; current and recent history of past
performance by the Respondent of a similar nature to the performance offered in response
to the RFP to include the number of existing clients and the number of retained clients for
the past three (3) years; any evidence submitted (leiters of reference) or readily attainable
regarding the quality of past performance and the reliability of responsiveness of the
Respondent; the apparent capabilities of the Respondent to perform well in the execution
of its obligations under a contract with the CCSQ as evidenced by its leadership and
management personnel, size of organization, length of time in business, past
performance, and other current contractual obligations defining the Respondents
capability to undertake and successfully fulfill the obligations proposed to be undertaken
by its submission of a proposal in response to this RFP.
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6.05 — Cost Proposal

All
payments are due within ten (10) calendar days after receipt of invoice. If BMI does not receive payment
within those ten (10) calendar days, then BMI may stop the Work until payment of the amount owing has
been received. Interest will be charged on past due accounts at 18% per annum, or at the highest non-
usurious commercial rate allowable by state law or provided by state statute, whichever is less. If BMI is
required to employ an attorney to collect any amount due as a result of the default of Owner, the Owner shall
pay all costs of collection, including reasonable attorney's fees and court costs.

5 Owner's Responsibility for Actual Use

The Owner shall assume all liability, including but not limited to liability for injury to person or property,
economic loss, and business interruption, for claims arising from the actual use of any equipment, products,
or materials furnished by BMI, and agrees to indemnify and hold harmless BMI from any and all claims,
demands, actions, or suits arising from the use of such products, materials, or equipment, including
reasonable attorney's fees and costs.

6 Indemnity and Limitation of Liability

INDEMNITY: Until the Work is completed, BMI shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Owner from
and against third party claims, damages, losses, and expenses, including reasonable attorney's fees, directly
resuiting from the performance of BMI's Work under this Subcontract, provided that any such claim, damage,
loss, or expense is attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease or death, or to injury to or destruction of
tangible property (other than the Work itself).

BUILDER'S RISK INSURANCE: BMI shall purchase and maintain builder's risk insurance (“BRI") in the
amount of the initial quoted price as well as subsequent modifications thereto for the entire Work at the site
on a replacement cost basis. BRI will be on an all-risk policy form and will insure against the perils of fire,
flood, including waves, wind-driven waves and extended coverage and physical loss or damage including,
without duplication of coverage, theft, vandalism, malicious mischief, collapse, false-work, temporary
buildings and debris removal including demolition occasioned by enforcement of any applicable legal
requirements, and shall cover reasonable compensation for services and expenses incurred by BMI as a
result of such insured loss. BRI will cover partions of the Work stored off site after written approval of the
Owner of the value established in the approval, and also portions of the work in transit. The Owner shall pay
costs not covered because of deductibles. The BRI will be maintained until the earlier of such time that BMI's
insurable interest in the Project ceases, or until the property is occupied in whole or in part, put to its intended
use, or leased or rented to others, or until final payment is made to BMI. The Owner and BMI waive all rights
against each other and of their separate contractors or subcontractors, agents and employees, each of the
other, for damages caused by fire or other causes of loss to the extent covered by the BRI applicable to the
Work, except such rights as they have to proceeds of such insurance.

The Owner is responsible for purchasing and maintaining its own liability insurance and, at its option, may
purchase and maintain such insurance as will protect it against claims which may arise from operations under
this agreement.

8 Claims and Disputes

CLAIMS DEFINITION: A claim is a demand or assertion by one of the parties seeking, as a matter of right,
adjustment or interpretation of contract terms, payment or money, extension of time or other relief with respect
to the terms of the confract. The term “Claim” also includes other disputes and matters in question between
the Owner and BMI arising out of or relating to the contract including, but not limited to, Claims against
officers, directors, employees or consultants of a party for matters arising out of or relating to the Work under
the contract. Claims must be made by written notice. The responsibility to substantiate a Claim shall rest
with the party making the Claim.

TIME LIMIT ON CLAIMS: Claims by either party must be made within twenty-one (21) days after occurrence
of the event giving nise to such Claim or within twenty-one (21) days after the claimant first recognizes the
condition giving rise to the Claim, whichever is later. Claims must be made by written notice. An additional
Claim made after the initial Claim has been resolved by Change Order will not be considered unless
submitted in a timely manner.

ARBITRATION: Controversies, disputes or claims in an amount up to and including $250,000 arising out of,
in connection with, or in relation to the interpretation, performance or breach of this proposal, including any
claim based on contract, tort, or statute shall be referred to final and binding arbitration administered by and
in accordance with the then existing Construction Industry Arbitration Rules of the American Arbitration
Association, and judgment upon any arbitration award may be entered by any state or federal court having
jurisdiction thereof. The prevailing party in any such arbitration shall be entiied to an award of reasonable
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attorney’s fees and costs. Arbitration shall be heard and determined by a single arbitrator, the location of the
arbitration hearings shall be San Francisco, California, USA.

In the event a dispute between the parties is referred to arbitration, as soon as practical after selection of the
arbitrator, the arbitrator or his/fher designated representative shall determine a reasonable estimate of
anticipated fees and costs of the arbitrator and render a statement to each party setting forth that party’s pro
rata share of said fees and costs. Thereafter, each shall, within ten (10) days of receipt of said statement,
deposit said sum with the arbitrator. Failure of any party to make such a deposit shall result in the forfeiture
by the non-depositing party of the right to prosecute or defend the claim which is the subject of the arbitration,
which shall not otherwise serve to abate, stay or suspend the arbitration proceedings.

