The Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department and the City of Jacksonville will be undergoing an
Insurance Services Office (ISO) re-rate during the first quarter of 2019. The ISO Class 1 rating that
the City of Jacksonville currently enjoys was awarded in 2016 and has an estimated $10,000,000
annual impact to Duval County home owner’s insurance policies. In addition, $30,000,000in
estimated savings is enjoyed by Duval County businesses because of the 1SO Class 1 rating.

Currently, JFRD uses a consultant to assist in maintaining the ISO Class 1 rating. This consultant
is the same one JFRD used in 2014/2015 to help achieve the initial ISO Class 1 rating. As part of
the initial rating, JFRD was required to have a 50 year drought study completed. JFRD is now
required to conduct another drought study in order to maintain the current rating, National Fire
Services Office conducted the first drought study for JFRD and because they have all of the
preliminary data/research completed, they can produce this secondary drought study at a
significantly reduced rate as opposed to a new company starting from ground zero. Therefore, I am
requesting that you allow P-63-17 SS#3 (Alternative Water Certification Project) to proceed to
PSEC for approval.

Recently the Insurance Services Office increased their data requirements for each water site.

The Class-1 grading requires the use of alternate water. This water must be certified by a
Professional Engineer who produces a compliant 50-Year Drought Study. Every current site will
need to be inspected, When the water sites are cerlified this information must be sent o
COJ-GIS so an updated hydrant map can be built. COJ is required by 18O to deliver this map.
With the extremely large size of COJ, NFSO recommends that this project should be started as
soon as possible to allow enough time to complete the engingering before COJ's next iSO
inspection. Also, current water sites may not pass the new inspection criteria, which would
require new sites to be located and certified. This work is a critical component to maintain the
current ISO Class-1 rating.

Project should take 120-days to complete depending on the weather.

This project would include: taking Arial photos, doing site inspections, collecting soil data,
collecting recharge data, and doing a site analysis for each location, The required report will be
certified by a Professional Engineer.
