2. Section 3 of said Contract is amended by increasing the maximum indebtedness
by $225,000.00 to a new total maximum indebtedness not to exceed $738,024.00, and as
amended shall read as follows:

shall be a fixed monetary amount not-to-exceed SEVEN HUNDRED THIRTY-EIGHT

THOUSAND TWENTY-FOUR AND 00/100 DOLLARS ($738,024.00).”

(the “Contractor”™).

WHEREAS, City issued Request for Proposal No. P-27-16 (the “RFP™) for certain
services described in the RFP (the “Services™); and

WHEREAS, based on Contractor’s response to the RFP, City has negotiated and
awarded this Contract to Contractor; now therefore

IN CONSIDERATION of the premises and the mutual covenants contained below and
for other good and valuable consideration acknowledged by the parties to be sufficient, the
parties agree as follows:

1. Performance of Services.  Contractor shall perform the Services as described
in and according to (i) the RFP and the Response, each of which is incorporated into and made a
part of this Contract, and (ii) the Scope of Services, attached hereto as Exhibit A and
incorporated herein by this reference.

2. Compensation. Contractor shall be paid for the Services the fees detailed in
the Contract Fee Summary, attached hereto as Exhibit B and incorporated herein by this
reference.

3. Maximum Indebtedness. As required by Section 106.431, Ordinance Code,
City’s maximum indebtedness for all products and services under this Contract shall be a fixed
monetary amount not-to-exceed THREE HUNDRED THIRTY-EIGHT THOUSAND FIVE
HUNDRED SEVENTY-FIVE AND 00/100 DOLLARS ($338,575.00).

4, Term. The initial period of service of this Contract shall be for one (1)

year, commencing on the Effective Date and expiring on é’t% i g{j‘{_ P’l‘f’% , 2017, unless sooner
i





terminated by either party in accordance with the terms of this Contract. This Contract may be
renewed for up to three (3) additional one (1) year periods at terms mutually agreeable.

5. Contract Documents. This Contract consists of the following documents,
which are hereby incorporated as if fully set forth herein and which, in case of conflict, shall
have priority in the order listed:

the RFP shall not be included in this Contract.

Manager is Laurie Santana (Phone: 904.255.7857; Fax: 904.255.7882; Lsantana@coj.net), and
Contractor’s  Contract Manager is Robert Chamberlin (Phone: 802.295.4999;
Robert.Chamberlin@rsginc.com). Each party shall provide prompt written notice to the other
Party of any changes to the Party’s Contract Manager or his or her contact information; provided,
such changes shall not be deemed Contract amendments and may be provided by email.

9. Entire Agreement. This Contract constitutes the entire agreement between the
parties hereto for the Services to be performed and furnished by Contractor. No statement,
representation, writing, understanding, agreement, course of action, or course of conduct made
by either party or any representative of either party which is not expressed herein shall be
binding. Contractor may not unilaterally modify the terms of this Contract by affixing additional
terms to materials delivered to City (e.g., “shrink wrap” terms accompanying or affixed to a
deliverable) or by including such terms on a purchase order or payment document. Contractor
acknowledges that it is entering into this Contract for its own purposes and not for the benefit of
any third party. '

10. Amendments. . All changes to, additions to, modifications of, or
amendments to this Contract or any of its terms, provisions, and conditions shall be binding only
when in writing and signed by the authorized officer, agent, or representative of each of the
parties hereto.

11.  Counterparts. This Contract and all amendments hereto may be executed
in several counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, and all such counterparts
together shall constitute one and the same instrument.

12. Public Records. In accordance with Section 119.0701, Florida Statutes, the
Contractor shall:

@ Keep and maintain public records required by City to perform the
services; and
(b) Upon request from City’s custodian of public records, provide City with a

copy of the requested records or allow records to be inspected or copied within a

reasonable time at a cost that does not exceed the cost provided for in Chapter 119,

Florida Statutes, or as otherwise provided by law; and

(c) Ensure that public records that are exempt or confidential and exempt

from public records disclosure requirements are not disclosed except as authorized by law





for the duration of the Contract term and following completion of this Contract if
Contractor does not transfer the records to City; and

(d) Upon completion of this Contract, transfer to City at no cost all public
records in possession of Contractor or keep and maintain public records required by City
to perform the service. If Contractor transfers all public records to City upon completion
of this Contract, Contractor shall destroy any duplicate public records that are exempt or
confidential and exempt from public records disclosure requirements. If Contractor keeps
and maintains public records upon completion of this Contract, Contractor shall meet all
applicable requirements for retaining pubiio recdrds; All records stored electronically
must be provided to City upon request from City’s custodian of public records in a format
that is compatible with City’s information technology systems.

Deseription of Services and Deliverables

The City of Jacksonville, through its Public Works Departiment, is seeking a qualified professional
consultant to conduct a comprehensive assessment of the gravesites and mausoleums in 1illside
Cemetery, Memorial Cemetery, Old City Cemetery, Sunset Memorial Cemetery and Mount Olive
Cemetery. In addition, the consultant shall also conduct a general condition assessment of the
entranceways, vehicle and pedestrian paths, handicap accessibility, fencing and significant landscape
features, including the tree canopy, within each cemetery. Following a visual inspection, the consultant
shall also identify any low-lying areas within each cemetery that may be prone to poeling or flooding.
Collectively, these 5 cemeteries cover approximately 60 acres and contain a total of approximately
12,875 graves. Note: Because there are 5.62 acres inside Sunset Memorial Cemetery that have never
been surveyed or mapped, the number of graves in this portion of the cemetery is not known and has
therefore not been included in the approximate total number of graves referenced immediately above.