Unless otherwise agreed in writing or otherwise provided herein, the BMI shall carry on the Work and maintain
its progress during any dispute resolution proceedings, and the Owner shall continue to make payments to
the BMI in accordance with the contract documents.

LITIGATION: Controversies, disputes, or claims in excess of $250,000 arising out of, in connection with, or
in relation to the interpretation, performance or breach of this Proposal, including any claim based on contract,
tort, or statute shall be resolved in a court of competent jurisdiction in the venue agreed to herein. The
presiding judge shall determine which is the prevailing party and shall include in the award that party's
reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs. The laws and venue of proceedings shall be the place of the Project.

MEDIATION: in the case of either arbitration or litigation, the parties agree that mediation shall be a condition
precedent to any arbitration hearings or trial. The parties hereby stipulate that the arbitrator or judge shall
include in any scheduling order deadlines for: (a) the appointment of a mediator; and (b) the mediation. In
the event the parties are unable to agree on a mediator by the required deadline, the arbitrator or judge shall
appoint a mediator.

If information
furnished by Owner is incorrect and impacts the Project’s schedule or cost to complete the work, BMI wiil be
entitled to an adjustment in the contract amount, time for completion, or both.

ENGINEERING/CODES/RESPONSIBILITY: BMI does not warrant any components to meet specific local
building ordinances or codes. It is the responsibility of the Owner to secure necessary governmental
approvals. Owner hereby indemnifies BMI against any and all loss, damage, liability, claims, demands or
causes of action arising out of or connected in any way with any act or omission on the part of the Owner, or
with inadequate, improper or erroneous design, plans, specifications, engineering, or information furnished
BMI by Owner including, without limitation, liability for patent or trade secret infringement claims.

OWNERSHIP OF WORK PRODUCT: The drawings, specifications, shop drawings, submittals, calculations
and any other documents created by BMI ("Work Product’) are instruments of service through which the work
is to be executed, and BMI shall retain exclusive ownership and property interests therein, including copyright
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interests thereto. Neither Owner nor its separate contractors shall own or claim a copyright in the Work

THIS CITY GRANT AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is made and entered into this

day of , 2023, by and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE,
a consolidated municipal corporation and political subdivision existing under the Constitution and
the laws of the State of Florida (the “City”) and BOB HAYES INVITATIONAL TRACK
MEET, INC., a Florida not-for-profit corporation (the “Recipient”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2022-XXX-E of the City of Jacksonville, Florida has appropriated
for the City's current Fiscal Year October 1, 2022, through September 30, 2023, the sum of
$84,875.00 to the Recipient to conduct a program entitled the Bob Hayes Invitational Track Meet
(the “Program™), subject to the requirements of Chapter 118, Ordinance Code; and

WHEREAS, City desires to engage the Recipient to promote and manage the Program
under the oversight of the Office of Special Events, or its successor City department, commission,
or agency (the “Department”) in accordance with the Scope of Services (the “Scope of Services”
or “Services”), as more particularly described herein; and

WHEREAS, Recipient is willing and able to accept such engagement and provide the
Services pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of City to enter into this Agreement with Recipient
to administer and conduct the Program in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth
herein; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 126.312, Ordinance Code, the Department requested a
single-source award from the Chief of Procurement to purchase the Services on behalf of City; and

WHEREAS, the Chief of Procurement and Mayor issued Single Source Award Bid #SS-
XXXX-XX for the procurement of the Services for the period from November XX, 2022, through
September 30, 2023, for a total amount not to exceed $184,875.00; and

WHEREAS, the undersigned representative of Recipient has been authorized to sign this
Agreement, which shall be binding upon Recipient; now therefore

IN CONSIDERATION of the appropriation and disbursement of City funds now or
hereafter made, and the mutual covenants herein, the parties, each intending to be legally bound
hereby, do promise and agree as follows:





L INCORPORATION OF RECITALS

The above-stated recitals are accurate, true, and correct and by this reference are
incorporated herein and made a part hereof.

IL. GENERAL CONDITIONS

A. Recipient shall provide the “Scope of Services” for the Program in
accordance with Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. The Scope
of Services also includes the budgeted use of City Funds (defined herein) and the Program Goals
and Objectives/Outcomes.

B. Recipient agrees to do as follows:

1. To accept the City Funds as appropriated in accordance with the
terms of this Agreement, the provisions of Ordinance 2022-XXX-E appropriating said funds, and
of Chapter 118, Parts 1-5, Ordinance Code, as amended from time to time, a copy of which can
be obtained by Recipient online at http:/library. municode.com/, and by this reference is made a
part hereof and incorporated herein, with the understanding that such funds shall be used only for
the Program and for no other purpose; and

2. To abide by Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, as amended from time to
time, a copy of which can be obtained online at http://www.leg state.fl.us/Statutes/ and which by
this reference is made a part hereof and incorporated herein, by considering all documents relative
to this Agreement and the funding hereunder to be public records, as defined in said Chapter 119,
Florida Statutes; and

3. To obtain permits, as may be required, from the State of Florida and
the City of Jacksonville and abide by all applicable state laws and local ordinances, as amended
from time to time; and

4. To return to City within fifteen (15) days of written demand therefor
all City Funds paid to Recipient under the terms of this Agreement upon City’s (including, but not
limited to the City Council or any other department, division, or office of City) finding that the
terms of this Agreement, the provisions of the Ordinance appropriating funds to Recipient, or the
provisions of said Chapter 118 have been violated by Recipient, including but not limited to
making the disallowed expenditures, as specified in Chapter 118, Parts 3 and 4, Ordinance Code;
and for the cost of required audits, which are specifically disallowed by this Agreement.