I BACKGROUND INFORMATION ONTHE 5 REFERENCED CEMETERIES®

Hillside Cemetery: Hillside Cemetery (a/k/a Potter’s Field and Pauper's Field), is located off
Mongcrief Road in northwest Jacksonviile at 35345 Owen Avenue and is maintained pursuant to the
Chapters 406 and 497, Florida Statues, which requires the City of Jacksonville to provide for the
disposition of the remains of deceased indigents. The cemetery, which consists of approximately 10
acres and has more than 4,000 graves, is owned by Duval County and has served as a burial site
since 1920, Hillside is a heavily treed property and provides a tranquil setting for the burial of the
indigent dead. There is also a small area that has been set aside for the scattering of cremains.
Gravesites within this cemetery have not been surveyed or mapped.

Memorial Cemetery and Sunset Memorial Cemetery®*: Memorial Cemetery and Sunset Memorial
Cemetery were the first large scale cemeteries developed exclusively for Jacksonville's African-
American community. The two cemeteries were established under the leadership of Abraham
Linceln Lewis, chief executive officer of the Afro-American Life Insurance Company, which was
founded in Jacksonville, Florida in 1901, Memorial and Sunset Memorial are located in northwest
Jacksonville on the north and. south side of Moncrief Road, respectively, immediately west of
Edgewood Avenue. Composed of two plats filed between1909 and 1928, Memorial Cemetery is
located on a 20.3 acre parcel. Sunset Memorial Cemetery is located on Moncrief Road immediately
across the street from Memorial Cemetery. The age of Sunset Memorial Cemetery has not been
determined, but it does appear on a 1917 USGS Topographic Map. A total of 2,397 graves have
been surveyed and mapped in Memorial Cemetery and a total of 219 graves have been surveyed
and mapped within the .62 acre portion of Sunset Memorial Cemetery*™ that is currently being
maintained by the City of Jacksonville,

0ld City Cemetery: The Old City Cemetery is located at the northeast corner of East Union Street
and North Washington Street just north and east of downtown Jacksonville, The cemetery served
as Jacksonville’s major burial site from 1852 until the opening of Evergreen Cemetery in 1881, Old
City Cemetery contains the graves of a number of military veterans and, because of its long history,
has a wide variety of monument types common during the nineteenth and early twentieth
centuries. These monument types include those with symbolism indicative of the period as well as
many reflecting membership in fraternal organizations, Burial records indicate there are
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EXHIBIT A

approximately 2,900 graves located within the 9.32 acre parcel that comprises Oid City Cemetery.
Gravesites within this cemetery have not been surveyed or mapped.

Mount Olive Cemetery: Mount Clive Cemetery is located in northwest Jacksonville on the north
side of West 45th Street approximately one block east of Moncrief Road. This cemetery was
developed from six plats filed between 1946 and 1967 and is not associated with the Afro-American
Life Insurance Company. Mount Olive Cemetery, which covers 12.29 acres, is another of the large
cemeteries developed for Jacksonville’s African-American community during the period when the
city was still segregated. A total of 3,160 graves have been surveyed and mapped at Mount Olive
Cemetery.

#1997 ESI Report: In 1997, the City of Jacksonville contracted with Environmental Services Inc.
(EST) to survey and map the gravesites at Memorial Cemetery, Sunset Memorial Cemetery and
Mount Olive Cemetery. Hillside Cemetery and Old City Cemetery were not included under this
contract. The contract called for the GIS mapping of individual gravesiles; the preparation of a
burial key for locating graves; the preparation of a National Register nomination for the three
cemeteries; and developing preservation recommendations. The preservation concerns outlined in
the ES! report, which are to some degree applicable to all five cemeteries, include fallen, sunken,
broken and deteriorated grave markers, headstones and monuments; damaged and collapsing
slabs, vaults and vault covers; the presence of grave-sized depressions and holes (probably as the
result of exhumatons and relocations); and the deteriorated condition of the five mausoleums
focated in Memorial Cemetery and Sunset Memorial Cemetery. At Memorial Cemetery a number of
marble military headstones have been identified that were never placed in the ground at gravesites
as well as others that had been placed in the ground but are not believed to be at actual gravesites.

Recommendations in the ESI report included the following:

1 Repair or replace any broken or collapsed vault covers.

2. Re-set sunken or fallen markers when requiring no conservation reatment.
3. Fill grave depressions and holes after being mapped and marked.

4, Catalogue and map the location of marker fragments and properly store.

5. Cleaning of markers and funerary artifacts following professional standards.
G. Conservation of broken markers following professional standards

“*Note: Only .62 acres of the 6.24 acre tract that comprises Sunset Memorial Cemetery has been
surveved and mapped and is currently being maintained by the City. The remaining 5.62 acres of
Sunset Memorial Cemetery will need to be cleared of underbrush, vines, small trees and other
vegetative matter before the individual gravesites within this portion of Sunset Memorial Cemetery
can be identified, inventoried and assessed.

PURPOSE OF PROJECT

The purpose of this comprehensive assessment profect is to obtain a detailed understanding of the
conditions in each cemetery specific to individual gravesites, including fallen, sunken, broken and
deteriorated grave markers, headstones, monuments; damaged and collapsing slabs, vaults and
vault covers; sunken or collapsed graves; and damaged or deteriorating mausoleums. The
assessment will also include specific conservation recommendations for each damaged or

deteriorating grave marker, headsione, monument or mausoleum and a general cost estimate for
each recommended repair, remediation or conservation measure. This project will also include a
general condition assessment of handicap accessibility as well as a general condition assessment of
entranceways, vehicle and pedestrian paths, fencing and sgg}mfuam landscape features, including
the tree canopy, in each of the five cemeteries. Z%a;s project will also require the consulant to
conduct a visual inspection of each cemetery for the purpose of identifying any low-lying areas that
may be prone to pooling or flooding,

PROJECT OBIECTIVE AND “SCOPE OF WORK” REQUIREMENTS

Consistent with the paragraph appearing immediately above in Section [, the objective of this
project is to obtain an understanding of the conditions inside each of the five referenced cemeteries
through the creation of five separate reports. To accomplish this, the required “Scope of Work” for
each cemetery is as follows:

Individual gravesites:

In the case of individual gravesites, the consultant shall GIS map, evaluate and inventory each
individual gravesite and shall report on each gravesite using an electronic reporting protocol and
gravesite inventory form that has beeﬁ approved by the City and stored in a searchable database.