5. Recipient shall maintain a separate bank demand account and/or
time deposit account and deposit and keep all City Funds received and no other funds in accounts
and make all disbursements of City Funds from said accounts. Recipient shall maintain a separate
budgetary accounting system so that the receipt and disbursement of City Funds can be accurately
and adequately determined by reference to the book of accounts of Recipient and a separate bank
account need not be maintained.





In using one of the above stated methods, if Recipient opts for deposit in an
interest-bearing account, Recipient shall report to City, with all other information provided
monthly, the amount of interest earned, the amount of interest received, and the use made of such
interest. Any interest earned on City Funds provided pursuant to this Agreement can be spent only
on items already in the Recipient’s approved budget.

6. To consent to:

i) Such audits of the financial affairs of Recipient by the
Department and/or the Council Auditor's Office as the Department or the Council may require;
and

ii) Producing all documents required by the Department and/or
the Council Auditors; Recipient agrees to give City complete and unfettered access to all City
Funds provided by City under this Agreement, at all times, during regular business hours, to ensure
that the City funding is being properly spent; and

tii)  Furnishing to City an annual report of receipts and
expenditures of City Funds in such form as the Council Auditor shall prescribe. This report shall
be certified as to its accuracy by the Financial Officer/Treasurer of Recipient’s organization, and
shall include the time period of City’s fiscal year commencing on October 1, 2022 and ending on
September 30, 2023, and shall be due on October 10, 2023.

7. Recipient’s violation of any of the provisions contained herein,
including the failure to adhere to the auditing or reporting requirements of this Agreement or
Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, shall be a material breach of this Agreement and may result in
immediate termination of this Agreement and return of all funding, in the sole discretion of City,
notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement to the contrary. Such refund shall be made
in accordance with Section I1.B.4 of this Agreement.

III.  ASSIGNMENT AND SUBCONTRACTS

A. Recipient shall not assign any rights or duties under this Agreement to any
other party not specifically identified in the application for funding without the prior written
permission of City. If Recipient attempts to assign any rights or duties without securing prior
written permission, this Agreement shall be declared void by City and Recipient thereupon agrees
to refund and return to City all payments made pursuant to this Agreement which are unspent by
Recipient at the time of such unpermitted assignment or which were spent by Recipient subsequent
to said unpermitted assignment. Such refund and return shall be made within five (5) business days
from demand.





B. Recipient shall not enter into any subcontracts for any of the Services
contemplated under this Agreement without obtaining the prior written approval of City, which
written approval shall be attached to the original Agreement and subject to such conditions and
provisions as City may deem necessary; provided, however, that notwithstanding the foregoing,
unless otherwise provided herein, such prior written approval shall not be required for the purchase
by Recipient of such articles, supplies, equipment, and services which are both necessary and
incidental to the performance of the Services required under this Agreement, and provided further,
however, that no provision of this clause and no such approval by City of any subcontracts shall
be deemed in any event or manner to provide for the incurrence of any obligation of the City in
addition to the total agreed upon price contained herein.

IV. EFFECTIVE DATE/TERM OF AGREEMENT

This Agreement shall become effective upon full execution by both parties, and
shall continue in full force and effect as to all its provisions, terms and conditions until the 30
day of September 2023 (the “Term”) unless sooner terminated with or without cause by either
party by giving thirty (30) days’ prior written notice of such termination to the other party unless
both parties mutually agree upon a lesser time in writing. In the event that this Agreement i3
terminated early by either party, any funds in the possession of Recipient that are unspent and/or
unencumbered at the time of receipt of notice of termination shall be returned to City within five
(5) business days of termination. Pursuant to the legislative mandate in Section 118.301 (a)(5),
Ordinance Code, all funding provided pursuant to this Agreement shall be spent or otherwise
encumbered during the Agreement term ending September 30, 2023. Any such funds not spent or
otherwise encumbered shall be returned to the Department, as provided in Section 118.301(a)(5),
Ordinance Code, and Section X VI of this Agreement, for deposit into City’s general fund.

V. PAYMENT

A. City agrees to pay Recipient the total amount of one hundred EIGHTY-
FOUR THOUSAND EIGHT HUNDRED SEVENTY-FIVE AND 00/100 DOLLARS
($184,875.00) for the Program (the “City Funds”). Such total sum shall be payable within thirty
(30) days of full execution of this Agreement. Notwithstanding the foregoing, all accounting,
submittals, and/or financial reports must have been approved and accepted by City as true and
correct no later than November 15, 2023, in order for Recipient to receive any remaining payments
for the Services performed during the grant period prior to October 1, 2023.

B. Except for the limited exception in Section XXVII of this Agreement, any
costs of the Services paid for under any other agreement or funding source are not eligible for
payment under this Agreement. Violation of this clause will constitute a material breach of this
Agreement and shall stand as grounds for City’s withholding of funds from any source under this
Agreement or any other agreement and, notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement or in any
other agreement to the contrary, shall allow for the immediate termination of this Agreement upon
twenty-four (24) hours’ written notice, and shall require the return of all City Funds paid to
Recipient under this Agreement upon demand by the Director of the Department or his’her
designee. Violations shall also be reported to any federal, state, or other funding sources for
investigation.