Gravesite inventory forms shall be used to document the existing condition of each gravesite. Ata
minimum, and using separate fields, the inventory form shall identify each marker, headstone or
monument by section; shall include the name(s) on the marker, headstone or monument; shall
include a brief narrative describing the current condition of each marker, headstone or monument
as well as the material from which it was made; shall describe the current condition and material
type of any other significant funerary artifact or component specific to a particular gravesite that is
visible above ground; shall recommend the appropriate repair, remediation or conservation
measure for each marker, headstone or monument or other significant funerary feature or
component; shall assign any one of four Priority Treatment Classifications to the recommended
repair, remediation or conservation measure as described at the end of Section IV and shall provide
the estimated cost of the recommended repair, remediation or conservation measure. All proposed
repairs, remediation and conservation measures should be in accordance with the Standards of
Practice and Code of Ethics of the American Institute for Conservation of Historic and Artistic
Works (AIC).

All gravesite inventory forms shall also have a *:;nzu } field for reporting damaged slabs, vaults and
vault covers, open or collapsed graves or any other condition specific to a particular gravesite that
might compromise the integrity of a gravesite or pose a hazard to maintenance personnel or to the
general public.

All gravesite inventory forms shall include at least one photograph of each marker, headstone or
monument, taken from the front, which vhotograph shall contain a signboard with the plot number
of each grave. Photography will be conducted according 1o the i\éa‘:zom% Register Reguirements for
Digital and Film Pho ii‘éi{l&ph%x Prints (revised),

Each photograph and accompanying gravesite inventory form shall be linked to a specific grave, as
well as to a base map, using a GIS mapping protocol approved by the City.

Mausoleums:

Memorial Cemetery and Sunset Memorial Cemetery have a total of five mausoleums between
them. Using an electronic reporting protocol and special mausolenm inventory form approved by
the City, the consultant shall evaluate, document and photograph the current condition of each
mausoleum and shall recommend the appropriate measures for the repair, remediation and
conservation of each mausoleum as well as the esdmated cost of each recommended repair,
remediation or conservation measure. In addition, the consultant qémii map the location of each
mausoleum using a GIS mapping protocol approved by the City and linked to a base map. All
proposed repairs, remediation and conservation measures should be in accordance with the
Standards of Practice and Code of Ethics of the American Insitute for Conservation of Historic and
Artistic Works {AIQ).

Cemetery conditions:

Using a written narrative and a limited number of photographs for purposes of illustration, the
consultant receiving a contract award under this RFP shall evaluate, assess and document the
general condition of handicap accessibility within each cemetery as well as the general condition of
entranceways, vehicle and pedestrian paths, fencing and significant landscape features, including
the tree canopy, in each of the five cemeteries. The consultant shall also conduct a visual inspection
of each cemetery for the purpose of identifying and documenting any low-lying areas that may be
prone to pooling or flooding. As part of its condition assessment, and in cases where no grave
marker, headstone, monument or other funerary artifact is present, the consultant shall also
identify, photograph and GIS map any sunken or collapsed graves, significant depressions, open
holes or other hazards that require remediation,

The consultant shall also recommend reasonable measures that could be taken to promote handicap
accessibility as well as measures that would correct or remediate any deficiencies, prsbiems or
concerns involving entranceways, vehicle and pedestrian paths, fencing and significant landscape
features, including the tree canopy, in each of the five cemeteries. The consultant shall also
recommend measures that would reduce or eliminate any problems associated with pooling or
flooding in low-lying areas, The consultant shall also provide a cost estimate for each measure it
recommends to address any deficiency, problem or concern.

Special requirements for Sunset Memorial Cemetery:

There are approximately 5.62 acres inside Sunset Memorial Cemetery that have never been
surveyed or mapped because of overgrown vegetation. So that the individual g gravesites within this
portion of Sunset Memorial Cemetery can be 1demﬁrmd inventoried and assessed as required under
this RFP, the consulting firm receiving a contract award hereunder will be required to clear this 5.62
acre portion of the cematery of all underbrush, vines, small trees of 57 diameter or less (ABH) and
other vegetative matter. Once this has been completed, the consuliing firm will be required to
remove all fallen leaves, tree branches and other vegetative debris as well as all trash and other
discards, regardless of type or kind, from throughout this portion of the cemetery. Prior to the

clearing of any vegetation in Sunset Memorial Cemetery, the consultant will submit a work plan to
the City for its approval describing how the clearing will be done, the measures that will be taken to
prevent damage to individual graves and gravesites while the clearing is taking place and how any
open graves thal are discovered during the clearing process will be quickly filled. Note: No
equipment or trucks will be allowed to be used when clearing Sunset Memorial Cemetery that
might damage any individual grave or gravesite or that might damage any other feature of the
cematery.

Prigrity Treatment Classifications: The priority of treatment for each grave marker, headstong,
monument, funerary artifact and mausoleum will follow the standard classifications below:

Prigority 1 markers are those that are a threat to the public and to themselves. Examples would
include head-height monuments that are unstable and thus could be eastly toppled constituting a
significant threat of injury or death. Another example might be a stone marker where a needed
repair could be accomplished with relative ease but if the stone is further damaged, the repair
would become much costlier. In such a case the stone marker is classified as a threat to Hself, Other
examples include completely covered grave markers 37 or more below surface grade; markers that
have broken into multiple pleces; broken or collapsed concrete vault lids which compromise the
casket and lead to the eventual desecration of the interred or, in the case of broken vault lids that
are flush with ground level, could pose a significant safety concern for visitors.