C. Suspension of City Funds: In the event that Recipient comes under
investigation by any government or funding agency for activities, including, for example, but not
limited to, (i) misuse of City Funds, (ii) improper accounting for City Funds, (iii) multiple billing
of the Services or clients to one or more funding sources, or (iv) any other improper activities, all
City funding under this Agreement may be suspended in the sole and exclusive discretion of City
until such time as the said investigation has been resolved in Recipient’s favor or the alleged
misuses have been satisfactorily explained to the Council Auditors.

i If said investigation has been resolved favorably to Recipient, or if,
prior to such resolution, Recipient’s explanation of the circumstances has been accepted by the
Council Auditor as satisfactory, then all suspended funds subject to this Agreement will be paid,
as appropriate.

i) If, on the other hand, the said investigation has been resolved
adversely to Recipient, or if, prior to such resolution, Recipient’s explanation has not been
accepted by the Council Auditors as satisfactory, then this Agreement shall be immediately
terminated, notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the contrary, and all suspended
funds shall become disencumbered and shall be returned to the general fund of City. Furthermore,
in the event of such adverse resolution, Recipient shall return to City all such misused funds, all
such improperly accounted for funds, and all such funds subject to multiple billings.

iii)  In the event the said investigation extends beyond the expiration
date of this Agreement, as specified in Section IV, then City will seek legislation to avoid lapsing
of funds and this Agreement will continue on a month-to-month basis, only with respect to the
suspended funds, in order that such funds will not be disencumbered and returned to City’s general
fund by the passage of time.

D. Recipient shall execute the “Certification of Additional Funding Sources”
attached hereto as Exhibit B and incorporated herein by this reference.

V1. TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE

A. Recipient shall notify City if sufficient staff, facilities, and equipment
necessary to deliver the Services for the Program cannot be maintained. Failure to notify City of
any such deficiencies or to adequately maintain sufficient staff, facilities, and equipment necessary
to provide the Services after a reasonable period given by City to cure (in no event longer than five
(5) business days to cure) shall be a material breach of this Agreement and grounds for termination
upon twenty-four (24) hours’ written notice.

B. As a provider agency of City, Recipient agrees to participate in all City
meetings and any other community activities reasonably requested by City.

VII. PROGRESS REPORTS/
FINANCIAL REPORTS/PROGRAM MONITORING

A. City’s Contract Administrator will be responsible for monitoring the
administrative and programmatic functions of the provisions of this Agreement. City's Contract





Administrator for this Agreement will be the Director of City’s Office of Special Events or other
appointed designee.

B. Recipient agrees to provide City’s Contract Administrator, or his‘her
designee with an annual narrative progress report on the Program described in Exhibit A and shall
include basic statistical information relevant to the Program. Report forms are attached in Exhibit
A. The narrative Program report is due on October 10, 2023.

Recipient shall provide the Contract Administrator with a financial report
along with the annual narrative progress report during the term of this Agreement on the same due
date as the annual narrative progress report, which shall include a statement of expenditures made
in each budget category and line item identified in Recipient’s budget attached in Exhibit A.
Failure to submit required reports and documents shall result in a temporary hold on financial
reimbursements until reporting is current.

C. Annually, City’s Contract Administrator or designee will monitor the
Program Goals and Objectives, as outlined in Exhibit A. City’s Contract Administrator will
determine if Recipient’s stated Program Goals and Objectives have been met or if sufficient
progress has not been made toward meeting said Goals and Objectives. Failure of Recipient to at
least maintain sufficient progress in these areas may be grounds for termination of this Agreement.

D. The Office of Special Events shall have the absolute right at all times during
Recipient’s normal business hours, with or without notice, to enter Recipient’s administrative and
programmatic premises for the purpose of conducting on-site evaluations of the administrative and
programmatic functioning of the funded program/agency. Failure of Recipient to allow the Office
of Special Events and/or its authorized representatives to enter its premises shall be a material
breach of this Agreement and, notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the contrary,
shall stand as grounds for the withholding of funds from any source under this Agreement or any
other agreement and for termination of this Agreement, and shall require return to City of all funds
paid to Recipient under the terms of this Agreement.

VIII. INTEREST OF CITY OFFICERS/EMPLOYEES AND OTHERS

No officer or employee of City, no members of its governing body, and no other
public official of the goveming body of the locality in which the Program is situated and being
carried out who exercises any functions or responsibility in the review or approval of the
undertaking or carrying out of the Program shall participate in any decision relating to this
Agreement which affects such person’s personal interest or have any personal or pecuniary
interest, direct or indirect, in this Agreement or the proceeds thereof.

IX. INTEREST OF THE RECIPIENT

Recipient covenants that neither it nor any of its officers, board members, or
employees presently have any interest and shall not acquire any interest, direct or indirect, which
would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of the Services. Recipient further
covenants that in the performance of this Agreement, no person having such interest shall be
employed.





X. PERSONNEL

A. Recipient represents that it now has, or will hire at its sole expense, all
personnel required in performing the Services. Such personnel shall not be employees of or have
any contractual relationship with City.

B. The Services shall be performed by Recipient or under its supervision, and
all personnel engaged in the Services shall be fully qualified and shall be authorized or licensed
under appropriate state and local law as necessary to perform the Services.

C. Recipient represents that it will, at its sole expense, require all staff and/or
volunteers who work with juveniles or youth (any unmarried person under the age of 18 years and
who has not been emancipated by order of a court of competent jurisdiction) and vulnerable adults
(e.g., elderly or physically, mentally, or emotionally disabled, including victims of crime) to
submit to a criminal history records check. This applies to all positions involving direct contact
with juveniles, youth, or vulnerable adults, with the exception of special event volunteers. For
purposes of this Agreement, a special event volunteer is defined as a volunteer committed to assist
on a specific event/project lasting less than two consecutive weeks and where duties are performed
under supervision of staff or certified volunteer leadership.