Pricrity 2 markers are those that are actively undergping deterioration. Examples would include
markers that are spalling, that are badly deteriorated, or that are broken and lying on the ground
suffering additional damage. Another example would be markers on die bases where ferrous pins
have been used. As they rust, the pins cause significant iron jacking which makes the replacement
of these ferrous pins is a high priority, Other examples are vertical tablets that are broken into two
or more pieces where the repair requires the pieces to be pinned together; repairs to markers that
require material paiches or mortar injections to fill cracks; markers that have fallen from their base
or where the base is broken and requires a replacement base and base-pinning and/or adhesion
back to base.

Prigrity 3 markers ave those that require treatment but where a delay of 3-5 years is not likely to
cause significant additional deterioration. In this case broken stones can be neatly and carefully
stacked or leaned to prevent further deterioration allowing the repair to be delayed in the short-
term. Also included are fallen markers and those that have become separated from the base and
may be partially covered sith dirt, vegetation or leaf debris. These markers will need to be
excavated and re-set or excavated and carefully leanad,

Eriority 4 markers are those that require little to no treatment or repair. These include markers that
only require simple cleaning as well as partially sunken or leaning markers thal are intact and only
need to be re-set with gravel and sand.

As part of the continuing remediation activities under Project New Ground, ETM is currently working on the last portion
of the engineering, quality control and program management for the current active remediation project for the City. The
City recently entered into a sale agreement with the Vestcor Family Foundation, Inc. (VFFI) in Ordinance 2019-0138-E for
the development of the Forest Street Park, the current ash remediation construction laydown area along McCoy'’s Creek
Boulevard and the adjacent former school sites on the west boundary along Goodwin Street for the proposed
Jacksonville Classical Academy School. In Item 3.B ASH REMEDIATION of the Sale Agreement, England, Thims & Miller,
inc. is listed in the agreement for the oversight, certification and payment for the ash remediation work to be conducted
by (VFFI). Additional work tasks and fees will be needed to complete these tasks. Therefore, Amendment #18 is needed
to complete the project. The project and program end date will be until project completion (when the school site is
finished estimated at 5 months).

Accordingly, the Solid Waste Division recommends that the contract, between the City and England-Thims and Miller,
Inc. for Program Director for contaminated Site Remediation, is amended to (i) incorporate the Attached Scope of
Services identified as Exhibit “lI”; and (ii) incorporating the attached Contract Fee Summary Form identified as Exhibit
“))”; by increasing the amount for the tasks outlined in Item 3.B ASH REMEDIATION and Exhibit 1l by $341,485.26 and
increase the maximum indebtedness to the City not-to-exceed total amount of $40,211,944.41. All other terms and
conditions, as previously amended, shall remain the same. Nothing contained herein shall be amended, modified, or
otherwise revised without prior approval from PSEC and the Mayor.

1.0 BACKGROUND

England, Thims & Miller, Inc. (ETM) has a Contract (Architectural/Engineering Services as
Program Director for Contaminated Site Remediation) with the City of Jacksonville (the City) to
serve as the City’s Program Director for the remediation efforts associated with the four EPA-
jurisdictional ash remediation sites within the City per the EPA Records of Decision (RODs). Via
the Contact, ETM is shall provide the Construction Administration & Observation Services and
Quality Assurance/Quality Control for the remediation of the proposed charter school
redevelopment project to be located in the Forest Street Incinerator Ash Site.

The scope of this contract is to provide the following services for the former Forest Street
Incinerator Site Remediation (RE 089549 0000) and the adjacent former school parcel
(RE 089920 0000) (approx. 13.5 acres):

e Construction Administration & Observation and Quality Assurance/Quality Control
e Confirmation Sampling and Analyses
o Completion Report Services

ETM will be assisted by its Team subconsultants; Aerostar Environmental Services (Aerostar)
(JSEB), and CSI (JSEB) in the day-to-day confirmation sampling and density testing activities for
the site.

2.0 CONSTRUCTION ADMINISTRATION AND OBSERVATION (Task 1)

ETM will provide Construction Administration and Observation Services for the remediation of the
former Forest Street Incinerator site and the former school parcel. These services shall include
Pre-Construction Administration services with the City and remediation contractor in
preparation for the remediation/construction as well as Construction Administration services
during the remediation/construction to observe and document the remediation/construction.

ETM will be assisted by Team Subcontractors, Aerostar (JSEB) and CSI (JSEB) in confirmation
sampling activities and density testing as well as TestAmerica for laboratory analyses.

Construction Administration Services are provided only during construction/remediation
activities. The Construction Administration Services are detailed below and include
confirmation sampling during construction as well as laboratory analysis and data validation for
the confirmatory sampling.





This work will be provided on a Lump Sum basis assuming a 5-month schedule. If this schedule
is exceeded, additional funds may be required.

2.1 GENERAL CONSTRUCTION ADMINISTRATION SERVICES

ETM will provide Construction Administration Services. This will include attending meetings
throughout the duration of the site construction work. The project meetings shall include, but are
not limited to, pre-construction meetings, weekly progress meetings, problem or work
deficiency meetings and quality control meetings. In addition, Field Construction Inspectors
shall attend the daily meetings conducted by the remediation contractor.

2.2 PRE-CONSTRUCTION ADMINISTRATION SERVICES

2.2.1 Operational Readiness Reviews

Prior to initiating construction and periodically thereafter, the remediation contractor must
complete an operational readiness review. The purpose of an operational readiness review is
to examine a checklist of construction activities to ensure that the materials and manpower
required are in place to ensure a quick and efficient completion of the remediation. The
checklist will include staging area readiness, truck availability, clean fill availability, and
manpower availability. The construction will not be allowed begin until everything on the
checklist is readily available. ETM will review the report with the objective of completing
construction as rapidly as possible to minimize disruption the community and minimize delays.