Xl. RECORDS

A. By the acceptance of City Funds, Recipient agrees to adhere to all
provisions of the Florida Public Records Law (Chapter 119, Florida Statutes) with respect to the
receipt, expenditure, and use of public funds from City. Therefore, except to the extent prohibited
by the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA), a copy of which can
be obtained by Recipient online at http://www.cms.gov/HIPAAGenInfo/, which regulations are
incorporated herein by reference, as applicable, all the financial, business, and membership records
of the person, corporation, foundation, trust, association, group, or organization relative to the
grant shall be public records and subject to the provisions of the Public Records Law. Failure of
Recipient to comply with this requirement will constitute a breach of this Agreement and will
cause cancellation of this Agreement and require the return of City Funds to City.

B. Recipient shall maintain financial and accounting records and conduct
transactions in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles and Florida Statutes.
These financial records shall be maintained in such a manner as to permit positive and ready
identification at all times of any funds received by Recipient from City from the time such funds
are actually received by Recipient until the time they are actually expended or disbursed by
Recipient according to the terms of this Agreement.

C. In addition to other requirements specified in this Agreement, Office of
Management and Budget (OMB) Circulars, including A-102, A-87, A-110, A-122, A-133 and A-
21, may be used as a guide concerning records to be maintained. The aforesaid records shall be
made available for audit, copying, or inspection purposes at any time during normal business hours
and as often as City or the City of Jacksonville Council Auditor may deem necessary.
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D. Recipient shall retain for such inspection all of its records and supporting
documentation applicable to this Agreement for five (5) years after receipt of final payment from
City.

XII. AUDIT

A. In accordance with Section IL.B.6 of this Agreement, Recipient, at its sole
cost and expense, shall obtain a single independent audit of the Program funds annually by an
independent certified public accountant not associated with Recipient or the Program and/or
Services herein described, and shall provide City with an original copy of said audit or audits
covering the period specified in Section I1.B.6 above no later than one hundred eighty (180) days
after the expiration of City’s fiscal year or years covering the aforesaid period.

B. Failure of Recipient to provide a copy of a duly-executed audit performed
in accordance with the preceding guidelines (Section I1.B.6) shall constitute a material breach of
this Agreement and, notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the contrary, shall stand
as grounds for the withholding of funds from any source under this Agreement or any other
agreement, and for termination of this Agreement, and shall require return to City of all funds paid
to Recipient under the terms of this Agreement.

C. If an audit pursuant to OMB Circular A-133 is applicable, City Funds shall
not be used to pay for the audit,if said grant involves federal funds of less than $500,000.

D. Notwithstanding any other audit-rights provisions in this Agreement, the
following audit-rights requirements are in addition and supplemental to those other audit
requirements in this Agreement:

1. Recipient shall establish and maintain books, records, contracts,
subcontracts, papers, financial records, supporting documents, statistical records, goods, services,
and all other documents, in whatsoever form or format, including but not limited to electronic
storage media (for purposes of this Section XII.D, referred to herein as the “Records™) sufficient
to reflect all receipt and expenditures of City Funds provided by City under this Agreement.

2. Recipient shall retain all Program records pertinent to this
Agreement for a period of five (5) years after completion of the Program. If an audit has been
initiated and audit findings have not been resolved at the end of six (6) years, the records shall be
retained until resolution of the audit findings or any litigation which may be based on the terms of
this Agreement, at no additional cost to City. Records shall be retained for longer periods when
any retention period, as a matter of law, exceeds the time frames required in this provision.

3. Upon demand, at no additional cost to City, Recipient shall facilitate
the duplication and transfer of any records during the required retention period in Paragraph 2
hereof.

4. Recipient shall provide these records at all reasonable times for
inspection, review, copying, or audit by City.





5. At all reasonable times for as long as the records are maintained,
Recipient shall allow persons duly authorized by City to have full access to and the right to
examine any of Recipient’s records relative to the Program, regardless of the form in which kept.

6. Recipient, at its sole and exclusive cost and expense, shall provide
audits or reports as requested by City and shall insure that all related party transactions are
disclosed to the auditor.

7. Recipient shall comply and cooperate immediately with any
inspections, reviews, and investigations deemed necessary by City’s Contract Administrator.

8. Recipient shall permit City to interview subcontractors and
subcontractor employees of Recipient to assure City of the satisfactory performance of the terms
and conditions of this Agreement. Following such review, if performance of Recipient is, in the
opinion of City, deficient, City will deliver to Recipient a written report of the deficiencies and
request for development by Recipient of a corrective action plan. Recipient hereby agrees to
prepare and submit to City said corrective action plan within five (5) business days of receiving
City’s written report. Thereafter, Recipient shall correct all deficiencies in the corrective action
plan within five (5) business days of City’s receipt of the corrective action plan.

9. All reports, audits, and other information provided by Recipient
pursuant to this section shall contain the following statement: “The information provided to the
City of Jacksonville in this submittal is submitted under penalties of perjury, under Section 837.06,
Florida Statutes.”

10.  To the extent that Recipient uses subcontractors in the performance
of the Services under this Agreement or assigns this Agreement with prior City consent, Recipient
shall include the aforementioned audit, inspections, investigations, and record-keeping
requirements in all subcontracts and assignments.

XIIl. BUDGET CHANGES

The approved budget for Recipient is included in Exhibit A. Recipient can transfer
the greater of $2,500.00 or +/- 20% between line items. The Contract Administrator must approve
transfers in excess of $2,500.00 or +/- 20% line items, provided the total expenditures shall not
exceed the maximum indebtedness of this Agreement. Budget amendments requested by
Recipient must be received in writing and logged in by the Contract Administrator no later than
sixty (60) days after the Program event date.