2.2.2 Requests for Information and Change Order Requests

When information or direction is necessary, the remediation contractor shall submit requests
for information (RFis) in writing to ETM to document a specific problem, question, or concern.
ETM will coordinate a written response with the City. The remediation contractor is also
required for change order requests to submit in writing, along with an estimate of the cost of
the change, any notice of change in the scope of work prior to initiating the change. ETM will
coordinate a written response with the City.

2.3 CONSTRUCTION ADMINISTRATION SERVICES

2.3.1 Construction Observation

ETM will provide periodic Construction Observation services at the sites. ETM will provide a
Lead Field Construction Inspector and a Field Construction Inspector when necessary for the
site.

During the execution of the work, Construction Inspectors are responsible for maintaining a
field activity summary which describes the work performed and quantities of contaminated
materials removed. This documentation shall include photo documentation.

ETM will work closely with the remediation contractor to ensure that the remediation is
conducted to proper grades and will review the contractor as-builts.
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2.3.2 Sampling and Laboratory Analyses

ETM Team Subcontractor, Aerostar (JSEB) will provide independent soil sampling, including
confirmation sampling and TCLP sampling of excavated soil stockpiles for the site. All
laboratory analyses associated with the sampling efforts will be conducted by TestAmerica.
This work will include independent data validation of TestAmerica’s laboratory results. These
critical sampling activities will remain independent of the remediation contractor conducting
the actual remediation to ensure the integrity of the sampling efforts and avoid the appearance
of conflict of interest of the remediation contractor. This work shall include the cost of XRF
machine rental as required for confirmation sampling.

2.3.3 Density Testing

ETM Team Subcontractor, CSt (JSEB) will provide independent density testing of compacted soil
backfill at the site. This work includes sampling and testing of the backfill material (modified
proctor test) as well as the density testing to ensure that the backfill is placed in accordance
with the project specifications. This critical testing activity will remain independent of the
remediation contractor conducting the actual remediation to ensure the integrity of the
sampling efforts and avoid the appearance of conflict of interest of the remediation contractor.

2.4 POST-CONSTRUCTION ADMINISTRATION SERVICES

2.4.1 Post-Construction Survey

After the site is remediated, the remediation contractor must perform a Post-Construction
Survey with ETM, the City and the property owner. The remediation contractor must obtain the
signature of the property owner that the work has been completed in accordance with the
project specifications. ETM will attend each Post-Construction Survey and inspect any additional
work required.

3.0 Completion Report Services (Task 2)

ETM will prepare Completion Reports for the proposed school site and the remaining City lands.
These reports shall include the following:

s The Remediation Design

e The Construction and Photo Documentation

e The Contractor’s Completion Report

e Post-Construction As-Built Plans (as provided by the remediation contractor)
e The Confirmation Sampling Plan (with Sampling Data) & Density Test Report

e Truck Manifest Reports

The Completion Reports will be prepared for direct submittal to the EPA.

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PURCHASE AGREEMENT

THIS PURCHASE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made this { day of

%ﬁ! , 2019, (the “Effective Date”) between THE VESTCOR FAMILY
FO ATION, INC.,, a Florida not for profit corporation, whose address is 3030 Hartley Road,
Suite 310, Jacksonville, Florida 32257 (“VFF”), and the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a
consolidated political subdivision and municipal corporation existing under the laws of Florida,
whose address is 117 West Duval Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32202 ("COJ"). COJ’s agent in all
matters regarding this Agreement shall be the Real Estate Division of the City of Jacksonville’s
Department of Public Works. As used herein, the term “Party” shall mean the VFF or the COJ, as

applicable and the terms “Parties” shall mean VFF and COJ. In consideration of the mutual
promises set out below, the Parties agree as follows:

1. PROPERTY TO BE PURCHASED. COQJ agrees to convey to VFF the real property
owned by COJ located in Duval County, Florida, described and depicted in Exhibit A (the
"Property”). The Property includes all improvements, easements, appurtenances and hereditaments
pertaining to the land depicted on Exhibit A.

2A. PURCHASE PRICE. The total purchase price for the Property which VFF agrees to pay
to COJ shall be One Million Four Hundred Twenty-Eight Thousand and 00/100 Dollars
($1,428,000.00) (the “Purchase Price”). VFF shall pay to COJ the Purchase Price either (a) in
cash, cashier’s check or wire transfer of immediately available funds (U.S. Dollars) or (b) such
other method as is approved by COJ in writing. In the event payment is made by wire transfer
pursuant to wiring instructions provided by COJ, sums shall be deemed paid by VFF when
receipt of the wire transfer is acknowledged by a financial institution designated by COJ as the
recipient and COJ’s account is credited.

2.B. DEPOSIT. A non-interest bearing deposit of $400,000.00 payable to Driver, McAfee,
Hawthorne & Diebenow, P.L.L.C. as escrow agent shall be deposited within 3 business days
following the Effective Date. If VFF does not terminate this Agreement during the Inspection
Period provided for below, then VFF shall deposit an additional $100,000.00 within 3 business
days following expiration of the Inspection Period. The deposits required by this paragraph are
collectively and singularly referred to as the “Deposit”. The Deposit shall become non-refundable
if VFF does not terminate this Agreement during the Inspection Period as provided in Section 2.C.
below, except as otherwise expressly provided in this Agreement.