XIV. CONTRACT, SCOPE OF WORK/SERVICES CHANGES

A. City may, from time to time, require changes in the Services to be performed
by Recipient under this Agreement. Such changes, including any increases or decreases in the
amount of Recipient’s compensation which are mutually agreed upon by City and Recipient shall
be incorporated in written amendments to this Agreement signed by both parties’ authorized
representatives.





B. Any request for change of Service delivery site or the Services provided
shall be submitted by Recipient in writing and approved by City at least thirty (30) days prior to
said changes. Failure to properly notify City will constitute a breach of this Agreement and will
be grounds for termination under Section XVIII.

C. In the event lawfully appropriated funds to finance this Agreement become
unavailable, City may terminate the Agreement upon no less than twenty-four (24) hours’ notice
in writing to Recipient. Said notice shall be delivered by certified mail, return receipt requested,
or in person with proof of delivery. City shall be the final authority as to the availability of funds.

D. Should it become necessary for City to change the designation of City’s
Contract Administrator, City shall use its best efforts to notify Recipient within forty-eight (48)
hours of such change.

V. EQUIPMENT PURCHASES

A. Equipment, property, or tangible personal property (collectively, the
“Property”) purchased with funding pursuant to this Agreement shall be non-consumable and
consistent with City capitalization requirements or Section 122.801(e), Ordinance Code, as
amended. Such Property must have a useful life of one (1) year or more and shall be inventoried
by Recipient. Recipient shall retain Property inventory records, acquisition documents, and usage
records. Upon expiration of Recipient’s use of the Property for the Program or for a City-approved
public purpose, the Property shall be transferred free and clear of all liens and encumbrances to
City via a bill of sale or otherwise disposed of as may be authorized in writing by City.

B. Recipient agrees to make all reasonable efforts to adhere to the following
City procurement requirements in its purchase of labor, materials, supplies, and equipment that are
not deemed sole source:

1. Any purchase up to $2,500 will require that documentation of one
(1) written quotation.

2. Any purchase of $2,501 to $15,000 will require two (2) written
quotations.

3. Any purchase of over $15,001 to $30,000 will require three (3)
written quotations.

4. Any purchase of over $30,001 to $50,000 will require four (4)
written quotations.

5. Any purchase of over $50,000 will require a formal bid procedure
(advertising and sealed bids).

C. Quotations received shall include date, time, vendor, telephone number, and
person giving the quote. Minority vendors should be included whenever possible.
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XVI. RESIDUAL FUNDS AND INTEREST

Recipient agrees that any City Funds provided by City for the operation of the
Program or Services during the period October 1, 2022, through September 30, 2023, including
any interest earned by such City Funds which are residual funds remaining unspent or
unencumbered by any existing (not contingent) legal obligation, shall be returned to City in the
form of a negotiable instrument no later than ninety (90) days after the close of the aforesaid period,
except that when a Recipient continues to receive a Miscellaneous Appropriation from the City in
the next fiscal year, a limited amount of residual funds may be carried forward from September
30" to October 1% which shall not exceed ten percent (10%) of the current appropriation to
Recipient or $500, whichever is greater. The City appropriation for the new fiscal year shall,
however, be reduced by the amount of the unencumbered residual funds so carried forward. Any
additional unencumbered residual funds shall be returned as provided herein above.

XVII. REVERSION OF ASSETS

Recipient shall transfer to City any City Funds or assets on hand and any accounts
receivable attributed to the use of City Funds at such time City no longer does business with
Recipient for the purposes described in Exhibit A. However, any real property under Recipient’s
control that was acquired or improved in whole or in part with City Funds in excess of $2,000 shall
be used to meet one of the objectives of the Public Service Grant program until three (3) years
after expiration of this Agreement or such longer period of time as determined appropriate by City.
Should Recipient dispose of such property prior to the expiration of the three-year period set forth
herein, Recipient shall reimburse City for the acquisition or improvement of such property, less
any portion of the value of the property attributable to expenditures of non-City funds for
acquisition of, or improvement to, the property when Recipient ceases doing business with City
for the purposes described in Exhibit A. At the end of the three-year period set forth herein,
Recipient shall dedicate the subject real property in fee simple, free and clear of any and all
encumbrances, by warranty deed to City.

XVIII. BREACH /TERMINATION

A. If Recipient breaches any term of this Agreement, City may, by written
notice of breach to Recipient, terminate the whole or any part of this Agreement in any of the
following circumstances:

1. If Recipient fails to provide the Services within the time specified
herein or any extension hereof; or

2. If Recipient fails to perform any of the other provisions of this
Agreement; and

3. If Recipient fails to correct said breach within five (5) business days
from receipt of the written notice of breach.

B. Termination shall be upon no less than twenty-four (24) hours’ notice in
writing if the breach has not been corrected within the five (5) business days. Said notice shall be
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delivered by certified mail, return receipt requested, or by any other means of delivery with proof
of delivery.

C. Upon receipt of a notice of termination and, except as otherwise directed,
Recipient shall:

1. Cease working under this Agreement on the date and to the extent
specified in the notice of termination.

2. Place no further orders or subcontracts to the extent that they relate
to the performance of the Services which were terminated.

3. Terminate all orders and subcontracts to the extent that they relate
to the performance of the Services which were terminated.

4, Prepare all necessary reports and documents required under the
terms of this Agreement up to the date of termination, including the final report, without
reimbursement for the Services rendered in completing said reports beyond the termination date.