2.C. INSPECTION PERIOD. VFF shall have a period of 60 days following the Effective Date
of this Agreement (the “Inspection Period”) to complete all inspections and investigations it may
choose to pursue of the Property, including but not limited to title, survey, environmental, building
and zoning and land use restrictions, and such other investigations deemed prudent by VFF. VFF’s
entry onto the Property is subject to compliance with insurance requirements of the City’s Risk
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Management Division. VFF’s intrusive testing of the Property shall be subject to the prior
approval of COJ which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed and if
this Agreement is terminated for any reason, VFF shall restore the Property to its condition prior to
any intrusive testing by VFF. During the Inspection Period COJ shall make available to VFF
copies of all files, documents and any other items in its possession or control reasonably requested
by VFF relating to the condition of the Property. If for any reason VFF is not satisfied with the
results of any investigation, then within the Inspection Period VFF shall deliver to COJ written
notice of cancellation cancelling this Agreement, and the Deposit shall be refunded to VFF and the
Escrowed Funds, if any, shall be promptly returned to COJ. If terminated, VFF shall furnish COJ
with a copy of all materials and information (including any engineering reports, studies, maps, site
characterizations and zoning related materials) prepared by third parties for the VFF during the
term of this Agreement relating to the potential use or the physical condition of the Property. COJ
acknowledges and agrees that any information provided or to be provided with respect to the
Property was obtained from a variety of sources and that VFF has not made any independent
investigation or verification of such information and makes no representations as to the accuracy
or completeness of any such information. If VFF elects not to cancel this Agreement within the
Inspection Period, the Deposit shall become non-refundable and payable to COJ upon Closing or
earlier termination of this Agreement, except under circumstances in which this Agreement
expressly provides for delivery of the Deposit to VFF. COJ may, but is not obligated to do so, cure
any objections raised by VFF as a result of VFF's investigations of the Property. If COJ undertakes
to cure VFF 's objections but is unable to do so then VFF may elect, in its sole discretion, to
proceed to closing subject to the matters to which it has objected that have not been cured or
terminate this Agreement and receive a refund of the Deposit. VFF's failure to deliver a notice of
cancellation to COJ within the Inspection Period shall constitute VFF's acceptance of the Property
in its AS-IS, WHERE-IS, WITH-ALL-FAULTS condition as of the expiration of the Inspection
Period, subject only to the provisions of paragraph 3.B. From and after the Effective Date, COJ, in
its proprietary capacity and not in its regulatory capacity, will cooperate with the VFF in its pursuit
of the re-zoning of the Property. VFF agrees and acknowledges that COJ’s effort to facilitate re-
zoning is undertaken in its proprictary capacity and not its regulatory capacity and that such
undertaking is in not an obligation to achieve the re-zoning or an assurance of the outcome of the
re-zoning.

3.A. ENVIRONMENTAL SITE ASSESSMENT.

VFF may, at its sole cost and expense, obtain an environmental site assessment of the Property.
VFF shall be responsible for any wetland determination and flagging, surveying, reporting,
drawings, etc., including any required off-site or on-site wetland mitigation.

3.B. ASH REMEDIATION. Within 30 days following the Effective Date, COJ shall escrow
$1,540,777.00 (the “Escrowed Funds™) with Driver, McAfee, Hawthorne & Diebenow, P.L.L.C.
(the “Escrow Agent”) pursuant to escrow instructions agreed to by the Escrow Agent and the
Parties. The Escrowed Funds represents the estimated cost to remediate the Property in
accordance with the EPA Consent Decree governing the Property. COJ is responsible for and
will coordinate and pay the cost of the QA/ QC of remediation. VFF shall develop a remediation
plan for the Property based on the VFF’s development plan and shall submit the remediation
plan to the COJ and the EPA for approval. VFF’s remediation plan for the Property as approved
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by COJ and EPA, including any further amendments to the approved plan as approved by COJ
and EPA shall be referred to herein as the “Approved Remediation Plan”. COJ shall cooperate
and provide assistance during the preparation of the remediation plan. The remediation plan and
the VFF’s responsibilities to prepare the remediation plan shall meet the requirements of the
EPA Consent Decree in the most cost-efficient manner possible. VFF shall complete the ash
remediation of the Property in accordance with the Approved Remediation Plan within 24
months following the Closing. In the event that the ash remediation is not completed by VFF in
accordance with the Approved Remediation Plan within 24 months following the Closing, COJ
may by written notice to VFF, elect to take over and complete the ash remediation and shall have
ownership, control and rights over the remaining Escrowed Funds for such purpose. VFF may
draw from the escrow no more frequently than monthly to pay the costs of the ash remediation in
accordance with the Approved Remediation Plan. VFF will draw on the escrow by making
applications for payment from Escrow Agent consisting of (i) a written certification executed by
VFF and COJ’s engineer of record, England Thims & Miller, Inc., in the form attached hereto as
Exhibit “B”, certifying to Escrow Agent the amount to be disbursed from the Escrow Funds (the
“Engineer’s Certification); and (ii) written certification executed by VFF certifying to Escrow
Agent and COJ that all contractors, subcontractors, laborers, materialmen and suppliers retained
by VFF entitled to lien under Florida law for services and/or materials rendered in connection
with the remediation work have been paid in full through the date of the applicable application of
payment. The City’s Real Estate Division Chief shall be provided copied on all certifications
provided by VFF to Escrow Agent for payment. From and after 10 days after Escrow Agent’s
receipt of any such complete application for payment, Escrow Agent shall be irrevocably and
unconditionally authorized to release to VFF the portion of the Escrow Funds referenced in the
applicable Engineer’s Certification. = VFF is responsible for transportation and any
characterization and manifesting of the soils. VFF will be responsible for the long-term
maintenance of all institutional and engineering controls for remediation of the Property. COJ
agrees to accept all ash-impacted soils from the Property. VFF shall use a COJ-approved ash
contractor for remediation of the Property. If VFF elects to use another contractor, the VFF shall
have the responsibility to have said contractor approved and certified by EPA and FDEP to the
extent required to satisfy the EPA Consent Decree. VFF will cause its contractor to coordinate
with COJ, at COJ’s expense, on the remediation of property contiguous to the Property and not
included in this Agreement. If this Agreement is terminated prior to Closing, Escrow Agent
shall, upon the written request of COJ, return the Escrowed Funds to COJ. Additionally, all
Escrowed Funds not expended for the required remediation of the Property shall revert back to
the COJ within 90 days of completion of the remediation and approval of the completion report
(submitted by CQJ) by the EPA. In the event the Escrowed Funds are not sufficient for VFF to
complete the ash remediation in accordance with the Approved Remediation Plan, VFF, at its
sole cost and expense, shall be responsible to place additional funds in escrow with the Escrow
Agent sufficient to pay the shortfall, including all costs and expenses necessary to complete the
ash remediation of the Property in accordance with the Approved Remediation Plan.