XIX. NOTICE

Any notice required to be given under this Agreement shall be by certified mail,
return receipt requested, or by hand delivery with a written receipt. Such notice shall be delivered
to:

XXII. CIVIL RIGHTS

A. There will be no discrimination against any employee or person served on
account of race, color, sex, age, religion, ancestry, national origin, handicap, or marital status in
the performance of this Agreement.

B. Recipient shall comply with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42
U.S.C. § 2000d) in regard to the persons served.

C. Recipient shall comply with Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42
U.S.C. § 2000e) in regard to employees or applicants for employment.

D. Recipient shall comply with Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973
in regard to employees or applicants for employment and clients served.

E. Recipient shall comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990
(Public Law 101-336) in regard to employees and persons served.

F. It 1s expressly understood that upon receipt of evidence of such
discrimination as indicated above, City shall have the right to terminate this Agreement as provided
in Section XVIILB.

XXIII. EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY

Recipient shall not discriminate, directly or indirectly, on the grounds of race, color,
religion, sex, age, or national origin in its employment practices. Such action includes, but is not
limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment advertising;
layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and, selection for training,
including apprenticeship. Recipient shall post in conspicuous places available to employees and
applicants for employment notices as provided by City setting forth the provisions of this
nondiscrimination clause. Recipient shall incorporate this provision in all subcontracts for the
Services provided under this Agreement.

XXIV. OTHER CONDITIONS

A. Any alterations, variations, modifications, or waivers of provisions of this
Agreement shall only be valid when they have been reduced to writing, duly signed by both parties,
and attached to the original of this Agreement. The parties agree to amend this Agreement if
revisions of any applicable laws or regulations make changes in this Agreement necessary.

B. Recipient agrees to include the statement: “This program is funded in whole
or in part by the City of Jacksonville through a Public Service Grant” or similar language agreed
to in writing by both parties when referencing this Program.

C. This Agreement shall apply to the City Funds appropriated hereunder,
provided that City’s rights and Recipient’s duties hereunder shall continue for a period of five (5)
years from the date of execution hereof.
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D. Organization-Furnished _Automobiles: Any portion of the cost of
organization-furnished automobiles that relates to personal use by employees (including
transportation to and from work) is unallowable as a fringe benefit or indirect cost, regardless of
whether the cost is reported as taxable income to the employees. These costs are allowable as direct
costs to sponsored award when necessary for the performance of the sponsored award and
approved by awarding agencies.

E. In the performance of its duties and obligations pursuant to the provisions,
terms, and conditions of this Agreement, Recipient shall comply with any and all applicable
federal, state, and local laws, rules, regulations, and ordinances, as the same exist and/or may be
amended from time to time. Such laws, rules, regulations, and ordinances shall include, but are
not limited to, the Florida “Sunshine Laws,” Chapter 119, Florida Statutes (the Florida Public
Records Law) and Section 286.011, Florida Statutes (the Florida Open Meetings Law}. Such laws,
rules, regulations, and ordinances shall also include, but are not limited to, obtaining and
maintaining all licenses and certifications that are required to perform the Services contemplated
in this Agreement in the City of Jacksonville, Florida. If any of the obligations of this Agreement
are to be performed by a subcontractor or sub-recipient, the provisions of this Section XXIILE
shall be incorporated into and become a part of the subcontract or sub-recipient contract.

F. Failure by either party to insist upon strict performance of any of the
provisions hereof or either party’s failure or delay in exercising any rights or remedies provided
herein, City’s payment for the Services or any part or combination thereof, or any purported oral
modification or rescission of this Agreement by an employee or agent of either party shall not
release either party from its obligations under this Agreement, shall not be deemed a waiver of any
rights of either party to insist upon strict performance hereof or of either party’s rights or remedies
under this Agreement or by law, and shall not operate as a waiver of any of the provisions hereof.

XXV. REPRESENTATIONS/WARRANTIES AND UNAUTHORIZED
WORKERS

A. Without limiting the representations, warranties, and covenants of
Recipient set forth elsewhere in this Agreement, as a material inducement for City to enter into
this Agreement, Recipient represents and warrants to City (and unless otherwise specified, such
representations, warranties, and covenants are true as of the Effective Date and shall continue and
be effective during the Term of this Agreement as if continuously reiterated) that:

1. Recipient is a Florida non-profit corporation incorporated and
validly existing under the laws of the State of Florida and authorized to conduct business and in
good standing in the State of Florida, or Recipient has tax exempt status pursuant to Section
501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code. Recipient has full power and authority to execute and
deliver this Agreement and all documents contemplated hereby, and perform its obligations arising
hereunder and thereunder. The individuals signing on behalf of Recipient have full power and
authority to do so.

2. The making, execution, and delivery of this Agreement and
performance of all obligations hereunder by Recipient have been duly authorized and approved by
the shareholders, members, partners, or board of directors of Recipient (as the case may be).
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3. This Agreement and all documents contemplated hereby each
constitute a legal, valid, and binding obligation of Recipient, enforceable in accordance with their
respective terms, assuming execution of the same by City.

4. This Agreement and all documents contemplated hereby do not and
will not contravene any provision of the governing documents of Recipient, any judgment, order,
decree, writ, or injunction to which Recipient is bound, or any provision of any applicable law or
regulation to which Recipient is bound. The execution and delivery of this Agreement and all
documents contemplated hereby, and performance of its obligations hereunder and thereunder,
will not result in a breach of or constitute a default under any agreement or require the consent
from any third party.