4. SURVEY. VFF shall, at VFF’s sole cost and expense, during the Inspection Period obtain
a survey of the Property. VFF shall cause the survey to be certified to COJ and COJ shall have the
right to approve the survey which approval will not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or
delayed.
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5. TITLE INSURANCE. VFF shall, at its sole cost and expense, obtain a title insurance
commitment for the full amount of the purchase price within 15 days following the Effective Date.
At Closing, VFF, at its sole cost and expense, shall obtain an owner’s title policy for the full
amount of the purchase price.

6. DEFECTS IN TITLE. Within five (5) business days after receipt of the last to be received
of the title insurance commitment and the survey for the Property, VFF shall provide written notice
of any defect evidenced by the commitment or the survey (each, a “Title Defect”) to COJ. Any
failure by the VFF to provide such notice shall be deemed VFF’s approval of the commitment
and the survey. Within thirty (30)days after receipt of VFF’s notice of defects in the
commitment or the survey, the COJ shall provide written notice to the VFF of those Title Defects
it elects to attempt to cure and COJ shall have until Closing to cure said Title Defects. Any
failure of COJ to provide such notice shall be deemed its election to not cure any such Title
Defects. If COJ (a) elects or is deemed to have elected not to cure any or all Title Defects or (b)
fails to cure any Title Defects which such party has agreed to attempt to cure, VFF may in its
sole discretion and as its sole remedy on account of such failure either (y)terminate this
Agreement and receive return of any Deposit or (z) waive such Title Defects and consummate
the Closing. If VFF elects under clause (z) above in accordance with the foregoing, then any
Title Defect previously objected to by VFF which has not been cured shall become a permitted
exception and title will be conveyed subject to such permitted exceptions.

7. INTERESTS CONVEYED. At Closing, COJ will execute and deliver to VFF a quitclaim
deed for the Property subject to easements, reservations, restrictions and other interests of record
that have been approved by VFF pursuant to Section 6. Except as expressly provided in this
Agreement, VFF shall take title to the Property in its AS-IS, WHERE-IS, AND WITH-ALL-
FAULTS condition, subject to the provisions of paragraph 3.B with regard to the Property. COJ
shall convey the Property to VFF with a release of its right of entry to the phosphate, minerals,
metals and petroleum interests reserved by Section 270.011, Florida Statutes.

8. PREPARATION OF CLOSING DQCUMENTS. Upon execution by VFF of this
Agreement, VFF shall submit to COJ a properly completed and executed beneficial interest
affidavit and disclosure statement as required by Section 286.23, Florida Statutes. VFF will
prepare the documents required to close the transaction contemplated by this Agreement and such
documents shall be subject to the approval by the COJ, such approval not to be unreasonably
withheld, conditioned or delayed. At Closing, in addition to the deeds referenced in Sections 7 and
9, VFF agrees to execute such easements as are required by the City in a form reasonably
acceptable to VFF and COJ, including (i) an easement in favor of JEA for construction, repair and
maintenance of JEA utilities and facilities existing on the Property, and (ii) a stormwater drainage
easement in favor of COJ for stormwater drainage of the future parking lot (up to 24 parking
spaces) to be constructed by COJ (“Future COJ Parking Lot™) on adjacent COJ owned property
(the “Stormwater Drainage Easement™). The Future COJ Parking Lot, which final design may be
altered and reconfigured by the COJ, is depicted on the site plan attached hereto as Exhibit C for
information purposes only. The Stormwater Drainage Easement shall grant COJ all drainage
easements and rights necessary for COJ to adhere to any St. Johns River Water Management
District (SJRWMD) permit requirements applicable to drainage for the Future COJ Parking Lot.
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The form and location of all easements in favor of JEA or COJ shall be agreed to by the Parties
during the Inspection Period.

9. TRANFER OF ADDITIONAL PROPERTY; STORMWATER DRAINAGE. At Closing,
VFF will transfer title to 257 Goodwin Street (RE# 089922-0000) to COJ by special warranty
deed subject to easements, covenants, restrictions and other matters of record as of the date of
this Agreement (the “Goodwin Property). VFF shall pay the documentary revenue stamp taxes
and recording costs for the Goodwin Property. In addition, VFF, at its sole costs and expense,
will include in its St. Johns River Water Management District permit approved by SIRWMD
sufficient stormwater retention, stormwater treatment capacity and compensatory storage for
drainage from the Future COJ Parking Lot.

10.  EXPENSES. VFF will pay the documentary revenue stamp tax and all other taxes or costs
associated with this transaction, except as otherwise specified in this Agreement. By way of
example and not exclusion, VFF shall pay the cost of recording the deed required by paragraphs 7
and 9 of this Agreement and any other recordable instruments necessary to assure good and
marketable title to the Property, title insurance, costs for surveys, zoning approvals and obtaining
final permits and approvals, environmental inspections and remediation, subject to the ash
remediation provisions of this Agreement, and all other costs related to any inspections of the
Property. Each party shall be responsible for its own attorney fees and the costs of any other
advisors.