5. Recipient and each of its contractors, subcontractors, suppliers, and
other persons performing Services relating to the Scope of Services hold all necessary licenses,
permits, and authorizations required by applicable governmental agencies and authorities as a
condition to conduct business in the State of Florida and to work on the Scope of Services.

6. Recipient has not employed or retained any third party having a
relationship with City to solicit or secure this Agreement and has not paid or agreed or promised
to pay any such person any fee, commission, percentage, gift, or any other consideration contingent
upon or resulting from the execution of this Agreement.

7. Recipient has obtained for the implementation of the Scope of
Services all necessary approvals from governmental or quasi-governmental authorities having
jurisdiction over the Scope of Services. All such governmental approvals are or will be final,
unappealed, and unappealable and remain in full force and effect without restriction or
modification.

8. Recipient is not in default under any agreement with City, and
Recipient has satisfied any and all conditions imposed by any governmental authority in
connection with the Scope of Services.

B. City shall consider the employment by Recipient of unauthorized aliens a
violation of Section 274A(e) of the federal Immigration and Naturalization Act. Such violation
shall be cause for unilateral cancellation of this Agreement upon thirty (30) days’ prior written
notice of such cancellation.

XXVI. FISCAL YEAR OF RECIPIENT
Recipient's fiscal year ends on September 30, 2022.
XXVIIL. INCORPORATION OF EXHIBITS

All Exhibits that are attached hereto are, by this reference, incorporated herein and
made a part hereof.
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XXVIII. NEGOTIATED AGREEMENT

The parties agree that they have had meaningful discussion and/or negotiation of
the provisions, terms, and conditions contained in this Agreement. Therefore, doubtful or
ambiguous provisions, if any, contained in this Agreement shall not be construed against the party
who physically prepared this Agreement.

XXIX. DUAL PAYMENTS PROHIBITION

Recipient shall not apply the City Funds received under this Agreement to Services
that are being or have been paid or reimbursed, in whole, from funds from other sources; provided,
however, that nothing shall prohibit partial payment for Services from City Funds under this
Agreement, together with partial payment for the Services from other funding sources if the total
amount of all funds do not exceed the agreed upon monetary value for the Services provided.
Application for and/or receipt of such dual payments shall constitute a material breach of this
Agreement and may be grounds for immediate termination on twenty-four hours’ oral notice,
notwithstanding any other provision herein to the contrary. In such event, Recipient shall be
subject to damages in the amount of City Funds that were received as dual payments, as prohibited
herein, and City shall be entitled to all other remedies allowable by law.

XXX. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Agreement contains the entire agreement by and between the parties with
respect to the receipt and expenditure of the City Funds. No agreement, understanding, course of
action, course of conduct or statement by either of the parties or their authorized representatives
shall be effective if it is not contained in this Agreement. Any revision, amendment, or other
change to this Agreement shall be in writing and signed by the parties hereto by their authorized
representatives.

XXXI. AUTHORIZATION OF ADVANCE PAYMENT OF FUNDS

By signing below, the Mayor, pursuant to Section 110.112, Ordinance Code,
authorizes advance payments of funds as set forth herein.

Aging True Community Senior Services prides itself on fulfilling its mission “fo provide
essential and innovative services and care for individuals, families and communities throughout
Northeast Flovrida to prepare for and support graceful aging.”

We offer home-based services to ensure senior independence in Northeast Florida. We have
served hundreds of thousands of seniors, their families, and the community in our more than six
decades of operation. Through services our professionals develop and administer, we provide
seniors with the care and assistance they need to live independently. Our health, nutritional and
financial care programs are designed specifically to serve and educate the frail, elderly and
disabled in our region, as well as their caregivers and families.

Throughout the years, the organization has expanded to meet the needs of the community and
in 199/ was designated as the Community Care for the Elderly lead agency in Duval County.
Aging True has grown into a large non-profit provider of senior services and a leader in
enabling home-based care allowing for Jacksonville seniors to remain safely in their homes.

General Information. The professional services which Ebert Norman Brady Architects
(ARCHITECT) has employed Simes & Rosch, LLC (ENGINEER) to provide under this
Agreement are generally described as follows: “Brentwood Elementary Conversion to
Library”. This project is the first step of a series of renovations to convert the former
Brentwood Elementary School into a Library Facility. The Brentwood Elementary School
complex has a total of 4 buildings and is located at 3750 Springfield Blvd, Jacksonwville,
Florida. The original school {Building 1) was constructed in 1915. Building #2 was added in
1952, Building #90 was added in 1975 and Building #4 was added in 1995. The scope of this
project is limited to renovations of Building 4 only. Building 4 is a single-story building and is
approximately 15,606 square feet. Building 4 currently houses classrooms, a media center,
a music room and a dance room. Building 4 will be renovated to provide VPK classrooms,
GED classrooms and Library related rooms. The part of the Project for which ENGINEER is
to perform is the mechanical, electrical, plumbing and fire protection design and is herein
referred to as “This Part of the Project”.

Mechanical Design. Mechanical design services shall include the design, plans and
specifications for minor renovations to the heating, ventilating and air conditioning (HVAC)
systems. Specifically, Simes and Rosch, LLC (ENGINEER) shall perform the calculations
necessary to properly distribute the air to the renovated building.

This proposal assumes that the building
will not require a new emergency power and does not include design of such systems.
Additionally, the design for audio-visual and security systems shall be limited to providing
power, raceways, and boxes for such systems with device locations provided by others.

Fire Suppression and Alarm Design. Building 4 has an outdated fire alarm system and does
not currently have a fire suppression system. The construction documents will include a
performance based specification for a new fire alarm and fire suppression system as required