11.  PURPOSELY OMITTED.

12.  CLOSING PLACE AND DATE. The closing shall be on the earlier of (i) the date which is
thirty (30) days after VFF obtains final and non-appealable zoning and land use approvals on the
Property acceptable to VFF in its sole discretion, or (ii) the date which is one year after the
Effective Date (the “Closing”); provided, however, that in no event shall closing occur on a date
that is earlier than thirty (30) days after expiration of the Inspection Period. If the Closing has not
occurred on or before the date which is one year after the Effective Date, this Agreement will
automatically terminate and the Deposit shall be returned to VFF and the Escrowed Funds shall be
returned to COJ. Subject to the terms of this Agreement, COJ may elect an earlier Closing Date.
The Closing shall occur at a mutually agreeable time and place. It shall be a condition to closing
under this Agreement that: (i) the environmental condition of the Property shall not have changed
after the Effective Date, (ii) the VFF shall have received a marked down title commitment or
proforma policy at Closing in form consistent with this Agreement and clear of any Title Defects
that are not permitted exceptions, and (iii) the Property shall have final and non-appealable zoning
and land use approvals acceptable to VFF.

13. RISK OF LOSS AND CONDITION OF PARCELS. COJ assumes all risk of loss or
damage to the Property prior to the date of Closing and agrees that the Property shall be transferred
and conveyed to VFF in the same or essentially the same condition as of the Effective Date of this
Agreement, ordinary wear and tear excepted. If between the date this Agreement is executed by
the parties and the date of Closing the condition of the Property as it existed on the date this
Agreement is altered by an act of God or other natural force beyond the control of the parties or the
environmental condition of such parcel is altered in any adverse manner, other than pursuant to the
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ash remediation provided for by this Agreement, the VFF may elect, at its sole option, to terminate
this Agreement and receive a return of the Deposit and neither party shall have any further
obligations under this Agreement.

The Property is encumbered by an historic designation that will require VFF to retain it and
maintain it according to the requirements of the designation.

14,  RIGHT TO ENTER AND POSSESSION. COJ agrees that from the date this Agreement is
executed by the parties, officers, attorneys and duly authorized agents of VFF, upon reasonable
notice and subject to providing required insurance, shall have at all times the right and privilege of
entering the Property for all lawful purposes in connection with this Agreement. COJ shall deliver
possession of the Property to VFF at Closing free of any unrecorded tenancies or rights of
possession. COJ will prevent any liens from attaching (or will pay or bond off such liens) to the
Property for work completed prior to Closing.

15.  PURPOSELY OMITTED.

16. DEFAULT. If COJ breaches this Agreement, VFF may, as its sole remedy, after ten (10)
days written notice and after affording COJ a reasonable opportunity to cure the breach (a)
terminate this Agreement and be entitled to the immediate return of the Deposit, together with all
interest earned thereon, if any, as its sole and exclusive remedy and relief, (b) enforce specific
performance of this Agreement, as its sole and exclusive remedy and relief without reduction of
the Purchase Price, or (c) waive such failure by COJ and close the purchase in accordance with
this Agreement without reduction of the Purchase Price, notwithstanding such failure by COJ. In
no event shall COJ be liable to VFF for any actual, punitive, speculative, consequential or other
damages. If VFF breaches this Agreement, after ten (10) days written notice and after affording
VFF a reasonable opportunity to cure the breach COJ shall be entitled to a return of any
remaining Escrow Funds, restoration of the Property if no remediation has been done by VFF in
accordance with the Approved Remediation Plan, and retain the portion of the Deposit then
made together with all interest earned thereon as liquidated damages (and not as a penalty) as
COJ’s sole remedy and relief. COJ and VFF have made these provisions for liquidated damages
as it would be difficult to calculate on the date hereof, the amount of actual damages for such
breach and agree that these sums represent reasonable compensation to COJ for such breach.

17.  BROKERS. Each party represents that no persons, firms, corporations or other entities are
entitled to a real estate commission or other fees as a result of this Agreement or subsequent
closing. Each party shall be responsible for any claim for such fees arising from that party’s
actions or alleged actions.

18. RECORDING. This Agreement may not be recorded.
19.  ASSIGNMENT. Except as expressly provided herein, this Agreement may not be assigned
without the prior written consent of the other party. At Closing, VFF shall have the right to assign

this Agreement to Jacksonville Classical Academy, Inc.

20. TIME. Time is of essence with regard to all dates or times set forth in this Agreement.

The parties
agree that the depiction in Exhibit “A” shall be revised to be the legal description in the survey
contemplated in paragraph 4 of this Agreement, and such a revision of the legal description of
the Property shall not require a written amendment to this Agreement. COJ’s execution and
delivery of the closing instruments containing the VFF’s survey legal description and the VFF’s
acceptance of said instruments and of the VFF’s final survey containing the revised legal
description shall constitute a full and complete ratification and acceptance of the revised legal
description of the Property by the parties.

On December 21, 2017, the Board of Trustees of the City of Jacksonville Retirement System entered into
Contract #10382 for actuarial consulting services with The Segal Company (“Segal"), with an expiration date of
December 20, 2022. The City of Jacksonville requires actuarial consulting services to perform actuarial
valuations and studies related to the Disability and Survivorship Plan, which is not administered by the Board
of Trustees. Since Segal is already familiar with the benefit structure and rules of the Plan and have already
been through a competitive bid process resulting in the current contract with the Board of Trustees, it makes
sense for the City to pracure these services via piggyback of the existing contract.

Therefore, the Finance and Administration Department, Treasury Division, requests that the Professional
Services Evaluation Committee approve an award to Segal for actuarial consulting services as described in the
Board Contract under Section 126.211 of the Jacksonville Procurement Code, which allows the City to use
contracts of other lacal governmental entities which have been competitively procured and awarded. As in the
Board Contract, these services would be approved through December 20, 2022. We also request that the not-
to-exceed maximum indebtedness amount for the City Contract be set at $200,000 to cover the term of the
agreemant.
